Block 23 glazed link corridor and conservatory - single storey steel frame glazed walls, concrete floors and pitched glazed roofs.

Blocks 24 and 27  1, 2, and 3 storey buildings - mixed use - CT/MRI and offices at all floor levels - part traditional load bearing bwk.  part steel frame clad structures, concrete and timber floors part concrete and part metal deck flat roofing.

Block 25  2 and 3 storey ward accommodation and offices - part traditional load bearing bwk part steel frame, concrete floors, part flat roof, part pitched roofs with profile metal sheet.

Block 26 1, 2 and 3 storey accommodation - mixed use - cafeteria, kitchens, offices, chapel, lecture theatre, seminar rooms - load bearing bwk and steel frame with rain screen cladding, concrete and timber floors, concrete flat roofs and pitched roofs with profile metal sheet.

Block 27 part single part 3 storey accommodation, MR/CT scanning and offices – traditional load bearing brickwork and part steel framed construction, concrete floors, part concrete flat roof and part metal deck flat roofing.
