Enquiries made by telephone will NOT be accepted.

All Tenders shall remain valid and open for acceptance by the Authority for a period of 120 DAYS from the Tender Return Date specified in paragraph 3 above.

6.
Tender Evaluation:
a.
The Authority will undertake an evaluation of all tender responses received submitted in compliance with this paragraph 6 and Annex A to the covering letter.  This will be undertaken by a Tender Evaluation Panel (TEP), comprising representatives of the Artillery Systems Project Team with the relevant subject matter expert experience.  Non-commercial representatives will not have visibility of the prices until the Tender Evaluation Panel has met to consider evaluations.

b.
The tender responses will be evaluated using the Most Economically Advantageous Tender (MEAT) method for the highest combined Technically and Financially (Price) scored tender using a Percentage Score, on the basis of 70/30 for Technical, Price. This is a comparative score and the scoring method is worked out as follows:

c.
The Authority will use a traditional / simple evaluation Tender Evaluation Tool to assess the technical aspects of each tender utilising a spreadsheet as per Annex A to this covering letter. 
Tenderers must note: The evaluation criteria and the evidence required for each score is outlined against each question, at column titled Evaluation Criteria, at Annex A to this covering letter. 

d.
 The highest scoring Technical Proposal as derived from the completed evaluations at Annex A to this covering letter will be awarded the maximum score of 70 for Technical. The other tenders are awarded scores in accordance with the following formula: 

70 x (Tenderer’s Technical Mark / Highest Technical Mark)

e.
The lowest price Tender will receive the maximum score of 30 for Price. The other tenders are awarded scores in accordance with the following formula:

30 x (Lowest Priced Technically and Commercially Compliant Tender / Tenderer’s Price)

f.
The optimum is the highest Technical score and lowest Price, this together would get the highest total score. For example, a Tenderer who receives the highest Technical score of 70 will also receive an additional score of 15 based on Price, where that Price was double that of the lowest priced compliant Tender.  As that Tenderer’s overall score would equal 85, they may be in a position to win this competition if the Tenderer with the lowest price compliant Tender produced a lower Technical score and therefore lesser score overall.

g.
Non-priced/non-compliant related Commercial aspects will be subject to a simple PASS/FAIL test.  

Non-Compliant.  The Tenderer has proposed substantial departures or restrictions in the proposed condition and/or commercial requirements that are deemed unacceptable and / or would pass unacceptable risk to the Authority, such as those which:

•
Affect the scope, quality or performance of the proposed contract;

•
Differ materially from the terms and conditions of the proposed contract;

•
Limit or change the risk allocation under the contract which must be equal for all Tenderers; or

•
Otherwise unfairly distort the competition.

h.
If a Tender response is deemed to be non-compliant, it will lead to that tender response not being evaluated any further.

i. In the event of two or more Tenders being awarded the same total score the Authority shall choose the Tender with the highest Technical score.  

7.
Commercial and Technical Proposal

a.
Tenderers are to provide three priced copies and three un-priced copies of their Commercial Proposal (in written form), plus one soft copy of each.  

b.
The Commercial proposal must include:

· A Statement of Compliance with acceptance of the Terms and Conditions of the contract using the format provided at Annex B to covering letter.  Non acceptance of any of the terms and conditions may result in the tender being deemed non-compliant.  
· Confirmation that the tender is valid for a period of 120 days from the date of submission.
c.
Tenderers are to provide three un-priced copies of their Technical Proposal (in written form) together with one soft copy.  Tenderers are to omit their company details from the Technical Proposal.  

d.
Soft copies of the Commercial and Technical proposal must be on CD ROM.  Documentation shall be provided in Microsoft Word 2010 or compatible format.  ALL PRICE AND PAYMENT DATA MUST BE EXCLUDED FROM THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL.
e.
An indicative delivery plan shall be included in both the Technical and Commercial proposals.
·  The Tenderer must provide an indicative plan to demonstrate how they will meet the deliverables listed within the Statement of Requirement and the associated confidence levels for those times.    
·    The Tenderer must be able to meet the Authority’s required delivery dates for the deliverables and identify the high risk deliverables.
