Background

The Authority has a requirement for the provision of HM Ship and Establishment Badges as stated in Book of Reference 2 Chapter 88 Ships’ and Establishment Badges and is available at the following link: https://www.royalnavy.mod.uk/-/media/royal-navy-responsive/documents/reference-library/brd2/ch88.pdf
Requirement
Ships/Establishments (estimated quantities) – A list of Ships/Establishments, together with numbers required annually for each Ship/Establishment, is attached at Annex A. Numbers required may vary. A colour reference book containing hard copy samples of each badge shall be provided to the successful tenderer.                                               
Specifications of Badges 
i) Shape. The shape of the badges is to be one of the following heraldic designs. 

· Circular - surrounded by a twisted – rope frame and surmounted by a Naval Crown, 

· Diamond - surrounded by a twisted – rope frame and surmounted by a Naval Crown

· Pentagonal - surrounded by a twisted – rope frame and surmounted by a Naval Crown

· Circular - surrounded by a twisted - rope frame without a Naval Crown
· Shield
Examples of each shape are attached at Schedule 2.

ii) Size: 
9.5cm inside diameter of frame for circular badges, and in proportion for diamond-shaped and pentagonal badges. The following provided is a requirement.

· Circular - 9.5 cm diameter within rope frame, within the following parameters 1.3-1.5 cm diameter rope frame, mount to extend 2 cm around badge. Naval Crown 8 cm x 4 cm at widest points. 

· Diamond – in proportion as stated above within rope frame, within the following parameters 1.3-1.5 cm diameter rope frame, mount to extend 2 cm around badge. Naval Crown 8 cm x 4 cm at widest points.

· Pentagonal -  in proportion as stated above within rope frame, within the following parameters 1.3-1.5 cm diameter rope frame, mount to extend 2 cm around badge. Naval Crown 8 cm x 4 cm at widest points.

· Shield -  9 cm top width, 10.5 cm height, mount 15 cm top width 17.5 cm height, Royal Marines scroll underneath width 9cm. The surface of the mount itself is to be flat.    

                  All badge designs should be raised by 0.7 cm on the mount itself.  
iii) Colour: Badges are to be painted to comply with colours supplied in the hard copy samples of each badge provided by Navy Command Headquarters to the successful bidder. Electronic versions are available below but are not to be used to match colours. To reproduce the badges as jpegs Graphics use colour mixed using CMYK (Cyan, Magenta, Yellow and Black) as the colours are too varied there are no Pantone shades. All badges to have a Gloss finish.

iv) Composition: Badges are to be made of resin or an equally robust material to withstand minor knocks. 

v) Name: The name of the Ship/Establishment is to be included in a panel at the top of the frame or in a scroll below the shield.
vi) Backing: Each badge is to be securely mounted on a hardwood backing of a shield shape and stained a light mahogany colour. The backing is to have a chamfered edge and a recessed centre fitting to allow for hanging.

vii) New designs: There will occasionally be a requirement to add new designs for example for ships being commissioned into the Fleet.
viii) Remoulds: There may be the requirement for remoulds to be provided.

ix) Branding: Company Branding is not to be included in the final product.

Delivery Requirements
i) Timescales: To be delivered within 8 weeks of order placement if a mould is held or 12 weeks if a mould is required to be made, unless agreed otherwise by the Designated Officer. 

ii) Quantity per order: Tenderers are required to confirm they can supply up to the maximum of quantity 30 badges per order per type of badge within the 8 - 12 week period. 

iii) Quantity: Tenderers are required to confirm maximum number of badges they can supply within the 8 - 12 week period.
iv) Despatch: Badges are to be despatched direct to ships and commands at their BFPO address, which will be provided by the Designated Officer on the Demand Order Form at no additional cost to the authority.
v) Delivery Costs: Delivery costs shall be included within the firm price.
vi) Containers: Badges to be provided in protective containers that are suitably robust in terms of protection and stability, packaging must hold badge in place, to avoid damage in transit and suitable in terms of presentation. 

vii) Weight of packages: The Contractor must ensure that all packages are less than 11 kg in weight.

viii) Address: The Contractor must ensure all packages delivered are correctly marked as per the Demand Order.

ix) Deliverables and Delivery Dates: Deliverables and delivery dates shall be as stated on the Demand Order Form.

x) Proof of Delivery/Receipt: Proof of tracking the delivery/receipt of crests is required. Proof of Delivery (POD) with receipt signature for land based deliveries and POD showing the parcel(s) being scanned at the National Sorting Hub for BFPO deliveries.

The Authority has a requirement for the manufacture and supply of HM Ship and Establishment Badges, (approx 168 designs) in 5 heraldic designs. 
Badges will be manufactured and securely mounted on a hardwood backing of a shield shape to a provided specification. 
The prospective supplier must provide all the necessary equipment and must ensure that this is maintained and calibrated in accordance with manufacturer instructions to meet the requirement for the supply of these goods. 
There may be a requirement for new Badges for example for ships currently in construction and equally some Badges on the schedule may be removed, if for example, decommissioning occurs.

(2) a detailed breakdown of any costs which result from the Change;

(5) such other information as the Authority may reasonably require.
