Answer
We expect most BBO projects will be run by partnerships of organisations working together. Answer
Sub-contracting beyond the partnership is expected to be limited and we would not expect sub-contractors to be part of the evaluation unless they are delivering a significant part of the project. See the ‘Working in partnership’ FAQs for more information.

Can you clarify whether or not there is any expectation to involve beneficiaries/clients of BBO projects in the evaluation/learning process?  

Answer
We expect it will be necessary to work directly with some participants in order to fully understand the impact of the sample projects on target groups. This might take the form of case studies, for example, to understand the longer-term impact of participation for a relatively small sample of individuals. The evaluators must share learning across all BBO grant-holders – we have not asked for the evaluation to include sharing learning directly with participants, but if you believe that would bring benefits we would be interested to hear about them in your proposal.
