1. Agreement 

 This Memorandum of Understanding sets out the agreement between Cabinet Office Media

broadcast and online sources.  

0600 Media Briefing – Round-up of the key Government-related news stories from the main 
national daily print newspaper, Monday to Friday. 

0700 Media Briefing – Round-up of the key Government-related news stories from the main 
national daily print newspapers, Saturday and Sunday.   

0700 Headlines Update - Summaries of the top four stories featured by BBC News, Sky News, 
Radio 4 and ITV, Monday to Friday. 

0815 Media briefing – Round-up of key Government-related news stories from the main morning 
news broadcasts, Monday to Friday. 

b) Broadcast summaries 

BBC R4 Today – A summary of the main Government-related items to be sent out in two parts at 
0730 and 0900 Monday to Friday. Saturday’s Today programme is also produced and distributed 
at 0900. 

Programme Summaries  – Full summaries are produced of BBC 1300, ITV 1330, R4 The World at 
One, BBC 1800, ITV 1830 and BBC 2200. 

Sunday – Full summary of BBC One’s Sunday politics programme and key interview summaries 
from Sky News and radio programming. 

c) News alerts & updates 

MMU staff are available 24/7 to respond to monitoring requests including stories in the following 
day’s newspaper first editions.
