1 Background /introduction
Parc Signs Limited is a supplier of signage and display materials to a range of businesses and organisations across Cornwall and the rest of the UK.  Key customers include the National Trust who have appointed us as one of 4 suppliers of signage to their estates across the UK.  We also work with design agencies across Cornwall on a range of signage and exhibition style projects including museum fit outs and interpretation schemes.
We would like to make a significant investment in our production department that will deliver long-term benefits to the business and enable us to increase our product range whilst enhancing our operating margins. Our current machining centre will only cut substrates which are 60mm deep and as a result an increasing amount of machining is currently being outsourced which adds costs, time and quality control overheads to our production line. Our investment in the proposed additional CNC will: 

• reduce the production dependency and bottleneck associated with our existing machine

• remove a single point of failure within our current operating processes

• decrease lead-times, a significant factor in customers’ minds when they decide to buy from us 
• thanks to an increased cutting depth, and ability to handle thicker substrate material,  allows us to bring outsourced production back in house  and allow us to develop new products and processes that will enhance our market position and create jobs in the Cornish economy.
The purchase of this system is part of a grant funded application process and therefore procurement will be subject to grant approval of the project as a whole. We will compare tenders received on a compliance basis only.

CNC routing machine with the following general feature set:

· 1500mm x 2500mm minimum processing area

· Extended Z axis with at least 300mm gantry to accept substrate depths of up to a maximum of 285mm
· Drive system 30mm diameter re-circulating ballscrews on X axis (x 2) Y & Z axis
· Drive motos 1kW digital servo motors with encoder on X (x 2) Y & Z axis

· Cutting speed minimum of 600mm per second

· Zonal Vacuum hold down area & Vacuum pump
· 5kW -7.5kW side channel blower vacuum pump, housed underneath vacuum table.  No external venting
· Single piece aluminium table top and holed and pocketed industrial PVC
· Safety Light guard system
· Automatic tool changer, seated on machine front capable of dealing with between 8 and 10 tools
· Auto gantry squaring
· Extraction system capable of heavy duty pick-up

· Remote console operation 

· 5Kw to 7.5Kw blower with silencer for vacuum hold with no external venting.
· PC based control system that can accept any CAD/CAM software

· IP based camera that will detect print registration marks and adjust machine program to ensure exact alignment of the cutting tool with the substrate material 

· Additional secondary cutting tool /tangential knife - for cutting heavier, thicker and harder materials
