Further to receiving your e-mailed enquiry, we now have pleasure in submitting our proposal and quotation for the supply, installation & commissioning of water leak detection equipment for the above project.

Our proposal and quotation is based on the use of our own Floodline range of water leak detection products, as designed and manufactured by ourselves in the UK.

Brief

We understand that the requirement is for a leak detection system to be installed within 2no Rooms to monitor for any water leakage from cold water / drainage pipework / perimeter of each room and give an early alarm before damage / downtime can occur.

On the basis of the above we would now recommend that Multi – 8 Zone Water Leak Detection cable shall be installed, fitted at low level  around the full perimeter of each room as close to the floor/wall junction as possible (except doorways), monitoring for any leaks and giving an early warning before damage can occur.

We have therefore estimated a total requirement for approximately 33m of Multi – 4 Zone Detection Cable and would recommend this be sub – divided into 4no separate zones all monitored by 1no Floodline Four Zone Control Panel, final position to be confirmed.

A standard fused spur will be required at the control panel location – to be provided by others. It is assumed that the work can be carried out during normal working hours and our engineers will have clear and unhindered access.

Products Offered
“Floodline” water leak detection products designed and manufactured by Andel in the UK.  

Full details on the “Floodline” range may have already been supplied and further copies are available on request. 

Zoning
The “Floodline” system works on the very safe and reliable “zoning” principle.  Installations can comprise any number and combination of sensing devices and may be sub-divided into series of 
separately reporting zones. Each zone is a separate reporting entity. It is electronically isolated from its immediate neighbours, or any other zone so a leak in one zone has no effect on the normal monitoring of the rest of the system. This allows flexibility, true multiple leak detection, easy and positive leak location and the security of only the affected zone being out of action in the event of an alarm. Any number of separate leaks can be handled and reported simultaneously.


Sub-dividing the system this way in to a number of specific zones makes it much easier for the 
operator to find the affected zone and identify the leak. Zone sizes and layout can be determined to suit the client and the application are often installed to match the physical layout and features of the site making location even easier.

The system is verified as compliant with the latest EU EMC (electromagnetic compatibility, emissions / protection) standards and LVD (low voltage directive).  

Sensing Devices 
Sensing devices include Detection Cable, Point Sensors and Single Zone Tape. Single systems can range from 1 to 1000 sensors, or 1 to 10,000 metres of detection cable or tape.


Leak detection cables, or tapes, respond to small amounts of liquid and are mainly used below raised floors, in ceiling voids, tied to pipes and in drip trays. They can provide extended coverage but are not recommend in solid floor areas or where occasional drips or splashes are expected e.g. basements, plant rooms and trenches etc. Point sensors are better where less sensitivity is required. The cable and tape sensors are durable and robust but should be avoided where they might be walked on or cause a trip hazard.

Detection Cable 
M-8 Zone Detection Cable -, non-absorbent semi-conductive polymer, “Low Smoke and Fume Zero 


Halogen”, no exposed metal parts. Will not react to a single drop and the default control panel setting (most sensitive) requires approx. 25mm of cable to be wetted for alarm.

The Floodline multi-zone detection cable can be supplied on the roll for cutting on site or “Plug & Play” M-8 Detection Cable can be supplied pre-cut and terminated standard lengths. 

The detection cable is constantly monitored along its entire length for damage or disconnection and this would be shown as a System Fault in the affected zone. The detection cable or tape can be wetted and dried any number of times as long as it is not contaminated with a liquid or material which either changes its electrical characteristic or leaves a residue or deposit which does so. Should irrevocable contamination, or any other damage, occur only the affected part need be cut out and a new piece jointed in.  
Application of 
Laid and clipped on the base floor, drip tray or other surface in a continuous length gives uninterrupted 
Detection Cable
coverage and multi-zone cables can be sub-divided into a series of separately reporting, electrically 

isolated zones. M-8 Detection Cable – 8 zones, M-4 Detection Cable – 4 zones. Cable may be fixed around the perimeter of a room or laid in a regular wave pattern to give more general coverage in accordance with the requirements. It may also be laid directly underneath pipe runs or targeted at specific items of plant, A/C units etc. In any event water must touch the detection cable for a leak alarm to be given. It will be fixed to the base floor at approximately 3m intervals 
Fixing clips 
Depends on substrate - Self-adhesive, drilled and plugged ‘P’ type or “Tower” type or other approved clip. We must be advised if any type of clips are specifically not to be used.

Couplers
Leader cables can be connected to the detection cable or tape using special “Plug & Play”  “S-O-Ls”

“Plug & Play”
(Start of Line Connector) - zone start, “Autocouplers” - zone change & “E-O-Ls” (End of Line Connector) - zone end / end of line termination.

“Plug & Play” permits instant, fool proof connection of zones. In-built system logic sets the zone position 

automatically giving speedy installation.
Leader Cable 
Each run, or “string” of detection cable or single/groups of point sensors requires a leader cable back to the control panel. Leader cables will be Low Smoke and Fume, Zero Halogen sheathed unless otherwise specified and are monitored along their entire length for damage or disconnection. 


There is no operational requirement for dedicated leader cable containment or protection and we have assumed that they can be run in containment (conduit/ basket/ trunking/ tray) provided for other purposes or be surface clipped where convenient.
