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1. INTRODUCTION

This statement has been prepared in support of the Full Planning application for construction of
ancillary facilities to development on Aerohub Plot 5, which has a Local Development Order approval
for Business development on that site.

The application refers to land adjacent to Plot 5 (Plot D1) only and no other part of the Aerohub LDO
site. It also refers to land adjacent to the Aerohub LDO site that is also owned by Cornwall Council.

This application is accompanied by plans as set out on the pdp Green Consulting Ltd
Drawing/Document issue sheet.

Location
The application site is adjacent to Plot 5 (also referred to as Plot D1 in the LDO) of the Aerohub site
adjacent and to the South of Newquay Airport in Cornwall.

Brief description of the Existing Use of the Site
The site is land adjacent to a single development plot within the Aerohub Business Park development
as set out in the Local Development Order for the whole site. It includes part that is still within the
LDO site and a part that is not covered by the LDO.

Brief Description of the Proposal

The proposal is for plant ancillary to development of Plot 5 incorporating water extraction from the
stream and demonstration pumping installations to feed water up to the Business Park plot to a water
tower and demonstration test rig on that site. This will demonstrate the technologies designed and
manufactured for our client, Water Powered Technologies.

Planning considerations

The whole Aerohub site has an approved LDO with associated Design Guides and parameter plans,
which we have followed for the design of this proposal. The development of Plot 5 is being dealt with
under a separate application for a Lawful Development Certificate and so that is therefore not part of
this application.

The area of site outside the LDO is the area to be considered for this application as no permissions
exist for this part.

2. DESIGN

USE

The proposal for Plot 5 is for business use including offices, research workshops and storage. The
proposal for the adjacent site is solely for the demonstration pump installation plant, pipework and
associated access footpaths.

SIZE

Existing
There is no existing development on the plot.

Proposed

The proposed plant consists of 3 no. 1.2m diameter concrete tanks with pump, etc. facilities within.
The tanks will be set at ground level with only covers protruding and these will be also covered by
timber platforms to camouflage their industrial character and provide small seating areas within the
woods and close to the stream.

All associated pipework will be underground and unseen.
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LAYOUT

The proposed layout of the site area has been designed to provide the best functional configuration
for the pumping demonstration plant within the area on the LDO and adjacent to it whilst having
minimal impact.

The design allows for pedestrian access to the plant for demonstration viewing, inspection and
maintenance. Footpath access will also allow trolley access for pump, etc. replacement.

APPEARANCE

The site

The site is a gently sloping area adjacent to the development plot, generally a grassed slope falling
away to the North. At the foot of the slope to the North lies a stream which appears to have a couple
of parallel beds and this lies within a wooded area which extends up the opposite slope of this valley
up to the Airport to the North of that.

To the South of the site are flat development plots within the Business Park but no development has
yet begun on these, although it is understood design work is being taken forward for some plots.
Beyond the business park site as a whole lies open fields with some distant views of the sea to the
West.

The plant

The proposed plant is mostly underground and not visible. Covers are proposed to mask the plant
and provide seating in this quiet area.

The timber seating platforms will be the only parts of the installation visible.

Footpath landscaping materials will be a simple well compacted hardcore sub-base with granite
chippings and no edgings to keep a soft edge with adjacent natural planting.

There are no proposals to make any changes to the natural planting on either the grassed area or
within the woodland.

3. ACCESS

LOCAL ACCESS

Access to Plot 5 will be from the Business Park access road.

SITE ACCESS

Access to the adjacent site and plant installation will be solely from the adjacent Plot 5 and no public
access will be provided.

4. OTHER CONSIDERATIONS

DRAINAGE

Surface drainage
There is no proposal for surface drainage. Any run-off off the top of the water tanks will run into the
adjacent natural landscape.

Foul drainage
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There is no requirement for Foul drainage.

SUSTAINABILITY

Site
Overall there is no proposal for new landscape or planting. The environment will not change greatly,
except the footpaths, although these should have little impact on the wider area.

Plant
The plant is a new technology with no power requirement, utilising the water flow itself to impel the
pump, and so will be low impact and low energy consuming in use.

FLOOD RISK

The Environment Agency’s ‘Flood Map’ available on their web-site indicates there is no risk of
flooding on or anywhere near the application site or the adjacent LDO site, although this close to the
stream flooding could be a possibility for the water tanks.

As the installation is for demonstration purposes only any flood impact would not affect the adjacent
plot, development or uses and so can be seen as a very low level risk.
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
