Montreal protocol and revisions regarding the cessation of use of halon fire extinguishers. Comply with all relevant environmental legislation, regulations and other public body requirements.

The contractor shall be required to produce COSHH data sheets for all materials used prior to commencement of contract.

Smoking is not permitted on Trust premises and the 





Contractors workmen are required to strictly conform 





to all "NO SMOKING" rules applicable to the site.






The Contractor shall take all reasonable precautions 





to avoid the outbreak of fire on site of the works and 





the adjacent buildings.






The Contractor shall allow facilities for the Trust’s Fire 




Safety Adviser to inspect the site and buildings to 





ensure that the fire precautions are adequate and that 




the Contractor shall comply with any reasonable 





request that the Fire Officer may make in this 






connection.






The Contractor shall allow for all necessary safety 





precautions when using petrol, diesel, acetylene, 





propane or similar gases. In accordance with the 





highly Flammable Liquids and liquefied Petroleum Gas 




Regulations 1972 and any relevant Codes of Practice.






The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that 





all his sub-contractors workmen employed on any 





works within 
the premises shall know the means of 





giving alarm in the case of fire which apply to that part 




of the premises in which they are working:






That on discovery of a fire, or suspicion of fire, the 




alarm is to be given immediately, in the manner 





prescribed for those premises.





He will also be responsible for ensuring that the above 




mentioned workmen know the location of the fire 





fighting equipment provided in that part of the 






premises in which they are working.






When work necessitates the use of high temperature 





sources of ignition, a "hot work permit" shall be 






obtained from the Supervising Officer, and the 






Contractor shall provide a suitable portable fire 






extinguisher, which shall be kept readily available.






Welding and similar operations shall not be executed 





until all surrounding inflammable materials have been 





adequately protected and the "hot work permit" has 





been obtained.






The Contractor shall provide a suitable portable fire 





extinguisher, which shall be kept readily available.






All hot work shall cease one hour before the end of the 




day’s work and a final check made by the Contractor 





of his areas of work before leaving site.

NOTES

1.
The occupants of the premises must be notified of any works.

2.
Access shall be agreed with the Supervising Officer.  It shall be the Contractor’s 
responsibility to ensure the boiler house and any ancillary buildings and access 
doors are securely locked before leaving the premise.

3.
Aborted visits i.e. sickness, access problems etc must be reported immediately to 
the supervising officer and a return visit made within seven working days.

4.
On visiting site, any changes or additions to the equipment listed in the 
equipment schedule shall be notified to the Supervising Office without delay.

5.
Work extra to the contract must be authorised by the supervising officer and a 
day work sheet submitted for approval.

6.
Great care must be taken to ensure all equipment is properly reinstated after 
completion of testing.

7.
If an appliance is found to be dangerous or with potentially dangerous faults, the Supervising Officer must be contacted immediately for a decision on repair or removal.

8.

Fire Blankets
Inspection of a fire blanket must consist of checking that the blanket is in position, and identifying that it complies with BS EN 1869. That it is clean and serviceable also can be easily removed from the container and visually examined for signs of use or damage. Re-fold and replace blanket in container. Replacement fire blankets shall be replaced subject to express agreement from the Supervising Officer.
Hose Reels

Hose reels are to be inspected and tested in accordance with BS 5306 
Part 1, plus adjustment and lubrication where necessary. Examine hose reel to ensure that inlet valve, automatic valve (if any), glands, tubing and shut off nozzle are sound and free from leaks. Check the nozzle is not blocked and is operating as designed (spray jet working correctly). Run out hose reel tubing completely and visually check hose condition. Check all couplings are watertight. Using a flow test meter to ensure a discharge of at least 30 litres a minute is achieved. Replacement hose reels shall be replaced subject to express agreement from the Supervising Officer.
Inspection and Reporting

The contractors’ inspection will identify each item of equipment with an adhesive label that will incorporate the inspectors name, signature and date of inspection. The Supervising Officer will have the opportunity to inspect the work carried out in progress, or on completion, and will have the right to request remedial action, at no extra cost, if the work is not up to standard or incorrect spare parts have been fitted. After each inspection and site visit the contractor will submit a report on the equipment inspected and the action taken, to the Supervising Officer who will certify acceptance.

Definition of Maintenance of Fire Extinguishers – Full Service

Prices offered per fire extinguisher will include service attendance cost, labour, replacement spare parts including clips, caps and labels, extinguisher test discharging and refilling materials, replacement of condemned fire extinguishers and blankets, replacement of powder extinguishers due powder test and CO2 extinguishers due hydraulic pressure test . This cost includes replacement of spare parts that have deteriorated through fair wear and tear excluding any misuse or abuse of equipment. Where a fire extinguisher is found in a discharged condition and requires refilling during a service visit the contractor may charge for refilling materials at discounted prices agreed in this contract. 

Refilling

No equipment will be removed from the building for refilling at the contractors premises without prior authorisation from the Supervising Officer. The contractor will make available suitable temporary replacements, which will be returned to him on receipt of the refilled units. Alternative for CO2 the contractor may offer as an option, a service exchange refilled extinguisher provided that it is of the same type and similar age.

Over Haul and Refurbishment

Complete overhaul or refurbishing may only be carried out after the Supervising Officer has received the contractors report and authorised work to commence.

Supply of New Equipment

The contractor will advise the Supervising Officer when items require replacement with reasons reported.
Commissioning costs to be included in the new equipment pricing.
Disposals

At the request of the Supervising Officer the contractor will provide a free disposal service for any extinguishers condemned as unfit for service, however, the contractor reserves the right to charge for disposal of halon fire extinguishers.
