Period of framework agreement: 1 April 2024 to 31 March 2026 with an option to extend for up to an additional 24 months.
This list is designed to guide Contractors (Homecare Companies) in setting a daily charge for patients and also Purchasing Authorities (individual Integrated IF centres and HPN centres) in selecting equipment and ancillaries used for the administration of home parenteral nutrition (HPN) and fluids. The cost of the ancillaries below should be incorporated into the band price and not charged separately.   
The procedures used to administer parenteral nutrition are not entirely standardised across all HPN centres, therefore this list aims to encompass all possible acceptable variables in technique and subsequent equipment required. It is recommended however, that the British Intestinal Failure Alliance (BIFA) Guidance Standardised Parenteral Support Catheter Guidelines, https://www.bapen.org.uk/pdfs/bifa/standardised-parenteral-support-catheter-guidelines.pdf are used.  Items have been selected for inclusion based on current evidence and best practice guidelines for preventing infection associated with the administration of parenteral support through a central venous catheter.   
If there is no clinical evidence to support a clinical choice behind products, for example make of glove, then these are listed as “generic” and the Homecare Company can select which product to supply.  This will permit significant cost savings to the NHS.  Gloves of different material, ie vinyl or nitrile will be included to allow for choice in cases of allergy/sensitivity. 

If there is clinical evidence to support the choice behind an item, for example needlefree connector, dressing, then these are listed as “product specific”.  Items are also listed as product specific if no other alternative currently exists. Where specific product names are listed this is as a guide, not as an endorsement of a particular brand and the choice of product is the responsibility of the Purchasing Authority.
Items not on the list, for example enteral syringes for patients with venting gastrostomy tubes will not be reimbursed by NHS England and the HPN centre will be responsible for the cost.  
All equipment and ancillaries must comply with recommendations and guidelines provided by the Medicines and Healthcare Products Regulation Agency (MHRA) and have CE marking/UKCA marking.  The use of latex should be avoided where possible and only used when it has been established that the patient does not have a latex sensitivity.
Patients will not require everything listed, and amounts required will vary on the number of infusions the patient receives per week.  The amounts listed are given as a guide.  Where practical it is recommended that boxes of items are not split. If boxes are split, this can only occur where the batch number and expiry date are available on each individual item.

*Double or triple extension set with a needle free connector, and NO non return valve, should be used if aspiration is required, for example with Taurolock.
Note:  For patients with ports. Safety needles are preferred if patient not accessing port themselves to reduce risk of needlestick injury and must be supplied for nursed patients.  Extension sets where possible should have an integral clamp to reduce risk of air embolus. Gloves must conform to current EU legislation and be CE marked as medical gloves.
The use of a triple spike giving set, or a triple lumen extension set is not recommended due to the added complexity of managing a multi chamber regimen.
10. Extra stock 
All patients should have an additional 2 weeks of stock to allow for accidental damage/misuse of items, problems with supply etc.
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
