EXISTING ENVIRONMENT.
2.01
Site & Surrounding Area:
The site is set in a rural location just outside the village of Condover.  The site area has playing fields with cricket and football pitches, which will remain in use during the works.   The field is used for both adult and children matches.  There is no external security fence so people, including groups of children who also use the sports field as a place to exercise outside specific matches and training sessions have unfettered daily access.   

2.02
Traffic Routes, Parking & Unloading.
The road network leading to site is through narrow lanes whichever way is used.   The access is right on the inside point on the bend where two roads meet, this means viability is poor when leaving the site. 

IMPORTANT.  It is suggested that all site vehicles, deliveries etc come off the A49 down Station Road into the site so avoiding the village and entering the site head-on to the access.  
The site entrance gate has a clear width of 4m wide.  The field can get wet in the winter, however, it is usually adequate for cars to park on the field most of the year. 

There is adequate space to maneuverer once on the playing field for all vehicles.

2.03
Services:

There are overhead across the site entrance and they run along the southern boundary.

There is an underground electric feed cable through the site with its approximate location shown on the block plan; contractor needs to confirm this via a CAT scan prior to works commencing. 
Mains water stop tap is located in changing room.

The existing septic tank which is behind the existing mower shed is to be back-filled and a new drainage system installed. 
2.04
Security:
The site has no in-built site security and although in a rural location, the sports pitches will continue to be used so there will be passing interest from participants and spectators, plus the general issue of potential theft, trespasser, inquisitive neighbours and youngsters together with stray pets entering the site must be considered.

WORKING AT HEIGHT -- MOST DANGEROUS ISSUE IN RESPECT OF THIS PROJECT.        Scaffolding hand over and 7 day (or sooner as required by regulations) checks by a component person and confirmed in writing will be required. 
· Unloading & parking arrangements need to be established. 
· Welfare arrangements, including first aid facilities, accident book etc.
· A site fire plan needs to be established.

· Lines of responsibilities & induction training.  e.g. foreman’s role, fire extinguisher training. etc.

· Method for controlling sub-contractors.

· A procedure for monitoring on-site health & safety.

· Site security & procedure for controlling persons entering the site.

· Procedures for waste disposal.

· Service arrangements e.g. temporary electric supply throughout the building.

· Position of temporary accommodation and storage areas, including storage of any flammable items.

OVERLAP WITH THE CLIENT’S UNDERTAKING. 

The pavilion and immediate area will remain unoccupied other than persons associated with the Principal Contractor, including sub-contractors and those required to visit e.g. building control officer.  However, see site rules regarding main continued use site access and pitches use during works.

SITE RULES.

The Principal Contractor site rules must include in his provisions for:-

· Notices between Employer & Principal Contractor in respect of continued use of main site entrance and sports field.

The pavilion and nearby area will be vacated during the works.  However, when undertaking works to the car park the contractor to give employer minimum 1 month’s notices of these works, so it can be ensured no training or matches are undertaken from the Monday to Friday of one week, whilst the car park works are being undertaken.  In addition, the employer will inform the Principal Contractor at least 7 days in advance of any training and matches that are forthcoming on the nearby pitches.

Retrieving cricket and footballs from within working area – details to be agreed.

· Working hours. 
7.30am to 7-00pm weekdays, no Saturday, Sunday or Bank holiday working will be allowed without the prior written consent of Gary Chesters.

Use Station Road directly off A49 to access site – do not come through village.
· Provide adequate on-site welfare & first aid facilities.


Ensuring at all times whilst construction work is being carried out on site, that an identified competent person is in authority and as such has, and knows their responsibility for Health & Safety.


Principal Contractor to introduce a system to control all persons entering the site.

CONTINUING LIAISON.

The client is to be advised of unforeseen eventualities arising during construction and details of the Health & Safety implications are to be submitted as soon as possible.


Any design work carried out by the Principal Contractor or by Subcontractors should be assessed for Health and Safety implications in accordance with the CDM regulations.  The Principal Designer must be notified in advance of any design work to be carried out by the Principal Contractor or other Contractors.

HEALTH & SAFETY FILES.

Any hazards discovered but not removed during the construction period must be recorded and a copy of the record sent to the Principal Designer as soon as possible and in any case, before practical completion.


All installation manuals, maintenance manual, operating instructions and the like for any plant and equipment supplied as part of the project must be copied to the Principal Designer as soon as it becomes available and in any case before practical completion.


The Principal Contractor must issue to the Principal Designer details of the health and safety assessment and data sheets for patent materials and products incorporated into the works.
