7. The Payment Year commences on the first day of Payment Period 11 (Quarter 4), and ends on the last day of Payment Period 10 (Quarter 3), save where the Initial Payment Year applies.

8. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 2.3 of Schedule IVD of the Framework Agreement, the Initial Payment Year shall be from 1 April 2023 (Payment Period 1, Quarter 1) to 5 January 2024 (Payment Period 10, Quarter 3).
