In addition, as indicated in the tables below, a separate all-inclusive ‘lump sum’ price should be provided for extending the survey from the contour defined in the HI inshore to Mean Low Water (MLW). Costs should be identified within the price schedule provided in this tender documentation.
If the Contractor identifies potential operational savings for undertaking pairs or multiple HIs, either simultaneously or concurrently within the same financial year, the reduction in price shall be provided.

Lot 3 – Routine Resurvey

The Routine Resurvey Programme for the first year of the contract (2018), and the indicative programme for the subsequent years (2019 and 2020), are stated in the tables below, but may be varied by the MCA at any time if other higher priority surveys are identified. (The maps presented in Annex E indicate the Routine Resurvey Programme areas). Based on previous years, a typical level of work which will be issued by the MCA is in the order of 120 12-hour survey days per survey season, including operational hourly time and weather stand-by time.

The Contractor shall ensure that data acquisition under the Routine Resurvey programme shall be completed by the end of October of each financial year, unless otherwise specified. The Contractor should note that the MCA reserves the right to alter the choice and size of survey areas at any time. 
An all-inclusive hourly rate (£s excluding VAT) for each year of contract shall be provided for performing the survey operations and submitting associated deliverables for each HI in accordance with the UK CHP Survey Specification and any associated management of the contract. The all-inclusive hourly rate will be paid for any period of survey operations for which the whole survey team is onboard the vessel and for which the vessel and all survey equipment (including software) is fully functional and the vessel is on location at the survey area.

The all-inclusive hourly rate will not be paid for any period greater than one hour in which the vessel, vessel equipment or survey equipment (including software) was not fully functional. In addition, the all-inclusive hourly rate will not be paid when the vessel was on location and survey data gathering operations were suspended for any reason (including weather and sea-state) or when the required data quality was not being achieved due to any reason (including weather and sea-state).

For the period between contract award and the specified data acquisition completion date, weather stand-by rate will be paid at a rate of 50% of the operational hourly rate for any period in which the vessel and survey equipment (including software) was fully functional but in which survey operations could not be undertaken or in which the required data quality would not be achieved due to environmental limitations (including weather, sea-state and current). 

In periods of prolonged adverse weather conditions, the MCA reserve the right to stand-down the vessel from survey operations for a period of time to be discussed and agreed with the Contractor.

Lot 4 – Protection of Wrecks Act (PoWA) 1973 Section 2 Surveys – SS Richard Montgomery
All-inclusive prices shall be provided for performing the survey operations in accordance with the Lot 4 Statement of Service Requirements. This shall cover work to be carried out between contract award and March 2021. The MCA shall confirm the SS Richard Montgomery (SSRM) survey schedule at the beginning of each year of the contract. The anticipated survey schedule for each year of the contract is likely to include the following: 

· One Full Survey or,

· One Full Survey and one Snapshot Survey or, 

· Two Snapshot Surveys or,

· Three Snapshot Surveys 

Where Full Surveys are conducted, the Contractor shall ensure that data acquisition is completed by the end of October each year. The timing of the Snapshot Survey(s) may vary and may be a requirement during winter months. 

Additional surveys of other wrecks designated, or proposed for designation, under the PoWA may be required during the period of this contract. The Contractor will be asked to price these additional requirements separately although the MCA also reserves the right to tender separately for any additional surveys.

Whilst the MCA reserves the right to alter the number and type of survey to be conducted on the SS Richard Montgomery in each year of the contract, the all-inclusive cost for one Full Survey and the all-inclusive cost for one Snapshot Survey for each year of the contract will be provided.
