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Definitions

Section A – Introduction
A1.
“The Authority” means the Secretary of State for Defence of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, (referred to in this document as “the Authority”), acting as part of the Crown.

A2.
“Tenderer” means the economic operator or group of operators in the form of a consortium, including sub-contractors, which has been invited to submit a response to this Invitation to Tender. Where “you” is used this means an action on you the Tenderer.

A3.
“Invitation to Tender” (ITT) refers to the first document that the Authority sends out to potential

Tenderers that initiates a tender response, competitive dialogue or negotiation.

A4.
A “Tender” is the offer that you are making to the Authority.

A5.
“Contractor Deliverables” means the works, goods and / or the services, including packaging (and Certificates(s) of Conformity supplied in accordance with any Quality Assurance (QA) requirements if specified) and any associated technical data which the Contractor is required to provide under the contract in accordance with the Schedule of Requirements, but excluding incidentals outside the Schedule of Requirements such as progress reports.

A6.
“Schedule of Requirements” Schedule 2 means that part of the contract which identifies, either directly or by reference, the Contractor Deliverables to be supplied or carried out, the quantities involved and the price or pricing terms in relation to each Contractor Deliverable.

A7.
The “Statement of Requirement” Schedule 12 details the technical requirements and acceptance criteria Schedule 8 in Standardised Contracting (SC2) of the Contractor

Deliverables. The Statement of Requirement is attached to this DEFFORM 47. This may include the

System Requirements Document (SRD).

A8.
“Conditions of Tendering” means the conditions set out in the DEFFORM 47 that govern the competition.

A9.
“Contract Conditions” means the attached conditions that will govern any resultant contract. A10. A “Third Party” is any person who is not an employee of the Tenderer as defined at A2. Purpose
A11. The purpose of this ITT is to invite you to propose a solution / best price to meet the

Authority’s requirement. This documentation explains and sets out the:

a.
tender process and timetable for the next stages of the procurement;

b.
instructions and conditions that govern this competition;

c.
information you must include in your Tender and the required format;

d.
administrative arrangements for the receipt and evaluation of Tenders; and e.
Contract Conditions that shall apply in the event that the Authority awards a

contract following this competition.

A12. The sections in this ITT and associated documents are structured in line with a generic tendering process and do not indicate importance / precedence.

A13. This ITT has been issued to all potential Tenderers chosen during the supplier selection stage, listed on page 2 of this DEFFORM 47.

A14.  This ITT is totally exempt from advertising but is not exempt from the Defence and Security

Public Contract Regulations 2011.

ITT Documentation and ITT Material
A15. ITT Documentation means any information in any medium or form (for example drawings, handbooks, manuals, instructions, specifications and notes of pre-tender clarification meetings),

issued to you, or to which you have been granted access, by the Authority for the purposes of responding to this ITT. ITT Material means any other material (including patterns and samples), equipment or software issued to you, or to which you have been granted access, by the Authority for the purposes of responding to this ITT. ITT Documentation, ITT Material and any intellectual property rights (IPR) in them shall remain the property of the Authority or other Third Party owners and is released solely for the purposes of enabling you to submit a Tender.  You must:

a.
take responsibility for the safe custody of the ITT Documentation and ITT Material and for all loss and damage sustained to it while in your care;

b.
not copy or disclose the ITT Documentation or any part of it to anyone other than the bid team involved in preparing your Tender, and not use it except for the purpose of responding to this ITT;

c.
seek written approval from the Authority if you need to provide access to any ITT Documentation or ITT Material to any Third Party;

d.
abide by any reasonable conditions imposed by the Authority in giving its approval under sub-paragraph A15.c, which at a minimum will require you to ensure any disclosure to a Third Party is made by you in confidence.  Alternatively, due to IPR issues for example, the disclosure may be made, in confidence, directly by the Authority;

e.
accept that any further disclosure of ITT Documentation (or use beyond the original purpose) or further use of ITT  Documentation or ITT Material, without the Authority’s written approval may make you liable for a claim for breach of confidence and / or infringement of IPR, a remedy which may involve a claim for compensation;

f.
inform the Commercial Team if you decide not to submit a Tender;

g.
immediately return all ITT Documentation, ITT Material and derived information of an unmarked nature, should you decide not to respond to this ITT, or you are notified by the Authority that your Tender has been unsuccessful; and

h.
consult the named Commercial Officer to agree the appropriate destruction process if you are in receipt of ITT Documentation and ITT Material  marked ‘OFFICIAL-SENSITIVE’ or

‘SECRET’.

A16. Some or all of the ITT Documentation and ITT Material may be subject to one or more confidentiality agreements made between you and either the Authority or a Third Party, for example a confidentiality agreement established in the form of DEFFORM 94.  The obligations contained in any such agreement will be in addition to, and not derogate from, your obligations under paragraph A15 above.

Tender Expenses
A17. You will bear all costs associated with preparing and submitting your Tender. If the Tender process is terminated or amended by the Authority, the Authority will not reimburse you.

Material Change of Control from Supplier Selection
A18. You must inform the Authority in writing if there is any material change in control, composition or membership of your organisation and / or consortium members, including any sub-contractors at any time during the procurement process. This may affect your right to stay in the competition.

Contract Conditions
A19. Standardised Contracting (SC2) Conditions are attached. Only the 'Core Plus' conditions are negotiable.

Note: The MOD is changing to an electronic end to end procurement system. Any conditions relating to the payment process may be amended between the issue of this ITT and contract award. Any change will solely be for the purpose of ensuring payment is made.

Other Information
A20.The Tenderers’ attention is drawn to the following other information:

Cyber Essentials

You should note the information at paragraphs 33 & 34 of this document regarding Cyber Essentials Accreditation.  It is mandatory that Defence suppliers are working towards Cyber Essentials (or an equivalent) prior to Contract Award.  You are required to demonstrate within your tender that your cyber security controls are of an equivalent standard to the Cyber Essentials.  The Authority has identified that this Contract involves the transfer of MOD Identifiable Information, and that there is a Cyber risk.  The winning Contractor will therefore be expected to achieve a Cyber Essentials Badge or equivalent no later than 12 months after the Contract Commencement Date.  Tenderers should confirm their understanding of this and agreement within their proposal.
Specification

The UK MOD is tasked to react to various military tasks with the possibility of short notice deployment worldwide.  Due to this uncertainty, it is impossible to define a fixed list of Terminal Chart documents sets that may be required.  It is for this reason that suppliers are required to offer their full library of Terminal Chart coverage for assessment.  This must include both civil and military airfields, by country and be presented in an Excel spreadsheet.

It is not expected that any supplier should be able to provide complete worldwide Terminal Chart coverage.  However, the ability to react to a new MOD Terminal Chart requirement and provide a solution within a reasonable timeframe will be of great benefit to the MOD in supporting operations in emerging areas.  It is for this reason that suppliers are to state their ability to react to new Terminal Chart requirements, with or without AIP information, with a timescale.

Insurance

Tenderers are required to complete the Insurance Requirements Response Matrix at Annex B.  The MOD’s Insurance Advisor, Willis Limited, will be involved in assessing responses and in any subsequent clarifications and negotiations on insurance matters.

Tender Evaluation

The aim of the tender evaluation is for the Authority to select the most economically advantageous solution, which is affordable and meets the requirements set out in this ITT.  In selecting the tender that will give the best value for money, factors other than price will need to be taken into account.  As such, it is considered important that the Tenderer is fully aware of the evaluation methodology and criteria.  For your information, the approximate weightings will be used in evaluating your tender:

Technical



75%

Commercial (including price)
25%

A more detailed breakdown of the technical assessment criteria and weightings is attached at Annex C to this document.

Clearly, the Authority expects each Tender to meet its minimum requirements as laid out within the ITT.

Other

Tenderers should explicitly state available options for the Pantone colour pallets used within their documentation and should be ‘print ready’ and preferably in Pantone Red 201/Green 339/Blue 2935 and Black or CMYK.

Tenderers should detail how their submitted catalogue is revised to reflect changes to its content.

Tenderers should detail how changes to their client software or hardware will be managed throughout the life of the Contract and state any associated costs.

Tenderers should fully explain the robustness of their process that guarantees the timely delivery of Terminal Charts to No 1 AIDU.

Samples
Tenderers must supply samples of a representative range of their products including a sample of each type of plate supplied.

Quality Plan

You are to submit a Quality Plan with your tender.  As per Schedule 3, this should be set out as defined in AQAP 2015.  Please note that the Quality Plan will not be scored as part of the evaluation.

UK COPTER and Oil Rig Charts
If tenderers are able to provide UK COPTER and Oil Rig Charts and procedures, they should provide prices per copy of each document.

It is a Condition of Tendering that the winning Tenderer holds their Tender open for acceptance for the period stated in C4. This period starts on the day the Authority announces its decision to award the contract to the winning Tenderer in accordance with the Tender.  In the event that legal proceedings challenging the award of the contract are instigated, prior to entry into contract, it is a condition of this ITT that you hold your Tender open for acceptance during this period, and up to fourteen (14) days after the result of the legal proceedings.  In the event of such legal challenge, the Authority agrees to use all reasonable measures to accelerate proceedings.

Standstill Period
F10. 2. Commercial (Price) – 25%

Notes

Technical and Commercial bids will be evaluated separately. Both will be calculated on a common basis before applying the following weightings - Technical 75%, Commercial 25%.  The best technical bid will receive 100% of the available technical marks, with other bidders being awarded a pro-rata score based on their closeness to the top score. The lowest priced bid will receive 100% of the available commercial marks, with other bidders scoring appropriately based on the closeness to the lowest price. The technical/commercial weightings (75/25) will then be applied and a total mark out of 100 will be allocated.
