Bidders responses to the questions contained in the Requirements of Response document (Annex A to SNITS) along with pricing information (Schedule 2) and any other information specifically related to the evaluation of bids as requested by the Authority in this ITT will be evaluated using the award criteria (including sub-criteria), weightings and scoring methodology detailed at Annex B to these SNITs.

Bidders are to quote FIRM prices (i.e. not subject to variation in any respect), detailed at Items 1 – 4 of the Schedule 2: Pricing. The Option prices at Items 5 – 12 are indicative only and will be used as a “baseline” if and when any options are actually required. Bidder’s prices are to be calculated using the latest agreed FTSD&E maximum rates (including overheads and Profit %). The FTSD&E rates are a maximum; therefore contractors are encouraged to submit prices (including for the “Options”) based on rates that are below the agreed maxima.

Bidders should be aware that, should they be awarded the Tasking Order, the content of the Tasking Order will be published by the Authority to the general public in line with government transparency policy.
