The compact nature of the Islands and its designation as an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) make the adoption of such a small electric vehicle the ideal solution to deliver this project.

· Max Capacity: 1,575kg 
· Cargo Area: 180x123cm 
· Tow bar 

· Max towing capacity: 2,000kg

· 16 amp commando plug

· 800 cycle battery life (minimum)

· 20% maximum slope gradient (minimum)
· 12 months parts and labour warranty for the Isles of Scilly
· Delivery to Penzance quay, for freight to Isles of Scilly and onwards travel to Isles of Scilly Depot
