(1) Medway Commercial Group Ltd incorporated and registered in England and Wales with company number 09923387 whose registered office is at Henwood House, Henwood, Ashford, Kent, England, TN24 8DH  (Company).

Agreed terms

Call-off Contract: an agreement for the provision of Services by the Contractor to the Company or Company Affiliate or Contracting Authority agreed in accordance with clause 2 (Call-off Contract process), a template of which is at Schedule 1.
Charges: the charges set out in Schedule 3 or as otherwise specified in the Call-off Contract payable by the Company or a Company Affiliate for the supply of the Services by the Contractor.
Contracting Authority/Contracting Authorities: means any contracting authority as defined in the Public Contracts Regulations 2015 or any parties described in the OJEU Notice as having the benefit of the Framework Agreement.
control: has the meaning given in section 1124 of the Corporation Tax Act 2010, and the expression change of control shall be construed accordingly.
Company Affiliate: an Affiliate of the Company.
Framework Agreement Commencement Date: 1st August 2019
Services: the services to be provided by the Contractor pursuant to a Call-off Contract as described in Schedule 2. 
1.2 Clause, schedule and paragraph headings shall not affect the interpretation of this framework agreement or any Call-off Contract. 

1.3 A person includes a natural person, corporate or unincorporated body (whether or not having separate legal personality). 

1.4 The Schedules form part of this framework agreement and shall have effect as if set out in full in the body of this framework agreement. Any reference to this framework agreement includes the Schedules. 

1.5 A reference to a company shall include any company, corporation or other body corporate, wherever and however incorporated or established. 

1.6 A reference to a holding company or a subsidiary means a holding company or a subsidiary (as the case may be) as defined in section 1159 of the Companies Act 2006. 

1.7 Unless the context otherwise requires, words in the singular shall include the plural and in the plural shall include the singular.

1.8 Unless the context otherwise requires, a reference to one gender shall include a reference to the other genders. 

1.9 A reference to a statute or statutory provision is a reference to it as amended, extended or re-enacted from time to time.

1.10 A reference to a statute or statutory provision shall include all subordinate legislation made from time to time.

1.11 A reference to writing or written includes email.
1.12 Any obligation on a party not to do something includes an obligation not to allow that thing to be done.

1.13 A reference to this framework agreement or to any other agreement or document referred to in this framework agreement is a reference to this framework agreement or such other agreement or document as varied or novated (in each case, other than in breach of the provisions of this framework agreement) from time to time.

1.14 References to clauses and schedules are to the clauses and Schedules of this framework agreement and references to paragraphs are to paragraphs of the relevant Schedule. 

1.15 Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for example or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, phrase or term preceding those terms.

(a) either notify the Company or Company Affiliate that it is not able to provide the requested Available Services; or

(b) complete the template call-off contract at Schedule 1 and submit the draft call-off contract to the Company or the Company Affiliate (as applicable) for its written approval. In preparing the draft call-off contract, the Contractor shall calculate the Charges as part of a tender submission for a mini competition.
2.4 A Call-off Contract shall not enter into force, be legally binding or have any other effect unless:

(a) the Call-off Contract has been signed by the authorised representatives of both parties to it; and 

(b) as at the date the Call-off Contract is signed, this framework agreement has not been terminated.

2.5 Each Call-off Contract:

(a) shall be entered into by the Contracting Authority and the Contractor; and

(b) forms a separate contract between its signatories.

2.6 Any amendments to this framework agreement agreed by the Company and the Contractor in accordance with clause 9 (Variation) shall be deemed to apply to all future Call-off Contracts entered into after the date of such amendment. 

3. TC "3. Conflict" \l 1Conflict

If there is an inconsistency between any of the provisions of this framework agreement and the provisions of any Call-off Contract, the provisions of this framework agreement shall prevail.

4. TC "4. Commencement and duration" \l 1Commencement and duration

This framework agreement shall commence on the Framework Agreement Commencement Date and shall continue, unless terminated earlier in accordance with clause 6 (Termination), for four years.
5. TC "5. Limitation of liability" \l 1Limitation of liability

5.1 Nothing in this framework agreement shall limit or exclude the Contractor's or the Company's liability for:

(a) death or personal injury caused by its negligence, or the negligence of its employees, agents or subcontractors;

(b) fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation; or

(c) breach of the terms implied by section 2 of the Supply of Goods and Services Act 1982 (title and quiet possession) or any other liability which cannot be limited or excluded by applicable law.

5.2 Subject to clause 5.1:

(a) neither party to this framework agreement shall have any liability to the other party, whether in contract, tort (including negligence), breach of statutory duty, or otherwise, for any indirect or consequential loss arising under or in connection with this framework agreement;

(b) the Contractor's total liability to the Company, whether in contract, tort (including negligence), breach of statutory duty, or otherwise, arising under or in connection with this framework agreement shall be limited to £4,000,000 and

5.3 The Company accepts no liability for the performance by any Contracting Authority of any Call-off Contract entered into by such Contracting Authority.

(f) an application is made to court, or an order is made, for the appointment of an administrator, or a notice of intention to appoint an administrator is given or an administrator is appointed, over the other party (being a company);

(g) the holder of a qualifying floating charge over the assets of that other party (being a company) has become entitled to appoint or has appointed an administrative receiver;

(h) a person becomes entitled to appoint a receiver over the assets of the other party or a receiver is appointed over the assets of the other party;

(i) a creditor or encumbrancer of the other party attaches or takes possession of, or a distress, execution, sequestration or other such process is levied or enforced on or sued against, the whole or any part of the other party's assets and such attachment or process is not discharged within 14 days;

(j) any event occurs, or proceeding is taken, with respect to the other party in any jurisdiction to which it is subject that has an effect equivalent or similar to any of the events mentioned in clause 6.1(c) to clause 6.1(i) (inclusive);

(k) the other party suspends or ceases, or threatens to suspend or cease, carrying on all or a substantial part of its business; or

(l) 

there is a change of control of the other party.
6.2 Without affecting any other right or remedy available to it, the Company may terminate this framework agreement on giving not less than three months' written notice to the Contractor.
7. TC "7. Survival" \l 1Survival

7.1 On termination (or expiry) of this framework agreement, howsoever arising, each Call-off Contract then in force at the date of such termination shall continue in full force and effect for the remainder of the term of such Call-off Contract, unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of such Call-off Contract.

7.2 The termination of any Call-off Contract shall not affect any other Call-off Contracts or this framework agreement.

7.3 On termination of the framework agreement, the following clauses shall continue in force: clause 1 (Interpretation), clause 5 (Limitation of liability), clause 7 (Survival), clause 8 (Confidentiality), clause 18 (Governing law), clause 19 (Jurisdiction) and clause 11 (Rights and remedies).
7.4 Termination of this framework agreement shall not affect any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities of the parties that have accrued up to the date of termination, including the right to claim damages in respect of any breaches of the agreement which existed at or before the date of termination.

Each party shall ensure that its employees, officers, representatives or advisers to whom it discloses the other party's confidential information comply with this clause 8; and

(b) as may be required by law, a court of competent jurisdiction or any governmental or regulatory authority.

8.3 No party shall use any other party's confidential information for any purpose other than to exercise its rights and perform its obligations under or in connection with this framework agreement.

9. TC "9. Variation" \l 1Variation

No variation of this framework agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the parties (or their authorised representatives).

10. TC "10. Waiver" \l 1Waiver

10.1 A waiver of any right or remedy under this framework agreement or by law is only effective if given in writing and shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent right or remedy.

10.2 A failure or delay by a party to exercise any right or remedy provided under this framework agreement or by law shall not constitute a waiver of that or any other right or remedy, nor shall it prevent or restrict any further exercise of that or any other right or remedy. No single or partial exercise of any right or remedy provided under this framework agreement or by law shall prevent or restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy.

11. TC "11. Rights and remedies" \l 1Rights and remedies
11.1 Except as expressly provided in this framework agreement, the rights and remedies provided under this framework agreement are in addition to, and not exclusive of, any rights or remedies provided by law.
11.2 Without prejudice to the Key Performance Indicators set out in Schedule 4, where a complaint is received or a problem is otherwise identified in any way about the standard of the Available Services or about the way any Available Service has been delivered or work has been performed or about the materials or procedures used or about any other matter connected with the performance of the Framework Agreement or Call-off Contract, then the Company or Designated Authorised Officer shall take all reasonable steps to ascertain whether the complaint is valid. If the Company or Designated Authorised Officer so decides, he may uphold the complaint, or take further action in accordance with clause 11.4.
11.3 The Company may require the Contractor to provide the Company or Contracting Authority with all relevant information in the Contractor’s possession relating to any instances where there has been a complaint in accordance with clause 11.1. All such requests shall be in writing from the Company and the Contractor shall fully respond to all such requests within five (5) working days of the date of the request from the Company.  All such information shall be supplied at no cost to the Company or Contracting Authority.

11.4 In the event that the Company is of the reasonable opinion that there has been a material breach of the Framework Agreement or Call-off Contract by the Contractor, or the Contractor’s performance of its obligations under the Call-off Contract has failed to meet the requirement set out in Schedule 2, then the Company may, without prejudice to any of its other rights under the Framework Agreement or Call Off Contract, do any of the following:
(a) make such deduction from the Charges to be paid to the Contractor as the Company shall reasonably determine to reflect sums paid or sums which would otherwise be payable in respect of such of the Services as the Contractor shall have failed to provide or performed inadequately;
(b) without terminating the Framework Agreement or Call Off Contract, itself provide or procure the provision of part of the Services until such time as the Contractor shall have demonstrated to the reasonable satisfaction of the Company that the Contractor will be able to perform such part of the Available Services in accordance with the Framework Agreement or Call Off Contract;

13.2 Each party agrees that it shall have no remedies in respect of any statement, representation, assurance or warranty (whether made innocently or negligently) that is not set out in this framework agreement. Each party agrees that it shall have no claim for innocent or negligent misrepresentation or negligent misstatement based on any statement in this framework agreement.

1.9 A reference to a statute or statutory provision shall include all subordinate legislation made from time to time under that statute or statutory provision.

1.10 A reference to writing or written includes email. 

1.11 Any obligation on a party not to do something includes an obligation not to allow that thing to be done.

1.12 A reference to this Call-off Contract or to any other agreement or document referred to in this Call-off Contract is a reference to this Call-off Contract or such other agreement or document as varied or novated (in each case, other than in breach of the provisions of this Call-off Contract) from time to time.

1.13 References to paragraphs and parts are to the paragraphs and parts of this Call-off Contract (as applicable). 

1.14 Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for example or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, phrase or term preceding those terms.

2. TC "3. Conflict" \l 1Conflict

If there is an inconsistency between any of the provisions of this Call-off Contract and the provisions of the Framework Agreement, the provisions of the Framework Agreement shall prevail.

3. TC "4. Supply of services" \l 1Supply of services

3.1 The Contractor shall supply the Services in accordance with this Call-off Contract.

3.2 The Contractor shall use all reasonable endeavours to meet any performance dates specified in this Call-off Contract, always provided that if no performance dates are so specified the Contractor shall perform the Services within a reasonable time. 

3.3 The Contractor shall appoint the Contract Manager in respect of the Services, who shall have authority under this Call-off Contract contractually to bind the Contractor on all matters relating to the Services. 

3.4 All Contracting Authority Materials are the exclusive property of the Contracting Authority.
3.5 In supplying the Services, the Contractor shall:

(a) perform the Services with a reasonable level of care, skill and diligence in accordance with good practice in the Contractor's industry, profession or trade;

(b) co-operate with the Contracting Authority in all matters relating to the Services, and comply with all reasonable instructions of the Contracting Authority;

(c) use personnel who are suitably skilled and experienced to perform tasks assigned to them, and in sufficient number to ensure that it fulfils its obligations under this Call-off Contract;

(d) ensure that it obtains, and maintains all consents, licences and permissions (statutory, regulatory, contractual or otherwise) it may require and which are necessary to enable it to comply with its obligations in this Call-off Contract;

(e) ensure that the Services will conform with all descriptions and specifications set out in Part 2 and shall be fit for any purpose expressly or impliedly made known to the Contractor by the Contracting Authority; 

(f) provide all equipment, tools, vehicles and other items required to provide the Services in accordance with Schedule 2;

(g) ensure that all goods, materials, standards and techniques used in providing the Services are of the best quality and are free from defects in workmanship, installation and design;

(h) comply with all applicable laws, statutes, regulations and the Mandatory Policies; 

(i) observe all health and safety rules and regulations and any other reasonable security requirements that apply at any of the Contracting Authority's premises;

(j) notify the Contracting Authority in writing immediately upon the occurrence of a change of control of the Contractor; and

(k) meet the Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) set out in Schedule 4 (Key Performance Indicators) and pay Service Credits to the Company whenever these KPIs have not been met in accordance with Schedule 4. 
(l)  Not engage in any Prohibited Act. 

4. TC "5. Customer Party's obligations" \l 1Contracting Authority's obligations

4.1 The Contracting Authority shall: 

(a) co-operate with the Contractor in all matters relating to the Services and appoint the Contracting Authority's Manager in relation to this Call-off Contract, who shall have the authority contractually to bind the Company on matters relating to the Services;

(b) provide such access to the Contracting Authority's premises and data, and such office accommodation and other facilities as may reasonably be requested by the Contractor and agreed with the Contracting Authority [in writing] in advance, for the purposes of the Services; 

(c) provide such information as the Contractor may [reasonably] request and the Contracting Authority considers reasonably necessary, in order to carry out the Services in a timely manner; and
(d) inform the Contractor of all health and safety rules and regulations and any other reasonable security requirements that apply at the Contracting Authority's premises.
4.2 If the Contractor's performance of its obligations under this Call-off Contract is prevented or delayed by any act or omission of the Company, its agents, subcontractors, consultants or employees, the Contractor shall not be liable for any costs, charges or losses sustained or incurred by the Company that arise directly or indirectly from such prevention or delay.

5. TC "7. Intellectual property" \l 1Intellectual property

5.1 The Contractor and its licensors shall retain ownership of all Contractor Background IPRs. The Contracting Authority and its licensors shall retain ownership of all Contracting Authority Background IPRs and the Contracting Authority shall own all Foreground IPRs.

5.2 The Contractor grants the Contracting Authority, or shall procure the direct grant to the Contracting Authority of, a fully paid-up, worldwide, non-exclusive, royalty-free licence during the Term to copy and modify the Contractor Background IPRs for the purpose of receiving and using the Services. 

5.3 The Contracting Authority may sub-license the rights granted in paragraph 5.2 to Affiliates and suppliers where required for the Service subject to their entering into appropriate confidentiality undertakings.
5.4 The Contractor assigns to the Contracting Authority, with full title guarantee and free from all third party rights, the Foreground IPRs, together with the right to sue for and recover damages or other relief in respect of infringement of the Foreground IPRs.

5.5 The Contracting Authority grants the Contractor a fully paid-up, non-exclusive, royalty-free, non-transferable licence to copy and modify the Foreground IPRs and the Contracting Authority Background IPRs for the term of the Call-off Contract for the purpose of providing the Services to the Contracting Authority in accordance with this Call-off Contract.

5.6 The Contractor shall, promptly at the Contracting Authority's request, do (or procure the doing of) all such further acts and things and execute (or procure the execution of) all such other documents as the Contracting Authority may from time to time require for the purpose of securing for the Contracting Authority the full benefit of this Call-off Contract, including all rights, title and interest in and to the Foreground IPRs.

5.7 The Contractor warrants that the receipt, use and onward supply of the Services by the Contracting Authority and its licensees and sub-licensees shall not infringe the rights, including any Intellectual Property Rights, of any third party.

5.8 The Contractor shall not be in breach of the warranty at paragraph 5.7, and the Contracting Authority shall have no claim under the indemnity at paragraph 5.9, to the extent the infringement arises from:

(a) any modification of the Deliverables, Contractor Background IPRs, Foreground IPRs or Services, other than by or on behalf of the Contractor; or

(b) compliance with the Contracting Authority's specifications or instructions, where infringement could not have been avoided while complying with such specifications or instructions and provided that the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Authority if it knows or suspects that compliance with such specification or instruction may result in infringement.

5.9 The Contractor shall indemnify the Contracting Authority against all liabilities, costs, expenses, damages and losses (including but not limited to any direct, indirect or consequential losses, loss of profit, loss of reputation and all interest, penalties and legal costs (calculated on a full indemnity basis) and all other reasonable professional costs and expenses) suffered or incurred by the Contracting Authority arising out of or in connection with any claim brought against the Contracting Authority for actual or alleged infringement of a third party's Intellectual Property Rights arising out of, or in connection with, the receipt, use or supply of the Services and the Deliverables. 

6. TC "8. TUPE" \l 1TUPE

The provisions of Part 5 shall apply on the commencement and on the termination (or expiry) of this Call-off Contract where TUPE applies.

7. TC "9. Charges and payment" \l 1Charges and payment

7.1 In consideration for the provision of the Services, the Contracting Authority shall pay the Contractor the Charges in accordance with this paragraph 7. The Charges shall be paid in pounds sterling. 

7.2 Unless otherwise agreed, the Contractor shall invoice the Charges to the Contracting Authority at the intervals specified in the Contract Particulars. Each invoice shall include all supporting information reasonably required by the Contracting Authority to verify the accuracy of the invoice.

7.3 The Contractor may increase the Charges no more than once in any 12 month period, always provided that the first such increase shall fall after the first anniversary of the commencement of this Call-off Contract in accordance with the Contract Particulars. The Contractor shall give the Contracting Authority not less than 3 months' notice of any increase. Any such increase shall not exceed the percentage increase, over the last 12 months for which figures are available, in the UK All Items Retail Prices Index.

7.4 The Contracting Authority shall pay each invoice which is properly due and submitted to it by the Contractor, within 30 days of receipt, to a bank account nominated in writing by the Contractor.

7.5 All amounts payable by the Contracting Authority are exclusive of amounts in respect of value added tax chargeable for the time being (VAT). Where any taxable supply for VAT purposes is made under this Call-off Contract by the Contractor to the Contracting Authority, the Contracting Authority shall, on receipt of a valid VAT invoice from the Contractor, pay to the Contractor such additional amounts in respect of VAT as are chargeable on the supply of the Services at the same time as payment is due for the supply of the Services.

7.6 If the Contracting Authority fails to make any payment due to the Contractor under this Call-off Contract by the due date, then, without limiting the Contractor's remedies under paragraph 9, the Contracting Authority shall pay interest on the overdue sum from the due date until payment of the overdue sum, whether before or after judgment. Interest under this paragraph will accrue each day at 4% a year above the Bank of England's base rate from time to time, but at 4% a year for any period when that base rate is below 0%.

7.7 

In relation to payments disputed in good faith, interest under paragraph 7.6 is payable only after the dispute is resolved, on sums found or agreed to be due, from the due date until payment.

7.8 The Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of the Services provided under this Call-off Contract (and the time spent and materials used by the Contractor in providing such Services), sufficient to enable the Contracting Authority to verify the accuracy of any invoices submitted pursuant to this Call-off Contract. The Contractor shall allow the Contracting Authority or its representatives to inspect and take copies of such records at all reasonable times and with reasonable notice on request.

7.9 All amounts due under this Call-off Contract shall be paid in full without any set-off, counterclaim, deduction or withholding (other than any deduction or withholding of tax as required by law).

8. TC "10. Limitation of liability" \l 1Limitation of liability

8.1 The Contractor has obtained insurance cover in respect of its own legal liability for individual claims under this Call off Contract. 
8.2 Nothing in this Call-off Contract limits any liability which cannot legally be limited, including but not limited to liability for:

(a) death or personal injury caused by negligence;

(b) fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation; and

(c) breach of the terms implied by section 2 of the Supply of Goods and Services Act 1982 (title and quiet possession). 

8.3 Subject to paragraph 8.2 the Contractor's total liability to the Company in respect of all breaches of duty occurring within any contract year shall not exceed the cap in accordance with paragraph 8.4.

8.4 In paragraph 8.3:
(a) cap. The cap is the equivalent of 100% of the total charges in the contract year in which the breaches occurred. 

(b) contract year. A contract year means a 12-month period commencing with the date of this Call-off Contract or any anniversary of it;
(c) total charges. The total charges means all sums paid by the Contracting Authority and all sums payable under this Call-off Contract in respect of services actually supplied by the Contractor, whether or not invoiced to the Contracting Authority; and
(d) total liability. The Contractor's total liability includes liability in contract, tort (including negligence), breach of statutory duty, or otherwise, arising under or in connection with this Call-off Contract.

8.5 Subject to paragraph 8.2, the Contracting Authority's total liability to the Contractor in respect of all breaches of duty occurring within any contract year shall not exceed the cap in accordance with paragraph 8.4.
8.6 The amounts already paid to the Contractor in accordance with the Contract Particulars shall count towards the cap on the Contracting Authority's liability under paragraph 8.5.
8.7 This paragraph 8.7 sets out specific heads of excluded loss 

(a) Subject to paragraph 8.2, the types of loss listed in paragraph 8.7(b) are wholly excluded by the parties.
(b) The following types of loss are wholly excluded:

(i) loss of profits;

(ii) loss of sales or business;

(iii) loss of agreements or contracts;

(iv) loss of anticipated savings;

(v) loss of use or corruption of software, data or information;

(vi) loss of or damage to goodwill; and

(vii) indirect or consequential loss.

8.8 Neither party may benefit from the limitations and exclusions set out in this paragraph 8 in respect of any liability arising from its deliberate default.

9. TC "11. Termination of Call-off Contract" \l 1Termination of Call-off Contract

9.1 Without affecting any other right or remedy available to it, either party to this Call-off Contract may terminate it in accordance with the voluntary termination requirements set out in the Contract Particulars.

9.2 Without affecting any other right or remedy available to it, either party to this Call-off Contract may terminate it with immediate effect by giving written notice to the other party if:

(a) 

the other party fails to pay any amount due under this Call-off Contract on the due date for payment and remains in default not less than 30 days after being notified in writing to make such payment;

(b) the other party commits a material breach of any other term of this Call-off Contract which breach is irremediable or (if such breach is remediable) fails to remedy that breach within a period of 30 days after being notified in writing to do so;

(c) the other party suspends, or threatens to suspend, payment of its debts or is unable to pay its debts as they fall due or admits inability to pay its debts or (being a company or limited liability partnership) is deemed unable to pay its debts within the meaning of section 123 of the Insolvency Act 1986 as if the words "it is proved to the satisfaction of the court" did not appear in sections 123(1)(e) or 123(2) of the IA 1986;

(d) the other party commences negotiations with all or any class of its creditors with a view to rescheduling any of its debts, or makes a proposal for or enters into any compromise or arrangement with its creditors other than (being a company) for the sole purpose of a scheme for a solvent amalgamation of that other party with one or more other companies or the solvent reconstruction of that other party;

(e) a petition is filed, a notice is given, a resolution is passed, or an order is made, for or in connection with the winding up of the other party (being a company, limited liability partnership or partnership) other than for the sole purpose of a scheme for a solvent amalgamation of that other party with one or more other companies or the solvent reconstruction of that other party;

(f) an application is made to court, or an order is made, for the appointment of an administrator, or a notice of intention to appoint an administrator is given or an administrator is appointed, over the other party (being a company);

(g) the holder of a qualifying floating charge over the assets of that other party (being a company) has become entitled to appoint or has appointed an administrative receiver;

(h) a person becomes entitled to appoint a receiver over the assets of the other party or a receiver is appointed over the assets of the other party;

(i) a creditor or encumbrancer of the other party attaches or takes possession of, or a distress, execution, sequestration or other such process is levied or enforced on or sued against, the whole or any part of the other party's assets and such attachment or process is not discharged within 14 days;

(j) any event occurs, or proceeding is taken, with respect to the other party in any jurisdiction to which it is subject that has an effect equivalent or similar to any of the events mentioned in paragraph 9.2(c) to paragraph 9.2(i) (inclusive);

(k) the other party suspends or ceases, or threatens to suspend or cease, carrying on all or a substantial part of its business; or

(l) 

there is a change of control of the other party excluding a transfer from a school governing body to an academy trust in accordance with the Academies Act 2010.

9.3 Without affecting any of its rights or remedies, the Contracting Authority may terminate this Call-off Contract immediately if the Contractor commits a breach of paragraph 3.5(h) or 3.5(l). 

10. TC "12. Consequences of termination and expiry" \l 1Consequences of termination and expiry

10.1 Termination or expiry of this Call-off Contract shall not affect any other call-off contracts made pursuant to the Framework Agreement, or the Framework Agreement.

10.2 On termination or expiry of this Call-off Contract:

(a) the Contractor shall, if so requested by the Contracting Authority, provide all assistance reasonably required by the Contracting Authority to facilitate the smooth transition of the Services to the Contracting Authority or any replacement supplier appointed by it and return all Contracting Authority Materials.

(b) any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities of the parties that have accrued up to the date of termination or expiry, including the right to claim damages in respect of any breach of this Call-off Contract which existed at or before the date of termination or expiry shall not be affected; and

(c) the following clauses shall continue in force: paragraph 1 (Interpretation) paragraph 5.9 (IPRs indemnity), paragraph 8 (Limitation of liability), paragraph 10 (Consequences of termination and expiry), paragraph 11 (Confidentiality), paragraph 23 (Governing law), paragraph 24 (Jurisdiction) and [INSERT].

11. TC "14. Confidentiality" \l 1Confidentiality

11.1 Each party undertakes that it shall not at any time disclose to any person any confidential information concerning the business, affairs, customers, clients or suppliers of the other party or of any member of the group of companies to which the other party belongs, except as permitted by paragraph 11.2. For the purposes of the Call-off Contract, the Foreground IPRs shall be deemed the confidential information of the Contracting Authority.

11.2 Each party may disclose the other party's confidential information:

(a) to its employees, officers, representatives or advisers who need to know such information for the purposes of exercising the party's rights or carrying out its obligations under or in connection with Call-off Contract. Each party shall ensure that its employees, officers, representatives or advisers to whom it discloses the other party's confidential information comply with this paragraph 11; and

(b) as may be required by law, a court of competent jurisdiction or any governmental or regulatory authority.

11.3 No party shall use any other party's confidential information for any purpose other than to exercise its rights and perform its obligations under or in connection with this Call-off Contract.

12. TC "15. Entire agreement" \l 1Entire agreement 

12.1 This Call-off Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes and extinguishes all previous agreements, promises, assurances, warranties, representations and understandings between them, whether written or oral, relating to its subject matter.

12.2 Each party agrees that it shall have no remedies in respect of any statement, representation, assurance or warranty (whether made innocently or negligently) that is not set out in this Call-off Contract. Each party agrees that it shall have no claim for innocent or negligent misrepresentation or negligent misstatement based on any statement in this Call-off Contract.

13. TC "16. Third party rights" \l 1Third party rights

13.1 The Company may enforce the terms of this Call-off Contract on behalf of the Contracting Authority, subject to the limits on the Contractor's liability in paragraph 8 of this Call-off Contract. For this purpose, any loss suffered by a Contracting Authority shall not be treated as being indirect, special or consequential simply because it has been suffered by the Contracting Authority and not by the Company directly.

13.2 Subject to paragraph 13.1, this Call-off Contract does not give rise to any rights under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Call-off Contract.
14. TC "17. Force Majeure" \l 1Force Majeure

Neither party shall be in breach of this Call-off Contract nor liable for delay in performing, or failure to perform, any of its obligations under this Call-off Contract if such delay or failure result from events, circumstances or causes beyond its reasonable control. In such circumstances the affected party shall be entitled to a reasonable extension of the time for performing such obligations. If the period of delay or non-performance continues for two months, the party not affected may terminate this Call-off Contract by giving one month’s written notice to the affected party.

15. TC "18. Variation" \l 1Variation

No variation of this Call-off Contract shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the parties (or their authorised representatives).

16. TC "19. Waiver" \l 1Waiver

16.1 A waiver of any right or remedy under this Call-off Contract or by law is only effective if given in writing and shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent right or remedy.

16.2 A failure or delay by a party to exercise any right or remedy provided under this Call-off Contract or by law shall not constitute a waiver of that or any other right or remedy, nor shall it prevent or restrict any further exercise of that or any other right or remedy. No single or partial exercise of any right or remedy provided under this Call-off Contract or by law shall prevent or restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy.

17. TC "20. Severance" \l 1Severance 

17.1 If any provision or part-provision of this Call-off Contract is or becomes invalid, illegal or unenforceable, it shall be deemed deleted, but that shall not affect the validity and enforceability of the rest of this Call-off Contract.

17.2 If any provision or part-provision of this Call-off Contract is deemed deleted under paragraph 17.1, the parties shall negotiate in good faith to agree a replacement provision that, to the greatest extent possible, achieves the intended commercial result of the original provision.

18. TC "21. Assignment and other dealings" \l 1Assignment and other dealings 

Neither party shall assign, transfer, mortgage, charge, subcontract, delegate, declare a trust over or deal in any other manner with any of its rights and obligations under this Call-off Contract without the prior written consent of the other party (such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed).

19. TC "22. No partnership or agency" \l 1No partnership or agency

19.1 Nothing in this Call-off Contract is intended to, or shall be deemed to, establish any partnership or joint venture between any of the parties, constitute any part the agent of another party, or authorise any party to make or enter into any commitments for or on behalf of any other party.

19.2 Each party confirms it is acting on its own behalf and not for the benefit of any other person.

20. TC "23. Notices" \l 1Notices

20.1 Any notice or other communication given to a party under or in connection with this Call-off Contract shall be in writing and shall be:

(a) delivered by hand or by pre-paid first-class post or other next working day delivery service at its registered office (if a company) or its principal place of business (in any other case); or

(b) sent by email to the address specified in the Contract Particulars.
20.2 Any notice or communication shall be deemed to have been received:

(a) if delivered by hand, on signature of a delivery receipt or at the time the notice is left at the proper address;

(b) if sent by pre-paid first-class post or other next working day delivery service, at 9.00 am on the second Business Day after posting or at the time recorded by the delivery service; and

(c) if sent by email, at the time of transmission, or, if this time falls outside business hours in the place of receipt, when business hours resume. In this paragraph 20.2, business hours means 9.00am to 5.00pm Monday to Friday on a day that is not a public holiday in the place of receipt

20.3 This clause does not apply to the service of any proceedings or other documents in any legal action or, where applicable, any arbitration or other method of dispute resolution. 

21. TC "24. Counterparts" \l 1Counterparts

21.1 This Call-off Contract may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which when executed and delivered shall constitute a duplicate original, but all the counterparts shall together constitute the one agreement.

22. TC "25. Multi-tiered dispute resolution procedure" \l 1Multi-tiered dispute resolution procedure

22.1 If a dispute arises out of or in connection with this Call-off Contract or the performance, validity or enforceability of it (Dispute) then the parties shall follow the procedure set out in this clause:

(a) either party shall give to the other written notice of the Dispute, setting out its nature and full particulars (Dispute Notice), together with relevant supporting documents. On service of the Dispute Notice, the Designated Authorised Officer of the Contracting Authority and the Contract Manager of the Contractor shall attempt in good faith to resolve the Dispute;

(b) if the Designated Authorised Officer of the Contracting Authority and Contract Manager of the Contractor are for any reason unable to resolve the Dispute within 30 days of the Dispute Notice, the Dispute shall be referred to the Headteacher or Managing Director of the Contracting Authority and the Director of the Contractor who shall attempt in good faith to resolve it; and 

(c) if the Headteacher or Managing Director of the Contracting Authority and the Director of the Contractor are for any reason unable to resolve the Dispute within 30 days of it being referred to them, the parties will attempt to settle it by mediation in accordance with the CEDR Model Mediation Procedure. Unless otherwise agreed between the parties, the mediator shall be nominated by CEDR. To initiate the mediation, a party must serve notice in writing (ADR notice) to the other party to the Dispute, requesting a mediation. A copy of the ADR notice should be sent to CEDR. 

22.2 The commencement of mediation shall not prevent the parties commencing or continuing court proceedings in relation to the Dispute under paragraph 24 which clause shall apply at all times.

23. TC "26. Governing law" \l 1Governing law

This Call-off Contract and any dispute or claim (including non-contractual disputes or claims) arising out of or in connection with it or its subject matter or formation shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of England and Wales.

24. TC "27. Jurisdiction" \l 1Jurisdiction 

Each party irrevocably agrees that the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction to settle any dispute or claim (including non-contractual disputes or claims) arising out of or in connection with this Call-off Contract or its subject matter or formation.

The following definitions and rules of interpretation apply in this Part 3 of this Call-off Contract.

Definitions:

Data Protection Legislation: up to but excluding 25 May 2018, the Data Protection Act 1998 and thereafter (i) unless and until the GDPR is no longer directly applicable in the UK, the General Data Protection Regulation and any national implementing laws, regulations and secondary legislation, as amended or updated from time to time, in the UK and then (ii) any successor legislation to the GDPR or the Data Protection Act 1998.

Effective Date: the date of this Call-off Contract.

Employee Liability Information: in respect of each of the Employees: 

a) the identity and age of the Employee;

b) those particulars of employment that an employer is obliged to give the Employee under section 1 of the Employment Rights Act 1996;

c) information about any disciplinary action taken against the Employee and any grievances raised by the Employee, where a Code of Practice issued under Part IV of TULRCA relating exclusively or primarily to the resolution of disputes or any other applicable code or statutory procedure applied, within the previous two years;

d) information about any court or tribunal case, claim or action either brought by the Employee against the Contracting Authority within the previous two years or where the Contracting Authority has reasonable grounds to believe that such action may be brought against the Contractor arising out of the Employee's employment with the Contracting Authority; and

e) information about any collective agreement which will have effect after the Effective Date in relation to the Employee pursuant to regulation 5(a) of the Employment Regulations.

Employees: those employees whose contracts of employment transfer to the Contractor from the Company as at the Effective Date, being those employees who are listed in paragraph 4 of this Part 3.

Employment Regulations: the Transfer of Undertakings (Protection of Employment) Regulations 2006 (SI 2006/246).

GDPR: General Data Protection Regulation ((EU) 2016/679).

Replacement Services: any services which are identical or substantially similar to any of the Services and which the Contracting Authority receives in substitution for any of the Services following the termination or expiry of this Call-off Contract, whether those services are provided by the Contracting Authority internally or by any Replacement Contractor.

Replacement Contractor: any third party supplier of Replacement Services appointed by the Contracting Authority from time to time.

Service Transfer: has the meaning given in paragraph 3.1 of this Part 3.

Service Transfer Date: the date on which the Services (or any part of the Services), for whatever reason transfer from the Contractor to the Contracting Authority or any Replacement Contractor.

Staffing Information: in relation to all persons detailed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List, such information as the Contracting Authority may reasonably request (subject to the Data Protection Legislation), but including in an anonymised format:

a) their ages, dates of commencement of employment or engagement and gender;

b) details of whether they are employees, workers, self-employed, contractors or consultants, agency workers or otherwise;

c) the identity of their employer or relevant contracting party;

d) their relevant notice periods and any other terms relating to termination of employment or engagement, including any redundancy procedures and contractual redundancy payment schemes;

e) the current wages, salaries, profit sharing, incentive and bonus arrangements applicable to them;

f) details of other employment-related benefits including (without limitation) medical insurance, life assurance, pension or other retirement benefit schemes, share option schemes and customer car schemes applicable to them;

g) any outstanding or potential contractual, statutory or other liabilities in respect of such individuals (including in respect of personal injury claims);

h) details of any such individuals on long-term sickness absence, maternity or other statutory leave or otherwise absent from work; and

i) copies of all relevant documents and materials relating to such information including copies of relevant contracts of employment or engagement (or relevant standard contracts if applied generally in respect of such individuals).

Contractor's Final Staff List: the list of all the Contractor's Personnel engaged in or wholly or mainly assigned to the provision of the Services or any part of the Services at the Service Transfer Date.

Contractor's Personnel: all employees, staff, other workers, agents and consultants of the Contractor who are engaged in the provision of the Services from time to time. 

Contractor's Provisional Staff List: a list prepared and updated by the Contractor of all the Contractor's Personnel engaged in, or wholly or mainly assigned to, the provision of the Services or any part of the Services at the date of preparation of the list.

Transferring Employees: those employees whose contract of employment will be transferred to the Company or Replacement Contractor pursuant to the Employment Regulations on expiry or termination of this Call-off Contract.

TULRCA: Trade Union and Labour Relations (Consolidation) Act 1992.
2. TC "2. Transfer of Employees to the Supplier at the Effective Date" \l 1Transfer of Employees to the Contractor at the Effective Date 

2.1 The Contracting Authority and the Contractor believe that, pursuant to the Employment Regulations, at the Effective Date, the Contractor will become the employer of the Employees.

2.2 The Contracting Authority represents, warrants and undertakes to the Contractor that:

(a) no persons are employed or engaged in the provision of the Services other than the Employees;

(b) none of the Employees has given or received notice terminating their employment or will be entitled to give notice as a result of the provisions of Call-off Contract;

(c) full particulars of the terms of employment of all the Employees (including all remuneration, incentives, bonuses, expenses and other payments and benefits whatsoever payable other than the pension benefits of any Employees are set out in paragraph 4 of this Part 3;

(d) there is not in existence any contract of employment with directors or employees of the Contracting Authority (or any contract for services with any individual) relating to the Services which cannot be terminated by three months' notice or less without giving rise to the making of a payment in lieu of notice or a claim for damages or compensation (other than a statutory redundancy payment or statutory compensation for unfair dismissal);

(e) in relation to each of the Employees (and so far as relevant to each of its former employees who were employed or engaged in the provision of the Services) the Contracting Authority has:

(i) complied with all obligations imposed on it by Articles of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, European Commission Regulations and Directives and all statutes, regulations and codes of conduct relevant to the relations between it and its employees or it and any recognised trade union or appropriate representatives;

(ii) maintained adequate and suitable records regarding the service of each of its employees;

(iii) calculated and paid all holiday pay for periods of holiday taken under regulation 13 of the Working Time Regulations 1998 (SI 1998/1833) in accordance with the Directive 2003/88/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 4 November 2003 concerning certain aspects of the organisation of working time;

(iv) complied with all collective agreements and customs and practices for the time being dealing with such relations or the conditions of service of its employees; and

(v) complied with all relevant orders and awards made under any statute affecting their conditions of service;

(f) the Contracting Authority has not been involved in any industrial or trade disputes in the last three years and to the best of the Contracting Authority's knowledge, information and belief there are no circumstances which may result in any industrial dispute involving any of the Employees and none of the provisions of this Call-off Contract including the identity of the Contractor is likely to lead to any industrial dispute;

(g) there is not outstanding any agreement or arrangement to which the Contracting Authority is party in relation to the Employees for profit sharing or for payment to any of the Employees of bonuses or for incentive payments or other similar matters;

(h) the Contracting Authority has not entered into any recognition agreement with a trade union in relation to the Employees nor has it done any act which may be construed as recognition;

(i) the Contracting Authority has complied with all recommendations made by the Advisory Conciliation and Arbitration Service in relation to the Employees and with all awards and declarations made by the Central Arbitration Committee in relation to the Employees;

(j) 

there is no agreement, arrangement, scheme or obligation (whether legal or moral) for the payment of any pensions, allowances, lump sums or other like benefits on redundancy, on retirement or on death or during periods of sickness or disablement for the benefit of any of the Employees or former employees employed or engaged in the provision of the Services or for the benefit of dependants of such persons;

(k) no amounts due to or in respect of any of the Employees (including PAYE and National Insurance and pension contributions) are in arrears or unpaid;

(l) no monies or benefits other than in respect of contractual emoluments are payable to any of the Employees and there is not at present a claim, occurrence or state or affairs which may hereafter give rise to a claim against the Contracting Authority arising out of the employment or termination of employment of any of the Employees for compensation for loss of office or employment or otherwise and whether under contract or any statute or regulations or otherwise;

(m) the Contracting Authority has provided the Employee Liability Information to the Contractor regarding each of the Employees either in writing or by making it available to the Contractor in a readily accessible form;

(n) the Employee Liability Information contains information as at a specified date not more than 14 days before the date on which the information was provided to the Contractor;

(o) the Contracting Authority has notified the Contractor in writing of any change in the Employee Liability Information since the date on which it was provided; 
(p) the Employee Liability Information was provided not less than 28 days before the Effective Date; and

(q) the Contracting Authority has agreed to, and co-operated with, pre-transfer consultation by the transferee in accordance with Part IV of TULRCA, if required.

2.3 The Contracting Authority shall indemnify the Contractor in full for and against all claims, costs, expenses or liabilities whatsoever and howsoever arising incurred or suffered by the Contractor including without limitation all legal expenses and other professional fees (together with any VAT thereon) in relation to:

(a) the termination by the Contracting Authority of the employment of any of the Employees;

(b) anything done or omitted to be done in respect of any of the Employees which is deemed to have been done by the Contractor by virtue of the Employment Regulations; and

(c) any claim made at any time by any employee of the Contracting Authority other than the Employees who claim to have become an employee of or have rights against the Contractor by virtue of the Employment Regulations (Claims);

provided that such costs, claims, expenses and liabilities are not payable as a result of any act or omission of the Contractor.

2.4 The Contractor shall procure that its employees, agents and successors in title shall promptly:

(a) take such action in connection with the Claims as the Contracting Authority shall from time to time reasonably request;

(b) provide free of charge all such assistance and information as the Contracting Authority may reasonably request relating to the Claims to enable the Claims to be pursued;

(c) subject to any restriction imposed by law, provide the Contracting Authority, its legal and other advisers with access to all documents, records or other information held by the Contractor relating to the Claims;

(d) provide the Contracting Authority and/or its professional advisers and experts with access from time to time to such members of staff as may be necessary to assist the Contracting Authority with the preparation of its cases in relation to the Claims;

(e) permit and require such employees as the Contracting Authority and/or its professional advisers may reasonably request to meet with the Contracting Authority and/or its legal advisers in normal working hours to prepare witness statements for trial, attend meetings with counsel or experts and/or to attend any court hearing or trial in connection with the Claims for so long and as frequently as the Contracting Authority and/or its legal or other professional advisers may reasonably require;

(f) provide such other assistance as the Contracting Authority may reasonably request in order to ensure the due and timely prosecution of the Claims;

(g) resist in connection with the Claims any request for documents, information, access to relevant premises or to employees of the business by any third party without first informing the Contracting Authority and obtaining its agreement to any approval of the request; and

(h) preserve and not waive legal professional privilege or any other privilege attaching to any of the documents or other information relating to the Claims in their possession without first obtaining the Contracting Authority's consent to such waiver, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld.

2.5 All salaries and other emoluments including holiday pay, taxation and National Insurance contributions and contributions to retirement benefit schemes relating to the Employees shall be borne by the Contracting Authority up to and including the Effective Date and by the Contractor with effect from the Effective Date.

2.6 The Contractor shall indemnify the Contracting Authority in full for and against all claims, costs expenses or liabilities whatsoever and howsoever arising, incurred or suffered by the Contracting Authority including without limitation all legal expenses and other professional fees (together with any VAT thereon) in relation to:

(a) any failure by the Contractor to comply with its obligations pursuant to the Employment Regulations; and

(b) anything done or omitted to be done by the Contractor in respect of any of the Employees whether before or after the Effective Date.

2.7 During the term of this Call-off Contract, the Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Authority any information the Contracting Authority may reasonably require relating to any individual employed, assigned or engaged in providing the Services under this Call-off Contract (subject to the Data Protection Legislation).

3. TC "3. Employment Exit Provisions" \l 1Employment Exit Provisions

3.1 This Call-off Contract envisages that subsequent to the commencement of the Call-off Contract, the identity of the provider of the Services (or any part of the Services) may change (whether as a result of termination of this agreement, or part, or otherwise) resulting in a transfer of the Services in whole or in part (Service Transfer). If a Service Transfer is a relevant transfer for the purposes of the Employment Regulations then, in such event, the Contracting Authority or a Replacement Contractor would inherit liabilities in respect of the Transferring Employees. Accordingly if the Employment Regulations apply on a Service Transfer the provisions in paragraph 3.5 to paragraph 3.9 of this Part 5 apply. Paragraph 3.12 of this Part 3 shall apply to a Service Transfer which is not a relevant transfer for the purposes of the Employment Regulations. For the avoidance of doubt, all other paragraphs in this paragraph 3 of this Part 5 apply to all Service Transfers, whether or not the Employment Regulations apply.

3.2 The Contractor agrees that, subject to compliance with the Data Protection Legislation:

(a) within 20 days of the earliest of:

(i) receipt of a notification from the Contracting Authority of a Service Transfer or intended Service Transfer;

(ii) receipt of the giving of notice of early termination of this Call-off Contract or any part thereof; or

(iii) the date which is 12 months before the expiry of the Initial Term or any renewal term,

and, in any event, on receipt of a written request of the Contracting Authority at any time, it shall provide the Contractor's Provisional Staff List and the Staffing Information to the Contracting Authority or, at the direction of the Contracting Authority, to a Replacement Contractor and it shall provide an updated Contractor's Provisional Staff List when reasonably requested by the Contracting Authority or any Replacement Contractor;

(b) at least 28 days before the Service Transfer Date, the Contractor shall prepare and provide to the Contracting Authority and/or, at the direction of the Contracting Authority, to the Replacement Contractor, the Contractor's Final Staff List, which shall be complete and accurate in all material respects. The Contractor's Final Staff List shall identify which of the Contractor's Personnel named are Transferring Employees;

(c) the Contracting Authority shall be permitted to use and disclose the Contractor's Provisional Staff List, the Contractor's Final Staff List and the Staffing Information for informing any tenderer or other prospective Replacement Contractor for any services which are substantially the same type of services (or any part thereof) as the Services; and

(d) on reasonable request by the Contracting Authority, the Contractor shall provide the Contracting Authority or at the request of the Contracting Authority, the Replacement Contractor, with access (on reasonable notice and during normal working hours) to such employment records (and provide copies) as the Contracting Authority reasonably requests.

3.3 From the date of the earliest event referred to in paragraph 3.2 of this Part 3, the Contractor agrees that it shall not without the prior written consent of the Contracting Authority, assign any person to the provision of the Services (or the relevant part) which is the subject of a Service Transfer who is not listed in the Contractor's Provisional Staff List and shall not without the prior written consent of the Contracting Authority (such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed):

(a) increase the total number of employees listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List save for fulfilling assignments and projects previously scheduled and agreed with the Contracting Authority;

(b) make, propose or permit any changes to the terms and conditions of employment of any employees listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List;

(c) increase the proportion of working time spent on the Services (or the relevant part) by any of the Contractor's Personnel save for fulfilling assignments and projects previously scheduled and agreed with the Contracting Authority;

(d) introduce any new contractual or customary practice concerning the making of any lump sum payment on the termination of employment of any employees listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List; and

(e) replace any of the Contractor's Personnel listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List or deploy any other person to perform the Services (or the relevant part) or increase the number of employees or terminate or give notice to terminate the employment or contracts of any persons on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List.

The Contractor will promptly notify the Contracting Authority or, at the direction of the Contracting Authority, the Replacement Contractor of any notice to terminate employment received from any persons listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List regardless of when such notice takes effect.

3.4 At least 30 days before the expected Service Transfer Date, the Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Authority or any Replacement Contractor, in respect of each person (subject to compliance with Data Protection Legislation) on the Contractor's Final Staff List who is a Transferring Employee, their:

(a) pay slip data for the most recent month;

(b) cumulative pay for tax and pension purposes;

(c) cumulative tax paid;

(d) tax code;

(e) voluntary deductions from pay; and

(f) bank or building society account details for payroll purposes.

3.5 In connection with a relevant transfer to which the Employment Regulations apply, the parties agree that:

(a) the Contractor shall perform and discharge all its obligations in respect of all the Transferring Employees and their representatives for its own account up to and including the Service Transfer Date. The Contractor shall indemnify the Contracting Authority and any Replacement Contractor in full for and against all claims, costs, expenses or liabilities whatsoever and howsoever arising, incurred or suffered by the Contracting Authority or any Replacement Contractor including without limitation all legal expenses and other professional fees (together with any VAT thereon) in relation to:

(i) the Contractor's failure to perform and discharge any such obligation;

(ii) any act or omission by the Contractor on or before the Service Transfer Date or any other matter, event or circumstance occurring before the Service Transfer Date;

(iii) all and any claims in respect of all emoluments and outgoings in relation to the Transferring Employees (including without limitation all wages, bonuses, PAYE, National Insurance contributions, pension contributions and otherwise) payable in respect of any period on or before the Service Transfer Date;

(iv) any claim arising out of the provision of, or proposal by the Contractor to offer any change to any benefit, term or condition or working condition of any Transferring Employee arising on or before the Service Transfer Date;

(v) any claim made by or in respect of any person employed or formerly employed by the Contractor other than a Transferring Employee for which it is alleged the Contracting Authority or any Replacement Contractor may be liable by virtue of this Call-off Contract and/or the Employment Regulations;

(vi) any act or omission of the Contractor in relation to its obligations under regulation 11 of the Employment Regulations, or in respect of an award of compensation under regulation 12 of the Employment Regulations except to the extent that the liability arises from the Company or Replacement Contractor's failure to comply with regulation 11 of the Employment Regulations;

(vii) any statement communicated to or action done by the Contractor or in respect of any Transferring Employee on or before the Service Transfer Date regarding the Service Transfer which has not been agreed in advance with the Company in writing.

3.6 The Contractor shall indemnify the Contracting Authority and any Replacement Contractor in respect of any claims arising from any act or omission of the Contractor in relation to any other Contractor's Personnel who is not a Transferring Employee during any period whether before, on or after the Service Transfer Date.

3.7 The Contracting Authority shall indemnify the Contractor against all claims arising from the Contracting Authority's or the Replacement Contractor's failure to perform and discharge any obligation and against any claims in respect of any Transferring Employees arising from or as a result of:

(a) any act or omission by the Contracting Authority or the Replacement Contractor relating to a Transferring Employee occurring on or after the Service Transfer Date; and

(b) all and any claims in respect of all emoluments and outgoings in relation to the Transferring Employees (including without limitation all wages, bonuses, PAYE, National Insurance contributions, pension contribution and otherwise) accrued and payable after the Service Transfer Date.

3.8 The parties shall co-operate to ensure that any requirement to inform and consult employee representatives in relation to any relevant transfer as a consequence of a Service Transfer will be fulfilled. The Contractor agrees that it will consent to, and co-operate with, pre-transfer consultation by any Replacement Contractor under Part IV of TULRCA.

3.9 The Contracting Authority shall assume (or shall procure that the Replacement Contractor shall assume) the outstanding obligations of the Contractor in relation to any Transferring Employees in respect of accrued holiday entitlements and accrued holiday remuneration before the Service Transfer Date.

3.10 The parties agree that the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 shall apply to paragraph 3.2 to paragraph 3.9 of this Part 3 to the extent necessary to ensure that any Replacement Contractor shall have the right to enforce the obligations owed to, and indemnities given to, the Replacement Contractor by the Contractor or the Contracting Authority to the Contractor under paragraph 3.2 to paragraph 3.9 in its own right pursuant to section 1(1) of the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999.

3.11 Notwithstanding paragraph 3.10, it is expressly agreed that the parties may by agreement rescind or vary this Part 3 or any term of this Part 3 without the consent of any other person who has the right to enforce the terms of this Part 3 or the term in question notwithstanding that such rescission or variation may extinguish or alter that person's entitlement under that right.

3.12 In the event of a Service Transfer to which the Employment Regulations do not apply, the following provisions shall apply:

(a) the Contracting Authority or the Replacement Contractor can, at its discretion, make to any of the employees listed on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List or any Contractor's Personnel assigned to the Services an offer, in writing, to employ that employee under a new contract of employment to take effect at the earliest reasonable opportunity;

(b) when the offer has been made by the Contracting Authority or Replacement Contractor and accepted by any employee or worker, the Contractor shall permit the employee or worker to leave his or her employment, as soon as practicable depending on the business needs of the Contractor which could be without the employee or worker having worked his full notice period, if the employee so requests and where operational obligations allow;

(c) if the employee does not accept an offer of employment made by the Contracting Authority or Replacement Contractor, the employee shall remain employed by the Contractor and all claims in relation to the employee shall remain with the Contractor; and

(d) if the Contracting Authority or the Replacement Contractor does not make an offer to any employee on the Contractor's Provisional Staff List or any Contractor's Personnel, then that employee and all claims in relation to that employee remains with the Contractor.
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
