Derby City Council (the Council) wishes to undertake a consultation exercise with suitably qualified and experienced organisations, local people and interested stakeholders in advance of a formal tendering process in respect of the service provision of Community Based Family Support. The results will be used to inform how the new service will be specified and inform the procurement process. 
The Council is looking to procure an innovative community volunteer-based edge of care and early help Service to support children, young people and families (the Service Users). The overall aim of the Service is to safely prevent entry to and reduce the number of children and young people entering care within Derby City. The Service will help maintain, where possible, children and young people within their families. The Service will work using strengths-based methods with families to enable them to build on their skills and develop their own strategies to manage difficulties; enabling them to manage difficult periods in their lives.

The overall aim of this community-based approach is to support children, young people and their families to develop skills and coping mechanisms to increase positive family functioning and build family resilience. 
The Service Provider will work with families with multiple and complex needs, including poor school attendance/attainment, unemployment, involvement in crime or Anti-Social Behaviour, domestic abuse, health issues and children who need help and those experiencing or at risk of experiencing neglect. 
Procurement Process and Evaluation Weightings
Derby City Council is looking to implement an open tendering process and will contract with one service provider. The evaluation criteria is expected to be a 70% quality and 30% price split. A score out of 30 points will be awarded for the price element of the evaluation.
Value for Money Evaluation 

The Council wishes to ask for comments on how bidders can demonstrate value for money for this service. The Council proposes that the price evaluation will be based on either:

· the number of bed nights and families supported for a set price

· a price per bed night

Suggestions and comments are welcome, including any suggestions on price evaluation that have not been included above.
Social Value

Derby City Council also wishes to ensure that in procuring services, consideration is given to how what is proposed to be procured might improve the economic, social and environmental well-being of the area of Derby and how it can secure that improvement using the procurement process.
