During the first year of the contract prices shall be fixed as per the tender submission and thereafter any reasonable increases in prices require prompt notice to the Council with a reason and details and are subject to the Councils prior written approval. If the reasons and details are not to the satisfaction of the Council, then the Council will enter into negotiation to rectify the issue failing this procedure then the Council will proceed with the termination of the contract at its own discretion issuing a notice of intent with immediate effect.
