Description
There is a brick and flint barn, date of construction is unknown.  It has a pitched roof with plain clay tiles.  There are a number of tiles that are damaged or worn out by rain.  In recent years there have been improvements to the gutters that are attached.
We require the damaged and slipped tiles to be replaced, the material to resemble the originals and to be in a similar colour and size.  We would need the damaged tiles to be disposed or in accordance with waste regulations and to recycle where possible. 
We do not know the actual age of the building or when the tiles were last replaced but we understand from the Local Authority that the building is classed as listed.  
We have been advised by the Local Authority that if the repairs resemble the original, planning permission is not required.
