Assembles with a total load of less than A, or those requiring fewer than 13 slings and

where the uppermost point of the spended material is between G 2and 3.5n, shall be
checked by a competent technician (TC).
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Assembles with a total load of less than 1,000 kg, or those requiring fewer than 13 slings and
where the uppermost point of the suspended material is lower than 3.5 m, shall necessitate a
certificate of good assembly drawn up by the installer (this ceatifi is equivalent to an
inspection document).

Special nofrepetitive rigging points must be checked by @ B:gardless of the total load and
suspension height.

"Special norrepetitive rigging points" means neindustrial, "inhouse” rigging systems for
maintaining the frames of stands that provide support for decorative elements, ceilings, walls,
lighting, sound systems, screens, video displays, advertisinggmaps.

No agreement between neighbouring stands that violate these regulations will be authorised.

10. Construction heights

9 Partition walls should be set back 0.50 m relative to the aisles and should not exceed a maximum authorised height of
2.50 m from the building floor.
