1.0 The Commissioner of the Service
1.1 The commissioner of the service contract is Cam Parish Council.

1.2  The contract will be monitored by Cam Parish Council. The Council is based at 4 Noel Lee Way, Cam GL11 5PS.

2.0  Contract to provide a Grounds Maintenance Service

2.1 Contractors are invited to provide Tenders for the long-term provision of a grounds maintenance service for Cam.

3.0 Location for the delivery of the service

3.1 The services covered within this contract are to be conducted within the Parish of Cam, Gloucestershire. Details of the exact locations of each area are provided in the accompanying site maps.
3.2 Tenderers are strongly advised to visit the various sites prior to tendering to determine access constraints.  

4.0 Contract period
4.1 The contract covers a period of 3 years with an option for the council to extend up to 2 further years.  

4.2 A contract extension will be determined by the council in liaison with the successful tenderer. The determination will be primarily based on the contractor’s ability to perform in accordance with the requirements of the contract. 

5.0  Tender Documents

6.0 Tender Queries
6.1 Tenderers wishing to raise queries in relation to the grounds maintenance contract must do so in writing directly to the council using the email address of the Clerk. 

6.2 
Tenderers are to note that replies to all tender queries raised with the council will be circulated to all tenderers. This is to ensure that all known tenderers are provided with identical information.

Please note: Tenderers are prohibited from contacting Councillors or Staff to encourage or support their tender outside of the prescribed process and should be aware that the Bribery Act 2010 applies to this tender.
7.0 Tender submissions
7.1 Tenders should be submitted using the form provided in the ‘FORM OF TENDER’.

7.2 Tenders (including all relevant documents) must be:

· a hard copy, hand delivered or posted in a sealed envelope headed “Grounds Maintenance Tender Submission” (there must be no information to identify the tenderer on the envelope) to: Cam Parish Council, 4 Noel Lee Way, Cam, GL11 5PS

7.3 Tenderers MUST enter their tender information in the ‘FORM OF TENDER’ contained within the suite of documents provided – submissions that fail to meet this requirement or omit any of the required information may not be considered for evaluation. Submissions after the deadline will not be considered for evaluation.

Tenders must be received on or before: 12 Noon, Friday 22 March 2024.  
8.0 Tender evaluation process.
8.1 Representatives from Cam Parish Council will be appointed to evaluate tender submissions. Evaluations will be based on the Tender evaluation criteria detailed in clause 9.0.

9.0  Tender evaluation criteria 
9.1 Tenders will be evaluated against the following criteria and therefore Tender submissions must include evidence to support these (Please ensure that the evidence provided is adequate, wholly relevant and succinct):

a. 50% Cost and 50% Quality. 

b. The quality element is further broken down to the following weightings:

i. Environment - 40%

Distance of operating base to Cam (50%); Use of environmentally friendly machinery and equipment ie battery powered (50%) 

ii. Health and Safety - 30%

Quality of key Policy documents (25%); Suitability of Risk Assessments and Method statements (25%); Adequacy of staff incident/accident reporting process (25%); Adequacy of operational monitoring (25%)

iii. Resource and maintenance support – 30%
Maintenance arrangements for machinery and equipment (30%); Ability to supply replacement machinery in case of breakdowns (30%); Arrangements to ensure adequate staffing levels (40%) to ensure business continuity. 
9.2 The successful tender together with the Council's written acceptance shall form a binding agreement in the terms of the Contract documents.  

9.3 Prospective Contractors should note that the Council is not bound to accept the lowest, or any tender. The Council’s decision is final, and no correspondence will be entered into on the reasons why a tender has been rejected.

1.0   Contract Period
1.1 The contract is for a period of 3 years with an option up to 2 further years. The Council’s decision whether to extend the contract will be dependent on the Council’s satisfaction with the quality of the contractor’s work up to this date. 

2.0   Extent of Work 

2.1 Generally, the work will comprise of the cutting of grass and selective weed control where specified on land within the parish of Cam.  To include strimming around play equipment, outside furniture, trees, bushes, fences, hedges and all other authorised site fixtures and fittings.  To include grass removal from all play safety surfaces and footpaths by sweeping or blower. Works also include periodic improvements to sports pitches and works to trees and hedges across various sites.

3.0   Responsible Officer 

3.1 The Clerk, or designated officer, will be the Officer of the council with whom the contractor is to liaise with during the period of the contract.   

4.0  Working standards
4.1 The contractor will comply with the contract specification in full. 

4.2 The council shall monitor the contracted works and direct the contractor to correct any issues that do not meet with the standards expected within the contract.

4.3 The contractor and the council will meet every 6 months for a performance review or more regularly if the council raises persistent concerns around performance. 

4.4 Should the council notify the contractor of any non-compliances, the contractor will be required to immediately rectify the non-compliance. Persistent failures of the contractor to meet with the specification requirements may result in termination of the contract. 
5.0   Addition/removal of furniture 
5.1 The Council may at any time install outside fixtures such as bins and benches etc to one or more of the locations identified in this contract during the contract period. The Contractor is to take this into consideration when tendering for the contract - no application from the Contractor to adjust the contract price will be considered following any such changes. 

6.0   Payment to Contractor 
6.1 The full contract sum shall be paid in equal monthly instalments throughout the year, on receipt of monthly invoice from Contractor. 

7.0   Health and Safety 
7.1 The Contractor shall accept full responsibility for compliance with the Health and Safety at Work Act and all other Acts and Regulations in respect of the work comprised in this Contract. 

7.2 The contractor shall monitor works undertaken on site to ensure safety compliance. 

7.3 The contractor’s staff will be fully trained in the activities they are engaged in and will hold up to date certification. The contractor is to provide details of certification to the council on request

7.4 The contractor shall ensure that all staff are provided with suitable, well maintained Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) required for the work being undertaken.

7.5 All necessary PPE is to be worn in line with manufacturers instructions and as required by the contractor’s own risk assessments, at all times, whilst undertaking contracted work.
8.0   Termination of Contract 
8.1 Either party may, without reason, terminate the Contract, in writing, giving three months’ notice. 

9.0   Insurance 
9.1 The Contractor is required to have a minimum of £5,000,000 public liability insurance. A current Certificate of Insurance to this effect must be produced to the Parish Clerk prior to commencement of the Contract.  The Contractor shall indemnify the Council against any claim or proceedings for any injury or damage to any persons, property or animals as a result of negligence, poor workmanship or failure to notify the Council of any action likely to cause injury or damage to a third party. 

10.0 Equipment and Machinery

10.1 The contractor will be required to provide all the necessary equipment and machinery to undertake the contracted work to the required standard.

10.2 All equipment and machinery are to be maintained and used in line with manufacturers’ instructions. The contractor is required to ensure suitable back-up arrangements are in place to ensure service continuity, in case of breakdowns.  

10.3 On site refuelling, cleaning and minor servicing e.g. blade changing of rotary motors must not take place on a grassed area. Spilled fuels, oils etc. shall be cleaned up immediately with suitable solvents. 

10.4 All mowers shall be removed when the Contractor’s staff leave the area, and no equipment is to be stored or left unattended. 

10.5 The Contractor will at all times during the period of the Contract, ensure that all machines engaged in grass cutting operations are sharp and properly set, so as to produce a true and even cut.  Any damage or areas of grass not cut to the approval of the Council from such lack of maintenance will be made good by the Contractor at their own expense and to the satisfaction of the Council.

10.6 The Contractor will at all times during the period of the Contract ensure that machines are properly guarded and maintained so as to present no danger to the operator, surrounding structures, vehicles or any person in the vicinity of operations.  The Contractor will provide their staff with all safety equipment, (boots, reflective vests, ear defenders etc.), and will ensure that staff use these at all times they are engaged in work for the Council.

10.7 Should the Contractor cause damage to the surface or levels of the ground during grass cutting operations, the Contractor shall reinstate such damage to the satisfaction of and within the time period stipulated by the Clerk. In failing to do so, the Clerk may instruct other persons to carry out such work with the cost of so doing being deducted from monies due to or becoming due to the Contractor or recovered as a debt.

11.0 Sub Letting

11.1 The contractor shall not sub-let the works or any part thereof without the written consent of the council

12.0 Reporting

12.1 The contractor will be required to:

12.1.1 Report any incidents/accidents to contractor’s staff or members of the public to the council within 24 hours of such an occurrence

12.1.2 Report ‘Near Misses’ within the same working week of the near miss taking place

12.1.3 Notify the council of any failure to maintain its schedule of work, on the day the work was intended 

12.1.4 All incidents/accidents are to be investigated and the outcomes reported to the council

SPECIFICATION OF WORKS
1.0 GRASS CUTTING

1.1 Prior to cutting any area, the Contractor will ensure that it is free of significantly large stones, paper, tins, bottles and other debris. The Contractor will also inspect each site for areas of ground sinkage/potholes and areas of potential hazard and will inform the Council immediately of any specific hazards. 

1.2 During the period of the Contract no growth regulators of any form will be applied to any area of turf without the Council sanctioning such an operation in writing, in advance.

1.3 All grass will be cut cleanly and evenly and without damaging the existing surface.

1.4 The Contractor will complete one area of grass cutting before moving onto the next, and immediately after cutting a scheduled area, the Contractor will ensure that all grass clippings and other arisings are cleared from all paved areas, playground equipment safety surfaces, memorial stones, paths and public footpaths, etc., by sweeping or using a blower.

1.5 Soft vegetative growth, such as clover will be deemed to be part of the Contract where it falls within large areas of grass.

1.6 Mowing will take place on the full area of grass at the site as detailed in the Schedule of works, up to the paving, fencing obstacles and any other boundaries. 
1.7 Areas not cut to the satisfaction of the Council will be re-cut by the Contractor at the Contractor’s own expense.

1.8 In very wet conditions all operations involving grass cutting shall cease until conditions allow operations to recommence without damaging the surface levels and contours of the ground or grass cutting “divots” from the machine rollers or cutters.

1.9 Should the Contractor cause damage to the surface or levels of the ground, or create divots during grass cutting operations, the Contractor will at their own expense reinstate such damage forthwith to the satisfaction of the Council.

1.10 Mowing will be carried out as close as possible to fixed obstructions.  Moveable obstructions can be removed to facilitate cutting and replaced before the Contractor leaves the site.

1.11 Mowing around obstructions including seats, trees, fence lines, posts, and the like, and in the proximity of margins, will be undertaken using methods, tools and machines as appropriate.  The cutting of such areas will be undertaken within 24 hours of the main site being mowed and will be deemed to be included in the Contractor's rate for each location. Care must be taken when strimming around wooden structures – any damage caused by strimming will be replaced at the contractor’s expense.  
1.12 The council wishes to keep the fringes of some play areas long. The actual width and shape to be agreed for each site by the successful contractor with the Council prior to the first cut.

1.13 In areas that contain bulbs or corms, the Contractor will ensure that the emergent bulbs are not cut.  These areas will not be cut again until four weeks after flowering. 

1.14 It is recommended that tenderers visit each site to be maintained in order to ensure they are quoting for the use of the correct machinery. The council will not entertain claims for additional costs.
2.0 HEDGE CUTTING
2.1 Hedges should be cut in line with legislation and best practices protecting nesting birds and should be sensitive to other environmental and wildlife factors.

SCHEDULE OF WORKS

Standards
G1 – Amenity area

All grass shall be cut cleanly by means of mowing to provide a good quality sward; to a maximum of 12 cuts per year from 1st March to 31st October; frequency of cuts may fluctuate during the season depending upon weather and growing conditions. Edging shall be cut by means of strimmer
G2 – play area

All grass shall be cut cleanly by means of mowing to provide a good quality sward; to a maximum of 16 cuts per year from 1st March to 31st October; frequency of cuts may fluctuate during the season depending upon weather and growing conditions. Edging shall be cut by means of strimmer taking care when strimming around play equipment, fencing posts etc.

G3 – Sports pitch

All grass shall be cut cleanly by means of mowing to provide a good quality sward; to a maximum of 20 cuts per year from 1st March to 31st October; frequency of cuts may fluctuate during the season depending upon weather and growing conditions. Edging shall be cut by means of strimmer taking care when strimming around play equipment, fencing posts etc.

NOTE: The contractor is expected to liaise directly with Everside Youth Football Club, the main user of the football pitches at Jubilee Playing fields. Further pitch improvements, reinstatement of goal areas and so on to be arranged directly with the Football Club at their expense.
G4 – War memorial

All grass shall be cut cleanly by means of mowing to provide a good quality sward; to a maximum of 20 cuts per year from 1st March to 31st October; frequency of cuts may fluctuate during the season depending upon weather and growing conditions. Edging shall be cut by means of strimmer taking care when strimming around benches, flower boarders, paths etc. The area must be maintained to a high standard 1 week before and 1 week after Remembrance Day and any other significant dates during the calendar year.
G5 – Village Green

All grass shall be cut cleanly by means of mowing to provide a good quality sward; to a maximum of 20 cuts per year from 1st March to 31st October; frequency of cuts may fluctuate during the season depending upon weather and growing conditions. Edging shall be cut by means of strimmer
G6 – Wildflower

Prepare and maintain wildflower meadow sections as and when requested by Council

NOTE: The council may wish to make amendments to some cutting schedules or areas in response to its changing biodiversity needs. These amendments will be in consultation with the successful contractor prior to any decision being made. In areas where there is an increased risk, road safety/visibility takes precedence over biodiversity and the contractor must be flexible to address any concerns the council may have in this regard.
