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5.  Where no price is stated in the price column of the Schedule of Requirements:

a.  You must submit your quotation (supported where appropriate by a Certified Statement of
Costs) as soon as practicable so that prices can be fixed in accordance with the provisions for
price fixing contained in the Contract. In order to assist with pricing, your quotation must
include an analysis showing the way in which you have built up your price(s). The analysis
should show the amounts included under such headings as: Direct Labour (man hours and
wage rates); Overheads; Materials; Bought out parts; Sub-contracted work; Special Jigs, tools
etc; and Profit.

b.  You must identify separately amounts in respect of work placed with subsidiary
companies or firms.
