	Means the Construction (Design and  Management) Regulations 2015 

	“Estate Verges”


	Means the verges that form part of the Public Highway as shown on the plan(s) listed in schedule 1 


	
“Public Highway”


	Means the highway maintainable at public expense for which Hampshire County Council is the Highway Authority



	“Vegetation”


	Means any shrubs, hedges, bushes, grasses or other foliage on the Estate Verges but excluding trees and weeds 



The Parish Council is required to submit to the County Council the details of their proposed Authorised Subcontractor together with a copy of their qualifications under Units 1-3 of the Operatives qualification under the New Roads & Street Works Act.
The Parish Council shall undertake works under this Licence only between the hours of 09:00 – 16:30 Monday to Friday unless otherwise agreed, or directed, by the County Council.  
Vegetation on the Estate Verges shall be properly cut, pruned and trimmed at all times and no Vegetation shall be allowed to obstruct, overhang or interfere or hinder in any way with, or become a danger to passage along the carriageway or footway, or to overhang any premises or cause any nuisance or interference with the rights of any adjacent owner, or to obstruct any sightline.
No Vegetation shall exceed 800mm in height.
The Parish Council shall not leave or store any materials, tools, plant or other items on the  

Estate Verges or Public Highway and shall clear away any rubbish that will include the 
cuttings of the Vegetation. 
The Parish Council shall perform enough cuts of the grass of the Estate Verges and 
otherwise maintain the Estate Verges [so as to comply with Section 10.9.1 to 10.9.13 of the 
Highways Maintenance Code of Good Practice]: Well Maintained Highways:

For the avoidance of doubt the Permission will not include any trees on the Estate Verges 
or weeds within the metalled highway.
The Permission shall not include the right to cut, lop, prune or remove any Injurious Weeds 
as defined by the Weeds Act 1959 and the Parish Council shall notify the County Council 
immediately if they discover any Injurious Weeds on the Estate Verges.
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
