Quotation Request for provision of:

(a) Hanging Baskets during Summer  - 34 hayracks for High Street lamp columns 

and 2 hanging baskets for Council offices.  

(b) Four Town Centre Flower Planters – Summer and Winter
(c) Three Flower Planters in Jim Shields Gardens - Summer and Winter (see attached location map)
(d) Planting of War Memorial - Summer and Winter.  The War Memorial is an important part of the High Street and the winter planting has to be undertaken just prior to the Remembrance Sunday parade each year.  
Contractors are requested to quote for both one year and three year contracts.  The submission of the quotation should be based on the attached specification and it should be noted that the Town Council is not bound to accept the lowest or any quotation it receives. 
The contractor shall provide the Town Council with evidence that he is entitled to be paid without the statutory deduction of income tax.  All work must comply with the current Health & Safety Legislation.
The Town Council may consider the Joint Contracts Tribunal (JCT) Standard Terms of Contract when entering into a contract.

Interests

If a candidate for any appointment under the Council is to his knowledge related to any member of or the holder of any office under the Council, he and the person to whom he is related shall disclose the relationship in writing to the Clerk.  A candidate who fails so to do shall be disqualified for such appointment, and, if appointed, may be dismissed without notice.  The Clerk shall report to the council or to the appropriate committee any such disclosure.  Members are to abide by the Councillor Code of Conduct with regard to disclosable interests.  Where a relationship to a member is disclosed Town Council Standing Order 13 shall apply.

The Clerk shall make known the purpose of this Standing Order to every candidate.

Standing Order 13: 

(a) All councillors and non-councillors with voting rights shall observe the code of conduct adopted by the Council.  

(b) Unless he has been granted a dispensation, a councillor or non-councillor with voting rights shall withdraw from a meeting when it is considering a matter in which he has a disclosable pecuniary interest.  He may return to the meeting after it has considered the matter in which he had the interest.
(c) Unless he has been granted a dispensation, a councillor or non-councillor with voting rights shall withdraw from a meeting when it is considering a matter in which he has another interest if so required by the council's code of conduct.  He may return to the meeting after it has considered the matter in which he had the interest.

Insurance

(a) Injury to or death of person

The contractor shall be liable for and shall indemnify the Town Council against any liability, loss, claim or proceedings whatsoever arising under any statute or at common law in respect of personal injury to or death of any person whomsoever arising out of or in the course of or caused by the carrying out of the works unless due to any act or neglect of the Town Council, or of any person for which the Town Council is responsible.  Without prejudice to his liability to indemnify the Town Council, the contractor shall maintain and shall cause any sub contractor to maintain such insurances as are necessary to cover the liability of the contractor, or as the case may be, of such sub contractor, in respect of personal injuries or deaths arising out of or in the course of or caused by the carrying out of the works to an amount of no less than £10,000,000 for any one occurrence or series of occurrences rising out of one event.  Provided that nothing in this sub clause contained shall impose any liability on the sub contractor in respect of negligence or breach of duty on the part of the Town Council, the contractor, his other sub contractors or their respective servants or agents.

(b) Damage to property

The contractor shall be liable for and indemnify the Town Council against and insure and cause any sub contractor to insure against any expense, liability, loss, claim or proceedings in respect of any damage whatsoever to any real or personal property to an amount of £5,000,000 for any one occurrence insofar as such damage arises out of or in the course or by reason of carrying out of the works and is due to any negligence omission or default of the contractor or any person for whom the contractor is responsible or any sub contractor or person for whom the sub contractor is responsible.

(c) Insurances Person and Property

The contractor shall produce, and shall cause any sub contractors to produce, such evidence as the Town Council may reasonably require that the insurances referred to in sub clauses (a) and (b) hereof have been taken out and are in force at all material times.

(d) Employer’s Liability

The contractor shall, if requested, produce proof of employer’s liability insurance in respect of employees.
References

The contractor will supply three names and addresses for reference purposes.

Other
The contractor will also allow within their price for the following:
(a) All tools and vehicles necessary to complete the contract.

(b) Any required consultation time with the Town Council.
The contractor must be able to provide certification that they have the relevant NRSWA accreditation for working on the public highway.

If this quotation is accepted I/We agree that these quotation documents, together with the Town Council’s written acceptance and order shall constitute a binding contract between us.
