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To the wall plate at the roof (where indicated - see
orange line), allow for the removal of the decorative
timber fascia to expose the wall plate. Fully inspect the
timbers with the Architect. Allow for cutting out rotten
sections as necessary and renewing with new timber
7"x8" timbers to match, propping the rafters a section at
a time and carry out the replacement in sequential
manner. Retained wall plate timbers are to be treated
with a Boracol 10, which is also to the applied to the
fascia board prior to refixing.

Fully inspect the remaining eaves. Report any areas of
rot and undertake the treatment as detailed above.
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Partition and doorway to the Store are to be adapted to
accommodate a smaller door in a new partition. The
existing kitchen door is to be repositioned and rehung to
enable the partition in the Store to be extended. The
new Store door and partition are to match the existing.

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Wire fall arrest system with eye
bolts secured to the stonework of
the parapets. Bolts drilled into the
stone joints and secured with
resin.
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There are number of cracks to the stone arch. These do
not appear to be structural, however they are to be filled
to reduce the potential for water ingress. Include for
pointing up the cracks with a 1:3 fine sharp sand with
crushed stone dust and NHL 2.0 lime. The mortar is to
be brushed back to expose the aggregate. The work will
be subject to a sample agreed by the architect to ensure
suitable execution, texture and colour.

Ramp removed and entire
floor to be sloped up to
eliminate the ramp and create
a 'level' entrance.

There appears to be an open joint to the lower
secondary beam to the roof. Include for inspection and
allow for packing the timber joint with timber wedges and

insert stainless steel screw fixings to ensure the joint is

secure.

Two small areas of overhanging masonry at the corners
appears loose. These areas will have loose mortar raked
out and will be repointed to ensure the stonework is
secure. The mortar mix to be a 1:3 course sharp sand
and NHL 2.0 lime mix, brushed back to expose the
aggregate. The repointing work will be subject to a
sample agreed by the architect to ensure suitable

execution, texture and colour.

Include for raking out the loose
mortar fillet at the junction of the
watertable and slated roof. Renew
with a 1:3 sand to modified NHL
