The Scope of Delivery will be amended as follows:

30,000 end user devices.

Covering 23 BEIS Site locations. Sites can be added or removed to accommodate Modern Workplace and Levelling up Department policies.
Site additions that warrant a third line presence can be added under additional services.
Business as Usual Operational Support to the BEIS ICT Core Service in normal business hours. It does not include discovery, development (With exception of O365 configuration capability), enhancement, out of hours or new services, which can be added under Additional Services below (subject to a Change Control Notice) or under WP4 Call Off Agreement for Ad Hoc Cloud Support.
Cloud Platform Hosting solution for BEIS for hosting, development and infrastructure support of internal and external online applications.
The following will be included under Social Value in the Call Off Agreement:
1. Fighting Climate Change: For managed cloud services, the Supplier will produce a report twice a year to be delivered to the Buyer on the 1st July and 1st November identifying opportunities to minimise processing, transmission and storage of data to reduce energy use and costs.
2. Modern Slavery: The Supplier will complete the Modern Slavery Assessment Tool (MSAT) on an annual basis on the anniversary date of the agreement and to produce an action plan that shows how identified issues in the MSAT will be addressed within one month of completion
