A. CONTRACT PERIOD

In a morning, pupils should be set down at the college ten minutes prior to the college starting time.  In an afternoon contractor’s vehicles must be in position at the college ten minutes prior to the college finishing time.  Vehicles must only depart when correctly loaded and approved by the supervising staff.

The exigencies of the service mean that the number of passengers carried on this contract may vary considerably, which may increase or decrease the daily contract rate.

D. VEHICLE CAPACITY

A minimum of 4 passenger seats are required on each journey. 

E. OTHER REQUIREMENTS
The contractor must have patience and demonstrate an understanding with regards to transporting students/clients with special educational needs
If deemed necessary, a pre-visit may be required to enable the driver to introduce themselves to the child/young person and their parent/carer, prior to the start of the contract. No charge can be made to Transportation Services for a pre-visit.  The contractor must build in this potential cost when submitting their bid.  Please also bear in mind the parent may wish to pass on some useful information for the driver prior to first travel to promote a good journey and this information should be passed to the driver in order to promote a good relationship between the driver, parent and young person.
If this schedule indicates a passenger requires a booster cushion or high back booster seat the contractor will be required to supply this equipment themselves and build in this extra cost to the quotation, they submit when bidding for the contract. Any harnesses, or other specialised seating will be supplied by the Council. This will need collecting from the Beverley Depot at no additional cost to the Council. Upon expiry or termination of the contract any such equipment must be returned to the Beverley Depot.  Failure to do so will result in the contractor being invoiced for the replacement cost of the equipment.
This contract also has a route number which is FEE06.
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
