ANNUAL GRASS CUTTING AND GROUNDCARE SPECIFICATION FOR 3 YEAR CONTRACT 
1st APRIL 2023 TO 31st MARCH 2026 INCLUSIVE
The Parish Council is seeking tenders for the grass cutting and grounds contract for a three-year period for the War Memorial Recreation Ground, Ilex Lane Cemetery, Winnowing End Play Area and The Railway Garden at the Woodborough Road Public Conveniences. Works required will include:
1. Weekly ground maintenance works to the Recreation Ground, (situated off The Lynch in Winscombe BS25 1AZ)

a. Cutting to the grassed cricket, football and play areas as required and any part cuts for example the tidying of the football pitch in early season. Cuts to be made at least weekly in normal growing season and twice weekly during heavy growing periods especially to the cricket ground.
b. Weekly strimming to inaccessible machine areas.
c. Fertilizing and selective weed killing of all playing fields once a year.
d. Annual weed-kill to the recreation fence-line, play area surfacing and surrounds and car park using an appropriate chemical.
e. Regular winter work of aeration, scarifying and conditioning when conditions permit.
f.
A schedule of works for aeriation, scarifying and conditioning along with weed control should notified to the Parish Council at least one week in advance of these works being carried out.


Note: No line marking, pitch setting out or pitch divot replacement work is included in this contract. Additional works requested by the sports clubs are entirely at your discretion with the cost to be invoiced directly to the sports clubs.

2. Weekly visits to the Ilex Lane Cemetery, off Sandford Road, Winscombe BS25 1JL during grass cutting season
a. Grass cuts to all burial areas are to take place at least weekly during the growing season with grass cuttings in the burial areas to be semi-mulched and left on site. Any cuttings should be brushed/blown from headstones. This is to include the ashes scattering area
b. Weekly strimming of all inaccessible machine areas around all memorial stones. 
c. Weekly cut of the area outside the cemetery and on the bridge.

d. Fortnightly grass cutting of the field area may be cut and dropped. 
e. Fortnightly strimming of entire cemetery boundary along hedge line.
f. Annual weed-kill to the field area using an appropriate chemical.

3. Sandford Play Area, off The Batch (or accessible by steps from Winnowing End, Sandford BS25 5RS)
a. Grass cuts to take place weekly during the growing season with cuttings to be dropped. 
b. Grass cuttings should be swept from play equipment safety surfaces. 
c. Monthly cuts to the steps leading to the play area. 
d. Annual weed-kill to the play area surfacing and open area using an appropriate chemical.

4. The Railway Garden adjacent to the Woodborough Road Public Conveniences, Winscombe BS25 1AQ
a. Grass cuts to take place weekly during the growing season with cuttings to be dropped. 
b. Grass cuttings should be swept from seating areas. 
c. Annual weed-kill to the grassed area using an appropriate chemical.

If your tender is successful, you will be required to forward a copy of your public and employee’s liability insurance (and again as this is renewed). The contractor shall observe all relevant health and safety regulations in the course of carrying out their duties and carry out risk assessments as necessary. The contractor shall always have regard to the health and safety of the public. The contractor must hold the relevant certificates for spray operating and the use of machinery.

It should be noted that in the event of machine failure, you are expected to provide alternative equipment of a similar kind at your own expense to fulfil the terms of the contract.

The contractor shall arrange cover for their duties while they are on holiday or through sickness and shall advise the clerk to the council of the relevant details. The contractor shall not sub-contract any part of this contract without prior agreement of the council 

Should the Parish Council not be entirely satisfied with the delivery of this contract, this contract maybe terminated after the first 12-month period with notice having been given by 1st January 2024. Similarly, the same applies to you as a contractor to terminate the agreement, having given the same notice period to the council.
Invoices should be submitted monthly to the Parish Office by the 15th day in the month and on a ‘per month’ basis for the play area, land at the public conveniences and cemetery. The annual cost of works at the recreation ground may be split into 12 equal payments as this work continues throughout the year.

To ensure tender confidentiality bids will not be accepted via email. Tender applications should be addressed to the Clerk and sent in the ordinary course of the post using a plain envelope, marked GM on the reverse side. These should be received at this office no later than noon on Friday 13th January 2023. Two satisfactory references for similar works in the local area should also be provided.
