The Corporation reserves the right at any time to make any changes to all or any part of Annex C provided that in relation to Part 1 only, the Corporation shall comply with any express conditions which may be set out in the Route Agreement relating to such changes.

This Route Agreement commenced on 19 June 2017 and the Services commenced on 23 June 2018 (the "Commencement Date").  This Route Agreement shall continue in force until 23 June 2023 (the "Initial Expiry Date") unless it is extended in accordance with the provisions of clause 2 of Annex B of the Framework Agreement to 20 June 2025 (the "Extended Expiry Date") or unless earlier terminated in accordance with the provisions of the Framework Agreement or this Route Agreement.
