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REFURBISHMENT OF, AND POSSIBLE EXTENSION TO, THE EXISITING SKATE PARK, BOSTON ROAD, SLEAFORD.
1. Introduction

The Council owned Skate Park is now over 10 years old and is in need of refurbishment. The Council wishes to seek prices from interested and suitable qualified parties for the replacement of the existing facility. The Council will, however, be looking to discuss with the successful tenderer an enhancement to the current design and a likely extension to the existing site.
2. Site
The current skate park is situated within the Council owned Recreation Ground on Boston Road Sleaford NG34 7TN. The site is level and readily accessible. Floodlighting via four 6m high rise and fall lighting columns has recently been added at the corners of the site. (Note two of the columns will be moved should an extension to the site be agreed)
3. Equipment 

The site currently has a variety of metal ramps and equipment in deteriorating condition and includes;

· Combination ramp

· Grind box

· Fun box

· Flat bank

· Grind rail

The base is tarmac and is in generally sound condition; the dimensions are 28m x 17m. (Note any extension agreed would increase the site to 28m x 22m)

4. Materials 
The Council recognises there are a number of material types available and after consideration has agreed that steel is its preferred choice. Tenderers are requested to advise as part their tenders of any coatings, finishes or use of other ancillary materials on their products.  For the purposes of selection, the successful tenderer will have regard for a number of factors e.g. guarantees, references, BS requirements, environmental and visual aspects.

It should be noted that the Council will be seeking a guaranteed life of up to 20 years as a minimum for any installation along with appropriate warranties. 
5. Broad Specification for tendering purposes
As the Council anticipates working with the successful tenderer on a design and build approach it will be using a unit cost approach to facilitate the selection of the successful tenderer.

· Indication of any extra costs relating to equipment installation to existing surface

· Details of 2 recent completed contracts similar to those  being sought for this project

7. Budget
The Council currently has an earmarked reserve of some £200,000 for a number of planned capital projects. The refurbishment, enhancement, and possible extension to, it’s Skate Park will be found from within this reserve. 
8. Timescale

The Council anticipates the Skate Park project should be completed by June 2017 at the latest. The initial refurbishment work should be completed in late 2016/early 2017 with any enhancement of the current design and/or extension work completed in 2017.
