The Authority is inviting tenders for the provision of Building and Security Services; and 
B
Amongst others, the Tenderer has been invited to tender for this Contract; and

The Tenderer requires the following Specified Information from the existing service providers so as to ascertain his obligations under the Transfer of Undertakings (Protection of Employment) Regulations 2006 as amended and the EU Directive 2001/23/EC.
SPECIFIED INFORMATION: 
A. The number of staff including supervisory and administrative staff employed within the existing service;
B. The Terms and Conditions of the Contracts of Employment of those staff including pensions; 
C. The number of staff whose employment is likely to be terminated at the expiry of the contract but for any operation of the Law;
D. Any other information relating to these staff as properly may be required by a tenderer applying for this Contract; and
E. The Authority has agreed to forward the Specified Information provided this Deed of Undertaking and Agreement is signed.
NOW THIS DEED WITNESSETH THAT IT IS HEREBY AGREED as follows:
1) The Tenderer shall ensure that neither he nor any of his agents or employees or Group members discloses or uses any of the Specified Information except for the purposes of preparing a tender; 
2) In the event that the Tenderer decides not to submit a bid or is not awarded the Contract, or for any other reason, the Authority and the Tenderer do not enter into the Contract, then all of the Specified Information, including any copies made by the Tenderer or any of its agents or employees or Group members or sub-contractors shall be deleted or destroyed; 
3) If the Tenderer or any of his agents or employees or Group Members or sub-contractors makes a disclosure in contravention of this agreement OR the Tenderer or its senior management become aware of facts indicating that any of his agents or employees or Group members or sub-contractors has or may have disclosed information in contravention of this agreement; then the Tenderer shall immediately serve upon the Authority a notice specifying the information concerned and the parties or persons to whom it has or may have been disclosed or the use to which it has or may have been put; and promptly provide the Authority with any further information which it reasonably requests about that disclosure or use;
4) The Tenderer agrees that it will comply with (and will ensure that its officers, employees, agents, Group members or sub-contractors shall also comply with) the requirements of data protection legislation, including the Data Protection Act 2018, in relation to this Deed;
5) The Tenderer acknowledges that, since damages are unlikely to be an adequate remedy for a breach of this Agreement, the Authority is entitled to an injunction to prevent a breach or a continued breach or in the case of a breach of sub-clause (3) to an Order for Specific Performance and;
6) This Deed of Agreement and Undertaking shall continue to have effect for a period of 36 months from the date that the Specified Information is disclosed to the Tenderer.
