Glossary

The Authority will not reimburse you for any costs and expenses which you incur preparing and submitting your quotation, even if the Authority amends or terminates the procurement process.

Self-Declaration and Mandatory Requirements

The RFQ includes a self-declaration response (Annex 1) which covers basic information about the supplier, as well as any grounds for exclusion. If you do not comply with them, your quotation will not be evaluated.

Aims

1. Improve the sites hydrology and restore hydrological function of a raised ground water mound.

2. Improvements in hydrological function to increase the sites resilience and help establish fenland habitat.

Objectives

1. Creation of hydrological buffer zone to adjacent land to allow the rising of water levels within the Stuarts field.

2. Construction of new ditches to protect adjacent land from raised water levels. 

3. Improve the sites hydrology through the blocking and backfilling of the existing field drains. 

4. Construction of earth/peat bunding to reduce hydrological gradient from the edges of the field to external drains.

Constraints

1. We will create buffer zones to keep adjacent land dry. Landowner engagement would be advisable if out of nothing more than courtesy.  Natural England will make the introductions. No works within the main drain (see Fig 1, drain to the east of the star) in order to have no impact on water levels across other fields or properties. 

2. The Historic Environment Assessment identified the site of a former farm within the area of the proposed works reference as Gazetteer entry 05 and 10 (see Fig 2). The proposed works have been planned to avoid any disturbance or excavation around this site or around Twelve Yards Road. From discussions on site with Greater Manchester archaeologist it has been agree that if we encounter any archaeological remains during excavations, we will stop work and consult with Greater Manchester Archaeology Service. We will make the service aware of the work taking place and they may send someone to observe. In this case they will provide a Risk Assessment and take direction from the contractor.

Re-wetting and fen creation

Peat bunding
1717m of deep trench bunds (see Fig 4) will be installed to slow both the surface and subsurface water movement. The digging of the trenches will also break through any drainage pipes in the land, reversing previous land drainage. This work will significantly raise the water table level of the site.

The essential part of the bund instillation is the creation of a ‘peat wall’ below ground by digging to below the depth of drainage damage (approx. 2m), turning over the peat and compacting this in place. This compaction is essential to ‘seal’ the cracks and stop water leaking out by sub-surface flow. This technique allows for several inspection digs first to determine the depth of the underground trench. Once determined, the instillation must dig below the water loss depth and ensure good peat is compacted in the trench to seal the water loss.  At the surface, the bunds need to be constructed to at least 0.2m in height and 1m in width. Note that trench bund F4 is off set from Twelve Yards Road to create a buffer zone, the field drain within this strip/buffer zone will be retained unblocked, so water levels next to the road are not raised.

Peat for the bunds will be won by creating small borrow pits within the fen zones.  The borrow pits will be no more than 1m deep and 5-10m across and will be profiled into shallow sided bog pools.

Overflow V-notch pile weirs will be installed within the bunds at 4 locations selected using Lidar (see Fig 5). Weirs will be constructed using 1.5 lengths of plastic pile, with 5 piles used in each weir. The centre 3 pile will be set 15cm below the top of the bund, with the outer pipes at the level of the top of the bund. The centre gap in the piles will be fitted with a V-notched drop log to allow water levels to be managed.  Contractors are required to supply these materials.
A new ditch will be constructed along the southern boundary of the field. This ditch will be 1m wide at bank top, 0.5m wide at invert level and be 1m deep.  There are some lengths of open ditch along this boundary that can be incorporated into the new ditch. A 30m buffer zone will be maintained between the ditch and the deep trench bunding to allow future maintenance.
