Goods or Services will be procured under this ITT with
funds provided by a technical assistance Project and
comply with the goods/service category specified in the
Project procurement plan. Chemonics UK is
implementing the Project in Ukraine in accordance with
the Memorandum of Understanding between the
Government of Ukraine and the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
on technical assistance of February 10, 1993 and
Political, Free Trade and Strategic Partnership
Agreement between the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland and Ukraine entered into
force on 31 December 2020 (the “Strategic Partnership
Agreement”). In accordance with article 397 of the
Strategic Partnership Agreement, any technical
assistance and humanitarian aid provided and financed
by the Government of the UK is exempted from the
payment of all duties, fees, levies or any costs
whatsoever, including VAT.No taxes, VAT, charges,
tariffs, duties or levies shall be paid by Chemonics UK
under this ITT in Ukraine.

At the same time, notwithstanding the provisions of
paragraph two of this Clause above and/or any
legislative requirements of the Vendor’s country or any
other jurisdiction shall not preclude and limit Vendor's
obligations to pay all taxes, duties and encumbrances
pursuant to current legislation of Ukraine except for the
value-added tax exemption from which has been
granted by 197.11. of Article 197 of the Tax Code of
Ukraine.

In accordance with the Procedure of engaging, using
and monitoring international technical assistance

From March 2022 to November 2022, the Velykooleksandrivka
Hromada was under temporary occupation, and active hostiliti
es were conducted on its territory. As a result of the Russian F
ederation's armed aggression, almost all critical infrastructure f
acilities in the community were destroyed or damaged.

As a result of shelling, the movement of heavy military equipm
ent, and the digging of trenches and caponiers, water wells we
re damaged and shut-

off valves were put out of order. The condition of the water pip
es is extremely unsatisfactory, with a wear rate of about 80%.
This technical condition of the network is the reason for the po
or quality of drinking water (the water is opaque, has an unplea
sant odor, and poses a risk of intestinal diseases).

The water supply network is made of non-

standard galvanized pipes designed for irrigation. During 2025,
25 pipeline breaks were recorded. Their repair is significantly c
omplicated by the lack of appropriate repair kits. Currently, wat
er is being supplied to the population, but in the event of a pipe
line break, it is not possible to localize the emergency area. To
eliminate emergency situations, utility company employees are
forced to completely shut down the wells and wait for the wate
r to drain, which leads to significant water losses and interrupti
ons in water supply to the village residents. In addition, the lac
k of repair kits significantly delays restoration work on the wate
r supply network.
