3. All symbols denoting emergency lighting and detectors are representative of the areas to be illuminated & protected, not the
number to be provided. Lighting design to comply to BS 5226, positions to comply to BS 5839-1:2017.

4. All signs and notices must be one type only. Sign types must not be mixed. If existing signage is to BS 5499, then any additional
signage must match BS 5499:Part 1 and Part 3.

5. Fire alarm to be 65dB or min. 5dB above ambient noise level, whichever is the higher.

6. Fire alarm and emergency lighting certificate required prior to completion.

7. All portable first aid fire fighting equipment to be installed and maintained in accordance with BS 5306:Part 3.

8. Smoke detectors to be fitted with visual display when alarm is activated. i.e. flashing light

9. All designated fire doorset's must conform to current British Standards i.e. Fitted with 3 fire rated hinges, intumescent fire and cold
smoke seals in door edge or frame, and an approved type of hydraulic self-closing device. Each fire door is required to be marked with
a mandatory sign that complies to BS5499, indicating that it is a fire door.

FIRE PROTECTION AND SEPARATION:

All steel structural elements top be fire protected with intumescent paint or a suitable lining/casing system to manufacturers
details, to achieve a minimum 60 minutes structural stability in the event of a fire.

30 and 60 minute fire cavity barriers should be provided to close the edges of cavities, including around openings, in compliance
with Approved Document B2. Cavity barriers should also be provided:

1. at the junction between external cavity wall and every compartment floor and compartment wall; and

2. at the junction between an internal cavity wall and every compartment floor, compartment wall or door assembly which forms a
fire resisting barrier

Compartment walls to continue up through a ceiling or roof cavity to maintain the standard of fire resistance , to comply with
Approved Document B2.
