	Brief Description of Task:

See Attachment for detailed Statement of Requirement.

	Background/Justification:

Following the disaggregation of Air Manoeuvre Capability to JHC (IOC Apr 13, FOC Apr 14) the existing policy baseline and strategy has not been updated.  As part of the Army’s Capability Management Strategy, DG Cap has directed that the Air Manoeuvre Strategy and Plans be developed in order to contribute to a cohesive Land Manoeuvre (LM) capability.  This requirement to develop the JHC Capability Strategy has been well articulated and defined, but the JHC Capability Directorate lacked the necessary knowledge and experience to complete this task, hence its commencement was delayed.  JHC received direction in late 2014 from DG Cap to deliver the Future Capability Strategy for JHC (Air Manoeuvre Capability) by Jul 15 in order to inform the Army Capability Strategy and any SDSR following the 2015 election.  The task has been defined and scoped and it has been assessed that although JHC HQ possesses the conceptual knowledge skills and experience (KSE) to deliver the strategic content, it does not currently possess the technical experience or ability to research and construct the final paper and hence complete the task.
Not proceeding with additional support would result in JHC failing to deliver its required outputs.  The lack of a refreshed strategy for Air Manoeuvre will have significant impact on battlefield helicopters, aerial delivery, parachuting and on the Army’s ability to address its capability challenges in the Comprehensive Spending Review and SDSR following the 2015 General Election.  The Army has a desired capability plan that exceeds its financial provision in the next 10 years by more than £1Bn and assumes that a future strategy for JHC will ease this pressure.  The lack of a strategy has the effect of removing the JHC element of its Equipment Plan (approximately 30%) from proper consideration and would result in ill-informed decisions.

	Activities to be Undertaken:

The required output is an analysis of available data and evidential based support across 5 work strands which apply to the AM capability, in order to generate a Vision and Strategy looking forward to 2040 and beyond in temporal elements.  This temporal approach will embrace short, medium and long term timeframes; namely 2015-2020 (Epoch 1), 2020-2030 (Epoch 2/3) and 2030+ (Epoch 4+).  Each of the 5 areas of study will report and a top level narrative based on the findings of each area will be produced, drawing all the strands together and highlighting dependencies on other areas of the Army’s Capability structure and across other commands within Defence.  An executive Summary will be used, with supporting briefing material, to inform senior Defence Staff about the provisions of the Strategy.  Provision of contracted support to initially collate the conceptual based analysis and evidential based material provided by the JHC Cap desk officers, followed by refinement of the final strategic paper’s construct against the FCS structure that has been developed with subordinate teams working concurrently to deliver work packages.
