1. Introduction 

Enterprise Hub Phase 2 (EH2) are seeking delivery sub–contractor/s, including sole traders, SMEs and companies, to provide evaluation services for the programme leading to a Summative Assessment report. 

The total budget for the summative assessment role will be up to £50,000 including all expenses and travel costs and we anticipate one contract will be allocated up to this maximum. 

The EH2 is a comprehensive entrepreneurship promotion and business support programme running from 1st December 2018 to 30th November 2021; designed to increase entrepreneurship, new business creation and early stage business sustainability and growth in the Liverpool City Region (LCR). It provides services to individuals across the LCR area who are considering, or in the process of, starting a business. It will also provide support to existing businesses (up to 42 months) to improve their sustainability and performance. 

EH2 provides a single gateway / no wrong door for enterprise start-up in LCR and will be integrated with the ‘One Front Door’ approach being developed by the Combined Authority. It provides a unified brand, simplified access point and comprehensive route to engage with start up support. Over its lifetime, the programme will:

· engage over 2,500 people

· provide intensive support to over 1,250 LCR residents and businesses

· start 337 new businesses 

· create 420 new jobs. 

EH2 is a transformational approach to encouraging and supporting entrepreneurship and business creation and early stage growth across the Liverpool City Region.  It is made up of a consortium of partner organisations across the Liverpool City Region led by The Women’s Organisation offering a coordinated package of business support. 

2. Procurement Process and Timetable

Summative Assessment
Primarily, the summative assessment is about understanding the experience of implementing the ERDF project, the difference the project has made, whether it has provided value for money, and the lessons which can be learnt from the experience. ERDF have a specific structure which at a minimum need to cover the following themes: relevance and consistency, progress, delivery and management, impacts and assessing value for money.   Full ERDF summative assessment guidance can be found in the ERDF Summative Assessment Guidance ESIF-GN-1-033 and its Appendices. 
The objectives of the Summative Assessment is to consider the performance and impact of the EH2 project from both a qualitative and quantitative perspective and the difference it has made in terms of the project design, delivery, impact and effectiveness as well as the value for money provided and contribution to the LCR economy.

4.3 Scoring Methodology 

4.3.1 Evaluator’s will initially work independently. Once they have competed their independent marking they will meet to discuss, understand and moderate any difference in the marks they have awarded via a consensus meeting, where a single consensus score for each question will be agreed.

The scoring will be on the basis of whole numbers and the consensus score will also be a whole number.  A good response will, for example, gain a score of 8 or 7.  The difference in the score will be on the basis that limitations have been identified, but these are not so serious as to reduce the score to 6 (i.e. average).  These minor limitations are however sufficient that a score of 7 may be more appropriate than 8.  Where scores are subsequently weighted, there is potential for fractions of full marks to be awarded.  These will be expressed as decimals to two decimal places.
