If any of the Supplier Staff are Workers who receive payment relating
to the Deliverables, then the Supplier must ensure that its contract with
the Worker contains the following requirements:

35.4.1 the Buyer may, at any time during the Contract Period, request
that the Worker provides information which demonstrates they
comply with Clause 35.3.1, or why those requirements do not
apply, the Buyer can specify the information the Worker must
provide and the deadline for responding;
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35.4.2 the Worker’s contract may be terminated at the Buyer’s request
if the Worker fails to provide the information requested by the
Buyer within the time specified by the Buyer;

35.4.3 the Worker’s contract may be terminated at the Buyer’s request
if the Worker provides information which the Buyer considers
isn’t good enough to demonstrate how it complies with Clause
35.3.1 or confirms that the Worker is not complying with those
requirements; and

35.4.4 the Buyer may supply any information they receive from the
Worker to HMRC for revenue collection and management.

The Supplier must take action to ensure that neither the Supplier nor
the Supplier Staff are placed in the position of an actual, potential or
perceived Conflict of Interest.

The Supplier must promptly notify and provide details to the Buyer if an
actual, potential or perceived Conflict of Interest happens or is
expected to happen.

The Buyer will consider whether there are any appropriate measures
that can be put in place to remedy an actual, perceived or potential
Conflict of Interest. If, in the reasonable opinion of the Buyer, such
measures do not or will not resolve an actual or potential Conflict of
Interest, the Buyer may terminate its Contract immediately by giving
notice in writing to the Supplier where there is or may be an actual or
potential Conflict of Interest and Clauses 14.5.1(b) to 14.5.1(g) shall

apply.

Reporting a breach of the contract

As soon as it is aware of it the Supplier and Supplier Staff must report
to the Buyer any actual or suspected:

The Supplier must not retaliate against any of the Supplier Staff who in
good faith reports a breach or Default listed in Clause 37.1 to the Buyer
or a Prescribed Person.

Each Party will, at the request and cost of the other Party, do all things which
may be reasonably necessary to give effect to the meaning of this Contract.

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If there is a Dispute, the senior representatives of the Parties who have
authority to settle the Dispute will, within twenty eight (28) days of a
written request from the other Party, meet in good faith to resolve the
Dispute by commercial negotiation.

If the Parties cannot resolve the Dispute via commercial negotiation,
they can attempt to settle it by mediation using the Centre for Effective
Dispute Resolution (CEDR) Model Mediation Procedure current at the
time of the Dispute. If the Parties cannot agree on a mediator, the
mediator will be nominated by CEDR. If either Party does not wish to
use, or continue to use mediation, or mediation does not resolve the
Dispute, the Dispute must be resolved using Clauses 39.4 to 39.6.

Unless the Buyer refers the Dispute to arbitration using Clause 39.5,
the Parties irrevocably agree that the courts of England and Wales
have the exclusive jurisdiction to:

39.3.1 determine the Dispute;
39.3.2 grant interim remedies; and
39.3.3 grant any other provisional or protective relief.

The Supplier agrees that the Buyer has the exclusive right to refer any
Dispute to be finally resolved by arbitration under the London Court of
International Arbitration Rules current at the time of the Dispute. There
will be only one arbitrator. The seat or legal place of the arbitration will
be London and the proceedings will be in English.

The Buyer has the right to refer a Dispute to arbitration even if the
Supplier has started or has attempted to start court proceedings under
Clause 39.4, unless the Buyer has agreed to the court proceedings or
participated in them. Even if court proceedings have started, the
Parties must do everything necessary to ensure that the court
proceedings are stayed in favour of any arbitration proceedings if they
are started under Clause 39.5.

The Supplier cannot suspend the performance of this Contract during
any Dispute.

Which law applies

This Contract and any issues or Disputes arising out of, or connected to it, are
governed by English law.
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
