It is expected that the lead architect will act as principal designer.

· Building Services Engineering Design

Bidders will be excluded if you they are not registered with the Architects Registration Board (ARB).

Bidders will be excluded if you do not hold membership with a professional body for Architects such as Royal Institute of British Architects (RIBA).
Procurement Process

Broxtowe Borough Council is looking to implement an open tendering process and will contract with one lead Architect/organisation. The evaluation criteria are expected to be a 50% quality and 50% price split, with possible further points via an interview process.
Fixed prices will be requested for each RIBA stage for the project to be completed to RIBA work stage 4.  No additional costs can be claimed for expenses.
