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This Agreement is made on 03/04/2018
BETWEEN: 
(1) 
the Minister for the Cabinet Office ("Cabinet Office") as represented by Crown Commercial Service, which is an executive agency and operates as a trading fund of the Cabinet Office, whose offices are located at 9th Floor, The Capital, Old Hall Street, Liverpool L3 9PP (the "Authority"); and
(2) 
[REDACTED] which is a company registered in [REDACTED] under company number [REDACTED] and whose registered office is at [REDACTED] (the "Supplier").
RECITALS:
A The Authority placed a contract notice 2017/S 223-463853 on 17/11/2017 (the "OJEU Notice") in the Official Journal of the European Union seeking tenders from providers of Utilities Management Software, Metering and Ancillary Services interested in entering into a framework arrangement for the supply of such Goods and/or Services to Contracting Authorities. 
B NOT USED 
C On 17/11/2017 the Authority issued an invitation to tender (the "Invitation to Tender") for the provision of Utilities Management Software, Metering and Ancillary Services.   
D In response to the Invitation to Tender, the Supplier submitted a tender to the Authority on 18/12/2017 (set out in Framework Schedule 21 (Tender)) (the “Tender”) through which it represented to the Authority that it is capable of delivering the Goods and/or Services in accordance with the Authority's requirements as set out in the Invitation to Tender and, in particular, the Supplier made representations to the Authority in the Tender in relation to its competence, professionalism and ability to provide the Goods and/or Services in an efficient and cost effective manner.
E On the basis of the Tender, the Authority selected the Supplier to enter into a framework agreement for Lot(s) [REDACTED] to provide the Goods and/or Services to Contracting Authorities from time to time on a call off basis in accordance with this Framework Agreement.
F This Framework Agreement sets out the award and calling-off ordering procedure for purchasing the Goods and/or Services which may be required by Contracting Authorities, the template terms and conditions for any Call Off Contract which Contracting Authorities may enter into and the obligations of the Supplier during and after the Framework Period.
G It is the Parties' intention that there will be no obligation for any Contracting Authority to award any Call Off Contracts under this Framework Agreement during the Framework Period.
A. PRELIMINARIES
1. DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION
1.1 Definitions
1.1.1 In this Framework Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires, capitalised expressions shall have the meanings set out in Framework Schedule 1 (Definitions) or the relevant Framework Schedule in which that capitalised expression appears. 
1.1.2 If a capitalised expression does not have an interpretation in Framework Schedule 1 (Definitions) or the relevant Framework Schedule, it shall have the meaning given to it in this Framework Agreement. If no meaning is given to it in this Framework Agreement, it shall in the first instance be interpreted in accordance with the common interpretation within the relevant market sector/industry where appropriate.  Otherwise, it shall be interpreted in accordance with the dictionary meaning.
1.2 Interpretation
1.2.1 In this Framework Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:
(a) the singular includes the plural and vice versa; 
(b) reference to a gender includes the other gender and the neuter;
(c) references to a person include an individual, company, body corporate, corporation, unincorporated association, firm, partnership or other legal entity or Crown Body;
(d) a reference to any Law includes a reference to that Law as amended, extended, consolidated or re-enacted from time to time;
(e) the words "including", "other", "in particular", "for example" and similar words shall not limit the generality of the preceding words and shall be construed as if they were immediately followed by the words "without limitation";
(f) references to “writing” include typing, printing, lithography, photography, display on a screen, electronic and facsimile transmission and other modes of representing or reproducing words in a visible form and expressions referring to writing shall be construed accordingly;
(g) references to “representations” shall be construed as references to present facts;  to “warranties” as references to present and future facts; and to “undertakings” as references to obligations under this Framework Agreement;
(h) references to “Clauses” and “Framework Schedules” are, unless otherwise provided, references to the clauses and schedules of this Framework Agreement and references in any Framework Schedule to paragraphs, parts, annexes and tables are, unless otherwise provided, references to the paragraphs, parts, annexes and tables of the Framework Schedule or the part of the Framework Schedule in which the references appear; 
(i) any reference to this Framework Agreement includes Framework Schedule 1 (Definitions) and the Framework Schedules; and
(j) the headings in this Framework Agreement are for ease of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation or construction of this Framework Agreement.
1.2.2 Subject to Clauses 1.2.3 and 1.2.4, in the event and to the extent only of a conflict between any of the provisions of this Framework Agreement, the conflict shall be resolved, in accordance with the following descending order of precedence:
(a) the Clauses and Framework Schedule 1 (Definitions);
(b) Framework Schedules 1 to 20 and 22 inclusive;
(c) Framework Schedule 21 (Tender).
1.2.3 If there is any conflict between the provisions of this Framework Agreement and provisions of any Call Off Contract or the Supplier Leasing Agreement, the provisions of this Framework Agreement shall prevail over those of the Call Off Contract or Supplier Leasing Agreement save that: 
(a) any refinement to the Template Order Form and Template Call Off Terms permitted for the purposes of a Call Off Contract  under Clause 4 and Framework Schedule 5 (Call Off Procedure) shall prevail over Framework Schedule 4 (Template Order Form and Template Call Off Terms); and
(b) subject to Clause 1.2.4, the Call Off Contract shall prevail over Framework Schedule 21 (Tender).
1.2.4 Where Framework Schedule 21 (Tender) contains provisions which are more favourable to the Authority in relation to the rest of the Framework Agreement, such provisions of the Tender shall prevail. The Authority shall in its absolute and sole discretion determine whether any provision in the Tender is more favourable to it in relation to this Framework Agreement.
2. DUE DILIGENCE 
The Supplier acknowledges that:
2.1.1 the Authority has delivered or made available to the Supplier all of the information and documents that the Supplier considers necessary or relevant for the performance or its obligations under this Framework Agreement; 
2.1.2 it has made its own enquiries to satisfy itself as to the accuracy of the Due Diligence Information;
2.1.3 it has raised all relevant due diligence questions with the Authority before the Framework Commencement Date, has undertaken all necessary due diligence and has entered into this Framework Agreement in reliance on its own due diligence alone;
2.1.4 it shall not be excused from the performance of any of its obligations under this Framework Agreement on the grounds of, nor shall the Supplier by entitled to recover any additional costs or charges, arising as a result of any:
(a) misrepresentation of the requirements of the Supplier in the Invitation to Tender or elsewhere; 
(b) failure by the Supplier to satisfy itself as to the accuracy and/or adequacy of the Due Diligence Information; and/or
(c) failure by the Supplier to undertake its own due diligence.

3. SUPPLIER'S APPOINTMENT
The Authority hereby appoints the Supplier as a potential provider of the Goods and/or Services and the Supplier shall be eligible to be considered for the award of Call Off Contracts by the Authority and Other Contracting Authorities during the Framework Period.
In consideration of the Supplier agreeing to enter into this Framework Agreement and to perform its obligations under it the Authority agrees to pay and the Supplier agrees to accept on the signing of this Framework Agreement the sum of one pound (£1.00) sterling (receipt of which is hereby acknowledged by the Supplier).
4. SCOPE OF FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT
Without prejudice to Clause 45 (Third Party Rights), this Framework Agreement governs the relationship between the Authority and the Supplier in respect of the provision of the Goods and/or Services by the Supplier.
The Supplier acknowledges and agrees that:
4.1.1 there is no obligation whatsoever on the Authority or on any Other Contracting Authority to invite or select the Supplier to provide any Goods and/or Services and/or to purchase any Goods and/or Services under this Framework Agreement and
4.1.2 in entering into this Framework Agreement no form of exclusivity has been conferred on the Supplier nor volume or value guarantee granted by the Authority and/or Other Contracting Authorities in relation to the provision of the Goods and/or Services by the Supplier and that the Authority and Other Contracting Authorities are at all times entitled to enter into other contracts and agreements with other suppliers for the provision of any or all goods and/or services which are the same as or similar to the Goods and/or Services.
In the event that any Other Contracting Authority makes an approach to the Supplier with a request for the supply of Equivalent Goods and/or Services, the Supplier shall promptly and in any event within five (5) Working Days of the request by the Other Contracting Authority, and before any supply of Equivalent Goods and/or Services is made, inform such Other Contracting Authority of the existence of this Framework and the Other Contracting Authority’s ability to award Call Off Contracts for Goods and/or Services pursuant to this Framework Agreement.
5. CALL OFF PROCEDURE

If the Authority or any Other Contracting Authority decides to source any of the Goods and/or Services through this Framework Agreement, then it shall be entitled at any time in its absolute and sole discretion during the Framework Period to award Call Off Contracts for the Goods and/or Services from the Supplier by following Framework Schedule 5 (Call Off Procedure).

The Supplier shall comply with the relevant provisions in Framework Schedule 5 (Call Off Procedure).

6. ASSISTANCE IN RELATED PROCUREMENTS

Where a Relevant Supplier is bidding to provide New Goods and/or Services in circumstances where the Supplier or an Affiliate of the Supplier is already providing (or due to provide) Legacy Goods and/or Services to a Contracting Authority, the Supplier shall promptly provide the relevant Contracting Authority and/or the Relevant Supplier with all reasonable information and assistance as may be required from time to time to enable the relevant Contracting Authority and/or the Relevant Supplier, as appropriate, to:

6.1.1 carry out appropriate due diligence with respect to the provision of the New Goods and/or Services;
6.1.2 effect a smooth transfer and/or inter-operation (as the case may be) between the Legacy Goods and/or Services and the New Goods and/or Services;
6.1.3 carry out a fair Further Competition Procedure for the New Goods and/or Services; and
6.1.4 make a proper assessment as to the risk related to the New Goods and/or Services.
When performing its obligations in Clause 6.1 the Supplier shall act consistently, applying principles of equal treatment and non-discrimination, with regard to requests for assistance from and dealings with each Relevant Supplier.
7. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES
Each Party represents and warrants that:
7.1.1 it has full capacity and authority to enter into and to perform this Framework Agreement; 
7.1.2 this Framework Agreement is executed by its duly authorised representative;
7.1.3 there are no actions, suits or proceedings or regulatory investigations before any court or administrative body or arbitration tribunal pending or, to its knowledge, threatened against it (or, in the case of the Supplier, any of its Affiliates) that might affect its ability to perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement; and
7.1.4 its obligations under this Framework Agreement constitute its legal, valid and binding obligations, enforceable in accordance with their respective terms subject to applicable (as the case may be for each Party) bankruptcy, reorganisation, insolvency, moratorium or similar Laws affecting creditors’ rights generally and subject, as to enforceability, to equitable principles of general application (regardless of whether enforcement is sought in a proceeding in equity or law).
The Supplier represents and warrants that:
7.1.5 it is validly incorporated, organised and subsisting in accordance with the Laws of its place of incorporation; 
7.1.6 it has obtained and will maintain all licences, authorisations, permits, necessary consents (including, where its procedures so require, the consent of its Parent Company) and regulatory approvals to enter into and perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement;
7.1.7 it has not committed or agreed to commit a Prohibited Act and has no knowledge that an agreement has been reached involving the committal by it or any of its Affiliates of a Prohibited Act, save where details of any such arrangement have been disclosed in writing to the Authority before the Framework Commencement Date;
7.1.8 its execution, delivery and performance of its obligations under this Framework Agreement does not and will not constitute a breach of any Law or obligation applicable to it and does not and will not cause or result in a breach of any agreement by which it is bound;
7.1.9 as at the Framework Commencement Date, all written statements and representations in any written submissions made by the Supplier as part of the procurement process, its Tender, and any other documents submitted remain true and accurate except to the extent that such statements and representations have been superseded or varied by this Framework Agreement;
7.1.10 if the Charges payable under this Framework Agreement exceed or are likely to exceed five (5) million pounds, as at the Framework Commencement Date, it has notified the Authority in writing of any Occasions of Tax Non-Compliance or any litigation that it is involved in connection with any Occasions of Tax Non Compliance;
7.1.11 it has and shall continue to have all necessary Intellectual Property Rights including in and to any materials made available by the Supplier (and/or any Sub-Contractor) to the Authority which are necessary for the performance of the Supplier’s obligations under this Framework Agreement;
7.1.12 it shall take all steps, in accordance with Good Industry Practice, to prevent the introduction, creation or propagation of any disruptive elements (including any virus, worms and/or Trojans, spyware or other malware) into systems, data, software or the Authority’s Confidential Information (held in electronic form) owned by or under the control of, or used by, the Authority and/or Other Contracting Authorities.

7.1.13 it is not subject to any contractual obligation, compliance with which is likely to have a material adverse effect on its ability to perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement; 
7.1.14 it is not affected by an Insolvency Event and no proceedings or other steps have been taken and not discharged (nor, to the best of its knowledge, have been or are threatened) for the winding up of the Supplier or for its dissolution or for the appointment of a receiver, administrative receiver, liquidator, manager, administrator or similar officer in relation to any of the Supplier’s assets or revenue;
7.1.15 for the duration of this Framework Agreement and any Call-Off Agreements and for a period of twelve (12) Months after the termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement or, if later, any Call Off Contracts, the Supplier shall not employ or offer employment to any staff of the Authority or the staff of any Contracting Authority who has been associated with the procurement and/or provision  of the Goods and/or Services without Approval or the prior written consent of the relevant Contracting Authority which shall not be unreasonably withheld; and
7.1.16 in performing its obligations under this Framework Agreement and any Call Off Contract, the Supplier shall not (to the extent possible in the circumstances) discriminate between Contracting Authorities on the basis of their respective sizes.
Each of the representations and warranties set out in Clauses 7.1 and 7.2 shall be construed as a separate representation and warranty and shall not be limited or restricted by reference to, or inference from, the terms of any other representation, warranty or any undertaking in this Framework Agreement.
If at any time a Party becomes aware that a representation or warranty given by it under Clauses 7.1 and 7.2 has been breached, is untrue or is misleading, it shall immediately notify the other Party of the relevant occurrence in sufficient detail to enable the other Party to make an accurate assessment of the situation.
For the avoidance of doubt, the fact that any provision within this Framework Agreement is expressed as a warranty shall not preclude any right of termination the Authority may have in respect of the breach of that provision by the Supplier which constitutes a material Default of this Framework Agreement.
Each time that a Call Off Contract is entered into, the warranties and representations in Clauses 7.1 and 7.2 shall be deemed to be repeated by the Supplier with reference to the circumstances existing at the time.
8. GUARANTEE
Where the Authority has notified the Supplier that a valid Framework Guarantee , then on or prior to the execution of the Framework Agreement, as a condition for the award of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier must have delivered to the Authority:
8.1.1 an executed Framework Guarantee from a Framework Guarantor; and
8.1.2 a certified copy extract of the board minutes and/or resolution of the Framework Guarantor approving the execution of the Framework Guarantee.
 NOT USED
9. CYBER ESSENTIALS SCHEME CONDITION AND CHECK COMPLIANT PENETRATION TESTING
Where the Authority has notified the Supplier that prior to the execution of the first Call Off Contract the Supplier shall provide a valid Cyber Essentials Scheme Basic Certificate (Lots 1-7) and / or a Cyber Essentials Scheme Plus Certificate (Lots 8 & 9) or equivalent, then on or prior to the execution of the first Call Off Contract, as a condition for the award of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier must have delivered to the Authority evidence of the same.

Where the Supplier continues to Process Cyber Essentials Scheme Data during the Framework Period or the contract period of any Call Off Contract the Supplier shall deliver to the Authority evidence of renewal of a valid Cyber Essentials Scheme Basic Certificate (Lots 1-7) and / or a Cyber Essentials Scheme Plus Certificate (Lots 8 & 9) or equivalent on each anniversary of the first applicable certificate obtained by the Supplier under Clause 9.1.

Where the Supplier is due to Process Cyber Essentials Scheme Data after the commencement date of the first Call Off Contract but before the end of the Framework Period or contact period of the last Call Off Contract, the Supplier shall deliver to the Authority evidence of:

9.1.1 a valid Cyber Essentials Scheme Basic Certificate (Lots 1-7) and / or a Cyber Essentials Scheme Plus Certificate (Lots 8 & 9) or equivalent before the Supplier Processes any such Cyber Essentials Scheme Data; and

9.1.2 renewal of a valid Cyber Essentials Scheme Basic Certificate (Lots 1-7) and / or Cyber Essentials Scheme Plus Certificate (Lots 8 & 9) or equivalent on each anniversary of the first Cyber Essentials Scheme certificate obtained by the Supplier under Clause 9.3.1. 

Where the Authority has notified the Supplier that, prior to any IT system or IT service related to the Services becoming operational, the Supplier shall commission CHECK compliant Penetration Testing with an approved National Cyber Security Centre provider and annually thereafter, then prior to any IT system or IT service related to the Services becoming operational, as a condition for the award of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier must have delivered to the Authority evidence of the same.

The Supplier shall commission CHECK compliant Penetration Testing annually during the Framework Period and the contract period of any Call Off Contract that exists beyond the Framework Period, and shall deliver to the Authority evidence of the same on each anniversary of the Penetration Testing evidence being delivered to the Authority under Clause 9.4.

In addition to the Supplier’s obligations under clauses 9.4 and 9.5, the Supplier shall commission CHECK compliant Penetrating Testing if any major change is made to any IT system or IT service related to the Services during the Framework Period and the contract period of any Call Off Contract that exists beyond the Framework Period, and shall deliver to the Authority evidence of the same.

In the event that the Supplier fails to comply with Clauses 9.2, 9.3, 9.4, 9.5 or 9.6 (as applicable), the Authority reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default

B. DURATION OF FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT
10. FRAMEWORK PERIOD
This Framework Agreement shall take effect on the Framework Commencement Date and shall expire, unless it is terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of this Framework Agreement or otherwise by operation of Law, either
10.1.1 at the end of the Initial Framework Period; or
10.1.2 where the Authority elects to extend the Initial Framework Period in accordance with Clause 10.2 below, at the end of the Extension Framework Period.
The Authority may extend the duration of this Framework Agreement for any period or periods up to a maximum of one (1) year in total from the expiry of the Initial Framework Period by giving the Supplier no less than three (3) Months' written notice.
C. FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT PERFORMANCE
11. FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT PERFORMANCE
The Supplier shall perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement in accordance with:
11.1.1 the requirements of this Framework Agreement, including Framework Schedule 8 (Framework Management); 
11.1.2 the terms and conditions of the respective Call Off Contracts;
11.1.3 Good Industry Practice; 
11.1.4 all applicable Standards; and
11.1.5 in compliance with all applicable Law.
The Supplier shall bring to the attention of the Authority any conflict between any of the requirements of Clause 11.1 and shall comply with the Authority's decision on the resolution of any such conflict.
12. KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS
The Supplier shall at all times during the Framework Period comply with the Key Performance Indicators and achieve the KPI Targets set out in Part B of Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators).
13. STANDARDS
The Supplier shall comply with the Standards at all times during the performance by the Supplier of the Framework Agreement and any Call Off Contract, including any Standards set out in Part A of Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators).  
Throughout the Framework Period, the Parties shall notify each other of any new or emergent standards which could affect the Supplier’s provision, or the receipt by a Contracting Authority under a Call Off Contract, of the Goods and/or Services. The adoption of any such new or emergent standard, or changes to existing Standards, shall be agreed in accordance with the Variation Procedure.
Where a new or emergent standard is to be developed or introduced by the Authority, the Supplier shall be responsible for ensuring that the potential impact on the Supplier’s provision, or a Contracting Authority’s receipt under a Call Off Contract, of the Goods and/or Services is explained to the Authority and the Contracting Authority (within a reasonable timeframe), prior to the implementation of the new or emergent Standard.
Where Standards referenced conflict with each other or with best professional or industry practice adopted after the Framework Commencement Date, then the later Standard or best practice shall be adopted by the Supplier. Any such alteration to any Standard(s) shall require Approval and shall be implemented within an agreed timescale.
Where a standard, policy or document is referred to in Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators) by reference to a hyperlink, then if the hyperlink is changed or no longer provides access to the relevant standard, policy or document, the Supplier shall notify the Authority and the Parties shall agree the impact of such change. 
14. NOT USED
15. CONTINUOUS IMPROVEMENT
The Supplier shall at all times during the Framework Period comply with its obligations to continually improve the Goods and/or Services and the manner in which it provides the Goods and/or Services as set out in Framework Schedule 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking).
16. CALL OFF PERFORMANCE UNDER FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT
The Supplier shall perform all its obligations under all Call Off Contracts:
16.1.1 in accordance with the requirements of this Framework Agreement;
16.1.2 in accordance with the terms and conditions of the respective Call Off Contracts.
The Supplier shall draw any conflict in the application of any of the requirements of Clauses 16.1.1 and 16.1.2 to the attention of the Authority and shall comply with the Authority's decision on the resolution of any such conflict.
The Supplier shall not make any changes to the form of Supplier Leasing Agreement submitted to the Authority of the Framework Commencement Date without Approval. 

The Supplier shall ensure that the terms of the Supplier Leasing Agreement are consistent with its obligations under this Framework Agreement and all Call Off Contracts. 
D. FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT GOVERNANCE
17. FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT MANAGEMENT
The Parties shall manage this Framework Agreement in accordance with Framework Schedule 8 (Framework Management).
18. RECORDS, AUDIT ACCESS AND OPEN BOOK DATA
The Supplier shall keep and maintain, until the later of:
18.1.1 seven (7) years after the date of termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement; or
18.1.2 seven (7) years after the date of termination or expiry of the last Call-Off Agreement to expire or terminate; or
18.1.3 such other date as may be agreed between the Parties, 
full and accurate records and accounts of the operation of this Framework Agreement, including the Call-Off Agreements entered into with Contracting Authorities, the Goods and/or Services provided pursuant to the Call-Off Agreements, and the amounts paid by each Contracting Authority under the Call-Off Agreements and those supporting tests and evidence that underpin the provision of the annual Self Audit Certificate and supporting Audit Report.
The Supplier shall keep the records and accounts referred to in Clause 18.1 in accordance with Good Industry Practice and Law.
The Supplier shall provide the Authority with a completed and signed annual Self Audit Certificate in respect of each Contract Year.  Each Self Audit Certificate shall be completed and signed by an authorised senior member of the Supplier’s management team or by the Supplier’s external auditor and the signatory must be professionally qualified in a relevant audit or financial discipline.  
Each Self Audit Certificate should be based on tests completed against a representative sample of 10% of transactions carried out during the period of being audited or 100 transactions (whichever is less) and should provide assurance that:
18.1.4 Orders are clearly identified as such in the order processing and invoicing systems and, where required, Orders are correctly reported in the MI Reports; 
18.1.5 all related invoices are completely and accurately included in the MI Reports;
18.1.6 all Charges to Contracting Authorities comply with any requirements under this Framework Agreement on maximum mark-ups, discounts, charge rates, fixed quotes (as applicable); and
18.1.7 an additional sample of ten (10) public sector orders identified from the Supplier’s order processing and invoicing systems as orders not placed under this Framework Agreement have been correctly identified as such and that an appropriate and legitimately tendered procurement route has been used to place those orders, and those orders should not otherwise have been routed via centralised mandated procurement processes executed by the Authority.
Each Self Audit Certificate should be supported by an Audit Report that provides details of the methodology applied to complete the review, the sampling techniques applied, details of any issues identified and remedial action taken.
The Supplier shall afford any Auditor access to the records and accounts referred to in Clause 18.1 at the Supplier's premises and/or provide such records and accounts or copies of the same, as may be required and agreed with any of the Auditors from time to time, in order that the Auditor may carry out an inspection to assess compliance by the Supplier and/or its Sub-Contractors of any of the Supplier’s obligations under this Framework Agreement, including in order to: 
18.1.8 verify the accuracy of the Charges and any other amounts payable by a Contracting Authority under a Call Off Contract (including proposed or actual variations to them in accordance with this Framework Agreement); 
18.1.9 verify the costs of the Supplier (including the costs of all Sub-Contractors and any third party suppliers) in connection with the provision of the Services;
18.1.10 verify the Open Book Data;
18.1.11 verify the Supplier’s and each Sub-Contractor’s compliance with the applicable Law;
18.1.12 identify or investigate actual or suspected Prohibited Acts, impropriety or accounting mistakes or any breach or threatened breach of security and in these circumstances the Authority shall have no obligation to inform the Supplier of the purpose or objective of its investigations;
18.1.13 identify or investigate any circumstances which may impact upon the financial stability of the Supplier the  Framework Guarantor and/or the Call Off Guarantor and/or any Sub-Contractors or their ability to perform the Services;
18.1.14 obtain such information as is necessary to fulfil the Authority’s obligations to supply information for parliamentary, ministerial, judicial or administrative purposes including the supply of information to the Comptroller and Auditor General;
18.1.15 review any books of account and the internal contract management accounts kept by the Supplier in connection with this Framework Agreement;
18.1.16 carry out the Authority’s internal and statutory audits and to prepare, examine and/or certify the Authority's annual and interim reports and accounts;
18.1.17 enable the National Audit Office to carry out an examination pursuant to Section 6(1) of the National Audit Act 1983 of the economy, efficiency and effectiveness with which the Authority has used its resources;
18.1.18 verify the accuracy and completeness of any Management Information delivered or required by this Framework Agreement;
18.1.19 review any MI Reports and/or other records relating to the Supplier’s performance of the Services and to verify that these reflect the Supplier’s own internal reports and records;
18.1.20 review the integrity, confidentiality and security of the Authority Personal Data; and/or
18.1.21 receive from the Supplier on request summaries of all central government public sector expenditure placed with the Supplier including through routes outside the Framework in order to verify that the Supplier’s practice is consistent with the Government’s transparency agenda which requires all public sector bodies to publish details of expenditure on common goods and services.
The Authority shall use reasonable endeavours to ensure that the conduct of each Audit does not unreasonably disrupt the Supplier or delay the provision of the Goods and/or Services pursuant to the Call Off Contracts, save insofar as the Supplier accepts and acknowledges that control over the conduct of Audits carried out by the Auditors is outside of the control of the Authority.
Subject to the Authority's obligations of confidentiality, the Supplier shall on demand provide the Auditors with all reasonable co-operation and assistance in relation to each Audit, including by providing:
18.1.22 all information within the scope of the Audit requested by the Auditor;
18.1.23 reasonable access to any sites controlled by the Supplier and to equipment used in the provision of the Goods and/or Services; and
18.1.24 access to the Supplier Personnel.
If an Audit reveals that the Supplier has underpaid an amount equal to or greater than one per cent (1%) of the Management Charge due in respect of any one Contract Year or year of any Call Off Contracts then, without prejudice to the Authority’s other rights under this Framework Agreement, the Supplier shall reimburse the Authority its reasonable costs incurred in relation to the Audit.
If an Audit reveals that: 
18.1.25 that the Supplier has underpaid an amount equal to or greater than five per cent (5%) of the Management Charge due during any Contract Year of this Framework Agreement and any Call Off Contract; and/or
18.1.26 a material Default has been committed by the Supplier;
 then the Authority shall be entitled to terminate this Framework Agreement.

The Parties agree that they shall bear their own respective costs and expenses incurred in respect of compliance with their obligations under this Clause, save as specified in Clause 18.9.
19. CHANGE
19.1 Variation Procedure
19.1.1 Subject to the provisions of this Clause 19 and, in respect of any change to the Framework Prices, subject to the provisions of Framework Schedule 3 (Framework Prices and Charging Structure), the Authority may, at its own instance or where in its sole and absolute discretion it decides to having been requested to do so by the Supplier, request a variation to this Framework Agreement provided always that such variation does not amount to a material change of this Framework Agreement within the meaning of the Regulations and the Law. Such a change once implemented is hereinafter called a "Variation".
19.1.2 The Authority may request a Variation by completing, signing and sending the Variation Form as set out in Framework Schedule 19 (Variation Form) to the Supplier giving sufficient information for the Supplier to assess the extent of the proposed Variation and any additional cost that may be incurred.
19.1.3 The Supplier shall respond to the Authority’s request pursuant to Clause 19.1.2 within the time limits specified in the Variation Form. Such time limits shall be reasonable and ultimately at the discretion of the Authority having regard to the nature of the proposed Variation.
19.1.4 In the event that:
(a) the Supplier is unable to agree to or provide the Variation; and/or
(b) the Parties are unable to agree a change to the Framework Prices that may be included in a request for a Variation or response to it as a consequence thereof,
(c) the Authority may:
(i) agree to continue to perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement without the Variation; or
(ii) terminate this Framework Agreement with immediate effect.
19.2 Legislative Change
19.2.1 The Supplier shall neither be relieved of its obligations under this Framework Agreement nor be entitled to an increase the Framework Prices as the result of:
(a) a General Change in Law; or
(b) a Specific Change in Law where the effect of that Specific Change in Law on the Goods and/or Services is reasonably foreseeable at the Framework Commencement Date.
19.2.2 If a Specific Change in Law occurs or will occur during the Framework  Period (other than as referred to in Clause 19.2.1(b)), the Supplier shall:
(a) notify the Authority as soon as reasonably practicable of the likely effects of that change including whether any Variation is required to the Goods and/or Services, the Framework Prices or this Framework Agreement; and
(b) provide the Authority with evidence: 
(i) that the Supplier has minimised any increase in costs or maximised any reduction in costs, including in respect of the costs of its Sub-Contractors;
(ii) as to how the Specific Change in Law has affected the cost of providing the Goods and/or Services; and
(iii) demonstrating that any expenditure that has been avoided, for example which would have been required under the provisions of Framework Schedule 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking), has been taken into account in amending the Framework Prices. 
19.2.3 Any change in the Framework Prices or relief from the Supplier's obligations resulting from a Specific Change in Law (other than as referred to in Clause 19.2.1(b) shall be implemented in accordance with Clause 19.1(Variation Procedure).
E. MANAGEMENT CHARGE, TAXATION AND VALUE FOR MONEY PROVISIONS
20. MANAGEMENT CHARGE
In consideration of the establishment and award of this Framework Agreement and the management and administration by the Authority of the same, the Supplier agrees to pay to the Authority the Management Charge in accordance with this Clause 20.
The Authority shall be entitled to submit invoices to the Supplier in respect of the Management Charge due each Month based on the Management Information provided pursuant to Framework Schedule 9 (Management Information), and adjusted:
20.1.1 in accordance with paragraphs 5.4 to 5.7 of Framework Schedule 9 (Management Information) to take into account of any Admin Fee(s) that may have accrued in respect of the late provision of Management Information; and
20.1.2 in accordance with paragraph 6 of Framework Schedule 9 (Management Information)to take into account of any underpayment or overpayment as a result of the application of the Default Management Charge.
Unless otherwise agreed in writing, the Supplier shall pay by BACS (or by such other means as the Authority may from time to time reasonably require) the amount stated in any invoice submitted under Clause 20.2  to such account as shall be stated in the invoice (or otherwise notified from time to time by the Authority to the Supplier) within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of issue of the invoice.
The Management Charge shall apply to the full Charges as specified in each and every Call Off Contract and shall not be varied as a result of any discount or any reduction in the Charges due to the application of any Service Credits (as defined in Annex 2 of Framework Schedule 4 (Template Order Form and Template Call Off terms) and/or any other deductions made under any Call Off Contract.
The Supplier shall not pass through or recharge to, or otherwise recover from any Contracting Authority the cost of the Management Charge in addition to the Charges. The Management Charge shall be exclusive of VAT.  In addition to the Management Charge, the Supplier shall pay the VAT on the Management Charge at the rate and in the manner prescribed by Law from time to time.
Interest shall be payable on any late payments of the Management Charge under this Framework Agreement in accordance with the Late Payment of Commercial Debts (Interest) Act 1998.
21. PROMOTING TAX COMPLIANCE
 This Clause 21 shall apply if the Charges payable under this Framework Agreement are or are likely to exceed five (5) million pounds during the Framework Period.

If, at any point during the Framework Period, an Occasion of Tax Non-Compliance occurs, the Supplier shall:
21.1.1 notify the Authority in writing of such fact within five (5) Working Days of its occurrence; and
21.1.2 promptly provide to the Authority:
(a) details of the steps that the Supplier is taking to address the Occasion of Tax Non-Compliance, together with any mitigating factors that it considers relevant; and
(b) such other information in relation to the Occasion of Tax Non-Compliance as the Authority may reasonably require.
In the event that the Supplier fails to comply with this Clause 21 and/or does not provide details of proposed mitigating factors which in the reasonable opinion of the Authority are acceptable, then the Authority reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default. 
22. BENCHMARKING
The Parties shall comply with the provisions of Framework Schedule 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking) in relation to the benchmarking of any or all of the Goods and/or Services.
23. FINANCIAL DISTRESS
The Parties shall comply with the provisions of Framework Schedule 16 (Financial Distress) in relation to the assessment of the financial standing of the Supplier and the consequences of a change to that financial standing.
F. SUPPLIER PERSONNEL AND SUPPLY CHAIN MATTERS
24. NOT USED
25. SUPPLY CHAIN RIGHTS AND PROTECTION
25.1 Appointment of Key Sub-Contractors
25.1.1 The Authority has consented to the engagement of the Key Sub-Contractors listed in Framework Schedule 7 (Key Sub-Contractors).
25.1.2 Where during the Framework Period the Supplier wishes to enter into a new Key Sub-Contract or replace a Key Sub-Contractor, it must obtain the prior written consent of the Authority and the Contracting Authority with whom it has entered into a Call Off Contract and shall at the time of requesting such consent, provide the Authority with the information detailed in Clause 25.1.3. The decision of the Authority to consent or not will not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. The Authority and/or the Contracting Authority may reasonably withhold their consent to the appointment of a Key Sub-Contractor if either of them considers that:
(a) the appointment of a proposed Key Sub-Contractor may prejudice the provision of the Goods and/or Services or may be contrary to its interests;
(b) the proposed Key Sub-Contractor is unreliable and/or has not provided reliable goods and or reasonable services to its other customers; and/or
(c) the proposed Key Sub-Contractor employs unfit persons.
25.1.3 The Supplier shall provide the Authority and the Contracting Authority with whom the Supplier has entered into a Call Off Contract with the following information in respect of the proposed Key Sub-Contractor:
(a) the proposed Key Sub-Contractor’s name, registered office and company registration number;
(b) the scope/description of any Goods and/or Services to be provided by the proposed Key Sub-Contractor; 
(c) where the proposed Key Sub-Contractor is an Affiliate of the Supplier, evidence that demonstrates to the reasonable satisfaction of the Authority that the proposed Key Sub-Contract has been agreed on "arm’s-length" terms;
(d) Key Sub-Contract price expressed as a percentage of the total projected Framework Price over the Framework Period; and
(e) Credit Rating Threshold (as defined in Framework Schedule 16 (Financial Distress) of the Key Sub-Contractor.
25.1.4 If requested by the Authority and/or the Contracting Authority with whom the Supplier has entered into a Call Off Contract, within ten (10) Working Days of receipt of the information provided by the Supplier  pursuant to Clause 25.1.3, the Supplier shall also provide:
(a) a copy of the proposed Key Sub-Contract; and 
(b) any further information reasonably requested by the Authority and/or the Contracting Authority with whom the Supplier has entered into a Call Off Contract.
25.1.5 The Supplier shall ensure that each new or replacement Key Sub-Contract shall include: 
(a) provisions which will enable the Supplier to discharge its obligations under this Framework Agreement;
(b) a right under CRTPA for the Authority to enforce any provisions under the Key Sub-Contract which confer a benefit upon the Authority;
(c) a provision enabling the Authority to enforce the Key Sub-Contract as if it were the Supplier; 
(d) a provision enabling the Supplier to assign, novate or otherwise transfer any of its rights and/or obligations under the Key Sub-Contract to the Authority; 
(e) obligations no less onerous on the Key Sub-Contractor than those imposed on the Supplier under this Framework Agreement in respect of:
(i) the data protection requirements set out in Clause 27.4 (Protection of Personal Data);
(ii) the FOIA requirements set out in Clause 27.3  (Transparency and Freedom of Information);
(iii) the obligation not to embarrass the Authority or otherwise bring the Authority into disrepute set out in Clause 28 (Publicity and Branding); 
(iv) the keeping of records in respect of the goods and/or services being provided under the Key Sub-Contract, including the maintenance of Open Book Data; and
(v) the conduct of audits set out in Clause 18 (Records, Audit Access and Open Book Data);
(f) provisions enabling the Supplier to terminate the Key Sub-Contract on notice on terms no more onerous on the Supplier than those imposed on the Authority under Clauses 33 (Authority Termination Rights) and 35 (Consequences of Expiry or Termination) of this Framework Agreement; 
(g) a provision restricting the ability of the Key Sub-Contractor to Sub-Contract all or any part of the provision of the Goods and/or Services provided to the Supplier under the Key Sub-Contract without first seeking the written consent of the Authority; 
25.2 Supply Chain Protection
25.2.1 The Supplier shall ensure that all Sub-Contracts contain a provision:
(a) requiring the Supplier to pay any undisputed sums which are due from the Supplier to the Sub-Contractor within a specified period not exceeding thirty (30) days from the receipt of a valid invoice; 
(b) requiring that any invoices submitted by a Sub-Contractor shall be considered and verified by the Supplier in a timely fashion and that undue delay in doing so shall not be sufficient justification for failing to regard an invoice as valid and undisputed; 
(c) conferring a right to the Authority and any Contracting Authority with whom the Supplier has entered a Call Off Contract to publish the Supplier’s compliance with its obligation to pay undisputed invoices within the specified payment period.

(d) giving the Supplier a right to terminate the Sub-Contract if the Sub-Contractor fails to comply in the performance of the Sub-Contract with legal obligations in the fields of environmental, social or labour law; and 
(e) requiring the Sub-Contractor to include in any Sub-Contract which it in turn awards suitable provisions to impose, as between the parties to that Sub-Contract, requirements to the same effect as those required by this Clause 25.2.1.
25.2.2 The Supplier shall ensure that all Sub-Contracts with Sub-Contractors who Process Cyber Essentials Data contain provisions no less onerous on the Sub-Contractors than those imposed on the Supplier under this Framework Agreement in respect of the Cyber Essentials Scheme under Clause 9.
25.2.3 The Supplier shall pay any undisputed sums which are due from the Supplier to a Sub-Contractor within thirty (30) days from the receipt of a valid invoice.
25.2.4 Any invoices submitted by a Sub-Contractor to the Supplier shall be considered and verified by the Supplier in a timely fashion. Undue delay in doing so shall not be sufficient justification for the Supplier failing to regard an invoice as valid and undisputed.
25.2.5 Notwithstanding any provision of Clauses  27.2 (Confidentiality) and  28 (Publicity and Branding) if the Supplier notifies the Authority that the Supplier has failed to pay an undisputed Sub-Contractor’s invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt, or the Authority otherwise discovers the same, the Authority shall be entitled to publish the details of the late payment or non-payment (including on government websites and in the press). 
25.3 Termination of Sub-Contracts
25.3.1 The Authority may require the Supplier to terminate:
(a) a Sub-Contract where:
(i) the acts or omissions of the relevant Sub-Contractor have caused or materially contributed to the Authority's right of termination pursuant to any of the termination events in Clause 33 (Authority Termination Rights) except Clause 33.7 (Termination Without Cause); and/or
(ii) the relevant Sub-Contractor or its Affiliates embarrassed the Authority or otherwise brought the Authority into disrepute by engaging in any act or omission which is reasonably likely to diminish the trust that the public places in the Authority, regardless of whether or not such act or omission is related to the Sub-Contractor’s obligations in relation to the Goods and/or Services or otherwise; and/or
(b) a Key Sub-Contract where there is a Change of Control of the relevant Key Sub-contractor, unless:
(i) the Authority has given its prior written consent to the particular Change of Control, which subsequently takes place as proposed; or
(ii) the Authority has not served its notice of objection within six (6) months of the later of the date the Change of Control took place or the date on which the Authority was given notice of the Change of Control.
25.3.2 Where the Authority requires the Supplier to terminate a Sub-Contract or a Key Sub-Contract pursuant to Clause 25.3.1 above, the Supplier shall remain responsible for fulfilling all its obligations under this Framework Agreement including the provision of the Goods and/or Services. 
25.4 Competitive Terms
25.4.1 If the Authority is able to obtain from any Sub-Contractor or any other third party more favourable commercial terms with respect to the supply of any materials, equipment, software, goods or services used by the Supplier or the Supplier Personnel in the supply of the Goods and/or Services, then the Authority may:
(a) require the Supplier to replace its existing commercial terms with its Sub-Contractor with the more favourable commercial terms obtained by the Authority in respect of the relevant item; or
(b) subject to Clause 25.3 (Termination of Sub-Contracts), enter into a direct agreement with that Sub-Contractor or third party in respect of the relevant item.
25.4.2 If the Authority exercises either option pursuant to Clause 25.4.1, then the Framework Prices shall be reduced by an amount that is agreed in accordance with Clause 19.1 (Variation Procedure).
25.4.3 The Authority's right to enter into a direct agreement for the supply of the relevant items is subject to:
(a) the Authority shall make the relevant item available to the Supplier where this is necessary for the Supplier to provide the Goods and/or Services; and
(b) any reduction in the Framework Prices taking into account any unavoidable costs payable by the Supplier in respect of the substituted item, including in respect of any licence fees or early termination charges.
25.5 Retention of Legal Obligations
25.5.1 Notwithstanding the Supplier's right to sub-contract pursuant to this Clause 24, the Supplier shall remain responsible for all acts and omissions of its Sub-Contractors and the acts and omissions of those employed or engaged by the Sub-Contractors as if they were its own.  
G. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY AND INFORMATION
26. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS
26.1 Allocation of title to IPR
26.1.1 Save as granted under this Framework Agreement, neither Party shall acquire any right, title or interest in or to the Intellectual Property Rights of the other Party.
26.1.2 Where either Party acquires, by operation of Law, title to Intellectual Property Rights that is inconsistent with the allocation of title set out in Clause 26.1.1, it shall assign in writing such Intellectual Property Rights as it has acquired to the other Party on the request of the other Party (whenever made).
26.1.3 Subject to Clause 26.1.4, neither Party shall have any right to use any of the other Party's names, logos or trademarks on any of its products or services without the other Party's prior written consent. 
26.1.4 Subject to full compliance with the Branding Guidance, the Supplier shall be entitled to use the Authority’s logo exclusively in connection with the provision of the Goods and/or Services during the Framework Period and for no other purpose.
26.2 IPR Indemnity
26.2.1 The Supplier shall ensure and procure that the availability, provision and use of the Goods and/or Services and the performance of the Supplier's responsibilities and obligations hereunder shall not infringe any Intellectual Property Rights of any third party.
26.2.2 The Supplier shall, during and after the Framework Period, on written demand, indemnify the Authority against all Losses incurred by, awarded against, or agreed to be paid by the Authority (whether before or after the making of the demand pursuant to the indemnity hereunder) arising from an IPR Claim. 
26.2.3 If an IPR Claim is made, or the Supplier anticipates that an IPR Claim might be made, the Supplier may, at its own expense and sole option, either:
(a) procure for the Authority the right to continue using the relevant item which is subject to the IPR Claim; or
(b) replace or modify the relevant item with non-infringing substitutes provided that:
(i) the performance and functionality of the replaced or modified item is at least equivalent to the performance and functionality of the original item;
(ii) the replaced or modified item does not have an adverse effect on any other Goods and/or Services;
(iii) there is no additional cost to the Authority; and
(iv) the terms and conditions of this Framework Agreement shall apply to the replaced or modified Goods and/or Services.
26.2.4 If the Supplier elects to procure a licence in accordance with Clause  26.2.3(a) or to modify or replace an item pursuant to Clause 26.2.3(b), but this has not avoided or resolved the IPR Claim, then:
(a) the Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement by written notice with immediate effect; and
(b) without prejudice to the indemnity set out in Clause 26.2.2, the Supplier shall be liable for all reasonable and unavoidable costs of the substitute items and/or services including the additional costs of procuring, implementing and maintaining the substitute items.
27. PROVISION AND PROTECTION OF INFORMATION
27.1 Provision of Management Information
27.1.1 The Supplier shall, at no charge to the Authority, submit to the Authority complete and accurate Management Information in accordance with the provisions of Framework Schedule 9 (Management Information).
27.1.2 The Supplier grants the Authority a non-exclusive, transferable, perpetual, irrevocable, royalty free licence to: 
(a) use and to share with any Other Contracting Authority and Relevant Person; and/or
(b) publish (subject to any information that is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the provisions of FOIA being redacted),
any Management Information supplied to the Authority for the Authority's normal operational activities including but not limited to administering this Framework Agreement and/or all Call Off Contracts, monitoring public sector expenditure, identifying savings or potential savings and planning future procurement activity.
27.1.3 The Authority shall in its absolute and sole discretion determine whether any Management Information is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the provisions of the FOIA.
27.1.4 The Authority may consult with the Supplier to help with its decision regarding any exemptions under Clause 27.1.3 but, for the purpose of this Framework Agreement, the Authority shall have the final decision in its absolute and sole discretion.
27.2 Confidentiality
27.2.1 For the purposes of this Clause 27.2, the term “Disclosing Party” shall mean a Party which discloses or makes available directly or indirectly its Confidential Information and “Recipient” shall mean the Party which receives or obtains directly or indirectly Confidential Information.
27.2.2 Except to the extent set out in this Clause 27.2 or where disclosure is expressly permitted elsewhere in this Framework Agreement, the Recipient shall:
(a) treat the Disclosing Party's Confidential Information as confidential and keep it in secure custody (which is appropriate depending upon the form in which such materials are stored and the nature of the Confidential Information contained in those materials); and
(b) not disclose the Disclosing Party's Confidential Information to any other person except as expressly set out in this Framework Agreement or without obtaining the Disclosing Party's prior written consent;
(c) not use or exploit the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information in any way except for the purposes anticipated under this Framework Agreement; and
(d) immediately notify the Disclosing Party if it suspects or becomes aware of any unauthorised access, copying, use or disclosure in any form of any of the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information.
27.2.3 The Recipient shall be entitled to disclose the Confidential Information of the Disclosing Party where:
(a) the Recipient is required to disclose the Confidential Information by Law, provided that Clause 27.3 (Transparency and Freedom of Information) shall apply to disclosures required under the FOIA or the EIRs;
(b) the need for such disclosure arises out of or in connection with:
(i) any legal challenge or potential legal challenge against the Authority arising out of or in connection with this Framework Agreement; 
(ii) the examination and certification of the Authority's accounts (provided that the disclosure is made on a confidential basis) or for any examination pursuant to Section 6(1) of the National Audit Act 1983 of the economy, efficiency and effectiveness with which the Authority is making use of its resources; or
(iii) the conduct of a Central Government Body review in respect of this Framework Agreement; or
(c) the Recipient has reasonable grounds to believe that the Disclosing Party is involved in activity that may constitute a criminal offence under the Bribery Act 2010 and the disclosure is being made to the Serious Fraud Office;

(d) such information was in the possession of the Disclosing Party without obligation of confidentiality prior to its disclosure by the information owner;

(e) such information was obtained from a third party without obligation of confidentiality;

(f) such information was already in the public domain at the time of disclosure otherwise than by a breach of this Framework Agreement or breach of a duty of confidentiality; and

(g) the information is independently developed without access to the Disclosing Party's Confidential Information.
27.2.4 If the Recipient is required by Law to make a disclosure of Confidential Information, the Recipient shall as soon as reasonably practicable and to the extent permitted by Law notify the Disclosing Party of the full circumstances of the required disclosure including the relevant Law and/or regulatory body requiring such disclosure and the Confidential Information to which such disclosure would apply.
27.2.5 Subject to Clauses 27.2.2 and 27.2.3, the Supplier may only disclose the Confidential Information of the Authority on a confidential basis to:
(a) Supplier Personnel who are directly involved in the provision of the Goods and/or Services and need to know the Confidential Information to enable the performance of the Supplier’s obligations under this Framework Agreement; and
(b) its professional advisers for the purposes of obtaining advice in relation to this Framework Agreement.
27.2.6 Where the Supplier discloses the Confidential Information of the Authority pursuant to Clause 27.2.5, it shall remain responsible at all times for compliance with the confidentiality obligations set out in this Framework Agreement by the persons to whom disclosure has been made.
27.2.7 The Authority may disclose the Confidential Information of the Supplier:
(a) to any Central Government Body or Other Contracting Authority on the basis that the information may only be further disclosed to Central Government Bodies or Other Contracting Authorities; 
(b) to the British Parliament and any committees of the British Parliament or if required by any British Parliamentary reporting requirement;
(c) to the extent that the Authority (acting reasonably) deems disclosure necessary or appropriate in the course of carrying out its public functions;
(d) on a confidential basis to a professional adviser, consultant, supplier or other person engaged by any of the entities described in Clause 27.2.7(a) (including any benchmarking organisation) for any purpose relating to or connected with this Framework Agreement;
(e) on a confidential basis for the purpose of the exercise of its rights under this Framework Agreement; or
(f) to a proposed transferee, assignee or novatee of, or successor in title to the Authority,
(g) and for the purposes of the foregoing, references to disclosure on a confidential basis shall mean disclosure subject to a confidentiality agreement or arrangement containing terms no less stringent than those placed on the Authority under this Clause 27.2.7. 
27.2.8 For the avoidance of doubt, the Confidential Information that the Authority may disclose under Clause 27.2.7 shall include information relating to Call Off Contracts, including service levels, pricing information (which includes information on prices tendered in a Further Competition Procedure, even where such a Further Competition Procedure does not result in the award of a Call Off Contract) and the terms of any Call Off Contract may be shared with any Central Government Body or Other Contracting Authority from time to time.  
27.2.9 Nothing in this Clause 27.2 shall prevent a Recipient from using any techniques, ideas or Know-How which the Recipient has gained during the performance of this Framework Agreement in the course of its normal business to the extent that this use does not result in a disclosure of the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information or an infringement of Intellectual Property Rights.
27.2.10 In the event that the Supplier fails to comply with Clauses 27.2.2 to 27.2.5, the Authority reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default.
27.3 Transparency and Freedom of Information
27.3.1 The Parties acknowledge that

(a)
 the Transparency Reports; and

(b)
the content of this Framework Agreement, including any changes to this Framework Agreement agreed from time to time, except for – 

                   (i)
any information which is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the provisions of the FOIA, which shall be determined by the Authority; and



(ii)
Commercially Sensitive Information;

(together the “Transparency Information”) are not Confidential Information.    

27.3.2 Notwithstanding any other provision of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier hereby gives its consent for the Authority to publish to the general public the Transparency Information in its entirety (but with any information which is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the provisions of the FOIA redacted).  The Authority shall, prior to publication, consult with the Supplier on the manner and format of publication and to inform its decision regarding any redactions but shall have the final decision in its absolute discretion.

27.3.3 The Supplier shall assist and co-operate with the Authority to enable the Authority to publish the Transparency Information, including the preparation of the Transparency Reports in accordance with Schedule 22 (Transparency Reports).

27.3.4 If the Authority believes that publication of any element of the Transparency Information would be contrary to the public interest, the Authority shall be entitled to exclude such information from publication. The Authority acknowledges that it would expect the public interest by default to be best served by publication of the Transparency Information in its entirety. Accordingly, the Authority acknowledges that it will only exclude Transparency Information from publication in exceptional circumstances and agrees that where it decides to exclude information from publication it will provide a clear explanation to the Supplier.

27.3.5 The Authority shall publish the Transparency Information in a format that assists the general public in understanding the relevance and completeness of the information being published to ensure the public obtain a fair view on how the Framework Agreement is being performed, having regard to the context of the wider commercial relationship with the Supplier.

27.3.6 The Supplier agrees that any Information it holds that is not included in the Transparency Reports but is reasonably relevant to or that arises from the provision of the Services shall be provided to the Authority on request unless the cost of doing so would exceed the appropriate limit prescribed under section 12 of the FOIA. The Authority may disclose such information under the FOIA and the EIRs and may (except for Commercially Sensitive Information, Confidential Information (subject to Clause 27.2.7(c)) and Open Book Data) publish such Information. The Supplier shall provide to the Authority within 5 working days (or such other period as the Authority may reasonably specify) any such Information requested by the Authority.

27.3.7 The Supplier acknowledges that the Authority is subject to the requirements of the FOIA and the EIRs. The Supplier shall: 
(a) provide all necessary assistance and cooperation as reasonably requested by the Authority to enable the Authority to comply with its Information disclosure obligations under the FOIA and EIRs;
(b) transfer to the Authority all Requests for Information relating to this Framework Agreement that it receives as soon as practicable and in any event within two (2) Working Days of receipt;
(c) provide the Authority with a copy of all Information held on behalf of the Authority requested in the Request for Information which is in the Supplier’s possession or control in the form that the Authority requires within five (5) Working Days (or such other period as the Authority may reasonably specify) of the Authority's request for such Information; and
(d) not respond directly to a Request for Information addressed to the Authority unless authorised in writing to do so by the Authority.
27.3.8 The Supplier acknowledges that the Authority may be required under the FOIA and EIRs to disclose Information (including Commercially Sensitive Information) without consulting or obtaining consent from the Supplier. The Authority shall take reasonable steps to notify the Supplier of a Request for Information (in accordance with the Secretary of State’s Section 45 Code of Practice on the Discharge of the Functions of Public Authorities under Part 1 of the FOIA) to the extent that it is permissible and reasonably practical for it to do so but (notwithstanding any other provision in this Framework Agreement) for the purpose of this Framework Agreement, the Authority shall be responsible for determining in its absolute discretion whether any Commercially Sensitive Information and/or any other information is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the FOIA and EIRs.
27.4 Protection of Personal Data 
27.4.1 Where any Personal Data are Processed in connection with the exercise of the Parties’ rights and obligations under this Framework Agreement, the Parties acknowledge that the Authority is the Data Controller and that the Supplier is the Data Processor.
27.4.2 The Supplier shall:
(a) Process the Personal Data only in accordance with instructions from the Authority to perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement;
(b) ensure that at all times it has in place appropriate technical and organisational measures to guard against unauthorised or unlawful Processing of the Personal Data and/or accidental loss, destruction, or damage to the Personal Data; 
(c) not disclose or transfer the Personal Data to any third party or Supplier Personnel unless necessary for the provision of the Goods and/or Services and, for any disclosure or transfer of Personal Data to any third party, obtain the prior written consent of the Authority (save where such disclosure or transfer is specifically authorised under this Framework Agreement);
(d) take reasonable steps to ensure the reliability and integrity of any Supplier Personnel who have access to the Personal Data and ensure that the Supplier Personnel:
(i) are aware of and comply with the Supplier’s duties under this Clause 27.4.2 and Clause 27.2 (Confidentiality);
(ii) are informed of the confidential nature of the Personal Data and do not publish, disclose or divulge any of the Personal Data to any third party unless directed in writing to do so by the Authority or as otherwise permitted by this Framework Agreement; and
(iii) have undergone adequate training in the use, care, protection and handling of personal data (as defined in the DPA);
(e) notify the Authority within five (5) Working Days if it receives:
(i) from a Data Subject (or third party on their behalf) a Data Subject Access Request (or purported Data Subject Access Request), a request to rectify, block or erase any Personal Data or any other request, complaint or communication relating to the Authority's obligations under the DPA; 
(ii) any communication from the Information Commissioner or any other regulatory authority in connection with Personal Data; or
(iii) a request from any third party for disclosure of Personal Data where compliance with such request is required or purported to be required by Law;
(f) provide the Authority with full cooperation and assistance (within the timescales reasonably required by the Authority) in relation to any complaint, communication or request made (as referred to at Clause 27.4.2(e), including by promptly providing:
(i) the Authority with full details and copies of the complaint, communication or request;
(ii) where applicable, such assistance as is reasonably requested by the Authority to enable the Authority to comply with the Data Subject Access Request within the relevant timescales set out in the  DPA; and
(iii) the Authority, on request by the Authority, with any Personal Data it holds in relation to a Data Subject; and
(g) if requested by the Authority, provide a written description of the measures that the Supplier has taken and technical and organisational security measures in place, for the purpose of compliance with its obligations pursuant to this Clause 27.4.2  and provide to the Authority copies of all documentation relevant to such compliance including, protocols, procedures, guidance, training and manuals.
27.4.3 The Supplier shall not Process or otherwise transfer any Personal Data in or to a Restricted Country. If, after the Framework Commencement Date, the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor wishes to Process and/or transfer any Personal Data in or to anywhere outside the European Economic Area, the following provisions shall apply:
(a) the Supplier shall propose a variation to the Authority which, if it is agreed by the Authority, shall be dealt with in accordance with Clause 19.1 (Variation Procedure) and Clauses 27.4.3(b) to 27.4.3(d);
(b) the Supplier shall set out in its proposal to the Authority for a Variation, details of the following:
(i) the Personal Data which will be transferred to and/or Processed in or to any Restricted Countries;
(ii) the Restricted Countries to which the Personal Data will be transferred and/or Processed; and
(iii) any Sub-Contractors or other third parties who will be Processing and/or receiving Personal Data in Restricted Countries;
(iv) how the Supplier will ensure an adequate level of protection and adequate safeguards in respect of the Personal Data that will be Processed in and/or transferred to Restricted Countries so as to ensure the Authority’s compliance with the  DPA; 
(c) in providing and evaluating the Variation, the Parties shall ensure that they have regard to and comply with the Authority, Central Government Bodies and Information Commissioner Office policies, procedures, guidance and codes of practice on, and any approvals processes in connection with, the Processing in and/or transfers of Personal Data to any Restricted Countries; and
(d) the Supplier shall comply with such other instructions and shall carry out such other actions as the Authority may notify in writing, including:
(i) incorporating standard and/or model clauses (which are approved by the European Commission as offering adequate safeguards under the  DPA) into this Framework Agreement or a separate data processing agreement between the Parties; and
(ii) procuring that any Sub-Contractor or other third party who will be Processing and/or receiving or accessing the Personal Data in any Restricted Countries either enters into:
(A) a direct data processing agreement with the Authority on such terms as may be required by the Authority; or
(B) a data processing agreement with the Supplier on terms which are equivalent to those agreed between the Authority and the Supplier relating to the relevant Personal Data transfer, 
and the Supplier acknowledges that in each case, this may include the incorporation of model contract provisions (which are approved by the European Commission as offering adequate safeguards under the DPA) and technical and organisation measures which the Authority deems necessary for the purpose of protecting Personal Data.
27.4.4 The Supplier shall use its reasonable endeavours to assist the Authority to comply with any obligations under the DPA and shall not perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement in such a way as to cause the Authority to breach any of the Authority’s obligations under the DPA to the extent the Supplier is aware, or ought reasonably to have been aware, that the same would be a breach of such obligations.

28. PUBLICITY AND BRANDING
Subject to Clause 29 (Marketing), the Supplier shall not:
28.1.1 make any press announcements or publicise this Framework Agreement in any way; or
28.1.2 use the Authority's name or brand in any promotion or marketing or announcement of Orders, 
without Approval (the decision of the Authority to Approve or not shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed).
Each Party acknowledges to the other that nothing in this Framework Agreement either expressly or by implication constitutes an approval and/or endorsement of any products or services of the other Party (including the Goods and/or Services) and each Party agrees not to conduct itself in such a way as to imply or express any such approval and/or endorsement.
The Authority shall be entitled to publicise this Framework Agreement in accordance with any legal obligation upon the Authority, including any examination of this Framework Agreement by the National Audit Office pursuant to the National Audit Act 1983 or otherwise.
29. MARKETING
The Supplier shall undertake marketing of this Framework Agreement and the Goods and/or Services on behalf of the Authority to Other Contracting Authorities in accordance with the provisions of Framework Schedule 11 (Marketing).
The Supplier shall obtain the Authority's Approval prior to publishing any content in relation to this Framework Agreement using any media, including on any electronic medium, and the Supplier will ensure that such content is regularly maintained and updated.  In the event that the Supplier fails to maintain or update the content, the Authority may give the Supplier notice to rectify the failure and if the failure is not rectified to the reasonable satisfaction of the Authority within one (1) Month of receipt of such notice, the Authority shall have the right to remove such content itself or require that the Supplier immediately arranges the removal of such content.
H. LIABILITY AND INSURANCE
30. LIABILITY 
Neither Party excludes or limits its liability for:
30.1.1 death or personal injury caused by its negligence, or that of its employees, agents or Sub-Contractors (as applicable); 
30.1.2 bribery or Fraud by it or its employees; or
30.1.3 any liability to the extent it cannot be excluded or limited by Law.
The Supplier does not exclude or limit its liability in respect of the indemnity in Clause 26.2 (IPR Indemnity) and in each case whether before or after the making of a demand pursuant to the indemnity therein.  
Subject to Clauses 30.1 and 30.2, each Party's total aggregate liability in respect of all Losses incurred under or in connection with this Framework Agreement as a result of Defaults  or Authority Cause (as the case may be) shall in no event exceed:
30.1.4 in relation to any Default or Authority Cause (as the case may be) occurring from the Framework Commencement Date to the end of the first Contract Year, the sum of one hundred thousand pounds (£100,000);
30.1.5 in relation to any Default or Authority Cause (as the case may be) occurring in each subsequent Contract Year following the end of the first Contract Year, that commences during the remainder of the Framework Period, the higher of the sum of one hundred thousand pounds (£100,000) in each such Contract Year or a sum equal to one hundred and twenty five percent (125%) of the Management Charge payable by the Supplier under this Framework Agreement in the previous Contract Year; and
30.1.6 in relation to any Default or Authority Cause occurring in each Contract Year that commences after the end of the Framework Period, the higher of one hundred thousand pounds (£100,000) in each such Contract Year or a sum equal to one hundred and twenty five percent (125%) of the Management Charge payable by the Supplier under this Framework Agreement in the last Contract Year commencing during the Framework Period;
Subject to Clause 30.1, neither Party shall be liable to the other Party for any:
30.1.7 indirect, special or consequential Loss; 
30.1.8 loss of profits, turnover, savings, business opportunities or damage to goodwill (in each case whether direct or indirect). 
Subject to Clause 30.3, and notwithstanding Clause 30.4, the Supplier acknowledges that the Authority may, amongst other things, recover from the Supplier the following Losses incurred by the Authority to the extent that they arise as a result of a Default by the Supplier:
30.1.9 any Management Charge or Default Management Charge which are due and payable to the Authority; 
30.1.10 any additional operational and/or administrative costs and expenses incurred by the Authority, including costs relating to time spent by or on behalf of the Authority in dealing with the consequences of the Default;
30.1.11 any wasted expenditure or charges;
30.1.12 the additional cost of procuring Replacement Goods and/or Services for the remainder of the Framework Period, which shall include any incremental costs associated with such Replacement Goods and/or Services above those which would have been payable under this Framework Agreement;
30.1.13 any compensation or interest paid to a third party by the Authority;
30.1.14 any fine, penalty or costs incurred by the Authority pursuant to Law.
Each Party shall use all reasonable endeavours to mitigate any loss or damage suffered arising out of or in connection with this Framework Agreement. 
Any Default Management Charge shall not be taken into consideration when calculating the Supplier’s liability under Clause 30.3.
For the avoidance of doubt, the Parties acknowledge and agree that this Clause 30 shall not limit the Supplier’s liability to a Contracting Authority under any Call Off Contract and the Supplier’s liability under a Call Off Contract shall be as provided for in that Call Off Contract only.
31. INSURANCE
The Supplier shall effect and maintain insurances in relation to the performance of its obligations under this Framework Agreement and any Call Off Contract, and shall procure that Subcontractors shall effect and maintain insurances in relation to the performance of their obligations under any Sub-Contract, in accordance with Schedule 14 (Insurance Requirements). 
The terms of any insurance or the amount of cover shall not relieve the Contractor of any liabilities arising under this Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contracts.
I. REMEDIES
32. AUTHORITY REMEDIES 
Without prejudice to any other rights or remedies arising under this Framework Agreement, including under Clause 33.2 (Termination on Material Default), if the Supplier fails to achieve a KPI Target on two or more occasions within any twelve (12) Month rolling period, the Supplier acknowledges and agrees that the Authority shall have the right to exercise (in its absolute and sole discretion) all or any of the following remedial actions:
32.1.1 The Authority shall be entitled to require the Supplier, and the Supplier agrees to prepare and provide to the Authority, an Improvement Plan within ten (10) Working Days of a written request by the Authority for such Improvement Plan. Such Improvement Plan shall be subject to Approval and the Supplier will be required to implement any Approved Improvement Plan, as soon as reasonably practicable.
32.1.2 The Authority shall be entitled to require the Supplier, and the Supplier agrees to attend, within a reasonable time one (1) or more meetings at the request of the Authority in order to resolve the issues raised by the Authority in its notice to the Supplier requesting such meetings.
32.1.3 The Authority shall be entitled to serve an Improvement Notice on the Supplier and the Supplier shall implement such requirements for improvement as set out in the Improvement Notice.
32.1.4 In the event that the Authority has, in its absolute and sole discretion, invoked one or more of the remedies set out above and the Supplier either:
(a) fails to implement such requirements for improvement as set out in the Improvement Notice; and/or
(b) fails to implement an Improvement Plan Approved by the Authority; 
then (without prejudice to any other rights and remedies of termination provided for in this Framework Agreement), the Authority shall be entitled to terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default.
J. TERMINATION AND SUSPENSION
33. AUTHORITY TERMINATION RIGHTS
33.1 Termination in Relation To Guarantee
33.1.1 Where the Authority has procured a Framework Guarantee from the Supplier under Clause 8.1 (Guarantee), the Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement by issuing a Termination Notice to the Supplier where:
(a) the Framework Guarantor withdraws the Framework Guarantee for any reason whatsoever; 
(b) the Framework Guarantor is in breach or anticipatory breach of the Framework Guarantee; 
(c) an Insolvency Event occurs in respect of the Framework Guarantor;   
(d) the Framework Guarantee becomes invalid or unenforceable for any reason whatsoever; or
(e) the Supplier fails to provide the documentation required by Clause 8.1 by the date so specified by the Authority; 

and in each case the Framework Guarantee (as applicable) is not replaced by an alternative guarantee agreement acceptable to the Authority. 
33.1.2 NOT USED
33.2 Termination on Material Default
33.2.1 The Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default by issuing a Termination Notice to the Supplier where: 
(a) the Supplier fails to accept a Call Off Contract pursuant to paragraph 7.2 of Framework Schedule 5 (Call Off Procedure);
(b) a Contracting Authority terminates a Call Off Contract for the Supplier’s breach of that Call Off Contract;
(c) an Audit reveals that the Supplier has underpaid an amount equal to or greater than five per cent (5%) of the Management Charge due; 
(d) NOT USED 
(e) the Supplier refuses or fails to comply with its obligations as set out in Framework Schedule 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking); 
(f) in the event of two or more failures by the Supplier to meet the KPI Targets whether the failures relate to the same or different KPI targets, in any rolling period of three (3) months;
(g) the Authority expressly reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default including pursuant to:
(i) Clause 9 (Cyber Essentials Scheme Condition and CHECK Compliant Penetration Testing)

(ii) Clause 19.1.4(c)(ii) (Variation Procedure); 
(iii) Clause 32.1.4 (Authority Remedies);

(iv) Clause 27.2.10 (Confidentiality);
(v) Clause 40.6.2 (Prevention of Fraud and Bribery);
(vi) Clause 36.1.2 (Compliance with the Law);
(vii) Clause  41.3 (Conflicts of Interest); 
(viii) paragraph 6.2 of Framework Schedule 9 (Management Information); and/or
(ix) anywhere that is stated in this Framework Agreement that the Supplier by its act or omission will have committed a material Default;
(h) the Supplier commits a material Default of any of the following Clauses or Framework Schedules: 
(i) Clause 7 (Representations and Warranties) except Clause 7.2.6;
(ii) Clause 11 (Framework Agreement Performance);
(iii) Clause 18 (Records, Audit Access and Open Book Data); 
(iv) Clause 20 (Management Charge); 
(v) Clause 21 (Promoting Tax Compliance);
(vi) Clause 24 (Supply Chain Rights and Protection);
(vii) Clause 27.1 (Provision of Management Information);
(viii) Clause 27.3  (Transparency and Freedom of Information);
(ix) Clause 27.4 (Protection of Personal Data);
(x) paragraph 1.2 of Part B of Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators); and/or
(xi) paragraph 4 of Framework Schedule 16 (Financial Distress)
(i) the representation and warranty given by the Supplier pursuant to Clause 7.2.6 is materially untrue or misleading, and the Supplier fails to provide details of proposed mitigating factors which in the reasonable opinion of the Authority are acceptable;
(j) the Supplier commits any material Default which is not, in the reasonable opinion of the Authority, capable of remedy; and/or
(k) the Supplier commits a Default, including a material Default, which in the opinion of the Authority is remediable but has not remedied such Default to the satisfaction of the Authority within twenty (20) Working Days, or such other period as may be specified by the Authority, after issue of a written notice from the Authority to the Supplier specifying the remediable Default and requesting it to be remedied in accordance with any instructions of the Authority.
33.3 NOT USED
33.4 Termination on Insolvency
33.4.1 The Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement by issuing a Termination Notice to the Supplier where an Insolvency Event affecting the Supplier occurs.  
33.5 Termination on Change of Control 
33.5.1 The Supplier shall notify the Authority immediately in writing and as soon as the Supplier is aware (or ought reasonably to be aware) that it is anticipating, undergoing, undergoes or has undergone a Change of Control and provided such notification does not contravene any Law.

33.5.2 The Supplier shall ensure that any notification made pursuant to Clause 33.5.1 shall set out full details of the Change of Control including the circumstances suggesting and/or explaining the Change of Control. 
33.5.3 The Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement under Clause 33.5 by issuing a Termination Notice to the Supplier within six (6) Months of:
(a) being notified in writing that a Change of Control is anticipated or is in contemplation or has occurred; or
(b) where no notification has been made, the date that the Authority becomes aware that a Change of Control is anticipated or is in contemplation or has occurred,
but shall not be permitted to terminate where an Approval was granted prior to the Change of Control.
33.6 Termination for breach of Regulations

33.6.1 The Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement by issuing a Termination Notice to the Supplier on the occurrence of any of the statutory provisos contained in Regulation 73 (1) (a) to (c).
33.7 Termination Without Cause
33.7.1 The Authority shall have the right to terminate this Framework Agreement with effect from at any time following nine (9) Months after the Framework Commencement Date by giving at least three (3) Months’ written notice to the Supplier. 
33.8 Partial Termination
33.8.1 Where the Authority has the right to terminate this Framework Agreement, the Authority is entitled to terminate all or part of this Framework Agreement pursuant to this Clause 33.8 provided always that, if the Authority elects to terminate this Framework Agreement in part, the parts of this Framework Agreement not terminated or suspended can, in the Authority’s reasonable opinion, operate effectively to deliver the intended purpose of the surviving parts of this Framework Agreement.
33.8.2 The Parties shall endeavour to agree the effect of any Variation necessitated by a partial termination in accordance with Clause 19.1 (Variation Procedure) including the effect that the partial termination may have on the on the provision of any other Goods and/or Services and the Framework Prices provided that:
(a) the Supplier shall not be entitled to an increase in the Framework Prices in respect of the Goods and/or Services that have not been terminated if the partial termination arises due to the exercise of any of the Authority’s termination rights under Clause 33 (Authority Termination Rights) with the exception of Clause 33.7 (Termination Without Cause); and
(b) the Supplier shall not be entitled to reject the variation.
33.9 Termination and Revocation of Supplier’s Industry Licence 
33.9.1 It is a condition of this Framework Agreement the Supplier shall hold and maintain throughout the term of this Framework Agreement and any Call Off Contracts, all valid Industry Licences and certifications in accordance with relevant Industry Authority legislation.

33.9.2 The Supplier shall notify the Authority and/or relevant Contracting Authorities immediately if the Supplier’s Industry Licence is revoked or suspended by the Industry Authority, and shall provide the Authority and all relevant Contracting Authorities with full and complete details of 

(a) The matters relied on by the Industry Authority to justify the revocation (or suspension) of the Supplier’s Industry Licence;

(b) The notice period given to the Supplier by the Industry Authority for the revocation of the Supplier’s Industry Licence (the “Revocation Notice Period”);

(c) The date on which the revocation (or suspension) is to take effect (the “Revocation Date”); and

(d) Any other information reasonably requested by the Authority relating to the suspension or revocation (or proposed suspension or revocation) of the Supplier’s Industry Licence.

33.9.3 Following notification of the revocation (or suspension) of the Supplier’s Industry Licence, the Authority shall

(a) Suspend the Framework Agreement with immediate effect;

(b) Notify (or confirm, where such Contracting Authorities have already been informed) all relevant Contracting Authorities that this Framework Agreement has been suspended.

33.9.4 The Supplier shall assist the Authority in the instance of suspension or revocation of the Supplier’s Industry Licence to ensure that arrangements are transferred to an alternative supplier. In so doing the Supplier shall, at its own cost and expense;

(a) Provide all support and assistance as the Authority may require; and

(b) Comply with all requirements and/or processes that the Authority may require to enable the prompt and effective transfer of arrangements for the relevant Contracting Authority to an alternative Supplier; and

(c) Provide data to facilotate requirements for data and meter transfer; and

(d) Provide or make available all staff, facilities and resources as may be required or considered desirable by the Authority to enable the transfer of arrangements for the relevant Contracting Authority and Call Off Contracts issued under it to an alternative supplier; and

(e) Provide all other support, resources and facilities as may be required or deemed necessary by the Authority to ensure the transfer arrangements and any Call Off Contracts issued under it to an alternative supplier in accordance with the provisions of this Clause 33.9.4.

33.9.5 The Authority may terminate this Framework Agreement by issuing a Termination Notice pursuant to Clause 33.2 to the Supplier, provided the termination shall take effect on or before the Revocation Date.

34. SUSPENSION OF SUPPLIER'S APPOINTMENT
If the Authority is entitled to terminate this Framework Agreement pursuant to Clause 33 (Authority Termination Rights), the Authority may instead elect in its sole discretion to suspend the Supplier's ability to accept Orders under this Framework Agreement by giving notice in writing to the Supplier, and the Supplier agrees that it shall not be entitled to enter into any new Call Off Contract during the period specified in the Authority’s notice.
Any suspension under Clause 34.1 shall be without prejudice to any right of termination which has already accrued, or subsequently accrues, to the Authority.
The Parties acknowledge that suspension shall not affect the Supplier's obligation to perform any existing Call Off Contracts concluded prior to the suspension notice.
If the Authority provides notice to the Supplier in accordance with this Clause 34.1, the Supplier's appointment under this Framework Agreement shall be suspended for the period set out in the notice or such other period notified to the Supplier by the Authority in writing from time to time.
For the avoidance of doubt, no period of suspension under this Clause 34 shall result in an extension of the Framework Period.
35. CONSEQUENCES OF EXPIRY OR TERMINATION
Notwithstanding the service of a notice to terminate this Framework Agreement, the Supplier shall continue to fulfil its obligations under this Framework Agreement until the date of expiry or termination of this Framework Agreement or such other date as required under this Clause 35.
Termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement shall not cause any Call Off Contracts to terminate automatically. For the avoidance of doubt, all Call Off Contracts shall remain in force unless and until they are terminated or expire in accordance with the provisions of the Call Off Contract and the Supplier shall continue to pay any Management Charge due to the Authority in relation to such Call Off Contracts, notwithstanding the termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement.
If the Authority terminates this Framework Agreement under Clause  33.2 (Termination on Material Default) and then makes other arrangements for the supply of the Goods and/or Services to Contracting Authorities, the Supplier shall indemnify the Authority in full upon demand for the cost of procuring, implementing and operating any alternative or replacement goods and/or services to the Goods and/or Services and no further payments shall be payable by the Authority until the Authority has established and recovered from the Supplier the full amount of such cost.
Within ten (10) Working Days of the date of termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier shall return to the Authority any and all of  the Authority’s Confidential Information in the Supplier's possession, power or control, either in its then current format or in a format nominated by the Authority, and any other information and all copies thereof owned by the Authority, save that it may keep one copy of any such data or information to the extent reasonably necessary to comply with its obligations under this Framework Agreement or under any Law, for a period of up to twelve (12) Months (or such other period as Approved by the Authority and is reasonably necessary for such compliance).
Termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement shall be without prejudice to any rights, remedies or obligations of either Party accrued under this Framework Agreement prior to termination or expiry.
Termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement shall be without prejudice to the survival of any provision of this Framework Agreement which expressly (or by implication) is to be performed or observed notwithstanding termination or expiry of this Framework Agreement, including the provisions of:
35.1.1 Clauses 1 (Definitions and Interpretation), 7 (Representations and Warranties), 9 (Cyber Essentials Scheme Condition and Check Compliant Penetration Testing), 11 (Framework Agreement Performance), 18 (Records, Audit Access and Open Book Data), 20 (Management Charge), 26 (Intellectual Property Rights), 27.1 (Provision of Management Information), 27.2 (Confidentiality), 27.3 (Transparency), 27.3 (Transparency and Freedom of Information), 27.4 (Protection of Personal Data), 30 (Liability), 31 (Insurance), 35 (Consequences of Expiry or Termination), 36 (Compliance),  38 (Waiver and Cumulative Remedies), 40 (Prevention of Fraud and Bribery), 42 (Severance), 44 (Entire Agreement), 45 (Third Party Rights), 46 (Notices), 47 (Complaints Handling), 48 (Dispute Resolution) and 49 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction); and
35.1.2 Framework Schedules 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators), 3 (Framework Prices and Charging Structure), 7 (Key Sub-Contractors), 8 (Framework Management), 9 (Management Information), 10 (Annual Self Audit Certificate), 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking), 13 (Guarantee), 14 (Insurance Requirements, 16 (Financial Distress), 17 (Commercially Sensitive Information) and 21 (Tender).
K. MISCELLANEOUS AND GOVERNING LAW
36. COMPLIANCE
36.1 Compliance with Law 
36.1.1 The Supplier shall comply with all applicable Law in connection with the performance of this Framework Agreement.
36.1.2 In the event that the Supplier or the Supplier Personnel fails to comply with Clause 36.1.1, this shall be deemed to be a material Default and the Authority reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement by giving notice in writing to the Supplier.
36.2 Equality and Diversity
36.2.1 The Supplier shall:
(a) perform its obligations under this Framework Agreement (including those in relation to the provision of the Goods and/or Services) in accordance with:
(i) all applicable equality Law (whether in relation to race, sex, gender reassignment, religion or belief, disability, sexual orientation, pregnancy, maternity, age or otherwise); and
(ii) any other requirements and instructions which the Authority reasonably imposes in connection with any equality obligations imposed on the Authority at any time under applicable equality Law; 
(b) take all necessary steps, and inform the Authority of the steps taken, to prevent unlawful discrimination designated as such by any court or tribunal, or the Equality and Human Rights Commission or (any successor organisation).
36.3 Official Secrets Act and Finance Act
36.3.1 The Supplier shall comply with the provisions of:
(a) the Official Secrets Acts 1911 to 1989; and
(b) section 182 of the Finance Act 1989.
37. ASSIGNMENT AND NOVATION
The Supplier shall not assign, novate, or otherwise dispose of or create any trust in relation to any or all of its rights, obligations or liabilities under this Framework Agreement or any part of it without Approval. 
The Authority may assign, novate or otherwise dispose of any or all of its rights, liabilities and obligations under this Framework Agreement or any part thereof to:
37.1.1  any Other Contracting Authority; or
37.1.2 any Central Government Body or other body established by the Crown or under statute in order substantially to perform any of the functions that had previously been performed by the Authority; or
37.1.3 any private sector body which substantially performs the functions of the Authority, 
and the Supplier shall, at the Authority’s request, enter into a novation agreement in such form as the Authority shall reasonably specify in order to enable the Authority to exercise its rights pursuant to this Clause 37.2.
A change in the legal status of the Authority such that it ceases to be a Contracting Authority shall not, subject to Clause 37.4 affect the validity of this Framework Agreement and this Framework Agreement shall be binding on any successor body to the Authority.
If the Authority assigns, novates or otherwise disposes of any of its rights, obligations or liabilities under this Framework Agreement to a body which is not a Contracting Authority or if a body which is not a Contracting Authority succeeds the Authority (both “Transferee” in the rest of this Clause) the right of termination of the Authority in Clause 0 (Termination on Insolvency) shall be available to the Supplier in the event of the insolvency of the Transferee (as if the references to Supplier in Clause 0 (Termination on Insolvency)) and to Supplier or the Framework Guarantor or Call Off Guarantor in the definition of Insolvency Event were references to the Transferee.
38. WAIVER AND CUMULATIVE REMEDIES
The rights and remedies under this Framework Agreement may be waived only by notice in accordance with Clause 46 (Notices) and in a manner that expressly states that a waiver is intended. A failure or delay by a Party in ascertaining or exercising a right or remedy provided under this Framework Agreement or by Law shall not constitute a waiver of that right or remedy, nor shall it prevent or restrict the further exercise thereof. 
Unless otherwise provided in this Framework Agreement, rights and remedies under this Framework Agreement are cumulative and do not exclude any rights or remedies provided by Law, in equity or otherwise. 
39. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES
Except as expressly provided otherwise in this Framework Agreement, nothing in this Framework Agreement, nor any actions taken by the Parties pursuant to this Framework Agreement, shall create a partnership, joint venture or relationship of employer and employee or principal and agent between the Parties, or authorise either Party to make representations or enter into any commitments for or on behalf of any other Party. 
40. PREVENTION OF FRAUD AND BRIBERY
The Supplier represents and warrants that neither it, nor to the best of its knowledge any Supplier Personnel, have at any time prior to the Framework  Commencement Date:
40.1.1 committed a Prohibited Act or been formally notified that it is subject to an investigation or prosecution which relates to an alleged Prohibited Act; and/or
40.1.2 been listed by any government department or agency as being debarred, suspended, proposed for suspension or debarment, or otherwise ineligible for participation in government procurement programmes or contracts on the grounds of a Prohibited Act.
The Supplier shall not during the Framework Period: 
40.1.3 commit a Prohibited Act; and/or
40.1.4 do or suffer anything to be done which would cause the Authority or any of the Authority’s employees, consultants, contractors, sub-contractors or agents to contravene any of the Relevant Requirements or otherwise incur any liability in relation to the Relevant Requirements.
The Supplier shall during the Framework Period:
40.1.5 establish, maintain and enforce policies and procedures which are adequate to ensure compliance with the Relevant Requirements and prevent the occurrence of a Prohibited Act; 
40.1.6 require that its Sub-Contractors establish, maintain and enforce the policies and procedures referred to in Clause 40.3.1;

40.1.7 keep appropriate records of its compliance with its obligations under Clause 40.3.1 and make such records available to the Authority on request;
40.1.8 if so required by the Authority, within twenty (20) Working Days of the Framework Commencement Date, and annually thereafter, certify in writing to the Authority, the compliance with this Clause 40.3 of all persons associated with the Supplier or its Sub-Contractors who are responsible for supplying the Goods and/or Services in connection with this Framework Agreement.  The Supplier shall provide such supporting evidence of compliance as the Authority may reasonably request; and
40.1.9 have, maintain and where appropriate enforce an anti-bribery policy (which shall be disclosed to the Authority on request) to prevent it and any Supplier Personnel or any person acting on the Supplier's behalf from committing a Prohibited Act.
The Supplier shall immediately notify the Authority in writing if it becomes aware of any breach of Clauses 40.1, 40.2 and 40.3.2, or has reason to believe that it has or any of the Supplier Personnel has:
40.1.10 been subject to an investigation or prosecution which relates to an alleged Prohibited Act;
40.1.11 been listed by any government department or agency as being debarred, suspended, proposed for suspension or debarment, or otherwise ineligible for participation in government procurement programmes or contracts on the grounds of a Prohibited Act; and/or
40.1.12 received a request or demand for any undue financial or other advantage of any kind in connection with the performance of this Framework Agreement or otherwise suspects that any person or Party directly or indirectly connected with this Framework Agreement has committed or attempted to commit a Prohibited Act.
If the Supplier makes a notification to the Authority pursuant to Clause 40.4, the Supplier shall respond promptly to the Authority's enquiries, co-operate with any investigation, and allow the Authority to audit any books, records and/or any other relevant documentation in accordance with Clause 18 (Records, Audit Access and Open Book Data).
If the Supplier breaches Clause 40.1,the Authority may by notice:
40.1.13 require the Supplier to remove from the performance of this Framework Agreement any Supplier Personnel whose acts or omissions have caused the Supplier’s breach; or
40.1.14 immediately terminate this Framework Agreement for material Default.
Any notice served by the Authority under Clause 40.6 shall specify the nature of the Prohibited Act, the identity of the Party who the Authority believes has committed the Prohibited Act and the action that the Authority has elected to take (including, where relevant, the date on which this Framework Agreement shall terminate).
41. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
The Supplier shall take appropriate steps to ensure that neither the Supplier nor the Supplier Personnel are placed in a position where (in the reasonable opinion of the Authority) there is or may be an actual conflict, or a potential conflict, between the pecuniary or personal interests of the Supplier or the Supplier Personnel and the duties owed to the Authority and Other Contracting Authorities under the provisions of this Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract.
The Supplier shall promptly notify and provide full particulars to the Authority or the relevant Other Contracting Authority if such conflict referred to in Clause 41.1 arises or may reasonably been foreseen as arising.
The Authority reserves the right to terminate this Framework Agreement immediately by giving notice in writing to the Supplier and/or to take such other steps it deems necessary where, in the reasonable opinion of the Authority, there is or may be an actual conflict, or a potential conflict, between the pecuniary or personal interests of the Supplier and the duties owed to the Authority under the provisions of this Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract.  The action of the Authority pursuant to this Clause 41.3 shall not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which shall have accrued or shall thereafter accrue to the Authority.
42. SEVERANCE
If any provision of this Framework Agreement (or part of any provision) is held to be void or otherwise unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such provision (or part) shall to the extent necessary to ensure that the remaining provisions of this Framework Agreement are not void or unenforceable be deemed to be deleted and the validity and/or enforceability of the remaining provisions of this Framework Agreement shall not be affected.
In the event that any deemed deletion under Clause 42.1 is so fundamental as to prevent the accomplishment of the purpose of this Framework Agreement or materially alters the balance of risks and rewards in this Framework Agreement, either Party may give notice to the other Party requiring the Parties to commence good faith negotiations to amend this Framework Agreement so that, as amended, it is valid and enforceable, preserves the balance of risks and rewards in this Framework Agreement and, to the extent that is reasonably practicable, achieves the Parties' original commercial intention.
If the Parties are unable to resolve any Dispute arising under this Clause 42 within twenty (20) Working Days of the date of the notice given pursuant to Clause 42.2, this Framework Agreement shall automatically terminate with immediate effect. The costs of termination incurred by the Parties shall lie where they fall if this Framework Agreement is terminated pursuant to this Clause 42.3.
43. FURTHER ASSURANCES
Each Party undertakes at the request of the other, and at the cost of the requesting Party to do all acts and execute all documents which may be necessary to give effect to the meaning of this Framework Agreement.
44. ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Framework Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties in respect of the subject matter and supersedes and extinguishes all prior negotiations, course of dealings or agreements made between the Parties in relation to its subject matter, whether written or oral.
Neither Party has been given, nor entered into this Framework Agreement in reliance on, any warranty, statement, promise or representation other than those expressly set out in this Framework Agreement. 
Nothing in this Clause 44 shall exclude any liability in respect of misrepresentations made fraudulently. 
45. THIRD PARTY RIGHTS
The provisions of:
45.1.1 Clauses: 4 (Scope of Framework Agreement), 5 (Call Off Procedure), 6 (Assistance in Related Procurements), 7 (Representations and Warranties) ,8 (Guarantee), 16 (Call Off Performance Under Framework Agreement Performance), 18 (Records, Audit Access and Open Book Data), 27.4 (Protection of Personal Data), 31 (Insurance), 36.2 (Equality and Diversity) and 45 (Third Party Rights); and
45.1.2 Framework Schedules 3 (Framework Prices and Charging Structure ), 5 (Call Off Procedure), 13 (Guarantee), 14 (Insurance Requirements), and 21 (Tender),
(together “Third Party Provisions”) confer benefits on persons named in such provisions other than the Parties (each such person a “Third Party Beneficiary”) and are intended to be enforceable by Third Parties Beneficiaries by virtue of the CRTPA.
Subject to Clause 45.1, a person who is not Party to this Framework Agreement has no right to enforce any term of this Framework Agreement under the CRTPA but this does not affect any right or remedy of any person which exists or is available otherwise than pursuant to the CRTPA.
No Third Party Beneficiary may enforce, or take any step to enforce, any Third Party Provision without Approval, which may, if given, be given on and subject to such terms as the Authority may determine.
Any amendments or modifications to this Framework Agreement may be made, and any rights created under Clause 45.1 may be altered or extinguished, by the Parties without the consent of any Third Party Beneficiary.
The Authority may act as agent and trustee for each Third Party Beneficiary and/or enforce on behalf of that Third Party Beneficiary any Third Party Provision and/or recover any Loss suffered by that Third Party Beneficiary in connection with a breach of any Third Party Provision.
46. NOTICES
Except as otherwise expressly provided within this Framework Agreement, any notices issued under this Framework Agreement must be in writing. For the purpose of this Clause 46, an e-mail is accepted as being "in writing".

Within two (2) Working Days of a request by the Authority, the Supplier shall provide full details of a Complaint to the Authority, including details of steps taken to achieve its resolution. 
48. DISPUTE RESOLUTION
The Parties shall resolve Disputes arising out of or in connection with this Framework Agreement in accordance with the Dispute Resolution Procedure.
The Supplier shall continue to provide the Goods and/or Services in accordance with the terms of this Framework Agreement until a Dispute has been resolved.
49. GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION
This Framework Agreement and any issues, disputes or claims (whether contractual or non-contractual) arising out of or in connection with it or its subject matter or formation shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.

49.2.12 The Supplier shall ensure that any prices submitted in relation to a Further Competition Procedure held pursuant to this paragraph 3 shall be based on the Charging Structure and take into account any discount to which the Contracting Authority may be entitled as set out in Framework Schedule 3 (Framework Prices and Charging Structure).
49.2.13 The Supplier agrees that:
(a) all tenders submitted by the Supplier in relation to a Further Competition Procedure held pursuant to this paragraph 3 shall remain open for acceptance by the Contracting Authority for ninety (90) Working Days (or such other period specified in the invitation to tender issued by the relevant Contracting Authority in accordance with the Call Off Procedure); and
(b) all tenders submitted by the Supplier are made and will be made in good faith and that the Supplier has not fixed or adjusted and will not  fix or adjust the price of the tender by or in accordance with any agreement or arrangement with any other person. The Supplier certifies that it has not and undertakes that it will not:
(i) communicate to any person other than the person inviting these tenders the amount or approximate amount of the tender, except where the disclosure, in confidence, of the approximate amount of the tender was necessary to obtain quotations required for the preparation of the tender; and
(ii) enter into any arrangement or agreement with any other person that he or the other person(s) shall refrain from submitting a tender or as to the amount of any tenders to be submitted.
E-AUCTIONS (LOTS 2 – 9 (INCLUSIVE) ONLY 
The Contracting Authority shall be entitled to formulate its Statement of Requirements in accordance with paragraph 3 above and invite the Supplier to a Further Competition Procedure including a reverse auction in accordance with the rules laid down by the Contracting Authority and the Regulations.
The Supplier acknowledges that Contracting Authorities may wish to undertake an electronic reverse auction, where Framework Suppliers compete in real time by bidding as the auction unfolds ("Electronic Reverse Auction").
Before undertaking an Electronic Reverse Auction, the relevant Contracting Authority will make an initial full evaluation of all tenders received in response to its Statement of Requirements. The Contracting Authority will then invite to the Electronic Reverse Auction only those tenders that are admissible in accordance with the Regulations. The invitation shall be accompanied by the outcome of the full initial evaluation of the relevant tenders.
The Contracting Authority will inform the Framework Suppliers of the specification for the Electronic Reverse Auction which shall include:
49.2.14 the information to be provided at auction, which must be expressed in figures or percentages of the specified quantifiable features;
49.2.15 the mathematical formula to be used to determine automatic ranking of bids on the basis of new prices and/or new values submitted;  
49.2.16 any limits on the values which may be submitted;
49.2.17 a description of any information which will be made available to Framework Suppliers in the course of the Electronic Reverse Auction, and when it will be made available to them;
49.2.18 the conditions under which Framework Suppliers will be able to bid and, in particular, the minimum differences which will, where appropriate, be required when bidding;
49.2.19 relevant information concerning the electronic equipment used and the arrangements and technical specification for connection;
49.2.20 subject to paragraph 4.5, the date and time of the start of the Electronic Reverse Auction; and
49.2.21 details of when and how the Electronic Reverse Auction will close.
The Electronic Reverse Auction may not start sooner than two (2) Working Days after the date on which the specification for the Electronic Reverse Auction has been issued.
Throughout each phase of the Electronic Reverse Auction the Contracting Authority will communicate to all Framework Suppliers sufficient information to enable them to ascertain their relative ranking.
The Supplier acknowledges and agrees that:
49.2.22 the Contracting Authority and its officers, servants, agents, group companies, assignees and customers (including the Authority) do not guarantee that its access to the Electronic Reverse Auction will be uninterrupted or error-free;
49.2.23 its access to the Electronic Reverse Auction may occasionally be restricted to allow for repairs or maintenance; and
49.2.24 it will comply with all such rules that may be imposed by the Contracting Authority in relation to the operation of the Electronic Reverse Auction.
The Contracting Authority will close the Electronic Reverse Auction on the basis of:
49.2.25 a date and time fixed in advance;
49.2.26 when no new prices or values meeting the minimum differences required pursuant to paragraph 4.4.5 have been received within the prescribed elapsed time period; or
49.2.27 when all the phases have been completed.
NO AWARD
Notwithstanding the fact that the Contracting Authority has followed a procedure as set out above in paragraph 2 or 3 (as applicable), the Contracting Authority shall be entitled at all times to decline to make an award for its Goods and/or Services Requirements.  Nothing in this Framework Agreement shall oblige any Contracting Authority to award any Call Off Contract.
RESPONSIBILITY FOR AWARDS
The Supplier acknowledges that each Contracting Authority is independently responsible for the conduct of its award of Call Off Contracts under this Framework Agreement and that the Authority is not responsible or accountable for and shall have no liability whatsoever in relation to:
49.2.28 the conduct of Other Contracting Authorities in relation to this Framework Agreement; or 
49.2.29 the performance or non-performance of any Call Off Contracts between the Supplier and Other Contracting Authorities entered into pursuant to this Framework Agreement.  
CALL OFF award PROCEDURE
Subject to paragraphs 1 to 6 above, a Contracting Authority may award a Call Off Contract with the Supplier by sending (including electronically) a signed order form substantially in the form (as may be amended or refined by the Contracting Authority in accordance with paragraph 3.1.2 above) of the Template Order Form set out in Framework Schedule 4 (Template Order Form and Template Call Off Terms). The Parties agree that any document or communication (including any document or communication in the apparent form of a Call Off Contract) which is not as described in this paragraph 7 shall not constitute a Call Off Contract under this Framework Agreement. 
On receipt of an order form as described in paragraph 7.1 from a Contracting Authority the Supplier shall accept the Call Off Contract by promptly signing and returning (including by electronic means) a copy of the order form to the Contracting Authority concerned.
On receipt of the signed order form from the Supplier, the Contracting Authority shall send (including by electronic means) a written notice of receipt to the Supplier within two (2) Working Days and a Call Off Contract shall be formed.
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FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 6: AWARD CRITERIA
General
This Framework Schedule 6 is designed to assist Contracting Authorities seeking to award a Call Off Contract on the basis of direct award or through reopening competition under a Further Competition Procedure in accordance with the Call Off Procedure.
A Call Off Contract shall be awarded on the basis of most economically advantageous tender ("MEAT") from the point of view of the Contracting Authority. 
This Framework Schedule 6 includes details of the evaluation criteria and any weightings that will be applied to that criteria.

4. Direct ordering without a further competition is also permitted to be used by Contracting Authorities in Lots 2 – 7 (inclusive): 
a. Where the Contracting Authority is able to determine that only one Supplier is capable of meeting its Statement of Requirements. 

b. Where the Contracting Authority has deemed its requirement is urgent and where failure to implement a solution would significantly impact the operations of the Contracting Authority.

FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 8: FRAMEWORK MANAGEMENT
INTRODUCTION
The following definitions shall apply in addition to the definitions contained in the Framework Schedule 1 (Definitions):
	"Supplier Framework Manager"
	has the meaning given to it in paragraph 2.1.1 of this Framework Schedule 8; and

	"Supplier Review Meetings"
	has the meaning given to it in paragraph 2.2.1. of this Framework Schedule 8.


The successful delivery of this Framework Agreement will rely on the ability of the Supplier and the Authority in developing a strategic relationship immediately following the conclusion of this Framework Agreement with the Supplier and maintaining this relationship throughout the Framework Period. 
To achieve this strategic relationship, there will be a requirement to adopt proactive framework management activities which will be informed by quality Management Information, and the sharing of information between the Supplier and the Authority.
This Framework Schedule 8 outlines the general structures and management activities that the Parties shall follow during the Framework Period.
FRAMEWORK MANAGEMENT
49.3 Framework Management Structure:
49.3.1 The Supplier shall provide a suitably qualified nominated contact (the “Supplier Framework Manager”) who will take overall responsibility for delivering the Goods and/or Services required within this Framework Agreement, as well as a suitably qualified deputy to act in their absence. 
49.3.2 The Supplier shall put in place a structure to manage the Framework in accordance with Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators). 
49.3.3 A full governance structure for the Framework will be agreed between the Parties during the Framework Agreement implementation stage.
49.3.4 Following discussions between the Parties following the Framework Commencement Date, the Authority shall produce and issue to the Supplier a draft Supplier Action Plan.  The Supplier shall not unreasonably withhold its agreement to the draft Supplier Action Plan. The Supplier Action Plan shall, unless the Authority otherwise Approves, be agreed between the Parties and come into effect within two weeks from receipt by the Supplier of the draft Supplier Action Plan. 
49.3.5 The Supplier Action Plan shall be maintained and updated on an ongoing basis by the Authority. Any changes to the Supplier Action Plan shall be notified by the Authority to the Supplier. The Supplier shall not unreasonably withhold its agreement to any changes to the Supplier Action Plan. Any such changes shall, unless the Authority otherwise Approves, be agreed between the Parties and come into effect within two weeks from receipt by the Supplier of the Authority’s notification.
49.4 Supplier Review Meetings
49.4.1 Regular performance review meetings will take place at the Authority’s premises throughout the Framework Period and thereafter until the Framework Expiry Date (“Supplier Review Meetings”). 
49.4.2 The exact timings and frequencies of such Supplier Review Meetings will be determined by the Authority following the conclusion of the Framework Agreement. It is anticipated that the frequency of the Supplier Review Meetings will be once every month or less. The Parties shall be flexible about the timings of these meetings.
49.4.3 The purpose of the Supplier Review Meetings will be to review the Supplier’s performance under this Framework Agreement and, where applicable, the Supplier’s adherence to the Supplier Action Plan. The agenda for each Supplier Review Meeting shall be set by the Authority and communicated to the Supplier in advance of that meeting.
49.4.4 The Supplier Review Meetings shall be attended, as a minimum, by the Authority Representative(s) and the Supplier Framework Manager.
KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS
The KPIs applicable to this Framework Agreement are set out in Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators).
The Supplier shall establish processes to monitor its performance against the agreed KPIs. The Supplier shall at all times ensure compliance with the standards set by the KPIs.
The Authority shall review progress against these KPIs to evaluate the effectiveness and efficiency of which the Supplier performs its obligations to fulfil this Framework Agreement.
The Supplier’s achievement of KPIs shall be reviewed during the Supplier Review Meetings, in accordance with paragraph 2.2 above, and the review and ongoing monitoring of KPIs will form a key part of the framework management process as outlined in this Framework Schedule 8. 
The Authority reserves the right to adjust, introduce new, or remove KPIs throughout the Framework Period, however any significant changes to KPIs shall be agreed between the Authority and the Supplier.
The Authority reserves the right to use and publish the performance of the Supplier against the KPIs without restriction.
EFFICIENCY TRACKING PERFORMANCE MEASURES
The Supplier shall cooperate in good faith with the Authority to develop efficiency tracking performance measures for this Framework Agreement. This shall include but is not limited to: 
49.4.5 tracking reductions in product volumes and product costs, in order to demonstrate that Contracting Authorities are consuming less and buying more smartly; 
49.4.6 developing additional KPIs to ensure that the Framework Agreement supports the emerging target operating model across central government (particularly in line with centralised sourcing and category management, procurement delivery centres and payment processing systems and shared service centres).
The list in paragraph 4.1 is not exhaustive and may be developed during the Framework Period. 
The metrics that are to be implemented to measure efficiency shall be developed and agreed between the Authority and the Supplier. Such metrics shall be incorporated into the list of KPIs set out in Framework Schedule 2 (Goods and/or Services and Key Performance Indicators).
The ongoing progress and development of the efficiency tracking performance measures shall be reported through framework management activities as outlined in this Framework Schedule 8.
ESCALATION PROCEDURE
In the event that the Authority and the Supplier are unable to agree the performance score for any KPI during a Supplier Review Meeting, the disputed score shall be recorded and the matter shall be referred to the Authority Representative and the Supplier Representative in order to determine the best course of action to resolve the matter (which may involve organising an ad-hoc meeting to discuss the performance issue specifically).
In cases where the Authority Representative and the Supplier Representative fail to reach a solution within a reasonable period of time, the matter shall be dealt with in accordance with the procedure set out in Clause 48 (Dispute Resolution).
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FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 9: MANAGEMENT INFORMATION 
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
The Supplier shall operate and maintain appropriate systems, processes and records to ensure that it can, at all times, deliver timely and accurate Management Information to the Authority in accordance with the provisions of this Framework Schedule 9.
The Supplier shall also supply such Management Information as may be required by a Contracting Authority in accordance with the terms of a Call Off Contract.
MANAGEMENT INFORMATION AND FORMAT
The Supplier agrees to provide timely, full, accurate and complete MI Reports to the Authority which incorporates the data, in the correct format, required by the MI Reporting Template.  The initial MI Reporting Template is set out in the Annex to this Framework Schedule 9.
The Authority may from time to time make changes to the MI Reporting Template including to the data required or format of the report and issue a replacement version of the MI Reporting Template to the Supplier.  The Authority shall give notice in writing of any such change to the MI Reporting Template and shall specify the date from which the replacement MI Reporting Template must be used for future MI Reports which date shall be at least thirty (30) calendar days following the date of the notice.  
If the MI Reporting Template is amended by the Authority at any time, then the Supplier agrees to provide all future MI Reports in accordance with the most recent MI Reporting Template issued by the Authority.  
The Authority may provide the Supplier with supplemental guidance for completing the MI Reporting Template or submitting MI Reports from time to time which may for example indicate which fields are mandatory and which are optional.  The Supplier agrees to complete the Monthly MI Report in accordance with any such guidance.  
The Supplier may not make any amendment to the current MI Reporting Template without the prior Approval of the Authority.
The Authority shall have the right from time to time (on reasonable written notice) to amend the nature of the Management Information which the Supplier is required to supply to the Authority.
FREQUENCY AND COVERAGE
All MI Reports must be completed by the Supplier using the MI Reporting Template and returned to the Authority on or prior to the Reporting Date every Month during the Framework Period and thereafter, until all transactions relating to Call Off Contracts have permanently ceased. 
The MI Report should be used (among other things) to report Orders received and transactions occurring during the Month to which the MI Report relates, regardless of when the work was actually completed.  For example, if an invoice is raised for October but the work was actually completed in September, the Supplier must report the invoice in October's MI Report and not September's.  Each Order received by the Supplier must be reported only once when the Order is received.   
The Supplier must return the MI Report for each Month even where there are no transactions to report in the relevant Month (a "Nil Return").
The Supplier must inform the Authority of any errors or corrections to the Management Information:
49.4.7 in the next MI Report due immediately following discovery of the error by the Supplier; or 
49.4.8 as a result of the Authority querying any data contained in an MI Report.
SUBMISSION OF THE MONTHLY MI REPORT
The completed MI Report shall be completed electronically and returned to the Authority by uploading the electronic MI Report computer file to MISO in accordance with the instructions provided in MISO.
The Authority reserves the right (acting reasonably) to specify that the MI Report be submitted by the Supplier using an alternative communication to that specified in paragraph 4.1 above such as email.  The Supplier agrees to comply with any such instructions provided they do not materially increase the burden on the Supplier.
DEFECTIVE MANAGEMENT INFORMATION
The Supplier acknowledges that it is essential that the Authority receives timely and accurate Management Information pursuant to this Framework Agreement because Management Information is used by the Authority to inform strategic decision making and allows it to calculate the Management Charge.
Following an MI Failure the Authority may issue reminders to the Supplier or require the Supplier to rectify defects in the MI Report provided to the Authority.  The Supplier shall rectify any deficient or incomplete MI Report as soon as possible and not more than five (5) Working Days following receipt of any such reminder.
Meetings
The Supplier agrees to attend meetings between the Parties in person to discuss the circumstances of any MI Failure(s) at the request of the Authority (without prejudice to any other rights the Authority may have).  If the Authority requests such a meeting the Supplier shall propose measures to ensure that the MI Failures are rectified and do not occur in the future.  The Parties shall document these measures and continue to monitor the Supplier's performance.
Admin Fees 
If, in any rolling three (3) Month period, two (2) or more MI Failures occur, the Supplier acknowledges and agrees that the Authority shall have the right to invoice the Supplier Admin Fees and (subject to paragraph 5.5) in respect of any MI Failures as they arise in subsequent Months.
If, following activation of the Authority's right to charge Admin Fee(s) in respect of MI Failures pursuant to paragraph 5.4, the Supplier submits the Monthly MI Report for two (2) consecutive Months and no MI Failure occurs then the right to charge the Admin Fee(s) shall lapse.  For the avoidance of doubt the Authority shall not be prevented from exercising such right again during the Framework Period if the conditions in paragraph 5.4 are met.
The Supplier acknowledges and agrees that the Admin Fees are a fair reflection of the additional costs incurred by the Authority as a result of the Supplier failing to supply Management Information as required by this Framework Agreement.
The Authority shall notify the Supplier if any Admin Fees arise pursuant to paragraph 5.4 above and shall be entitled to invoice the Supplier for such Admin Fees which shall be payable in accordance with Clause 20 (Management Charge) as a supplement to the Management Charge.  Any exercise by the Authority of its rights under this paragraph 5.7 shall be without prejudice to any other rights that may arise pursuant to the terms of this Framework Agreement.
DEFAULT MANAGEMENT CHARGE
If:
49.4.9 Two (2) MI Failures occur in any rolling six (6) Month period;
49.4.10 Two (2)  consecutive MI Failures occur; 
then a "MI Default" shall be deemed to have occurred.
If an MI Default occurs the Authority shall (without prejudice to any other rights or remedies available to it under this Framework Agreement) be entitled to determine the level of Management Charge in accordance with paragraph 6.3, which the Supplier shall be required to pay to the Authority ("Default Management Charge") and/or to terminate this Framework Agreement.  
The Default Management Charge shall be calculated as the higher of:
49.4.11 the average Management Charge paid or payable by the Supplier to the Authority based on any Management Information submitted in the six (6) Month period preceding the date on which the MI Default occurred or, if the MI Default occurred within less than six (6) Months from the commencement date of the first Call Off Contract, in the whole period preceding the date on which the MI Default occurred; or
49.4.12 the sum of five hundred pounds (£500).
If an MI Default occurs, the Authority shall be entitled to invoice the Supplier the Default Management Charge (less any Management Charge which the Supplier has already paid to the Authority in accordance with Clause 20 for any Months in which the Default Management Charge is payable) calculated in accordance with paragraph 6.3 above:
49.4.13 in arrears for those Months in which an MI Failure occurred; and
49.4.14 on an ongoing Monthly basis, 
until all and any MI Failures have been rectified to the reasonable satisfaction of the Authority.
For the avoidance of doubt the Parties agree that:
49.4.15 the Default Management Charge shall be payable as though it was the Management Charge due in accordance with the provisions of Clause 20 of this Framework Agreement; and
49.4.16 any rights or remedies available to Authority under this Framework Agreement in respect of the payment of the Management Charge shall be available to the Authority also in respect of the payment of the Default Management Charge.
If the Supplier provides sufficient Management Information to rectify any MI Failures to the satisfaction of the Authority and the Management Information demonstrates that:
49.4.17 the Supplier has overpaid the Management Charges as a result of the application of the Default Management Charge then the Supplier shall be entitled to a refund of the overpayment, net of any Admin Fees where applicable; or
49.4.18 the Supplier has underpaid the Management Charges during the period when a Default Management Charge was applied, then the Authority shall be entitled to immediate payment of the balance as a debt together with interest pursuant to Clause 20 (Management Charge).

The Supplier shall be responsible for keeping under review the content of any information which appears on the Supplier’s website and which relates to this Framework Agreement and ensuring that such information is kept up to date at all times.
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FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 12: CONTINUOUS IMPROVEMENT AND BENCHMARKING 

DEFINITIONS
In this Framework Schedule 12, the following expressions shall have the following meanings:

	"Comparison Group"
	means a sample group of organisations providing Comparable Goods and/or Services which consists of organisations which are either of similar size to the Supplier or which are similarly structured in terms of their business and their service offering so as to be fair comparators with the Supplier or which, are best practice organisations

	"Equivalent Data"
	means data derived from an analysis of the Comparable Rates and/or the Comparable Goods and/or Services (as applicable) provided by the Comparison Group

	"Good Value"

BACKGROUND
The Supplier acknowledges that the Authority wishes to ensure that the Goods and/or Services, represent value for money to the taxpayer throughout the Framework Period.  
This Framework Schedule 12 (Continuous Improvement and Benchmarking) sets out the following processes to ensure this Framework Agreement represents value for money throughout the Framework Period and subsequently while any Call Off Contracts remain in force:
49.4.22 Benchmarking;
49.4.23 Continuous Improvement;
BENCHMARKING
49.5 Frequency Purpose and Scope of Benchmark Review
49.5.1 The Supplier shall carry out Benchmark Reviews of the Goods and/or Services when so requested by the Authority.
49.5.2 The Authority shall not be entitled to request a Benchmark Review during the first six (6) Month period from the Framework Commencement Date nor at intervals of less than twelve (12) Months after any previous Benchmark Review. 
49.5.3 The purpose of a Benchmark Review will be to establish whether the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services are, individually and/or as a whole, Good Value.
49.5.4 The Goods and/or Services that are to be the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services will be identified by the Authority in writing.
49.6 Benchmarking Process
49.6.1 The Supplier shall produce and send to the Authority for Approval, a draft plan for the Benchmark Review. 
49.6.2 The plan must include:
(a) a proposed timetable for the Benchmark Review;
(b) a description of the benchmarking methodology to be used;
(c) a description that demonstrates objectively and transparently that the benchmarking methodology to be used is capable of fulfilling the benchmarking purpose; and
(d) a description of how the Supplier will scope and identify the Comparison Group. 
49.6.3 The Authority must give notice in writing to the Supplier within ten (10) Working Days after receiving the draft plan, advising whether it Approves the draft plan, or, if it does not approve the draft plan, suggesting amendments to that plan. The Authority may not unreasonably withhold or delay its Approval of the draft plan and any suggested amendments must be reasonable.
49.6.4 Where the Authority suggests amendments to the draft plan under paragraph 3.2.3, the Supplier must produce an amended draft plan.  Paragraph 3.2.2 shall apply to any amended draft plan.
49.6.5 Once it has received the Approval of the draft plan, the Supplier shall:
(a) finalise the Comparison Group and collect data relating to Comparable Rates. The selection of the Comparable Rates (both in terms of number and identity) shall be a matter for the Supplier's professional judgment using:
(i) market intelligence;
(ii) the Supplier's own data and experience;
(iii) relevant published information; and
(iv) pursuant to paragraph 3.2.7 below, information from other suppliers or purchasers on Comparable Rates;
(b) by applying the adjustment factors listed in paragraph 3.2.7 and from an analysis of the Comparable Rates, derive the Equivalent Data;
(c) using the Equivalent Data to calculate the Upper Quartile;
(d) determine whether or not each Benchmarked Rate is, and/or the Benchmarked Rates as a whole are, Good Value.
49.6.6 The Supplier agrees to use its reasonable endeavours to obtain information from other suppliers or purchasers on Comparable Rates.
49.6.7 In carrying out the benchmarking analysis the Supplier may have regard to the following matters when performing a comparative assessment of the Benchmarked Rates and the Comparable Rates in order to derive Equivalent Data:
(a) the contractual terms and business environment under which the Comparable Rates are being provided (including the scale and geographical spread of the customers);
(b) exchange rates;
(c) any other factors reasonably identified by the Supplier, which, if not taken into consideration, could unfairly cause the Supplier's pricing to appear non-competitive.
49.7 Benchmarking Report:
49.7.1 For the purposes of this Framework Schedule 12 “Benchmarking Report” shall mean the report produced by the Supplier following the Benchmark Review and as further described in this Framework Schedule 12;
49.7.2 The Supplier shall prepare a Benchmarking Report and deliver it to the Authority, at the time specified in the plan Approved pursuant to paragraph 3.2.3 of this Schedule 12, setting out its findings.  Those findings shall be required to:
(a) include a finding as to whether or not a Benchmarked Service and/or whether the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services as a whole are, Good Value;
(b) if any of the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services are, individually or as a whole, not Good Value, specify the changes that would be required to make that Benchmarked Service or the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services as a whole Good Value; and 
(c) include sufficient detail and transparency so that the Authority can interpret and understand how the Supplier has calculated whether or not the Benchmarked Goods and/or Services are, individually or as a whole, Good Value.
49.7.3 The Parties agree that any changes required to this Framework Agreement identified in the Benchmarking Report may be implemented at the direction of the Authority in accordance with Clause 19.1 (Variation Procedure).
49.7.4 The Authority shall be entitled to publish the results of any benchmarking of the Framework Prices to Other Contracting Authorities.
CONTINUOUS IMPROVEMENT
The Supplier shall adopt a policy of continuous improvement in relation to the Goods and/or Services pursuant to which it will regularly review with the Authority the Goods and/or Services and the manner in which it is providing the Goods and/or Services with a view to reducing the Authority's costs, the costs of Contracting Authorities (including the Framework Prices) and/or improving the quality and efficiency of the Goods and/or Services.  The Supplier and the Authority will provide to each other any information which may be relevant to assisting the objectives of continuous improvement and in particular reducing costs.
Without limiting paragraph 4.1, the Supplier shall produce at the start of each Contract Year a plan for improving the provision of Goods and/or Services and/or reducing the Charges produced by the Supplier pursuant to this Schedule 12 under all Call Off Contracts and reducing the Framework Prices (without adversely affecting the performance of the Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract) during that Contract Year ("Continuous Improvement Plan") for the Approval of the Authority.  The Continuous Improvement Plan shall include, as a minimum, proposals in respect of the following:
49.7.5 identifying the emergence of new and evolving technologies which could improve the Goods and/or Services;
49.7.6 identifying changes in behaviour at Contracting Authorities that result in a cost saving and a reduction in the Framework Prices;
49.7.7 improving the way in which the Goods and/or Services are sold via the Framework Agreement that may result in reduced Framework Prices;
49.7.8 identifying and implementing efficiencies in the Supplier's internal processes and administration that may lead to cost savings and reductions in the Framework Prices;
49.7.9 identifying and implementing efficiencies in the way the Authority and/or Contracting Authorities interact with the Supplier that may lead to cost savings and reductions in the Framework Prices;
49.7.10 identifying and implementing efficiencies in the Supplier's supply chain that may lead to cost savings and reductions in the Framework Prices;
49.7.11 baselining the quality of the Supplier's Goods and/or Services and its cost structure and demonstrating the efficacy of its Continuous Improvement Plan on each element during the Framework Period; and
49.7.12 measuring and reducing the sustainability impacts of the Supplier's operations and supply-chains pertaining to the Goods and/or Services, and identifying opportunities to assist Contracting Authorities in meeting their sustainability objectives.
The initial Continuous Improvement Plan for the first (1st) Contract Year shall be submitted by the Supplier to the Authority for Approval within ninety (90) Working Days of the first Order or six (6) Months following the Framework Commencement Date, whichever is earlier.  
The Authority shall notify the Supplier of its Approval or rejection of the proposed Continuous Improvement Plan or any updates to it within twenty (20) Working Days of receipt.  Within ten (10) Working Days of receipt of the Authority's notice of rejection and of the deficiencies of the proposed Continuous Improvement Plan, the Supplier shall submit to the Authority a revised Continuous Improvement Plan reflecting the changes required.  Once Approved by the Authority, the programme shall constitute the Continuous Improvement Plan for the purposes of this Agreement.
Once the first Continuous Improvement Plan has been Approved in accordance with paragraph 4.4:
49.7.13 the Supplier shall use all reasonable endeavours to implement any agreed deliverables in accordance with the Continuous Improvement Plan; and
49.7.14 the Parties agree to meet  as soon as reasonably possible following the start of each quarter (or as otherwise agreed between the Authority and the Supplier) to review the Supplier's progress against the Continuous Improvement Plan.
The Supplier shall update the Continuous Improvement Plan as and when required but at least once every Contract Year (after the first (1st) Contract Year) in accordance with the procedure and timescales set out in paragraph 4.2. 
All costs relating to the compilation or updating of the Continuous Improvement Plan and the costs arising from any improvement made pursuant to it and the costs of implementing any improvement, shall have no effect on and are included in the Framework Prices.
Should the Supplier's costs in providing the Goods and/or Services to Contracting Authorities be reduced as a result of any changes implemented by the Authority and/or Contracting Authorities, all of the cost savings shall be passed on to  Contracting Authorities by way of a consequential and immediate reduction in the Framework Prices for the Goods and/or Services.

Now in consideration of the Beneficiary entering into the Guaranteed Agreement, the Guarantor hereby agrees with the Beneficiary as follows:

Definitions and Interpretation

unless the context otherwise requires, reference to a gender includes the other gender and the neuter;

unless the context otherwise requires, references to an Act of Parliament, statutory provision or statutory instrument include a reference to that Act of Parliament, statutory provision or statutory instrument as amended, extended or re-enacted from time to time and to any regulations made under it; 

unless the context otherwise requires, any phrase introduced by the words “including”, “includes”, “in particular”, “for example” or similar, shall be construed as illustrative and without limitation to the generality of the related general words;

references to Clauses and Schedules are, unless otherwise provided, references to Clauses of and Schedules to this Deed of Guarantee; and

references to liability are to include any liability whether actual, contingent, present or future.
Guarantee and indemnity

The Guarantor irrevocably and unconditionally guarantees and undertakes to the Beneficiary to procure that the Supplier duly and punctually performs all of the Guaranteed Obligations now or hereafter due, owing or incurred by the Supplier to the Beneficiary. 

The Guarantor irrevocably and unconditionally undertakes upon demand to pay to the Beneficiary all monies and liabilities which are now or at any time hereafter shall have become payable by the Supplier to the Beneficiary under or in connection with the Guaranteed Agreement or in respect of the Guaranteed Obligations as if it were a primary obligor.

If at any time the Supplier shall fail to perform any of the Guaranteed Obligations, the Guarantor, as primary obligor, irrevocably and unconditionally undertakes to the Beneficiary that, upon first demand by the Beneficiary it shall, at the cost and expense of the Guarantor:

49.7.15 fully, punctually and specifically perform such Guaranteed Obligations as if it were itself a direct and primary obligor to the Beneficiary in respect of the Guaranteed Obligations and liable as if the Guaranteed Agreement had been entered into directly by the Guarantor and the Beneficiary; and

49.7.16 as a separate and independent obligation and liability, indemnify and keep the Beneficiary indemnified against all losses, damages, costs and expenses (including VAT thereon, and including, without limitation, all court costs and all legal fees on a solicitor and own client basis, together with any disbursements,) of whatever nature which may result or which such Beneficiary may suffer, incur or sustain arising in any way whatsoever out of a failure by the Supplier to perform the Guaranteed Obligations save that, subject to the other provisions of this Deed of Guarantee, this shall not be construed as imposing greater obligations or liabilities on the Guarantor than are purported to be imposed on the Supplier under the Guaranteed Agreement.  

As a separate and independent obligation and liability from its obligations and liabilities under Clauses 2.1 to 2.3 above, the Guarantor as a primary obligor irrevocably and unconditionally undertakes to indemnify and keep the Beneficiary indemnified on demand against all losses, damages, costs and expenses (including VAT thereon, and including, without limitation, all legal costs and expenses), of whatever nature, whether arising under statute, contract or at common law, which such Beneficiary may suffer or incur if any obligation guaranteed by the Guarantor is or becomes unenforceable, invalid or illegal as if the obligation guaranteed had not become unenforceable, invalid or illegal provided that the Guarantor's liability shall be no greater than the Supplier's liability would have been if the obligation guaranteed had not become unenforceable, invalid or illegal.  

Obligation to enter into a new contract

If the Guaranteed Agreement is terminated for any reason, whether by the Beneficiary or the Supplier, or if the Guaranteed Agreement is disclaimed by a liquidator of the Supplier or the obligations of the Supplier are declared to be void or voidable for any reason, then the Guarantor will, at the request of the Beneficiary enter into a contract with the Beneficiary in terms mutatis mutandis the same as the Guaranteed Agreement and the obligations of the Guarantor under such substitute agreement shall be the same as if the Guarantor had been original obligor under the Guaranteed Agreement or under an agreement entered into on the same terms and at the same time as the Guaranteed Agreement with the Beneficiary.

Demands and Notices

Any demand or notice served by the Beneficiary on the Guarantor under this Deed of Guarantee shall be in writing, addressed to:

Any notice or demand served on the Guarantor or the Beneficiary under this Deed of Guarantee shall be deemed to have been served:

49.7.20 if delivered by hand, at the time of delivery; or

49.7.21 if posted, at 10.00 a.m. on the second Working Day after it was put into the post; or

49.7.22 if sent by facsimile, at the time of despatch, if despatched before 5.00 p.m. on any Working Day, and in any other case at 10.00 a.m. on the next Working Day.

In proving service of a notice or demand on the Guarantor or the Beneficiary it shall be sufficient to prove that delivery was made, or that the envelope containing the notice or demand was properly addressed and posted as a prepaid first class recorded delivery letter, or that the facsimile message was properly addressed and despatched, as the case may be.

Any notice purported to be served on the Beneficiary under this Deed of Guarantee shall only be valid when received in writing by the Beneficiary.

Beneficiary's protections

The Guarantor shall not be discharged or released from this Deed of Guarantee by any arrangement made between the Supplier and the Beneficiary (whether or not such arrangement is made with or without the assent of the Guarantor) or by any amendment to or termination of the Guaranteed Agreement or by any forbearance or indulgence whether as to payment, time, performance or otherwise granted by the Beneficiary in relation thereto (whether or not such amendment, termination, forbearance or indulgence is made with or without the assent of the Guarantor) or by the Beneficiary doing (or omitting to do) any other matter or thing which but for this provision might exonerate the Guarantor. 

This Deed of Guarantee shall be a continuing security for the Guaranteed Obligations and accordingly: 

49.7.23 it shall not be discharged, reduced or otherwise affected by any partial performance (except to the extent of such partial performance) by the Supplier of the Guaranteed Obligations  or by any omission or delay on the part of the Beneficiary in exercising its rights under this Deed of Guarantee; 
49.7.24 it shall not be affected by any dissolution, amalgamation, reconstruction, reorganisation, change in status, function, control or ownership, insolvency, liquidation, administration, appointment of a receiver, voluntary arrangement, any legal limitation or other incapacity, of the Supplier, the Beneficiary, the Guarantor or any other person;
49.7.25 if, for any reason, any of the Guaranteed Obligations shall prove to have been or shall become void or unenforceable against the Supplier for any reason whatsoever, the Guarantor shall nevertheless be liable in respect of that purported obligation or liability as if the same were fully valid and enforceable and the Guarantor were principal debtor in respect thereof; and 
49.7.26 the rights of the Beneficiary against the Guarantor under this Deed of Guarantee are in addition to, shall not be affected by and shall not prejudice, any other security, guarantee, indemnity or other rights or remedies available to the Beneficiary.
The Beneficiary shall be entitled to exercise its rights and to make demands on the Guarantor under this Deed of Guarantee as often as it wishes and the making of a demand (whether effective, partial or defective) in respect of the breach or non performance by the Supplier of any Guaranteed Obligation shall not preclude the Beneficiary from making a further demand in respect of the same or some other default in respect of the same Guaranteed Obligation.
The Beneficiary shall not be obliged before taking steps to enforce this Deed of Guarantee against the Guarantor to obtain judgment against the Supplier or the Guarantor or any third party in any court, or to make or file any claim in a bankruptcy or liquidation of the Supplier or any third party, or to take any action whatsoever against the Supplier or the Guarantor or any third party or to resort to any other security or guarantee or other means of payment. No action (or inaction) by the Beneficiary in respect of any such security, guarantee or other means of payment shall prejudice or affect the liability of the Guarantor hereunder.
The Beneficiary's rights under this Deed of Guarantee are cumulative and not exclusive of any rights provided by law and may be exercised from time to time and as often as the Beneficiary deems expedient.
Any waiver by the Beneficiary of any terms of this Deed of Guarantee, or of any Guaranteed Obligations shall only be effective if given in writing and then only for the purpose and upon the terms and conditions, if any, on which it is given.
Any release, discharge or settlement between the Guarantor and the Beneficiary shall be conditional upon no security, disposition or payment to the Beneficiary by the Guarantor or any other person being void, set aside or ordered to be refunded pursuant to any enactment or law relating to liquidation, administration or insolvency or for any other reason whatsoever and if such condition shall not be fulfilled the Beneficiary shall be entitled to enforce this Deed of Guarantee subsequently as if such release, discharge or settlement had not occurred and any such payment had not been made. The Beneficiary shall be entitled to retain this security after as well as before the payment, discharge or satisfaction of all monies, obligations and liabilities that are or may become due owing or incurred to the Beneficiary from the Guarantor for such period as the Beneficiary may determine.
Guarantor intent

Without prejudice to the generality of Clause 5 (Beneficiary’s protections), the Guarantor expressly confirms that it intends that this Deed of Guarantee shall extend from time to time to any (however fundamental) variation, increase, extension or addition of or to the Guaranteed Agreement and any associated fees, costs and/or expenses.
Rights of subrogation

The Guarantor shall, at any time when there is any default in the performance of any of the Guaranteed Obligations by the Supplier and/or any default by the Guarantor in the performance of any of its obligations under this Deed of Guarantee, exercise any rights it may have: 

49.7.27 of subrogation and indemnity; 

49.7.28 to take the benefit of, share in or enforce any security or other guarantee or indemnity for the Supplier’s obligations; and 

49.7.29 to prove in the liquidation or insolvency of the Supplier, 

only in accordance with the Beneficiary’s written instructions and shall hold any amount recovered as a result of the exercise of such rights on trust for the Beneficiary and pay the same to the Beneficiary on first demand.  The Guarantor hereby acknowledges that it has not taken any security from the Supplier and agrees not to do so until Beneficiary receives all moneys payable hereunder and will hold any security taken in breach of this Clause on trust for the Beneficiary.

Deferral of rights

Until all amounts which may be or become payable by the Supplier under or in connection with the Guaranteed Agreement have been irrevocably paid in full, the Guarantor agrees that, without the prior written consent of the Beneficiary, it will not:

49.7.30 exercise any rights it may have to be indemnified by the Supplier;

49.7.31 claim any contribution from any other guarantor of the Supplier’s obligations under the Guaranteed Agreement;

49.7.32 take the benefit (in whole or in part and whether by way of subrogation or otherwise) of any rights of the Beneficiary under the Guaranteed Agreement or of any other guarantee or security taken pursuant to, or in connection with, the Guaranteed Agreement;

49.7.33 demand or accept repayment in whole or in part of any indebtedness now or hereafter due from the Supplier; or

49.7.34 claim any set‑off or counterclaim against the Supplier;

If the Guarantor receives any payment or other benefit or exercises any set off or counterclaim or otherwise acts in breach of this Clause 8, anything so received and any benefit derived directly or indirectly by the Guarantor therefrom shall be held on trust for the Beneficiary and applied in or towards discharge of its obligations to the Beneficiary under this Deed of Guarantee.

Representations and warranties

The Guarantor hereby represents and warrants to the Beneficiary that:

49.7.35 the Guarantor is duly incorporated and is a validly existing company under the laws of its place of incorporation, has the capacity to sue or be sued in its own name and has power to carry on its business as now being conducted and to own its property and other assets;

(c) the terms of any agreement or other document to which the Guarantor is a Party or which is binding upon it or any of its assets;
49.7.38 all governmental and other authorisations, approvals, licences and consents, required or desirable, to enable it lawfully to enter into, exercise its rights and comply with its obligations under this Deed of Guarantee, and to make this Deed of Guarantee admissible in evidence in its jurisdiction of incorporation, have been obtained or effected and are in full force and effect; and
49.7.39 this Deed of Guarantee is the legal valid and binding obligation of the Guarantor and is enforceable against the Guarantor in accordance with its terms.
Payments and set-off

All sums payable by the Guarantor under this Deed of Guarantee shall be paid without any set-off, lien or counterclaim, deduction or withholding, howsoever arising, except for those required by law, and if any deduction or withholding must be made by law, the Guarantor will pay that additional amount which is necessary to ensure that the Beneficiary receives a net amount equal to the full amount which it would have received if the payment had been made without the deduction or withholding.

The Guarantor shall pay interest on any amount due under this Deed of Guarantee at the applicable rate under the Late Payment of Commercial Debts (Interest) Act 1998, accruing on a daily basis from the due date up to the date of actual payment, whether before or after judgment.

The Guarantor will reimburse the Beneficiary for all legal and other costs (including VAT) incurred by the Beneficiary in connection with the enforcement of this Deed of Guarantee.

Guarantor's acknowledgement

The Guarantor warrants, acknowledges and confirms to the Beneficiary that it has not entered into this Deed of Guarantee in reliance upon, nor has it been induced to enter into this Deed of Guarantee by any representation, warranty or undertaking made by or on behalf of the Beneficiary (whether express or implied and whether pursuant to statute or otherwise) which is not set out in this Deed of Guarantee.

Assignment

The Beneficiary shall be entitled to assign or transfer the benefit of this Deed of Guarantee at any time to any person without the consent of the Guarantor being required and any such assignment or transfer shall not release the Guarantor from its liability under this Guarantee.

The Guarantor may not assign or transfer any of its rights and/or obligations under this Deed of Guarantee.

Severance

If any provision of this Deed of Guarantee is held invalid, illegal or unenforceable for any reason by any court of competent jurisdiction, such provision shall be severed and the remainder of the provisions hereof shall continue in full force and effect as if this Deed of Guarantee had been executed with the invalid, illegal or unenforceable provision eliminated.

Third party rights

A person who is not a Party to this Deed of Guarantee shall have no right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Deed of Guarantee.  This Clause does not affect any right or remedy of any person which exists or is available otherwise than pursuant to that Act.

Governing Law

This Deed of Guarantee and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with it shall be governed by and construed in all respects in accordance with English law.

The Guarantor irrevocably agrees for the benefit of the Beneficiary that the courts of England shall have jurisdiction to hear and determine any suit, action or proceedings and to settle any dispute which may arise out of or in connection with this Deed of Guarantee and for such purposes hereby irrevocably submits to the jurisdiction of such courts.

Nothing contained in this Clause shall limit the rights of the Beneficiary to take proceedings against the Guarantor in any other court of competent jurisdiction, nor shall the taking of any such proceedings in one or more jurisdictions preclude the taking of proceedings in any other jurisdiction, whether concurrently or not (unless precluded by applicable law).

The Guarantor irrevocably waives any objection which it may have now or in the future to the courts of England being nominated for the purpose of this Clause on the ground of venue or otherwise and agrees not to claim that any such court is not a convenient or appropriate forum.

Without prejudice to its obligations to the Authority under this Framework Agreement, including its indemnity obligations, the Supplier shall for the periods specified in this Schedule 14 take out and maintain, or procure the taking out and maintenance of the insurances as set out in Annex 1 (Required Insurances) and any other insurances as may be required by applicable Law (together the “Insurances”).  The Supplier shall ensure that each of the Insurances is effective no later than the Framework Commencement Date.

The Supplier shall ensure that the public and products liability policy shall contain an indemnity to principals clause under which the Authority shall be indemnified in respect of claims made against the Authority in respect of death or bodily injury or third party property damage arising out of or in connection with the Goods and/or Services and for which the Supplier is legally liable.
GENERAL OBLIGATIONS
Without limiting the other provisions of this Framework Agreement, the Supplier shall:

The Supplier shall not take any action or fail to take any action or (insofar as is reasonably within its power) permit anything to occur in relation to it which would entitle any insurer to refuse to pay any claim under any of the Insurances.
Where the Supplier has failed to purchase any of the Insurances or maintain any of the Insurances in full force and effect, the Authority may elect (but shall not be obliged) following written notice to the Supplier to purchase the relevant Insurances, and the Authority shall be entitled to recover the reasonable premium and other reasonable costs incurred in connection therewith as a debt due from the Supplier.
EVIDENCE OF POLICIES
The Supplier shall upon the Framework Commencement Date and within 15 Working Days after the renewal of each of the Insurances, provide evidence, in a form satisfactory to the Authority, that the Insurances are in force and effect and meet in full the requirements of this Framework Schedule 14.  Receipt of such evidence by the Authority shall not in itself constitute acceptance by the Authority or relieve the Supplier of any of its liabilities and obligations under this Agreement.
AGGREGATE LIMIT OF INDEMNITY 
Where the minimum limit of indemnity required in relation to any of the Insurances is specified as being "in the aggregate":

Except where the Authority is the claimant party, the Supplier shall give the Authority notice within twenty (20) Working Days after any insurance claim in excess of £30,000 relating to or arising out of the provision of the Goods and/or Services or this Framework Agreement on any of the Insurances or which, but for the application of the applicable policy excess, would be made on any of the Insurances and (if required by the Authority) full details of the incident giving rise to the claim.
Where any Insurance requires payment of a premium, the Supplier shall be liable for and shall promptly pay such premium.
Where any Insurance is subject to an excess or deductible below which the indemnity from insurers is excluded, the Supplier shall be liable for such excess or deductible.  The Supplier shall not be entitled to recover from the Authority any sum paid by way of excess or deductible under the Insurances whether under the terms of this Framework Agreement or otherwise.

then, immediately upon notification of the Financial Distress Event (or if the Authority becomes aware of the Financial Distress Event without notification and brings the event to the attention of the Supplier), the Supplier shall have the obligations and the Authority shall have the rights and remedies as set out in paragraphs 3.3 to 3.6.
In the event of a late or non-payment of a Key Sub-Contractor pursuant to paragraph 3.1.5, the Authority shall not exercise any of its rights or remedies under paragraph 3.3 without first giving the Supplier ten (10) Working Days to:
49.8.9 rectify such late or non-payment; or 
49.8.10 demonstrate to the Authority's reasonable satisfaction that there is a valid reason for late or non-payment.

The Authority shall not withhold its Approval of a draft Financial Distress Service Continuity Plan unreasonably. Following Approval of the Financial Distress Service Continuity Plan by the Authority, the Supplier shall:

In this Framework Schedule 18, the following definitions shall apply:
	"CEDR"
	means the Centre for Effective Dispute Resolution of International Dispute Resolution Centre, 70 Fleet Street, London, EC4Y 1EU;

	"Counter Notice"
	has the meaning given to it in paragraph 6.2;

	"Exception"
	means a deviation of project tolerances in accordance with PRINCE2 methodology in respect of this Framework Agreement or in the supply of the Goods and/or Services;

	"Expedited Dispute Timetable"
	means the accelerated timetable for the resolution of disputes as set out in paragraph 7.2;

	"Expert"
	means the person appointed by the Parties in accordance with paragraph 5.2 of this Framework Schedule 18; 

	“Extraordinary Meeting”
	a meeting, attended in person or over a conference call, held by the Parties in an attempt to resolve the Dispute in good faith in accordance with paragraphs 2.5 to 2.7 of this Framework Schedule 18;

	"Mediator"
	means the independent third party appointed in accordance with paragraph 4.2 of this Framework Schedule 18; and

	“Senior Officers”
	are senior officials of the Authority and Supplier that have been instructed by the Authority Representative and Supplier Representative respectively to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation.


INTRODUCTION
The Parties shall seek to resolve a Dispute:
49.8.21 first in good faith (as prescribed in paragraphs 2.4 to 2.8 of this Framework Schedule 18);

49.8.22 where the Dispute has not been resolved by good faith, the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation (as prescribed in paragraph 3 of this Framework Schedule 18);

49.8.23 where the Dispute has not been resolved in good faith and commercial negotiation has been unsuccessful in resolving the Dispute, then either  Party may serve a Dispute Notice and shall attempt to resolve the Dispute through mediation (as prescribed in paragraph 4 of this Framework Schedule 18); and

49.8.24 if mediation is not agreed by the Parties, the Parties may proceed to arbitration (as prescribed in paragraph 6 of this Framework Schedule 18) or litigation (in accordance with Clause 49 of this Framework Agreement (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)).
49.9   Specific issues shall be referred to Expert Determination (as prescribed in paragraph 5 of this Framework Schedule 18) where specified under the provisions of this Framework Agreement and may also be referred to Expert Determination where otherwise appropriate as specified in paragraph 5 (Expert Determination) of this Framework Schedule 18.
49.10   Save in relation to paragraph 4.5, the Parties shall bear their own legal costs in resolving Disputes under this Framework Schedule 18.  

Good faith discussions

Pursuant to paragraph 2.1.1 of this Framework Schedule 18, if any Dispute arises the Authority Representative and the Supplier Representative shall attempt first to resolve the Dispute in good faith, which may include (without limitation) either Party holding an Extraordinary Meeting.

Either Party may hold an Extraordinary Meeting by serving written notice.  The written notice must give the receiving party at least five (5) Working Days’ notice of when the Extraordinary Meeting is to take place.

The Authority Representative and Supplier Representative shall attend the Extraordinary Meeting. The key personnel of the Parties may also attend the Extraordinary Meeting.

The representatives of the Parties attending the Extraordinary Meeting shall use their best endeavours to resolve the Dispute.

49.11 If the Dispute is not resolved at the Extraordinary Meeting then the Parties may attempt to hold additional Extraordinary Meetings in an attempt to resolve the Dispute. 

49.12 If:

49.12.1 the Extraordinary Meetings are unsuccessful in resolving the Dispute; or

49.12.2 the Parties agree that good faith discussions shall not resolve the dispute; or  

49.12.3 the Dispute has not been resolved through good faith discussions within thirty (30) Working Days from when they first started, 


the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation.

COMMERCIAL NEGOTIATIONS
Where the Parties have been unable to resolve the Dispute in good faith under paragraphs 2.4 to 2.8 of this Framework Schedule 18, pursuant to paragraph 2.1.2, the Authority and the Supplier shall use reasonable endeavours to resolve the Dispute as soon as possible, by discussion between Senior Officers. 
Senior Officers shall resolve the Dispute as soon as possible and in any event thirty (30) Working Days from the date Parties agree good faith discussions were deemed unsuccessful.   

If Senior Officers: 
49.12.4 are of the reasonable opinion that the resolution of a Dispute by commercial negotiation, or the continuance of commercial negotiations, will not result in an appropriate solution; or
49.12.5 fail to resolve the Dispute in the timelines under paragraph 3.2 of this Framework Schedule 18,

commercial negotiations shall be deemed unsuccessful and either Party may serve a Dispute Notice in accordance with paragraphs 3.4 and 3.5 of this Framework Schedule 18.

Dispute Notice

49.13 The Dispute Notice shall set out:
49.13.1 the material particulars of the Dispute;
49.13.2 the reasons why the Party serving the Dispute Notice believes that the Dispute has arisen; and

49.13.3 if the Party serving the Dispute Notice believes that the Dispute should be dealt with under the Expedited Dispute Timetable as set out in paragraph 7 of this Framework Schedule 18, the reason why.

49.14 Unless agreed otherwise in writing, the Parties shall continue to comply with their respective obligations under this Framework Agreement regardless of the nature of the Dispute and notwithstanding the referral of the Dispute to the Dispute Resolution Procedure.

MEDIATION
  Pursuant to paragraph 2.1.3 of this Framework Schedule 18, if a Dispute Notice is served, the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by way of mediation and where mediation is not agreed, the Parties may proceed to arbitration or litigation in accordance with this Framework Schedule 18. 

Where the Parties agree to mediation, the Parties may follow the CEDR's Model Mediation Procedure which is current at the time the Dispute Notice is served (or such other version as the Parties may agree) or a mediation procedure that is agreed between the Parties. 

If the Parties are unable to agree on the joint appointment of a Mediator within thirty (30) Working Days from service of the Dispute Notice then either Party may apply to CEDR to nominate the Mediator.

If neither Party applies to CEDR to nominate the Mediator or an application to CEDR is unsuccessful under paragraph 4.2 of this Framework Schedule 18, either Party may proceed to:

49.14.1 hold further discussions between Senior Officers; or

49.14.2 an Expert determination, as prescribed in paragraph 5 of this Framework Schedule 18; or

49.14.3 arbitration, as prescribed in paragraph 6 of this Framework Schedule 18; or

49.14.4 litigation in accordance with Clause 49 of this Framework Agreement (Governing Law and Jurisdiction).

If the Parties are unable to reach a settlement in the negotiations at the mediation, and only if the Parties so request and the Mediator agrees, the Mediator shall produce for the Parties a non-binding recommendation on terms of settlement. This shall not attempt to anticipate what a court might order but shall set out what the Mediator suggests are appropriate settlement terms in all of the circumstances.

Any settlement reached in the mediation shall not be legally binding until it has been reduced to writing and signed by, or on behalf of, the Parties (in accordance with the procedure for variations under Clause 19.1 (Variation Procedure) where appropriate). The Mediator shall assist the Parties in recording the outcome of the mediation.

The costs of any mediation procedure used to resolve the Dispute under this paragraph 4 of this Framework Schedule 18 shall be shared equally between the Parties.

EXPERT DETERMINATION

If a Dispute relates to any aspect of the technology underlying the provision of the Goods and/or Services or otherwise relates to a technical matter of an accounting or financing nature (as the Parties may agree), either Party may request (such request shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed by the Parties) by written notice to the other that the Dispute is referred to an Expert for determination.

Where the Parties agree to an expert determination, the Expert shall:

49.14.5 be appointed by agreement in writing between the Parties, but in the event of a failure to agree within ten (10) Working Days, or if the person appointed is unable or unwilling to act, the Expert shall be appointed on the instructions of the relevant professional body; and

49.14.6 act on the following basis:

5.2.2.1 he/she shall act as an expert and not as an arbitrator and shall act fairly and impartially;

5.2.2.2 the Expert's determination shall (in the absence of a material failure by either Party to follow the agreed procedures) be final and binding on the Parties;

5.2.2.3 the Expert shall decide the procedure to be followed in the determination and shall be requested to make his/her determination within thirty (30) Working Days of his/her appointment or as soon as reasonably practicable thereafter and the Parties shall assist and provide the documentation that the Expert requires for the purpose of the determination;

5.2.2.4 any amount payable by one Party to another as a result of the Expert's determination shall be due and payable within twenty (20) Working Days of the Expert's determination being notified to the Parties;

5.2.2.5 the process shall be conducted in private and shall be confidential; and

5.2.2.6 the Expert shall determine how and by whom the costs of the determination, including his/her fees and expenses, are to be paid.

ARBITRATION

Either of the Parties may, at any time before court proceedings are commenced and after the Parties have attempted to resolve the Dispute in good faith, by commercial negotiation , mediation and Expert determination (if applicable), refer the Dispute to arbitration in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 6.4 of this Framework Schedule 18. The Parties are not obliged to pursue arbitration but may choose to do so in resolving the Dispute.

Before the Supplier commences court proceedings or arbitration, it shall serve written notice on the Authority of its intentions and the Authority shall have fifteen (15) Working Days following receipt of such notice to serve a reply (a “Counter Notice”) on the Supplier requiring the Dispute to be referred to and resolved by arbitration in accordance with paragraph 6.4 or be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts in accordance with Clause 49 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction). The Supplier shall not commence any court proceedings or arbitration until the expiry of such fifteen (15) Working Day period. 

If:

49.14.7 the Counter Notice requires the Dispute to be referred to arbitration, the provisions of paragraph 6.4 shall apply; 

49.14.8 the Counter Notice requires the Dispute to be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in accordance with Clause 49 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction), the Dispute shall be so referred to the courts and the Supplier shall not commence arbitration proceedings; 

49.14.9 the Authority does not serve a Counter Notice within the fifteen (15) Working Day period referred to in paragraph 6.2, the Supplier may either commence arbitration proceedings in accordance with paragraph 6.4 or commence court proceedings in the courts in accordance with Clause 49 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction) which shall (in those circumstances) have exclusive jurisdiction.

In the event that any arbitration proceedings are commenced pursuant to paragraphs 6.1 to 6.3, the Parties hereby confirm that:

49.14.10 all disputes, issues or claims arising out of or in connection with this Framework Agreement (including as to its existence, validity or performance) shall be referred to and finally resolved by arbitration under the Rules of the London Court of International Arbitration (“LCIA”) (subject to paragraphs 6.4.5 and 6.4.6); 

49.14.11 the arbitration shall be administered by the LCIA;

49.14.12 the LCIA procedural rules in force at the date that the Dispute was referred to arbitration shall be applied and are deemed to be incorporated by reference into this Framework Agreement and the decision of the arbitrator shall be binding on the Parties in the absence of any material failure to comply with such rules;

49.14.13 if the Parties fail to agree the appointment of the arbitrator within ten (10) days from the date on which arbitration proceedings are commenced or if the person appointed is unable or unwilling to act, the arbitrator shall be appointed by the LCIA; 

49.14.14 the arbitration proceedings shall take place in London and in the English language; and

49.14.15 the seat of the arbitration shall be London. 

EXPEDITED DISPUTE TIMETABLE

49.15 In exceptional circumstances where the use of the times in this Framework Schedule 18 would be considered unreasonable by the Parties, including (by way of example) where one Party would be materially disadvantaged by a delay in resolving the Dispute, the Parties may agree to use the Expedited Dispute Timetable. If the Parties are unable to reach agreement on whether to use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable within five (5) Working Days of the issue of the Dispute Notice, the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable shall be at the sole discretion of the Authority.

49.16 If the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable is determined in accordance with paragraph 7.1 of this Framework Schedule 18 or is otherwise specified under the provisions of this Framework Agreement, then the following periods of time shall apply in lieu of the time periods specified in the applicable paragraphs of this Framework Schedule 18:

49.16.1 in paragraph 2.8, fourteen (14) Working Days;

49.16.2 in paragraph 3.2, ten (10) Working Days;

49.16.3 in paragraph 4.2, ten (10) Working Days;

49.16.4 in paragraph 5.2, five (5) Working Days; and

49.16.5 in paragraph 6.2, ten (10) Working Days.

49.17 If at any point it becomes clear that an applicable deadline under paragraph 7.2 of this Framework Schedule 18 cannot be met or has passed, the Parties may (but shall be under no obligation to) agree in writing to extend the relevant deadline. 

49.18 If, pursuant to paragraph 7.2 of this Framework Schedule 18, the Parties fail to agree within two (2) Working Days after the relevant deadline has passed, the Authority may set a revised deadline provided that it is no less than five (5) Working Days before the end of the period of time specified in the applicable paragraphs under paragraph 7.2 (or no less than two (2) Working Days in the case of paragraph 5.2 of this Framework Schedule 18). 

49.19 Any agreed extension under paragraph 7.2 of this Framework Schedule 18 shall have the effect of delaying the start of the subsequent stages by the period agreed in the extension. If the Authority fails to set such a revised deadline then the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable shall cease and the normal time periods shall apply from that point onwards.

URGENT RELIEF

Either Party may at any time take proceedings or seek remedies before any court or tribunal of competent jurisdiction:

49.19.1 for interim or interlocutory remedies in relation to this Framework Agreement or infringement by the other Party of that Party’s Intellectual Property Rights; or

49.19.2 where compliance with paragraph 2.1 and/or referring the Dispute to mediation may leave insufficient time for that Party to commence proceedings before the expiry of the limitation period; or

49.19.3 if the Parties fail to resolve the Dispute following good faith discussions and commercial negotiations and mediation (where it is agreed between the Parties) is unsuccessful within 60 working days or such period as may be agreed by the Parties then any Dispute between the Parties may be referred to the Courts.

FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 20: CONDUCT OF CLAIMS

INDEMNITIES
This Schedule shall apply to the conduct by a Party from whom an indemnity is sought under this  Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract (the “Indemnifier”), of claims made by a third person against a party having (or claiming to have) the benefit of the indemnity (the “Beneficiary”).

If the Beneficiary receives any notice of any claim for which it appears that the Beneficiary is, or may become, entitled to indemnification under this Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract (a “Claim”), the Beneficiary shall give notice in writing to the Indemnifier as soon as reasonably practicable and in any event within 10 Working Days of receipt of the same.
Subject to Paragraph 1.5, on the giving of a notice by the Beneficiary, where it appears that the Beneficiary is or may be entitled to indemnification from the Indemnifier in respect of all (but not part only) of the liability arising out of the Claim, the Indemnifier shall (subject to providing the Beneficiary with a secured indemnity to its reasonable satisfaction against all costs and expenses that it may incur by reason of such action) be entitled to dispute the Claim in the name of the Beneficiary at the Indemnifier’s own expense and take conduct of any defence, dispute, compromise or appeal of the Claim and of any incidental negotiations relating to the Claim. If the Indemnifier does elect to conduct the Claim, the Beneficiary shall give the Indemnifier all reasonable cooperation, access and assistance for the purposes of such Claim, and the Beneficiary shall not make any admission which could be prejudicial to the defence or settlement of the Claim without the prior written consent of the Indemnifier.

 With respect to any Claim conducted by the Indemnifier pursuant to Paragraph 1.3:

49.19.4 the Indemnifier shall keep the Beneficiary fully informed and consult with it about material elements of the conduct of the Claim;

49.19.5 the Indemnifier shall not bring the name of the Beneficiary into disrepute;

49.19.6 the Indemnifier shall not pay or settle such Claim without the prior written consent of the Beneficiary, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed; and
49.19.7 the Indemnifier shall conduct the Claim with all due diligence.

The Beneficiary shall be entitled to have conduct of the Claim and shall be free to pay or settle any Claim on such terms as it thinks fit and without prejudice to its rights and remedies under this Framework Agreement or any Call Off Contract if:

49.19.8 the Indemnifier is not entitled to take conduct of the Claim in accordance with Paragraph 1.3;
49.19.9 the Indemnifier fails to notify the Beneficiary in writing of its intention to take conduct of the relevant Claim within 10 Working Days of the notice from the Beneficiary or if the Indemnifier notifies the Beneficiary in writing that it does not intend to take conduct of the Claim; or
49.19.10 the Indemnifier fails to comply in any material respect with the provisions of Paragraph 1.4.

RECOVERY OF SUMS 

If the Indemnifier pays to the Beneficiary an amount in respect of an indemnity and the Beneficiary subsequently recovers (whether by payment, discount, credit, saving, relief or other benefit or otherwise) a sum which is directly referable to the fact, matter, event or circumstances giving rise to the Claim, the Beneficiary shall forthwith repay to the Indemnifier whichever the lesser is of:
49.19.11 an amount equal to the sum recovered (or the value of the discount, credit, saving, relief, other benefit or amount otherwise obtained) less any out-of-pocket costs and expenses properly incurred by the Beneficiary in recovering or obtaining the same; and

49.19.12 the amount paid to the Beneficiary by the Indemnifier in respect of the Claim under the relevant indemnity.

MITIGATION

Each of the Authority or Contracting Authority and the Supplier shall at all times take all reasonable steps to minimise and mitigate any loss for which the relevant Party is entitled to bring a claim against the other Party pursuant to the indemnities in this Schedule.
FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 21: TENDER

50. General

The requirements in this Schedule 22 are in addition to any other reporting requirements set out in this Framework Agreement.

If the Customer reasonably believes that any of the Supplier Personnel are unsuitable to undertake work in respect of this Call Off Contract, it may:

require the Supplier to replace its existing commercial terms with its Sub-Contractor with the more favourable commercial terms obtained by the Customer in respect of the relevant item; or

subject to Clause 30.4 (Termination of Sub-Contracts), enter into a direct agreement with that Sub-Contractor or third party in respect of the relevant item.

If the Customer exercises the option pursuant to Clause 30.5.1, then the Call Off Contract Charges shall be reduced by an amount that is agreed in accordance with the Variation Procedure.

The Customer's right to enter into a direct agreement for the supply of the relevant items is subject to:

the Customer making the relevant item available to the Supplier where this is necessary for the Supplier to provide the Goods and/or Services; and

any reduction in the Call Off Contract Charges taking into account any unavoidable costs payable by the Supplier in respect of the substituted item, including in respect of any licence fees or early termination charges.

Retention of Legal Obligations

Notwithstanding the Supplier's right to Sub-Contract pursuant to Clause 30 (Supply Chain Rights and Protection), the Supplier shall remain responsible for all acts and omissions of its Sub-Contractors and the acts and omissions of those employed or engaged by the Sub-Contractors as if they were its own.

The Supplier shall have the use of such Customer Premises as licensee and shall vacate the same immediately upon completion, termination, expiry or abandonment of this Call Off Contract and in accordance with Call Off Schedule 9 (Exit Management).

The Supplier shall limit access to the Customer Premises to such Supplier Personnel as is necessary to enable it to perform its obligations under this Call Off Contract and the Supplier shall co-operate (and ensure that the Supplier Personnel co-operate) with such other persons working concurrently on such Customer Premises as the Customer may reasonably request.

The Supplier shall observe and comply with such rules and regulations as may be in force at any time for the use of such Customer Premises and conduct of personnel at the Customer Premises as determined by the Customer, and the Supplier shall pay for the full cost of making good any damage caused by the Supplier Personnel other than fair wear and tear. For the avoidance of doubt, damage includes without limitation damage to the fabric of the buildings, plant, fixed equipment or fittings therein.

The Parties agree that there is no intention on the part of the Customer to create a tenancy of any nature whatsoever in favour of the Supplier or the Supplier Personnel and that no such tenancy has or shall come into being and, notwithstanding any rights granted pursuant to this Call Off Contract, the Customer retains the right at any time to use any Customer Premises in any manner it sees fit.

Security of Customer Premises

The Customer shall be responsible for maintaining the security of the Customer Premises in accordance with the Security Policy. The Supplier shall comply with the Security Policy and any other reasonable security requirements of the Customer while on the Customer Premises.

The Customer shall afford the Supplier upon Approval (the decision to Approve or not will not be unreasonably withheld or delayed) an opportunity to inspect its physical security arrangements.

The Supplier shall ensure the security of all the Customer Property whilst in its possession, either on the Sites or elsewhere during the supply of the Goods and/or Services, in accordance with the Customer's Security Policy and the Customer’s reasonable security requirements from time to time.

The Supplier shall be liable for all loss of, or damage to the Customer Property, (excluding fair wear and tear), unless such loss or damage was solely caused by a Customer Cause. The Supplier shall inform the Customer immediately of becoming aware of any defects appearing in or losses or damage occurring to the Customer Property.

the draft Rectification Plan shall set out:

the steps which the Supplier proposes to take to rectify the Default (if applicable) and to prevent such Default from recurring, including timescales for such steps and for the rectification of the Default (where applicable). 

The Supplier shall promptly provide to the Customer any further documentation that the Customer requires to assess the Supplier’s root cause analysis. If the Parties do not agree on the root cause set out in the draft Rectification Plan, either Party may refer the matter to be determined by an expert in accordance with paragraph 5 of this Call Off Schedule 11 (Dispute Resolution Procedure).

The Customer may reject the draft Rectification Plan by notice to the Supplier if, acting reasonably, it considers that the draft Rectification Plan is inadequate, for example because the draft Rectification Plan:

is insufficiently detailed to be capable of proper evaluation; 

will take too long to complete; 

will not prevent reoccurrence of the Default; and/or

will rectify the Default but in a manner which is unacceptable to the Customer.

(each a “Supplier Non-Performance”), 

and can demonstrate that the Supplier Non-Performance would not have occurred but for a Customer Cause, then (subject to the Supplier fulfilling its obligations in Clause 18 (Supplier Notification of Customer Cause)):

the Supplier shall not be treated as being in breach of this Call Off Contract to the extent the Supplier can demonstrate that the Supplier Non-Performance was caused by the Customer Cause;

the Customer shall not be entitled to exercise any rights that may arise as a result of that Supplier Non-Performance to terminate this Call Off Contract pursuant to Clause 42 (Customer Termination Rights) except Clause 42.7 (Termination Without Cause); 

where the Supplier Non-Performance constitutes the failure to Achieve a Milestone by its Milestone Date:

the Milestone Date shall be postponed by a period equal to the period of Delay that the Supplier can demonstrate was caused by the Customer Cause;

if the Customer, acting reasonably, considers it appropriate, the Implementation Plan shall be amended to reflect any consequential revisions required to subsequent Milestone Dates resulting from the Customer Cause;

if failure to Achieve a Milestone attracts a Delay Payment, the Supplier shall have no liability to pay any such Delay Payment associated with the Milestone to the extent that the Supplier can demonstrate that such failure was caused by the Customer Cause; and/or

where the Supplier Non-Performance constitutes a Service Level Failure:

the Supplier shall not be liable to accrue Service Credits;

whether a Supplier Non-Performance would not have occurred but for a Customer Cause; and/or

the nature and/or extent of the relief claimed by the Supplier,

either Party may refer the Dispute to the Dispute Resolution Procedure. Pending the resolution of the Dispute, both Parties shall continue to resolve the causes of, and mitigate the effects of, the Supplier Non-Performance.

Any failure or delay by the Supplier in performing its obligations under this Call Off Contract which results from a failure or delay by an agent, Sub-Contractor or supplier shall be regarded as due to a Force Majeure Event only if that agent, Sub-Contractor or supplier is itself impeded by a Force Majeure Event from complying with an obligation to the Supplier. 

The Affected Party shall as soon as reasonably practicable issue a Force Majeure Notice, which shall include details of the Force Majeure Event, its effect on the obligations of the Affected Party and any action the Affected Party proposes to take to mitigate its effect.

If the Supplier is the Affected Party, it shall not be entitled to claim relief under Clause 41 to the extent that consequences of the relevant Force Majeure Event:

Subject to Clause 41.5, as soon as practicable after the Affected Party issues the Force Majeure Notice, and at regular intervals thereafter, the Parties shall consult in good faith and use reasonable endeavours to agree any steps to be taken and an appropriate timetable in which those steps should be taken, to enable continued provision of the Goods and/or Services affected by the Force Majeure Event.

		"Call Off Contract Year"

		means a consecutive period of twelve (12) Months commencing on the Call Off Commencement Date or each anniversary thereof;



		"Call Off Expiry Date"

		means:

Each Test Plan shall include as a minimum:

the relevant Test definition and the purpose of the Test, the Milestone to which it relates, the requirements being Tested;

a detailed procedure for the Tests to be carried out, including:

the timetable for the Tests including start and end dates;

the Testing mechanism;

dates and methods by which the Customer can inspect Test results;

the mechanism for ensuring the quality, completeness and relevance of the Tests;

the process with which the Customer will review Test Issues and progress on a timely basis; and

the re-Test procedure, the timetable and the resources which would be required for re-Testing.

The Customer shall not unreasonably withhold or delay its approval of the Test Plans and the Supplier shall implement any reasonable requirements of the Customer in the Test Plans.

TESTING

When the Supplier has completed a Milestone it shall submit any Deliverables relating to that Milestone for Testing.

Each party shall bear its own costs in respect of the Testing.  However, if a Milestone is not Achieved the Customer shall be entitled to recover from the Supplier, any reasonable additional costs it may incur as a direct result of further review or re-Testing of a Milestone.

If the Supplier successfully completes the requisite Tests, the Customer shall issue a Satisfaction Certificate as soon as reasonably practical following such successful completion.  Notwithstanding the issuing of any Satisfaction Certificate, the Supplier shall remain solely responsible for ensuring that the Goods and/or Services are implemented in accordance with this Call Off Contract. 

TEST ISSUES

Where a Test Issue is identified by the Supplier, the Parties shall agree how such Test Issue shall be dealt with and any failure to agree by the Parties shall be resolved in accordance with the Dispute Resolution Procedure.

TEST QUALITY AUDIT

OUTCOME OF TESTING

The Customer will issue a Satisfaction Certificate when it is satisfied that a Milestone has been Achieved.

If any Milestones (or any relevant part thereof) do not pass the Test in respect thereof then:

the Supplier shall rectify the cause of the failure and re-submit the Deliverables (or the relevant part) to Testing, provided that the Parties agree that there is sufficient time for that action prior to the relevant Milestone Date; or

the Parties shall treat the failure as a Supplier Default.

PART A: SERVICE LEVELS AND SERVICE CREDITS 

GENERAL PROVISIONS

The Supplier shall provide a proactive Call Off Contract manager to ensure that all Service Levels in this Call Off Contract and Key Performance Indicators in the Framework Agreement are achieved to the highest standard throughout, respectively, the Call Off Contract Period and the Framework Period.

The Supplier shall provide a managed service through the provision of a dedicated Call Off Contract manager where required on matters relating to:

The Performance Review Meetings will be the forum for the review by the Supplier and the Customer of the Performance Monitoring Reports.  The Performance Review Meetings shall (unless otherwise agreed):

take place within one (1) week of the Performance Monitoring Reports being issued by the Supplier;

take place at such location and time (within normal business hours) as the Customer shall reasonably require unless otherwise agreed in advance;

be attended by the Supplier's Representative and the Customer's Representative; and

be fully minuted by the Supplier.  The prepared minutes will be circulated by the Supplier to all attendees at the relevant meeting and also to the Customer's Representative and any other recipients agreed at the relevant meeting.  The minutes of the preceding month's Performance Review Meeting will be agreed and signed by both the Supplier's Representative and the Customer's Representative at each meeting.

Subject to the Customer's prior written Approval, the Supplier shall implement such changes to the ISMS and the Security Management Plan and repeat the relevant Security Tests in accordance with the timetable agreed with the Customer or, otherwise, as soon as reasonably possible.  For the avoidance of doubt, where the change to the ISMS or Security Management Plan is to address a non-compliance with the Security Policy or security requirements (as set out in Annex 1 (Security) to this Call Off Schedule 7) or the requirements of this Call Off Schedule 7, the change to the ISMS or Security Management Plan shall be at no cost to the Customer.

If any repeat Security Test carried out pursuant to paragraph 6.4 of this Call Off Schedule 7 reveals an actual or potential Breach of Security exploiting the same root cause failure, such circumstance shall constitute a material Default of this Call Off Contract.

The Customer shall be entitled to carry out such security audits as it may reasonably deem necessary in order to ensure that the ISMS maintains compliance with the principles and practices of ISO 27001 and/or the Security Policy.

[bookmark: _Ref138742549]If, on the basis of evidence provided by such security audits, it is the Customer's reasonable opinion that compliance with the principles and practices of ISO/IEC 27001 and/or the Security Policy are not being achieved by the Supplier, then the Customer shall notify the Supplier of the same and give the Supplier a reasonable time (having regard to the extent and criticality of any non-compliance and any other relevant circumstances) to implement and remedy.  If the Supplier does not become compliant within the required time then the Customer shall have the right to obtain an independent audit against these standards in whole or in part.

If, as a result of any such independent audit as described in paragraph 7.2 of this Call Off Schedule 7 the Supplier is found to be non-compliant with the principles and practices of ISO/IEC 27001 and/or the Security Policy then the Supplier shall, at its own expense, undertake those actions required in order to achieve the necessary compliance and shall reimburse in full the costs incurred by the Customer in obtaining such audit.

BREACH OF SECURITY

[bookmark: _Ref138742829]Either Party shall notify the other in accordance with the agreed security incident management process as defined by the ISMS upon becoming aware of any breach of security or any potential or attempted Breach of Security.

Without prejudice to the security incident management process, upon becoming aware of any of the circumstances referred to in paragraph 8.1 of this Call Off Schedule 7, the Supplier shall:

immediately take all reasonable steps (which shall include any action or changes reasonably required by the Customer) necessary to:

minimise the extent of actual or potential harm caused by any Breach of Security; 

remedy such Breach of Security or any potential or attempted Breach of Security in order to protect the integrity of the Customer Property and/or Customer Assets and/or ISMS to the extent that this within the Supplier’s control; 

apply a tested mitigation against any such Breach of Security or attempted Breach of Security and provided that reasonable testing has been undertaken by the Supplier, if the mitigation adversely affects the Supplier’s ability to provide the Goods and/or Services so as to meet the relevant Service Level Performance Measures, the Supplier shall be granted relief against any resultant under-performance for such period as the Customer, acting reasonably, may specify by written notice to the Supplier;

prevent a further Breach of Security or any potential or attempted Breach of Security in the future exploiting the same root cause failure; 

supply any requested data to the Customer (or the Computer Emergency Response Team for UK Government (“GovCertUK”)) on the Customer’s request within two (2) Working Days and without charge (where such requests are reasonably related to a possible incident or compromise); and

as soon as reasonably practicable provide to the Customer full details (using the reporting mechanism defined by the ISMS) of the Breach of Security or the potential or attempted Breach of Security, including a root cause analysis where required by the Customer.

In the event that any action is taken in response to a Breach of Security or potential or attempted Breach of Security that demonstrates non-compliance of the ISMS with the Security Policy or the requirements of this Call Off Schedule 7, then any required change to the ISMS shall be at no cost to the Customer.

BCDR PLAN

Within [thirty] [30] Working Days from the Call Off Commencement Date the Supplier shall prepare and deliver to the Customer for the Customer’s written approval a plan, which shall detail the processes and arrangements that the Supplier shall follow to:

ensure continuity of the business processes and operations supported by the Services following any failure or disruption of any element of the Goods and/or Services; and

the recovery of the Goods and/or Services in the event of a Disaster.

The BCDR Plan shall:

be divided into three parts:

[bookmark: _Ref144353343]Part B which shall relate to business continuity (the “Business Continuity Plan”); and

[bookmark: _Ref65989073]unless otherwise required by the Customer in writing, be based upon and be consistent with the provisions of paragraphs 3, 4 and 5.

[bookmark: _Ref365641451]Following receipt of the draft BCDR Plan from the Supplier, the Customer shall:

review and comment on the draft BCDR Plan as soon as reasonably practicable; and

notify the Supplier in writing that it approves or rejects the draft BCDR Plan no later than twenty (20) Working Days after the date on which the draft BCDR Plan is first delivered to the Customer.

Part A of the BCDR Plan shall:

set out how the business continuity and disaster recovery elements of the BCDR Plan link to each other;

provide details of how the invocation of any element of the BCDR Plan may impact upon the operation of the provision of the Goods and/or Services and any goods and/or services provided to the Customer by a Related Supplier;

contain an obligation upon the Supplier to liaise with the Customer and (at the Customer’s request) any Related Suppliers with respect to issues concerning business continuity and disaster recovery where applicable;

detail how the BCDR Plan links and interoperates with any overarching and/or connected disaster recovery or business continuity plan of the Customer and any of its other Related Supplier in each case as notified to the Supplier by the Customer from time to time;

contain a communication strategy including details of an incident and problem management service and advice and help desk facility which can be accessed via multi-channels (including but without limitation a web-site (with FAQs), e-mail, phone and fax) for both portable and desk top configurations, where required by the Customer;

contain a risk analysis, including:

failure or disruption scenarios and assessments and estimates of frequency of occurrence;

identification of any single points of failure within the provision of Goods and/or Services and processes for managing the risks arising therefrom;

identification of risks arising from the interaction of the provision of Goods and/or Services and with the goods and/or services provided by a Related Supplier; and

a business impact analysis (detailing the impact on business processes and operations) of different anticipated failures or disruptions;

provide for documentation of processes, including business processes, and procedures;

set out key contact details (including roles and responsibilities) for the Supplier (and any Sub-Contractors) and for the Customer;

identify the procedures for reverting to “normal service”;

set out method(s) of recovering or updating data collected (or which ought to have been collected) during a failure or disruption to ensure that there is no more than the accepted amount of data loss and to preserve data integrity;

identify the responsibilities (if any) that the Customer has agreed it will assume in the event of the invocation of the BCDR Plan; and

provide for the provision of technical advice and assistance to key contacts at the Customer as notified by the Customer from time to time to inform decisions in support of the Customer’s business continuity plans.

The BCDR Plan shall be designed so as to ensure that:

the Goods and/or Services are provided in accordance with this Call Off Contract at all times during and after the invocation of the BCDR Plan;

the adverse impact of any Disaster, service failure, or disruption on the operations of the Customer is minimal as far as reasonably possible;

it complies with the relevant provisions of [ISO/IEC 27002] and all other industry standards from time to time in force; and

there is a process for the management of disaster recovery testing detailed in the BCDR Plan.

The BCDR Plan shall be upgradeable and sufficiently flexible to support any changes to the Goods and/or Services or to the business processes facilitated by and the business operations supported by the provision of Goods and/or Services.

The Supplier shall not be entitled to any relief from its obligations under the Service Levels or to any increase in the Charges to the extent that a Disaster occurs as a consequence of any breach by the Supplier of this Call Off Contract.

BUSINESS CONTINUITY PLAN - PRINCIPLES AND CONTENTS

[bookmark: _Ref54104278]The Business Continuity Plan shall set out the arrangements that are to be invoked  to ensure that the business processes and operations facilitated by the provision of Goods and/or Services remain supported and to ensure continuity of the business operations supported by the Services including, unless the Customer expressly states otherwise in writing:

details of how the Supplier shall ensure compliance with security standards  ensuring that compliance is maintained for any period during which the Disaster Recovery Plan is invoked;

access controls to any disaster recovery sites used by the Supplier in relation to its obligations pursuant to this Schedule 8; and

testing and management arrangements.

The review shall be completed by the Supplier within the period required by the BCDR Plan or, if no such period is required, within such period as the Customer shall reasonably require.  The Supplier shall, within twenty (20) Working Days of the conclusion of each such review of the BCDR Plan, provide to the Customer a report (a “Review Report”) setting out:

the findings of the review;

any changes in the risk profile associated with the provision of Goods and/or  Services; and

INTRODUCTION

This Call Off Schedule 9 describes provisions that should be included in the Exit Plan, the duties and responsibilities of the Supplier to the Customer leading up to and covering the Call Off Expiry Date and the transfer of service provision to the Customer and/or a Replacement Supplier.

The objectives of the exit planning and service transfer arrangements are to ensure a smooth transition of the availability of the Goods and/or Services from the Supplier to the Customer and/or a Replacement Supplier at the Call Off Expiry Date.

OBLIGATIONS DURING THE CALL OFF CONTRACT PERIOD TO FACILITATE EXIT

During the Call Off Contract Period, the Supplier shall:

Supplier Assets, detailing their:

make, model and asset number;

ownership and status as either Exclusive Assets or Non-Exclusive Assets; 

Net Book Value;

condition and physical location; and

use (including technical specifications); and

Sub-Contracts and other relevant agreements (including relevant software licences, maintenance and support agreements and equipment rental and lease agreements) required for the performance of the Goods and/or Services;

[bookmark: _Ref364241031]create and maintain a configuration database detailing the technical infrastructure and operating procedures through which the Supplier provides the Goods and/or Services, which shall contain sufficient detail to permit the Customer and/or Replacement Supplier to understand how the Supplier provides the Goods and/or Services and to enable the smooth transition of the Goods and/or Services with the minimum of disruption;

agree the format of the Registers with the Customer as part of the process of agreeing the Exit Plan; and

at all times keep the Registers up to date, in particular in the event that Assets, Sub-Contracts or other relevant agreements are added to or removed from the Goods and/or Services.

The Supplier shall:

procure that all Exclusive Assets listed in the Registers are clearly marked to identify that they are exclusively used for the provision of the Goods and/or Goods and/or Services under this Call Off Contract; and

[bookmark: _Ref62027068](unless otherwise agreed by the Customer in writing) procure that all licences for Third Party IPR and all Sub-Contracts shall be assignable and/or capable of novation at the request of the Customer to the Customer (and/or its nominee) and/or any Replacement Supplier upon the Supplier ceasing to provide the Goods and/or Services (or part of them) without restriction (including any need to obtain any consent or approval) or payment by the Customer. 

Where the Supplier is unable to procure that any Sub-Contract or other agreement referred to in paragraph 3.2.2 of this Call Off Schedule 9 which the Supplier proposes to enter into after the Call Off Commencement Date is assignable and/or capable of novation to the Customer (and/or its nominee) and/or any Replacement Supplier without restriction or payment, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Customer of this and the Parties shall (acting reasonably and without undue delay) discuss the appropriate action to be taken which, where the Customer so directs, may include the Supplier seeking an alternative Sub-Contractor or provider of goods and/or services to which the relevant agreement relates.

The Parties' Exit Managers will liaise with one another in relation to all issues relevant to the termination of this Call Off Contract and all matters connected with this Call Off Schedule 9 and each Party's compliance with it.

all information relating to Transferring Supplier Employees or those who may be Transferring Supplier Employees’ required to be provided by the Supplier under this Call Off Contract such information to include the Staffing Information as defined in Schedule 10 (Staff Transfer); and

such other material and information as the Customer shall reasonably require,

(together, the “Exit Information”).

The Exit Information shall be accurate and complete in all material respects and the level of detail to be provided by the Supplier shall be such as would be reasonably necessary to enable a third party to:

prepare an informed offer for those Goods and/or Services; and

not be disadvantaged in any subsequent procurement process compared to the Supplier (if the Supplier is invited to participate).

EXIT PLAN

proposals for the training of key members of the Replacement Supplier’s personnel in connection with the continuation of the provision of the Goods and/or Services following the Call Off Expiry Date charged at rates agreed between the Parties at that time;

proposals for providing the Customer or a Replacement Supplier copies of all documentation: 

used in the provision of the Goods and/or Services and necessarily required for the continued use thereof, in which the Intellectual Property Rights are owned by the Supplier; and

relating to the use and operation of the Goods and/or Services; 

proposals for the assignment or novation of the provision of all services, leases, maintenance agreements and support agreements utilised by the Supplier in connection with the performance of the supply of the Goods and/or Services;

proposals for the identification and return of all Customer Property in the possession of and/or control of the Supplier or any third party (including any Sub-Contractor);

proposals for the disposal of any redundant Goods and/or Services and materials;

procedures to:

deal with requests made by the Customer and/or a Replacement Supplier for Staffing Information pursuant to Call Off Schedule 10 (Staff Transfer);

determine which Supplier Personnel are or are likely to become Transferring Supplier Employees; and 

identify or develop any measures for the purpose of the Employment Regulations envisaged in respect of Transferring Supplier Employees;

INTERPRETATION

Where a provision in this Call Off Schedule 10 imposes an obligation on the Supplier to provide an indemnity, undertaking or warranty, the Supplier shall procure that each of its Sub-Contractors shall comply with such obligation and provide such indemnity, undertaking or warranty to the Customer, Former Supplier, Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor, as the case may be. 
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PART A

Transferring Customer Employees at commencement of Services

RELEVANT TRANSFERS

The Customer and the Supplier agree that:

the commencement of the provision of the Services or of each relevant part of the Services will be a Relevant Transfer in relation to the Transferring Customer Employees; and

as a result of the operation of the Employment Regulations, the contracts of employment between the Customer and the Transferring Customer Employees (except in relation to any terms disapplied through operation of regulation 10(2) of the Employment Regulations) will have effect on and from the Relevant Transfer Date as if originally made between the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor and each such Transferring Customer Employee.

The Customer shall comply with all its obligations under the Employment Regulations and shall perform and discharge all its obligations in respect of the Transferring Customer Employees in respect of the period arising up to (but not including)the Relevant Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions which in any case are attributable in whole or in part to the period up to (but not including) the Relevant Transfer Date) and any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments shall be made between: (i) the Customer; and (ii) the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor (as appropriate).  

CUSTOMER INDEMNITIES

Subject to Paragraph 2.2, the Customer shall indemnify the Supplier and any Notified Sub-Contractor against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission by the Customer in respect of any Transferring Customer Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Customer Employee occurring before the Relevant Transfer Date;

the breach or non-observance by the Customer before the Relevant Transfer Date of:

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Customer Employees; and/or 

any custom or practice in respect of any Transferring Customer Employees which the Customer is contractually bound to honour;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing the Transferring Customer Employees arising from or connected with any failure by the Customer to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising before the Relevant Transfer Date;

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Customer Employee, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising before the Relevant Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not a Transferring Customer Employee and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Customer to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor as appropriate, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by the HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising before the Relevant Transfer Date.

a failure of the Customer to discharge, or procure the discharge of, all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Customer Employees arising before the Relevant Transfer Date;

any claim made by or in respect of any person employed or formerly employed by the Customer other than a Transferring Customer Employee for whom it is alleged the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor as appropriate may be liable by virtue of the Employment Regulations and/or the Acquired Rights Directive; and

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Customer Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Customer Employee relating to any act or omission of the Customer in relation to its obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations, except to the extent that the liability arises from the failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with regulation 13(4) of the Employment Regulations.

The indemnities in Paragraph 2.1 shall not apply to the extent that the Employee Liabilities arise or are attributable to an act or omission of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor (whether or not a Notified Sub-Contractor) whether occurring or having its origin before, on or after the Relevant Transfer Date including any Employee Liabilities: 

arising out of the resignation of any Transferring Customer Employee before the Relevant Transfer Date on account of substantial detrimental changes to his/her working conditions proposed by the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor to occur in the period from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date; or

arising from the failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with its obligations under the Employment Regulations.

If any person who is not identified by the Customer as a Transferring Customer Employee claims, or it is determined in relation to any person who is not identified by the Customer as a Transferring Customer Employee, that his/her contract of employment has been transferred from the Customer to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor pursuant to the Employment Regulations or the Acquired Rights Directive then:

the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, within 5 Working Days of becoming aware of that fact, give notice in writing to the Customer; and

the Customer may offer (or may procure that a third party may offer) employment to such person within 15 Working Days of receipt of the notification by the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor, or take such other reasonable steps as the Customer considers appropriate to deal with the matter provided always that such steps are in compliance with Law.

If an offer referred to in Paragraph 2.3.2 is accepted, or if the situation has otherwise been resolved by the Customer, the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, immediately release the person from his/her employment or alleged employment.

If by the end of the 15 Working Day period specified in Paragraph 2.3.2:

no such offer of employment has been made; 

such offer has been made but not accepted; or

the situation has not otherwise been resolved,

the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor may within 5 Working Days give notice to terminate the employment or alleged employment of such person.

Subject to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor acting in accordance with the provisions of Paragraphs 2.3 to 2.5 and in accordance with all applicable proper employment procedures set out in applicable Law, the Customer shall indemnify the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) against all Employee Liabilities arising out of the termination of employment pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 2.5 provided that the Supplier takes, or procures that the Notified Sub-Contractor takes, all reasonable steps to minimise any such Employee Liabilities.

The indemnity in Paragraph 2.6:

shall not apply to:

any claim for:

discrimination, including on the grounds of sex, race, disability, age, gender reassignment, marriage or civil partnership, pregnancy and maternity or sexual orientation, religion or belief; or

equal pay or compensation for less favourable treatment of part-time workers or fixed-term employees,

in any case in relation to any alleged act or omission of the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor; or

any claim that the termination of employment was unfair because the Supplier and/or Notified Sub-Contractor neglected to follow a fair dismissal procedure; and

shall apply only where the notification referred to in Paragraph 2.3.1 is made by the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) to the Customer within 6 months of the Call Off Commencement Date. 

If any such person as is referred to in Paragraph 2.3 is neither re-employed by the Customer nor dismissed by the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor within the time scales set out in Paragraph 2.5 such person shall be treated as having transferred to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor and the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, comply with such obligations as may be imposed upon it under applicable Law.

SUPPLIER INDEMNITIES AND OBLIGATIONS

Subject to Paragraph 3.2 the Supplier shall indemnify the Customer against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in respect of any Transferring Customer Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Customer Employee whether occurring before, on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

the breach or non-observance by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor on or after the Relevant Transfer Date of:

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Customer Employees; and/or 

any custom or practice in respect of any Transferring Customer Employees which the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor is contractually bound to honour;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing any Transferring Customer Employees arising from or connected with any failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

any proposal by the Supplier or a Sub-contractor made before the Relevant Transfer Date to make changes to the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any Transferring Customer Employees to their material detriment on or after their transfer to the Supplier or the relevant Sub-Contractor (as the case may be) on the Relevant Transfer Date, or to change the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any person who would have been a Transferring Customer Employee but for their resignation (or decision to treat their employment as terminated under regulation 4(9) of the Employment Regulations) before the Relevant Transfer Date as a result of or for a reason connected to such proposed changes; 

any statement communicated to or action undertaken by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to, or in respect of, any Transferring Customer Employee before the Relevant Transfer Date regarding the Relevant Transfer which has not been agreed in advance with the Customer in writing;

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Customer Employee, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not a Transferring Customer Employee, and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Customer to the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

a failure of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to discharge or procure the discharge of all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Customer Employees in respect of the period from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date; 

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Customer Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Customer Employee relating to any act or omission of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in relation to their obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations, except to the extent that the liability arises from the Customer's failure to comply with its obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations; and

a failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with its obligations under Paragraph 2.8 above.

The indemnities in Paragraph 3.1 shall not apply to the extent that the Employee Liabilities arise or are attributable to an act or omission of the Customer whether occurring or having its origin before, on or after the Relevant Transfer Date including, without limitation, any Employee Liabilities arising from the Customer’s failure to comply with its obligations under the Employment Regulations.

The Supplier shall comply, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall comply, with all its obligations under the Employment Regulations (including its obligation to inform and consult in accordance with regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations) and shall perform and discharge, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall perform and discharge, all its obligations in respect of the Transferring Customer Employees, from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions and any other sums due under the Admission Agreement which in any case are attributable in whole or in part to the period from and including the Relevant Transfer Date) and any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments shall be made between the Customer and the Supplier.

INFORMATION

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, promptly provide to the Customer in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Customer to carry out its duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations. The Customer shall promptly provide to the Supplier and each Notified Sub-Contractor in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Supplier and each Notified Sub-Contractor to carry out their respective duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations.

PRINCIPLES OF GOOD EMPLOYMENT PRACTICE

[bookmark: _Ref383701509]The Parties agree that the Principles of Good Employment Practice issued by the Cabinet Office in December 2010 apply to the treatment by the Supplier of employees whose employment begins after the Relevant Transfer Date, and the Supplier undertakes to treat such employees in accordance with the provisions of the Principles of Good Employment Practice.

HM Treasury's guidance “Staff Transfers from Central Government: A Fair Deal for Staff Pensions of 1999; 

HM Treasury's guidance “Fair deal for staff pensions:  procurement of Bulk Transfer Agreements and Related Issues” of June 2004; and/or

the New Fair Deal.

Any changes embodied in any statement of practice, paper or other guidance that replaces any of the documentation referred to in Paragraphs 5.1 or 5.2 shall be agreed in accordance with the Variation Procedure.

PENSIONS

The Supplier shall, and/or shall procure that each of its Sub-Contractors shall, comply with the pensions provisions in the following Annex.
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ANNEX TO PART A: PENSIONS

PARTICIPATION

The Supplier undertakes to enter into the Admission Agreement.

The Supplier and the Customer:

undertake to do all such things and execute any documents (including the Admission Agreement) as may be required to enable the Supplier to participate in the Schemes in respect of the Fair Deal Employees; 

[bookmark: _Ref384036755]agree that the arrangements under paragraph 1.1 of this Annex include the body responsible for the Schemes notifying the Customer if the Supplier breaches any obligations it has under the Admission Agreement; 

agree, notwithstanding Paragraph 1.2.2 of this Annex, the Supplier shall notify the Customer in the event that it breaches any obligations it has under the Admission Agreement and when it intends to remedy such breaches; and 

agree that the Customer may terminate this Call Off Contract in the event that the Supplier breaches the Admission Agreement:

and that breach is not capable of being remedied; or 

where such breach is capable of being remedied, the Supplier fails to remedy such breach within a reasonable time and in any event within 28 days of a notice from the Customer giving particulars of the breach and requiring the Supplier to remedy it.

The Supplier shall bear its own costs and all costs that the Customer reasonably incurs in connection with the negotiation, preparation and execution of documents to facilitate the Supplier participating in the Schemes including without limitation current civil service pensions administrator on-boarding costs. 

FUTURE SERVICE BENEFITS

The Supplier shall procure that the Fair Deal Employees, shall be either admitted into, or offered continued membership of, the relevant section of the Schemes that they currently contribute to, or were eligible to join immediately prior to the Relevant Transfer Date and the Supplier shall procure that the Fair Deal Employees continue to accrue benefits in accordance with the provisions governing the relevant section of Schemes for service from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date.

The Supplier undertakes that should it cease to participate in the Schemes for whatever reason at a time when it has Eligible Employees, that it will, at no extra cost to the Customer, provide to any Fair Deal Employee who immediately prior to such cessation remained an Eligible Employee with access to an occupational pension scheme certified by the Government Actuary’s Department or any actuary nominated by the Customer in accordance with relevant guidance produced by the Government Actuary’s Department as providing benefits which are broadly comparable to those provided by the Schemes on the date the Eligible Employees ceased to participate in the Schemes.

The Parties acknowledge that the Civil Service Compensation Scheme and the Civil Service Injury Benefit Scheme (established pursuant to section 1 of the Superannuation Act 1972) are not covered by the protection of New Fair Deal. 

FUNDING

The Supplier undertakes to pay to the Schemes all such amounts as are due under the Admission Agreement and shall deduct and pay to the Schemes such employee contributions as are required by the Schemes.

The Supplier shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Customer on demand against any claim by, payment to, or loss incurred by, the Schemes in respect of the failure to account to the Schemes for payments received and the non-payment or the late payment of any sum payable by the Supplier to or in respect of the Schemes. 

PROVISION OF INFORMATION

The Supplier and the Customer respectively undertake to each other:

to provide all information which the other Party may reasonably request concerning matters referred to in this Annex and set out in the Admission Agreement, and to supply the information as expeditiously as possible; and

not to issue any announcements to the Fair Deal Employees prior to the Relevant Transfer Date concerning the matters stated in this Annex without the consent in writing of the other Party (not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed).

INDEMNITY

The Supplier undertakes to the Customer to indemnify and keep indemnified the Customer on demand from and against all and any Losses whatsoever arising out of or in connection with any liability towards the Fair Deal Employees arising in respect of service on or after the Relevant Transfer Date which relate to the payment of benefits under and/or participation in an occupational pension scheme (within the meaning provided for in section 1 of the Pension Schemes Act 1993) or the Schemes.

EMPLOYER OBLIGATION

The Supplier shall comply with the requirements of Part 1 of the Pensions Act 2008, section 258 of the Pensions Act 2004 and the Transfer of Employment (Pension Protection) Regulations 2005 for all transferring staff.

SUBSEQUENT TRANSFERS

The Supplier shall: 

not adversely affect pension rights accrued by any Fair Deal Employee in the period ending on the Service Transfer Date; 

provide all such co-operation and assistance as the Schemes and the  Replacement Supplier and/or the Customer may reasonably require to enable the Replacement Supplier to participate in the Schemes in respect of any Eligible Employee and to give effect to any transfer of accrued rights required as part of participation under New Fair Deal; and  

for the applicable period either: 

after notice (for whatever reason) is given, in accordance with the other provisions of this Call Off Contract, to terminate the Agreement or any part of the Services; or

after the date which is two (2) years prior to the date of expiry of this Call Off Contract,

ensure that no change is made to pension, retirement and death benefits provided for or in respect of any person who will transfer to the Replacement Supplier or the Customer, no category of earnings which were not previously pensionable are made pensionable and the contributions (if any) payable by such employees are not reduced without (in any case) the prior approval of the Customer (such approval not to be unreasonably withheld).  Save that this sub-paragraph shall not apply to any change made as a consequence of participation in an Admission Agreement.

Bulk Transfer

Where the Supplier has set up a broadly comparable pension scheme in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 2.2 above of this Annex, the Supplier agrees to:

fully fund any such broadly comparable pension scheme in  accordance with the funding requirements set by that broadly comparable pension scheme’s actuary or by the Government Actuary’s Department; 

instruct any such broadly comparable pension scheme’s actuary to, and to provide all such co-operation and assistance in respect of any such broadly comparable pension scheme as the  Replacement Supplier and/or the Customer may reasonably require, to enable the Replacement Supplier to participate in the Schemes in respect of any Fair Deal Employee that remain eligible for New Fair Deal protection following a Service Transfer;

allow, in respect of any Fair Deal Employee that remains eligible for New Fair Deal protection, following a Service Transfer, the bulk transfer of past service from any such broadly comparable pension scheme into the Schemes on a day for day service basis and to give effect to any transfer of accrued rights required as part of participation under New Fair Deal, for the avoidance of doubt should the amount offered by the broadly comparable pension scheme be less than the amount required by the Schemes to fund day for day service ("the Shortfall"), the Supplier agrees to pay the Shortfall to the Schemes;  and

indemnify the Customer on demand for any failure to pay the Shortfall as required under Paragraph 8.1.3 above.

Subject to Paragraph 6, the Customer shall procure that each Former Supplier shall comply with all its obligations under the Employment Regulations and shall perform and discharge all its obligations in respect of all the Transferring Former Supplier Employees in respect of the period up to (but not including) the Relevant Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions which in any case are attributable in whole or in part in respect of the period up to (but not including) the Relevant Transfer Date) and the Supplier shall make, and the Customer shall procure that each Former Supplier makes, any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments.  

FORMER SUPPLIER INDEMNITIES

Subject to Paragraphs 2.2 and 6, the Customer shall procure that each Former Supplier shall indemnify the Supplier and any Notified Sub-Contractor against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission by the Former Supplier in respect of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee arising before the Relevant Transfer Date;

the breach or non-observance by the Former Supplier arising before the Relevant Transfer Date of:

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Former Supplier Employees; and/or 

any custom or practice in respect of any Transferring Former Supplier Employees which the Former Supplier is contractually bound to honour; 

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Former Supplier Employee, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising before the Relevant Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not a Transferring Former Supplier Employee and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Former Supplier to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor as appropriate, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations in respect of the period to (but excluding) the Relevant Transfer Date;

a failure of the Former Supplier to discharge or procure the discharge of all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Former Supplier Employees in respect of the period to (but excluding) the Relevant Transfer Date;

any claim made by or in respect of any person employed or formerly employed by the Former Supplier other than a Transferring Former Supplier Employee for whom it is alleged the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor as appropriate may be liable by virtue of this Call Off Contract and/or the Employment Regulations and/or the Acquired Rights Directive; 

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Former Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee relating to any act or omission of the Former Supplier in relation to its obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations, except to the extent that the liability arises from the failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with regulation 13(4) of the Employment Regulations;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing any Transferring Former Supplier Employees arising from or connected with any failure by the Former Supplier to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising before the Relevant Transfer Date.

the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, within 5 Working Days of becoming aware of that fact, give notice in writing to the Customer and, where required by the Customer, to the Former Supplier; and

the Former Supplier may offer (or may procure that a third party may offer) employment to such person within 15 Working Days of the notification by the Supplier and/or the Notified Sub-Contractor or take such other reasonable steps as the Former Supplier considers appropriate to deal with the matter provided always that such steps are in compliance with applicable Law.

If an offer referred to in Paragraph 2.3.2 is accepted, or if the situation has otherwise been resolved by the Former Supplier and/or the Customer, the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, immediately release the person from his/her employment or alleged employment.

If by the end of the 15 Working Day period specified in Paragraph 2.3.2:

no such offer of employment has been made; 

such offer has been made but not accepted; or

the situation has not otherwise been resolved,

the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor may within 5 Working Days give notice to terminate the employment or alleged employment of such person.

Subject to the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor acting in accordance with the provisions of Paragraphs 2.3 to 2.5 and in accordance with all applicable proper employment procedures set out in Law, the Customer shall procure that the Former Supplier indemnifies the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) against all Employee Liabilities arising out of the termination of employment pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 2.5 provided that the Supplier takes, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor takes, all reasonable steps to minimise any such Employee Liabilities. 

The indemnity in Paragraph 2.6:

shall not apply to:

any claim for:

discrimination, including on the grounds of sex, race, disability, age, gender reassignment, marriage or civil partnership, pregnancy and maternity or sexual orientation, religion or belief; or

equal pay or compensation for less favourable treatment of part-time workers or fixed-term employees,

in any case in relation to any alleged act or omission of the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor; or

any claim that the termination of employment was unfair because the Supplier and/or Notified Sub-Contractor neglected to follow a fair dismissal procedure; and

shall apply only where the notification referred to in Paragraph 2.3.1 is made by the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) to the Customer and, if applicable, the Former Supplier, within 6 months of the Call Off Commencement Date. 

If any such person as is described in Paragraph 2.3 is neither re-employed by the Former Supplier nor dismissed by the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor within the time scales set out in Paragraph 2.5, such person shall be treated as having transferred to the Supplier or Notified Sub-Contractor and the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor shall, comply with such obligations as may be imposed upon it under the Law.

SUPPLIER INDEMNITIES AND OBLIGATIONS

Subject to Paragraph 3.2, the Supplier shall indemnify the Customer and/or the Former Supplier against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in respect of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee whether occurring before, on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

the breach or non-observance by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor on or after the Relevant Transfer Date of:

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Former Supplier Employee; and/or

any custom or practice in respect of any Transferring Former Supplier Employees which the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor is contractually bound to honour;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing any Transferring Former Supplier Employees arising from or connected with any failure by the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

any proposal by the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor prior to the Relevant Transfer Date to make changes to the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any Transferring Former Supplier Employees to their material detriment on or after their transfer to the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor (as the case may be) on the Relevant Transfer Date, or to change the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any person who would have been a Transferring Former Supplier Employee but for their resignation (or decision to treat their employment as terminated under regulation 4(9) of the Employment Regulations) before the Relevant Transfer Date as a result of or for a reason connected to such proposed changes; 

any statement communicated to or action undertaken by the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor to, or in respect of, any Transferring Former Supplier Employee before the Relevant Transfer Date regarding the Relevant Transfer which has not been agreed in advance with the Customer and/or the Former Supplier in writing;

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Former Supplier Employee, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not a Transferring Former Supplier Employee, and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Former Supplier to the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by the HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on or after the Relevant Transfer Date;

a failure of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to discharge or procure the discharge of all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Former Supplier Employees in respect of the period from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date; 

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Former Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee relating to any act or omission of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in relation to obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations, except to the extent that the liability arises from the Former Supplier's failure to comply with its obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations; and

a failure by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to comply with its obligations under Paragraph 2.8 above.

The indemnities in Paragraph 3.1 shall not apply to the extent that the Employee Liabilities arise or are attributable to an act or omission of the Former Supplier whether occurring or having its origin before, on or after the Relevant Transfer Date including, without limitation, any Employee Liabilities arising from the Former Supplier’s failure to comply with its obligations under the Employment Regulations.

The Supplier shall comply, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall comply, with all its obligations under the Employment Regulations (including without limitation its obligation to inform and consult in accordance with regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations) and shall perform and discharge, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall perform and discharge, all its obligations in respect of all the Transferring Former Supplier Employees, on and from the Relevant Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions and any other sums due under the Admission Agreement which in any case are attributable in whole or in part to the period from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date) and any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments shall be made between the Supplier and the Former Supplier.

INFORMATION

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, promptly provide to the Customer and/or at the Customer’s direction, the Former Supplier, in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Customer and/or the Former Supplier to carry out their respective duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations. Subject to Paragraph 6, the Customer shall procure that the Former Supplier shall promptly provide to the Supplier and each Notified Sub-Contractor in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Supplier and each Notified Sub-Contractor to carry out their respective duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations.

PRINCIPLES OF GOOD EMPLOYMENT PRACTICE

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, comply with any requirement notified to it by the Customer relating to pensions in respect of any Transferring Former Supplier Employee as set down in:

the Cabinet Office Statement of Practice on Staff Transfers in the Public Sector of January 2000, revised 2007; 

HM Treasury's guidance “Staff Transfers from Central Government: A Fair Deal for Staff Pensions of 1999;  

HM Treasury's guidance: “Fair deal for staff pensions:  procurement of Bulk Transfer Agreements and Related Issues” of June 2004; and/or

the New Fair Deal.

Any changes embodied in any statement of practice, paper or other guidance that replaces any of the documentation referred to in Paragraph 5.1 shall be agreed in accordance with the Variation Procedure.

PROCUREMENT OBLIGATIONS

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Part B, where in this Part B the Customer accepts an obligation to procure that a Former Supplier does or does not do something, such obligation shall be limited so that it extends only to the extent that the Customer's contract with the Former Supplier contains a contractual right in that regard which the Customer may enforce, or otherwise so that it requires only that the Customer must use reasonable endeavours to procure that the Former Supplier does or does not act accordingly.

PENSIONS

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, comply with the pensions provisions in the following Annex. 
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ANNEX TO PART B: Pensions

PARTICIPATION

The Supplier undertakes to enter into the Admission Agreement.

The Supplier and the Customer:

undertake to do all such things and execute any documents (including the Admission Agreement) as may be required to enable the Supplier to participate in the Schemes in respect of the Fair Deal Employees;

[bookmark: _Ref384036904]agree that the arrangements under paragraph 1.1 of this Annex include the body responsible for the Schemes notifying the Customer if the Supplier breaches any obligations it has under the Admission Agreement; 

agree, notwithstanding Paragraph 1.2.2 of this Annex, the Supplier shall notify the Customer in the event that it breaches any obligations it has under the Admission Agreement and when it intends to remedy such breaches; and 

agree that the Customer may terminate this Call Off Contract for material default in the event that the Supplier breaches the Admission Agreement:

(a)	and that breach is not capable of being remedied; or 

(b)	where such breach is capable of being remedied, the Supplier fails to remedy such breach within a reasonable time and in any event within 28 days of a notce from the Customer giving particulars of the breach and requiring the Supplier to remedy it.

The Supplier shall bear its own costs and all costs that the Customer reasonably incurs in connection with the negotiation, preparation and execution of documents to facilitate the Supplier participating in the Schemes including without limitation current civil service pensions administrator on-boarding costs. 

FUTURE SERVICE BENEFITS

If the Supplier is rejoining the Schemes for the first time, the Supplier shall procure that the Fair Deal Employees shall be either admitted to or offered continued membership of the relevant section of the Schemes that they became eligible to join on the Relevant Transfer Date and shall continue to accrue or accrue benefits in accordance with the provisions governing the relevant section of the Schemes for service from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date.

If staff have already been readmitted to the Schemes, the Supplier shall procure that the Fair Deal Employees, shall be either admitted into, or offered continued membership of, the relevant section of the Schemes that they currently contribute to, or were eligible to join immediately prior to the Relevant Transfer Date and the Supplier shall procure that the Fair Deal Employees continue to accrue benefits in accordance with the provisions governing the relevant section of the Schemes for service from (and including) the Relevant Transfer Date.

The Supplier undertakes that should it cease to participate in the Schemes for whatever reason at a time when it has Eligible Employees, that it will, at no extra cost to the Customer, provide to any Fair Deal Employee who immediately prior to such cessation remained an Eligible Employee with access to an occupational pension scheme certified by the Government Actuary’s Department or any actuary nominated by the Customer in accordance with relevant guidance produced by the Government Actuary’s Department as providing benefits which are broadly comparable to those provided by the Schemes on the date the Eligible Employees ceased to participate in the Schemes.

The Parties acknowledge that the Civil Service Compensation Scheme and the Civil Service Injury Benefit Scheme (established pursuant to section 1 of the Superannuation Act 1972) are not covered by the protection of New Fair Deal.   

FUNDING

The Supplier undertakes to pay to the Schemes all such amounts as are due under the Admission Agreement and shall deduct and pay to the Schemes such employee contributions as are required by the Schemes.

The Supplier shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Customer on demand against any claim by, payment to, or loss incurred by the Schemes in respect of the failure to account to the Schemes for payments received and the non-payment or the late payment of any sum payable by the Supplier to or in respect of the Schemes.  

PROVISION OF INFORMATION

The Supplier and the Customer respectively undertake to each other:

to provide all information which the other Party may reasonably request concerning matters (i) referred to in this Annex and (ii) set out in the Admission Agreement, and to supply the information as expeditiously as possible; and

not to issue any announcements to the Fair Deal Employees prior to the Relevant Transfer Date concerning the matters stated in this Annex without the consent in writing of the other Party (not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed).

INDEMNITY

The Supplier undertakes to the Customer to indemnify and keep indemnified the Customer on demand from and against all and any Losses whatsoever arising out of or in connection with any liability towards the Fair Deal Employees arising in respect of service on or after the Relevant Transfer Date which relate to the payment of benefits under and/or participation in an occupational pension scheme (within the meaning provided for in section 1 of the Pension Schemes Act 1993) or the Schemes.

EMPLOYER OBLIGATION

The Supplier shall comply with the requirements of the Pensions Act 2008, section 258 of the Pensions Act 2004 and the Transfer of Employment (Pension Protection) Regulations 2005 for all transferring staff.

SUBSEQUENT TRANSFERS

The Supplier shall: 

not adversely affect pension rights accrued by any  Fair Deal Employee in the period ending on the Service Transfer Date; 

provide all such co-operation and assistance as the Schemes and the  Replacement Supplier and/or the Customer may reasonably require to enable the Replacement Supplier to participate in the Schemes  in respect of any Eligible Employee and to give effect to any transfer of accrued rights required as part of participation under the New Fair Deal; and

for the applicable period either 

after notice (for whatever reason) is given, in accordance with the other provisions of this Call Off Contract, to terminate the Agreement or any part of the Services; or

after the date which is two (2) years prior to the date of expiry of this Call Off Contract,

ensure that no change is made to pension, retirement and death benefits provided for or in respect of any person who will transfer to the Replacement Supplier or the Customer, no category of earnings which were not previously pensionable are made pensionable and the contributions (if any) payable by such employees are not reduced without (in any case) the prior approval of the Customer (such approval not to be unreasonably withheld).  Save that this sub-paragraph shall not apply to any change made as a consequence of participation in an Admission Agreement. 

bulk transfer

8.1	Where the Supplier has set up a broadly comparable pension scheme in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 2.2 above of this Annex, the Supplier agrees to:

8.1.1	fully fund any such broadly comparable pension scheme in  accordance with the funding requirements set by that broadly comparable pension scheme’s actuary or by the Government Actuary’s Department;

8.1.2	instruct any such broadly comparable pension scheme’s actuary to, and to provide all such co-operation and assistance in respect of any such broadly comparable pension scheme as the Replacement Supplier and/or the Customer may reasonably require, to enable the Replacement Supplier to participate in the Schemes in respect of any Fair Deal Employee that remain eligible for New Fair Deal protection following a Service Transfer;

8.1.3	allow, in respect of any Fair Deal Employee that remains eligible for New Fair Deal protection, following a Service Transfer, the bulk transfer of past service from any such broadly comparable pension scheme into the Schemes on a day for day service basis and to give effect to any transfer of accrued rights required as part of participation under New Fair Deal, for the avoidance of doubt should the amount offered by the broadly comparable pension scheme be less than the amount required by the Schemes to fund day for day service ("the Shortfall"), the Supplier agrees to pay the Shortfall to the Schemes;  and

8.1.4	indemnify the Customer on demand for any failure to pay the Shortfall as required under Paragraph 8.1.3 above.
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PART C

No transfer of employees at commencement of Services

PROCEDURE IN THE EVENT OF TRANSFER

The Customer and the Supplier agree that the commencement of the provision of the Services or of any part of the Services will not be a Relevant Transfer in relation to any employees of the Customer and/or any Former Supplier.  

If any employee of the Customer and/or a Former Supplier claims, or it is determined in relation to any employee of the Customer and/or a Former Supplier, that his/her contract of employment has been transferred from the Customer and/or the Former Supplier to the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor pursuant to the Employment Regulations or the Acquired Rights Directive then:

the Supplier shall, and shall procure that the relevant Sub-Contractor shall, within five (5) Working Days of becoming aware of that fact, give notice in writing to the Customer and, where required by the Customer, give notice to the Former Supplier; and

the Customer and/or the Former Supplier may offer (or may procure that a third party may offer) employment to such person within fifteen (15) Working Days of the notification by the Supplier or the Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) or take such other reasonable steps as the Customer or Former Supplier (as the case may be) considers appropriate to deal with the matter provided always that such steps are in compliance with applicable Law.

If an offer referred to in Paragraph 1.2.2 is accepted (or if the situation has otherwise been resolved by the Customer and/or the Former Supplier), the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Sub-Contractor shall, immediately release the person from his/her employment or alleged employment.

If by the end of the fifteen (15) Working Day period specified in Paragraph 1.2.2: 

no such offer of employment has been made; 

such offer has been made but not accepted; or

the situation has not otherwise been resolved,

the Supplier and/or the Sub-Contractor may within five (5) Working Days give notice to terminate the employment or alleged employment of such person.

INDEMNITIES

Subject to the Supplier and/or the relevant Sub-Contractor acting in accordance with the provisions of Paragraphs 1.2 to 1.4 and in accordance with all applicable employment procedures set out in applicable Law and subject also to Paragraph 2.4, the Customer shall:

indemnify the Supplier and/or the relevant Sub-Contractor against all Employee Liabilities arising out of the termination of the employment of any employees of the Customer referred to in Paragraph 1.2 made pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 1.4 provided that the Supplier takes, or shall procure that the Notified Sub-Contractor takes, all reasonable steps to minimise any such Employee Liabilities; and 

subject to paragraph 3, procure that the Former Supplier indemnifies the Supplier and/or any Notified Sub-Contractor against all Employee Liabilities arising out of termination of the employment of the employees of the Former Supplier referred to in Paragraph 1.2 made pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 1.4 provided that the Supplier takes, or shall procure that the relevant Sub-Contractor takes, all reasonable steps to minimise any such Employee Liabilities.

If any such person as is described in Paragraph 1.2 is neither re-employed by the Customer and/or the Former Supplier as appropriate nor dismissed by the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor within the fifteen (15) Working Day period referred to in Paragraph 1.4 such person shall be treated as having transferred to the Supplier and/or the Sub-Contractor (as appropriate) and the Supplier shall, or shall procure that the Sub-Contractor shall, comply with such obligations as may be imposed upon it under Law.

Where any person remains employed by the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor pursuant to Paragraph 2.2, all Employee Liabilities in relation to such employee shall remain with the Supplier and/or the Sub-Contractor and the Supplier shall indemnify the Customer and any Former Supplier, and shall procure that the Sub-Contractor shall indemnify the Customer and any Former Supplier, against any Employee Liabilities that either of them may incur in respect of any such employees of the Supplier and/or employees of the Sub-Contractor.

The indemnities in Paragraph 2.1: 

shall not apply to:

any claim for:

discrimination, including on the grounds of sex, race, disability, age, gender reassignment, marriage or civil partnership, pregnancy and maternity or sexual orientation, religion or belief; or

equal pay or compensation for less favourable treatment of part-time workers or fixed-term employees,

in any case in relation to any alleged act or omission of the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor; or

any claim that the termination of employment was unfair because the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor neglected to follow a fair dismissal procedure; and

shall apply only where the notification referred to in Paragraph 1.2.1 is made by the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor to the Customer and, if applicable, Former Supplier within 6 months of the Call Off Commencement Date. 

PROCUREMENT OBLIGATIONS

Where in this Part C the Customer accepts an obligation to procure that a Former Supplier does or does not do something, such obligation shall be limited so that it extends only to the extent that the Customer's contract with the Former Supplier contains a contractual right in that regard which the Customer may enforce, or otherwise so that it requires only that the Customer must use reasonable endeavours to procure that the Former Supplier does or does not act accordingly.
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PART D

Employment Exit Provisions

PRE-SERVICE TRANSFER OBLIGATIONS

The Supplier agrees that within twenty (20) Working Days of the earliest of:

receipt of a notification from the Customer of a Service Transfer or intended Service Transfer; 

receipt of the giving of notice of early termination or any Partial Termination of this Call Off Contract; 

the date which is twelve (12) months before the end of the Term; and

receipt of a written request of the Customer at any time (provided that the Customer shall only be entitled to make one such request in any six (6) month period),

it shall provide in a suitably anonymised format so as to comply with the DPA, the Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List, together with the Staffing Information in relation to the Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List and it shall provide an updated Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List at such intervals as are reasonably requested by the Customer.

At least thirty (30) Working Days prior to the Service Transfer Date, the Supplier shall provide to the Customer or at the direction of the Customer to any Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor: 

the Supplier's Final Supplier Personnel List, which shall identify which of the Supplier Personnel are Transferring Supplier Employees; and

the Staffing Information in relation to the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List (insofar as such information has not previously been provided).

The Customer shall be permitted to use and disclose information provided by the Supplier under Paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2 for the purpose of informing any prospective Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor. 

The Supplier warrants, for the benefit of the Customer, any Replacement Supplier, and any Replacement Sub-Contractor that all information provided pursuant to Paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2 shall be true and accurate in all material respects at the time of providing the information.

From the date of the earliest event referred to in Paragraph 1.1, the Supplier agrees, that it shall not, and agrees to procure that each SubContractor shall not, assign any person to the provision of the Services who is not listed on the Supplier’s Provisional Supplier Personnel List and shall not without the approval of the Customer (not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed):

replace or re-deploy any Supplier Personnel listed on the Supplier Provisional Supplier Personnel List other than where any replacement is of equivalent grade, skills, experience and expertise and is employed on the same terms and conditions of employment as the person he/she replaces;

make, promise, propose, permit or implement any material changes to the terms and conditions of employment of the Supplier Personnel (including any payments connected with the termination of employment); 

increase the proportion of working time spent on the Services (or the relevant part of the Services) by any of the Supplier Personnel save for fulfilling assignments and projects previously scheduled and agreed;

introduce any new contractual or customary practice concerning the making of any lump sum payment on the termination of employment of any employees listed on the Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List; 

increase or reduce the total number of employees so engaged, or deploy any other person to perform the Services (or the relevant part of the Services); or

terminate or give notice to terminate the employment or contracts of any persons on the Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List save by due disciplinary process,

and shall promptly notify, and procure that each Sub-Contractor shall promptly notify, the Customer or, at the direction of the Customer, any Replacement Supplier and any Replacement Sub-Contractor of any notice to terminate employment given by the Supplier or relevant Sub-Contractor or received from any persons listed on the Supplier's Provisional Supplier Personnel List regardless of when such notice takes effect.

During the Term, the Supplier shall provide, and shall procure that each SubContractor shall provide, to the Customer any information the Customer may reasonably require relating to the manner in which Services are organised, which shall include:

the numbers of employees engaged in providing the Services;

the percentage of time spent by each employee engaged in providing the Services; 

the extent to which each employee qualifies for membership of any of the Schemes or any broadly comparable scheme set up pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 2.2 of the Annex (Pensions) to Part A of this Call Off Schedule 10 or paragraph 2.3 of the Annex (Pensions) to Part B of this Call Off Schedule 10 (as appropriate); and

a description of the nature of the work undertaken by each employee by location.

The Supplier shall provide, and shall procure that each SubContractor shall provide, all reasonable cooperation and assistance to the Customer, any Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor to ensure the smooth transfer of the Transferring Supplier Employees on the Service Transfer Date including providing sufficient information in advance of the Service Transfer Date to ensure that all necessary payroll arrangements can be made to enable the Transferring Supplier Employees to be paid as appropriate.  Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, within five (5) Working Days following the Service Transfer Date, the Supplier shall provide, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall provide, to the Customer or, at the direction of the Customer, to any Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor (as appropriate), in respect of each person on the Supplier's Final Supplier Personnel List who is a Transferring Supplier Employee:

the most recent month's copy pay slip data;

details of cumulative pay for tax and pension purposes;

details of cumulative tax paid;

tax code;

details of any voluntary deductions from pay; and

bank/building society account details for payroll purposes.

EMPLOYMENT REGULATIONS EXIT PROVISIONS

The Customer and the Supplier acknowledge that subsequent to the commencement of the provision of the Services, the identity of the provider of the Services (or any part of the Services) may change (whether as a result of termination or Partial Termination of this Call Off Contract or otherwise) resulting in the Services being undertaken by a Replacement Supplier and/or a Replacement Sub-Contractor.  Such change in the identity of the Supplier of such Services may constitute a Relevant Transfer to which the Employment Regulations and/or the Acquired Rights Directive will apply.  The Customer and the Supplier further agree that, as a result of the operation of the Employment Regulations, where a Relevant Transfer occurs, the contracts of employment between the Supplier and the Transferring Supplier Employees (except in relation to any contract terms disapplied through operation of regulation 10(2) of the Employment Regulations) will have effect on and from the Service Transfer Date as if originally made between the Replacement Supplier and/or a Replacement Sub-Contractor (as the case may be) and each such Transferring Supplier Employee.

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, comply with all its obligations in respect of the Transferring Supplier Employees arising under the Employment Regulations in respect of the period up to (but not including) the Service Transfer Date and shall perform and discharge, and procure that each Sub-Contractor shall perform and discharge, all its obligations in respect of all the Transferring Supplier Employees arising in respect of the period up to (and including) the Service Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions and all such sums due as a result of any Fair Deal Employees' participation in the Schemes which in any case are attributable in whole or in part to the period ending on (and including) the Service Transfer Date) and any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments shall be made between: (i) the Supplier and/or the Sub-Contractor (as appropriate); and (ii) the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor.  

Subject to Paragraph 2.4, where a Relevant Transfer occurs the Supplier shall indemnify the Customer and/or the Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in respect of any Transferring Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Supplier Employee whether occurring before, on or after the Service Transfer Date;

the breach or non-observance by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor occurring on or before the Service Transfer Date of: 

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Supplier Employees; and/or

any other custom or practice with a trade union or staff association in respect of any Transferring Supplier Employees which the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor is contractually bound to honour;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing any Transferring Supplier Employees arising from or connected with any failure by the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising on or before the Service Transfer Date;

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Supplier Employee, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on and before the Service Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List, and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Supplier to the Customer and/or Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising on or before the Service Transfer Date;

a failure of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to discharge or procure the discharge of all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Supplier Employees in respect of the period up to (and including) the Service Transfer Date);

any claim made by or in respect of any person employed or formerly employed by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor other than a Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List for whom it is alleged the Customer and/or the Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor may be liable by virtue of this Call Off Contract and/or the Employment Regulations and/or the Acquired Rights Directive; and

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Supplier Employee or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any Transferring Supplier Employee relating to any act or omission of the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor in relation to its obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations, except to the extent that the liability arises from the failure by the Customer and/or Replacement Supplier to comply with regulation 13(4) of the Employment Regulations.

The indemnities in Paragraph 2.3 shall not apply to the extent that the Employee Liabilities arise or are attributable to an act or omission of the Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor whether occurring or having its origin before, on or after the Service Transfer Date, including any Employee Liabilities: 

arising out of the resignation of any Transferring Supplier Employee before the Service Transfer Date on account of substantial detrimental changes to his/her working conditions proposed by the Replacement Supplier and/or any Replacement Sub-Contractor to occur in the period on or after the Service Transfer Date; or

arising from the Replacement Supplier’s failure, and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor’s failure, to comply with its obligations under the Employment Regulations.

If any person who is not identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List claims, or it is determined in relation to any person who is not identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List that his/her contract of employment has been transferred from the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor to the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor pursuant to the Employment Regulations or the Acquired Rights Directive, then:

the Customer shall procure that the Replacement Supplier shall, or any Replacement Sub-Contractor shall, within five (5) Working Days of becoming aware of that fact, give notice in writing to the Supplier; and

the Supplier may offer (or may procure that a Sub-Contractor may offer) employment to such person within fifteen (15) Working Days of the notification by the Replacement Supplier and/or any and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor or take such other reasonable steps as it considers appropriate to deal with the matter provided always that such steps are in compliance with Law.

If such offer is accepted, or if the situation has otherwise been resolved by the Supplier or a Sub-Contractor, the Customer shall procure that the Replacement Supplier shall, or procure that the Replacement Sub-Contractor shall, immediately release or procure the release of the person from his/her employment or alleged employment.

If after the fifteen (15) Working Day period specified in Paragraph 2.5.2 has elapsed:

no such offer of employment has been made; 

such offer has been made but not accepted; or

the situation has not otherwise been resolved

the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor, as appropriate may within five (5) Working Days give notice to terminate the employment or alleged employment of such person.

Subject to the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor acting in accordance with the provisions of Paragraphs 2.5 to 2.7, and in accordance with all applicable proper employment procedures set out in applicable Law, the Supplier shall indemnify the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor against all Employee Liabilities arising out of the termination of employment pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 2.7 provided that the Replacement Supplier takes, or shall procure that the Replacement Sub-Contractor takes, all reasonable steps to minimise any such Employee Liabilities.

The indemnity in Paragraph 2.8:

shall not apply to:

any claim for:

discrimination, including on the grounds of sex, race, disability, age, gender reassignment, marriage or civil partnership, pregnancy and maternity or sexual orientation, religion or belief; or

equal pay or compensation for less favourable treatment of part-time workers or fixed-term employees,

in any case in relation to any alleged act or omission of the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor; or

any claim that the termination of employment was unfair because the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor neglected to follow a fair dismissal procedure; and

shall apply only where the notification referred to in Paragraph 2.5.1 is made by the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor to the Supplier within six (6) months of the Service Transfer Date.

If any such person as is described in Paragraph 2.5 is neither re-employed by the Supplier or any Sub-Contractor nor dismissed by the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor within the time scales set out in Paragraphs 2.5 to 2.7, such person shall be treated as a Transferring Supplier Employee.

The Supplier shall comply, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall comply, with all its obligations under the Employment Regulations and shall perform and discharge, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall perform and discharge, all its obligations in respect of any person  identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List before and on the Service Transfer Date (including the payment of all remuneration, benefits, entitlements and outgoings, all wages, accrued but untaken holiday pay, bonuses, commissions, payments of PAYE, national insurance contributions and pension contributions and such sums due as a result of any Fair Deal Employees' participation in the Schemes and any requirement to set up a broadly comparable pension scheme which in any case are attributable in whole or in part in respect of the period up to (and including) the Service Transfer Date) and any necessary apportionments in respect of any periodic payments shall be made between: 

the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor; and

the Replacement Supplier and/or the Replacement Sub-Contractor.

The Supplier shall, and shall procure that each Sub-Contractor shall, promptly provide to the Customer and any Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor, in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Customer, the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor to carry out their respective duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations. The Customer shall procure that the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor, shall promptly provide to the Supplier and each Sub-Contractor in writing such information as is necessary to enable the Supplier and each Sub-Contractor to carry out their respective duties under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations.

Subject to Paragraph 2.14, where a Relevant Transfer occurs the Customer shall procure that the Replacement Supplier indemnifies the Supplier on its own behalf and on behalf of any Replacement Sub-Contractor and its sub-contractors against any Employee Liabilities arising from or as a result of:

any act or omission of the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor in respect of any Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List  or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any such Transferring Supplier Employee;

the breach or non-observance by the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor on or after the Service Transfer Date of: 

any collective agreement applicable to the Transferring Supplier Employees identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List; and/or 

any custom or practice in respect of any Transferring Supplier Employees identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List which the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor is contractually bound to honour;

any claim by any trade union or other body or person representing any Transferring Supplier Employees identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List arising from or connected with any failure by the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor to comply with any legal obligation to such trade union, body or person arising on or after the Service Transfer Date;

any proposal by the Replacement Supplier and/or Replacement Sub-Contractor to change the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any Transferring Supplier Employees identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List on or after their transfer to the Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor (as the case may be) on the Service Transfer Date, or to change the terms and conditions of employment or working conditions of any person identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List who would have been a Transferring Supplier Employee but for their resignation (or decision to treat their employment as terminated under regulation 4(9) of the Employment Regulations) before the Service Transfer Date as a result of or for a reason connected to such proposed changes; 

any statement communicated to or action undertaken by the Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor to, or in respect of, any Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List on or before the Service Transfer Date regarding the Relevant Transfer which has not been agreed in advance with the Supplier in writing;

any proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority in respect of any financial obligation including, but not limited to, PAYE and primary and secondary national insurance contributions:

in relation to any Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List, to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising after the Service Transfer Date; and

in relation to any employee who is not a Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List, and in respect of whom it is later alleged or determined that the Employment Regulations applied so as to transfer his/her employment from the Supplier or Sub-Contractor, to the Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor to the extent that the proceeding, claim or demand by HMRC or other statutory authority relates to financial obligations arising after the Service Transfer Date;

a failure of the Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor to discharge or procure the discharge of all wages, salaries and all other benefits and all PAYE tax deductions and national insurance contributions relating to the Transferring Supplier Employees identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List in respect of the period from (and including) the Service Transfer Date; and

any claim made by or in respect of a Transferring Supplier Employee identified in the Supplier’s Final Supplier Personnel List or any appropriate employee representative (as defined in the Employment Regulations) of any such Transferring Supplier Employee relating to any act or omission of the Replacement Supplier or Replacement Sub-Contractor in relation to obligations under regulation 13 of the Employment Regulations.

The indemnities in Paragraph 2.13 shall not apply to the extent that the Employee Liabilities arise or are attributable to an act or omission of the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor (as applicable) whether occurring or having its origin before, on or after the Service Transfer Date, including any Employee Liabilities arising from the failure by the Supplier and/or any Sub-Contractor (as applicable) to comply with its obligations under the Employment Regulations.

DEFINITIONS

In this Call Off Schedule 11, the following definitions shall apply:

		"CEDR"

		the Centre for Effective Dispute Resolution of International Dispute Resolution Centre, 70 Fleet Street, London, EC4Y 1EU;



		"Counter Notice"

		has the meaning given to it in paragraph 6.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11;



		"Exception"

		a deviation of project tolerances in accordance with PRINCE2 methodology in respect of this Call Off Contract or in the supply of the Goods and/or Services;



		"Expert"

		the person appointed by the Parties in accordance with paragraph 5.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11; 



		“Extraordinary Meeting”

		a meeting, attended in person or over a conference call, held by the Parties in an attempt to resolve the Dispute in good faith in accordance with paragraphs 2.5 and 2.6 of this Call Off Schedule 11;



		"Mediator"



		the independent third party appointed in accordance with paragraph 4.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11; and



		“Senior Officers”

		are senior officials of the Customer and Supplier that have been instructed by the Customer Representative and Supplier Representative respectively to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation.





INTRODUCTION

[bookmark: _Ref365645132]The Parties shall seek to resolve a Dispute:

first in good faith (as prescribed in paragraphs 2.4 to 2.8 of this Call Off Schedule 11);

where the Dispute has not been resolved by good faith, the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation (as prescribed in paragraph 3 of this Call Off Schedule 11);

where the Dispute has not been resolved in good faith and commercial negotiation has been unsuccessful in resolving the Dispute, then either  Party may serve a Dispute Notice and shall attempt to resolve the Dispute through mediation (as prescribed in paragraph 4 of this Call Off Schedule 11); and

if mediation is not agreed by the Parties, the Parties may proceed to arbitration (as prescribed in paragraph 6 of this Call Off Schedule 11) or litigation (in accordance with Clause 58 of this Call Off Contract (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)).

Specific issues may be referred to Expert Determination (as prescribed in paragraph 5 of this Call Off Schedule 11) where specified under the provisions of this Call Off Contract and may also be referred to Expert Determination where otherwise appropriate as specified in paragraph 5 of this Call Off Schedule 11.

Save in relation to paragraph 4.5, the Parties shall bear their own legal costs in resolving Disputes under this Call Off Schedule 11.  

Good faith discussions

Pursuant to paragraph 2.1.1 of this Call Off Schedule 11, if any Dispute arises the Customer Representative and the Supplier Representative shall attempt first to resolve the Dispute in good faith, which may include (without limitation) either Party holding an Extraordinary Meeting.

Either Party may hold an Extraordinary Meeting by serving written notice.  The written notice must give the receiving party at least five (5) Working Days notice of when the Extraordinary Meeting is to take place.

The Customer Representative and Supplier Representative shall attend the Extraordinary Meeting. The key personnel of the Parties may also attend the Extraordinary Meeting.

The representatives of the Parties attending the Extraordinary Meeting shall use their best endeavours to resolve the Dispute.

If the Dispute is not resolved at the Extraordinary Meeting then the Parties may attempt to hold additional Extraordinary Meetings in an attempt to resolve the Dispute. If the Extraordinary Meetings are unsuccessful in resolving the Dispute or the Dispute has not been resolved through good faith discussions thirty (30) Working Days from when they first started, the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by commercial negotiation.



[bookmark: _Ref365644452]COMMERCIAL NEGOTIATIONS

[bookmark: _Ref365644782]Where the Parties have been unable to resolve the Dispute in good faith under paragraphs 2.4 to 2.8 of this Call Off Schedule 11, pursuant to paragraph 2.1.2 the Customer and the Supplier shall use reasonable endeavours to resolve the Dispute by discussion between Senior Officers. 

Senior Officers shall resolve the Dispute as soon as possible and in any event thirty (30) Working Days from the date Parties agree good faith discussions were deemed unsuccessful.   

[bookmark: _Ref365642737]If Senior Officers:

are of the reasonable opinion that the resolution of a Dispute by commercial negotiation, or the continuance of commercial negotiations, will not result in an appropriate solution; or

fail to resolve the Dispute in the timelines under paragraph 3.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11,

commercial negotiations shall be deemed unsuccessful and either Party may serve a Dispute Notice in accordance with paragraphs 3.4 and 3.5 of this Call Off Schedule 11.





Dispute Notice

The Dispute Notice shall set out:

the material particulars of the Dispute;

the reasons why the Party serving the Dispute Notice believes that the Dispute has arisen; and

if the Party serving the Dispute Notice believes that the Dispute should be dealt with under the Expedited Dispute Timetable as set out in paragraph 7 of this Call Off Schedule 11, the reason why.

Unless agreed otherwise in writing, the Parties shall continue to comply with their respective obligations under this Call Off Contract regardless of the nature of the Dispute and notwithstanding the referral of the Dispute to the Dispute Resolution Procedure.

Pursuant to paragraph 2.1.3 of this Call Off Schedule 11, if a Dispute Notice is served, the Parties shall attempt to resolve the Dispute by way of mediation. The Parties may follow the CEDR's Model Mediation Procedure which is current at the time the Dispute Notice is served (or such other version as the Parties may agree) or a mediation procedure that is agreed between the Parties.

[bookmark: _Ref365644398]If the Parties are unable to agree on the joint appointment of a Mediator within thirty (30) Working Days from service of the Dispute Notice then either Party may apply to CEDR to nominate the Mediator. 

If neither Party applies to CEDR to nominate the Mediator or an application to CEDR is unsuccessful under paragraph 4.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11, either Party may proceed to:

hold further discussions between Senior Officers; or

an Expert determination, as prescribed in paragraph 5 of this Call Off Schedule 11; or

arbitration, as prescribed in paragraph 6 of this Call Off Schedule 11; or

litigation in accordance with Clause 57 of this Call Off Contract (Governing Law and Jurisdiction).

If the Parties are unable to reach a settlement in the negotiations at the mediation, and only if the Parties so request and the Mediator agrees, the Mediator shall produce for the Parties a non-binding recommendation on terms of settlement. This shall not attempt to anticipate what a court might order but shall set out what the Mediator suggests are appropriate settlement terms in all of the circumstances.

Any settlement reached in the mediation shall not be legally binding until it has been reduced to writing and signed by, or on behalf of, the Parties (in accordance with the Variation Procedure where appropriate). The Mediator shall assist the Parties in recording the outcome of the mediation.

The costs of any mediation procedure used to resolve the Dispute under this paragraph 4 of this Call Off Schedule 11 shall be shared equally between the Parties.





[bookmark: _Ref365636510]EXPERT DETERMINATION

If a Dispute relates to any aspect of the technology underlying the provision of the Goods and/or Services or otherwise relates to a technical matter of an accounting or financing nature (as the Parties may agree), either Party may request (such request shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed by the Parties) by written notice to the other that the Dispute is referred to an Expert for determination.

[bookmark: _Ref365644387]The Expert shall be appointed by agreement in writing between the Parties, but in the event of a failure to agree within ten (10) Working Days, or if the person appointed is unable or unwilling to act, the Expert shall be appointed on the instructions of the relevant professional body.

The Expert shall act on the following basis:

he/she shall act as an expert and not as an arbitrator and shall act fairly and impartially;

the Expert's determination shall (in the absence of a material failure to follow the agreed procedures) be final and binding on the Parties;

the Expert shall decide the procedure to be followed in the determination and shall be requested to make his/her determination within thirty (30) Working Days of his appointment or as soon as reasonably practicable thereafter and the Parties shall assist and provide the documentation that the Expert requires for the purpose of the determination;

any amount payable by one Party to another as a result of the Expert's determination shall be due and payable within twenty (20) Working Days of the Expert's determination being notified to the Parties;

the process shall be conducted in private and shall be confidential; and

the Expert shall determine how and by whom the costs of the determination, including his/her fees and expenses, are to be paid.

ARBITRATION

[bookmark: _Ref365645044]Either of the Parties may, at any time before court proceedings are commenced and after the Parties have attempted to resolve the Dispute in good faith, by commercial negotiation , mediation and Expert determination (if applicable), refer the Dispute to arbitration in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 6.4 of this Call Off Schedule 11.

[bookmark: _Ref365642677]Before the Supplier commences court proceedings or arbitration, it shall serve written notice on the Customer of its intentions and the Customer shall have fifteen (15) Working Days following receipt of such notice to serve a reply (a “Counter Notice”) on the Supplier requiring the Dispute to be referred to and resolved by arbitration in accordance with paragraph 6.4 of this Call Off Schedule 11 or be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts in accordance with Clause 58 of this Call Off Contract (Governing Law and Jurisdiction). The Supplier shall not commence any court proceedings or arbitration until the expiry of such fifteen (15) Working Day period.

the Counter Notice requires the Dispute to be referred to arbitration, the provisions of paragraph 6.4 of this Call Off Schedule 11 shall apply; 

the Counter Notice requires the Dispute to be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in accordance with Clause 61 of this Call Off Contract (Governing Law and Jurisdiction), the Dispute shall be so referred to the courts and the Supplier shall not commence arbitration proceedings; 

the Customer does not serve a Counter Notice within the fifteen (15) Working Days period referred to in paragraph 6.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11, the Supplier may either commence arbitration proceedings in accordance with paragraph 6.4 of this Call Off Schedule 11 or commence court proceedings in the courts in accordance with Clause 58 of this Call Off Contract (Governing Law and Jurisdiction) which shall (in those circumstances) have exclusive jurisdiction.

[bookmark: _Ref365644852]In the event that any arbitration proceedings are commenced pursuant to paragraphs 6.1 to 6.3 of this Call Off Schedule 11, the Parties hereby confirm that:

all disputes, issues or claims arising out of or in connection with this Call Off Contract (including as to its existence, validity or performance) shall be referred to and finally resolved by arbitration under the Rules of the London Court of International Arbitration (“LCIA”) (subject to paragraphs 6.4.5 and  6.4.6 of this Call Off Schedule 11); 

the arbitration shall be administered by the LCIA;

the LCIA procedural rules in force at the date that the Dispute was referred to arbitration shall be applied and are deemed to be incorporated by reference into this Call Off Contract and the decision of the arbitrator shall be binding on the Parties in the absence of any material failure to comply with such rules;

if the Parties fail to agree the appointment of the arbitrator within ten (10) days from the date on which arbitration proceedings are commenced or if the person appointed is unable or unwilling to act, the arbitrator shall be appointed by the LCIA; 

the arbitration proceedings shall take place in London and in the English language; and

Expedited Dispute Timetable

In exceptional circumstances where the use of the times in this Call Off Schedule 11 would be considered unreasonable by the Parties, including (by way of example) where one Party would be materially disadvantaged by a delay in resolving the Dispute, the Parties may agree to use the Expedited Dispute Timetable. If the Parties are unable to reach agreement on whether to use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable within five (5) Working Days of the issue of the Dispute Notice, the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable shall be at the sole discretion of the Customer.

If the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable is determined in accordance with paragraph 7.1 of this Call Off Schedule 11 or is otherwise specified under the provisions of this Call Off Contract, then the following periods of time shall apply in lieu of the time periods specified in the applicable paragraphs of this Call Off Schedule 11:

in paragraph 2.8, fourteen (14) Working Days;

in paragraph 3.2, ten (10) Working Days;

in paragraph 4.2, ten (10) Working Days;

in paragraph 5.2, five (5) Working Days; and

in paragraph 6.2, ten (10) Working Days.

If at any point it becomes clear that an applicable deadline under paragraph 7.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11 cannot be met or has passed, the Parties may (but shall be under no obligation to) agree in writing to extend the relevant deadline. 

If, pursuant to paragraph 7.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11, the Parties fail to agree within two (2) Working Days after the relevant deadline has passed, the Customer may set a revised deadline provided that it is no less than five (5) Working Days before the end of the period of time specified in the applicable paragraphs under paragraph 7.2 (or no less than two (2) Working Days in the case of Paragraph 5.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11). 

Any agreed extension under paragraph 7.2 of this Call Off Schedule 11 shall have the effect of delaying the start of the subsequent stages by the period agreed in the extension. If the Customer fails to set such a revised deadline then the use of the Expedited Dispute Timetable shall cease and the normal time periods shall apply from that point onwards.

URGENT RELIEF

Either Party may at any time take proceedings or seek remedies before any court or tribunal of competent jurisdiction:

for interim or interlocutory remedies in relation to this Call Off Contract or infringement by the other Party of that Party’s Intellectual Property Rights; or

where compliance with paragraph [2.1] of this Call Off Schedule 11 and/or referring the Dispute to mediation may leave insufficient time for that Party to commence proceedings before the expiry of the limitation period; or

if the Parties fail to resolve the Dispute following good faith discussions and commercial negotiations and mediation (where applicable) is unsuccessful within 60 working days or such period as may be agreed by the Parties then any Dispute between the Parties may be referred to the Courts.

The Customer shall issue passes for those representatives of the Supplier who are approved for admission to the Site and a representative shall not be admitted unless in possession of such a pass.  Passes shall remain the property of the Customer and shall be surrendered on demand or on completion of the supply of the Goods and/or Services.

60.1.2. The Supplier's representatives when employed within the boundaries of a Site, shall comply with such rules, regulations and requirements (including those relating to security arrangements) as may be in force for the time being for the conduct of personnel at that Site.  When on board ship, compliance shall be with the Ship's Regulations as interpreted by the Officer in charge.  Details of such rules, regulations and requirements shall be provided, on request, by the Officer in charge.

60.1.3. The Supplier shall be responsible for the living accommodation and maintenance of its representatives while they are employed at a Site.  Sleeping accommodation and messing facilities, if required, may be provided by the Customer wherever possible, at the discretion of the Officer in charge, at a cost fixed in accordance with current Ministry of Defence regulations.  At Sites overseas, accommodation and messing facilities, if required, shall be provided wherever possible.  The status to be accorded to the Supplier's personnel for messing purposes shall be at the discretion of the Officer in charge who shall, wherever possible give his decision before the commencement of this Call Off Contract where so asked by the Supplier.  When sleeping accommodation and messing facilities are not available, a certificate to this effect may be required by the Customer and shall be obtained by the Supplier from the Officer in charge.  Such certificate shall be presented to the Customer with other evidence relating to the costs of this Call Off Contract.

60.1.4. Where the Supplier's representatives are required by this Call Off Contract to join or visit a Site overseas, transport between the United Kingdom and the place of duty (but excluding transport within the United Kingdom) shall be provided for them free of charge by the Ministry of Defence whenever possible, normally by Royal Air Force or by MOD chartered aircraft.  The Supplier shall make such arrangements through the Technical Branch named for this purpose in this Call Off Contract.  When such transport is not available within a reasonable time, or in circumstances where the Supplier wishes its representatives to accompany material for installation which it is to arrange to be delivered, the Supplier shall make its own transport arrangements.  The Customer shall reimburse the Supplier's reasonable costs for such transport of its representatives on presentation of evidence supporting the use of alternative transport and of the costs involved.  Transport of the Supplier's representatives locally overseas which is necessary for the purpose of this Call Off Contract shall be provided wherever possible by the Ministry of Defence, or by the Officer in charge and, where so provided, shall be free of charge.

60.1.5. Out-patient medical treatment given to the Supplier's representatives by a Service Medical Officer or other Government Medical Officer at a Site overseas shall be free of charge.  Treatment in a Service hospital or medical centre, dental treatment, the provision of dentures or spectacles, conveyance to and from a hospital, medical centre or surgery not within the Site and transportation of the Supplier's representatives back to the United Kingdom, or elsewhere, for medical reasons, shall be charged to the Supplier at rates fixed in accordance with current Ministry of Defence regulations.

60.1.6. Accidents to the Supplier's representatives which ordinarily require to be reported in accordance with Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974, shall be reported to the Officer in charge so that the Inspector of Factories may be informed.

60.1.7. No assistance from public funds, and no messing facilities, accommodation or transport overseas shall be provided for dependants or members of the families of the Supplier's representatives.  Medical or necessary dental treatment may, however, be provided for dependants or members of families on repayment at current Ministry of Defence rates.

60.1.8. The Supplier shall, wherever possible, arrange for funds to be provided to its representatives overseas through normal banking channels (e.g. by travellers' cheques).  If banking or other suitable facilities are not available, the Customer shall, upon request by the Supplier and subject to any limitation required by the Supplier, make arrangements for payments, converted at the prevailing rate of exchange (where applicable), to be made at the Site to which the Supplier's representatives are attached.  All such advances made by the Customer shall be recovered from the Supplier.

61.2.2. a requirement for the Sub-Contractor to include in any Sub-Contract which it in turn awards, suitable provisions to impose, as between the parties to that Sub-Contract, requirements to the same effect as those required by this Clause 61.2.

FRAMEWORK SCHEDULE 2: SERVICES AND KEY PERFORMANCE INDICATORS

PART A – GOOD AND SERVICES



1. [bookmark: h.30j0zll]INTRODUCTION

1.1 The purpose of this Framework Schedule 2: Part A – Goods and Services is to lay down the characteristics of the Goods and/or  Services that the Supplier will be required to make available to all Contracting Authorities under this Framework Agreement (including, as applicable, in each Lot) together with any specific Standards applicable to the Goods and Services.



1.2 The Goods and Services and any Standards set out in this Framework Schedule 2: Part A – Goods and Services may be refined by a Contracting Authority during a Further Competition Procedure (in Lots 2 – 9) to reflect its Goods and Services Requirements for entering into a particular Call Off Contract (to the extent permitted and set out in Framework Schedule 5: Call Off Procedure).



2. MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS – ALL LOTS

2.1. Framework Account Management

2.1.1. The Supplier shall identify and appoint a suitably qualified Supplier Framework Manager. The Supplier Framework Manager shall have the relevant experience and training to fulfil the role to a satisfactory standard. 

2.1.2. Within five (5) working days of the commencement of the Framework Agreement, the Supplier shall send the Authority the contact details (name, email and telephone) of its Supplier Framework Manager.

2.1.3. The Supplier Framework Manager shall be the main point of contact for the Authority and shall support all aspects of the delivery of the Goods and Services and the performance management of the Supplier.

2.1.4. The Supplier shall establish appropriate contingency measures to manage any instances when the Supplier Framework Manager is absent. This shall include providing the Authority with the contact details for a nominated deputy Supplier Framework Manager and establishing handover processes. The deputy Supplier Framework Manager shall have the same powers, authority and discretion as the Supplier Framework Manager to avoid any interruptions to the delivery of the Goods and Services.

2.1.5. The Supplier shall notify the Authority via email of any changes or planned absences in respect of the Supplier Framework Management at least five (5) working days before any such change or absence.

2.1.6. The Supplier shall support the Authority when delivering the Goods and Services to Contracting Authorities by, for example, providing recommendations, answering queries, complaint handling and technical support.

2.1.7. The Supplier Framework Manager shall attend Supplier Review Meetings to assess performance of the Framework Agreement, continuous improvement, management processes, KPI performance and innovation opportunities. The timing and frequency of these meetings shall be determined by the Authority.

2.1.8. The Supplier Framework Manager shall attend a biannual Strategic Business Review Meeting to assess strategic delivery of the Framework Agreement and contribute towards its collaborative development.

2.2. Customer Account Management

2.2.1. Within five (5) working days of the commencement of a Call Off Contract, the Supplier shall send the Contracting Authority the contact details (name, email and telephone) of the designated Customer Account Manager for the Call Off Contract.

2.2.2. The Customer Account Manager shall be the main point of contact for the Contracting Authority and shall support all aspects of the delivery of the Goods and Services and the performance management of the Call Off Contract. 

2.2.3. The Customer Account Manager shall be the first point of contact for Contracting Authority queries and shall be available between 09:00 - 17:00, Monday to Friday (excluding public holidays) and contactable via telephone or email.

2.2.4. The Customer Account Manager shall be responsible for ensuring customer satisfaction is maintained for the duration of the Call Off Contract and work collaboratively with the Customer to resolve issues which may affect customer satisfaction.

2.2.5. The Customer Account Manager shall respond to all Contracting Authority queries in a timely manner

2.2.6. The Supplier shall ensure the Customer Account Manager has the relevant experience and training to fulfil the role to a satisfactory standard in line with industry best practice.

2.2.7. The Supplier shall monitor and record the performance of the Customer Account Manager for the duration of each Call Off Contract, and shall identify areas for performance improvement including any training needs. The Supplier shall arrange any training that the Customer Account Manager is required to complete in order to improve their performance. 

2.2.8. The Supplier shall ensure that all Supplier Personnel working on a Call Off Contract meet the required security clearances as specified by the Contracting Authority within its Call Off Contract.

2.2.9. The Supplier shall establish appropriate contingency measures to manage any instances when the Customer Account Manager is absent. This shall include providing the Contracting Authority with the contact details for a nominated deputy Customer Account Manager and establishing handover processes. The deputy Customer Account Manager shall have the same powers, authority and discretion as the Customer Account Manager to avoid any interruptions to the delivery of the Goods and Services.

2.2.10. The Supplier shall notify the Contracting Authority via email of any changes or planned absences in respect of the Customer Account Manager at least five (5) working days before any such change or absence.

2.2.11. The Supplier shall provide a consistent level of service to each Contracting Authority, irrespective of size and scope of the Contacting Authority’s Call Off Contract.

2.2.12. The Customer Account Manager shall manage the Supplier’s complaints handling procedure so that complaints are resolved to the satisfaction of the Contracting Authority. 

2.2.13. The Supplier shall ensure all Contracting Authority queries received are dealt with by the Customer Account Manager in accordance with the Service Level Agreement for the relevant Lot and the Key Performance Indicators for the Framework Agreement.

2.2.14. For Lots 1 – 7 (inclusive), if requested by the Customer as part of the Call Off Agreement, the Supplier may be required to conduct Site Visits to assess and devise an appropriate Metering Strategy.

2.2.15. The Supplier shall communicate with the Contracting Authority using the Contracting Authorities preferred methods, including, but not limited to, email, newsletters, reports, leaflets and dissemination of marketing materials.

2.3. Management of Data

2.3.1. The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with all data, in the required format and frequency, that is specified by the Contracting Authority in its Call Off Contract.

2.3.2. If requested by the Contracting Authority, the Supplier shall also provide this data to the Contracting Authority’s designated utility supplier to assist in billing processes. Such requirements will be specified by the Contracting Authority in its Call Off Contract.

2.3.3. The Supplier shall ensure all data obtained through this Framework Agreement is up to date, accurate and is held and maintained within a secure system in the UK, and shall provide such data to the Authority as and when required, and in the format specified by the Authority.

2.3.4. The Supplier shall be expected to meet or exceed the requirements of the Government Digital Service Open Standards which can be found at:

2.4. Complaints Handling

2.4.1. The Supplier shall have an established and auditable complaints handling procedure. This procedure shall include logging, investigating, managing, escalating and resolving complaints.

2.4.2. The Customer Account Manager shall keep a complete record of all complaints received. The record shall include, but shall not be limited to:

· Contracting Authority name

· Date raised

· Details of complaint

· Actions to resolve the complaint

· Date resolved

· Resolution timescales



2.4.3. The Supplier shall review and monitor the quality of the complaints handling procedure and shall introduce improvements to the procedure based on such reviews as part of Continuous Improvement.

2.4.4. The Complaints Handling procedure shall include the escalation of serious complaints to the Authority as deemed necessary.

2.4.5.  If requested by the Authority, the Supplier shall provide visibility of its complaints handling systems and shall provide a summary report on complaints received as part of the Supplier Review Meeting.

2.4.6. The Supplier shall log and acknowledge each complaint within twenty four (24) hours of receipt.

2.4.7. The Supplier shall resolve each complaint within five (5) working days of the complaint being raised. The Supplier shall notify the Contracting Authority and the Authority if the complaint has not been resolved within this timescale. 

2.4.8. The Supplier shall maintain a full audit trail of the progress of each complaint, including the actions and timescales required to resolve the complaint.

2.4.9. The Supplier shall have a clear escalation procedure established for any complaints that have not been resolved within the specified timescales. The Supplier shall review the escalation procedure and timescales periodically.

2.5. Data Security

2.5.1. The Supplier shall implement and comply with industry Standards and best practice security controls as set out here:

2.5.2. The Supplier shall ensure that all data collected through this Framework Agreement is classified as OFFICIAL under the Government Security Classifications Scheme. Further information can be found on the following link:

2.5.3. All Supplier Personnel who will be handling data collected as part of this Framework Agreement shall be required to undergo basic recruitment checks, applying the requirements of the HMG Baseline Personnel Security Standard for all individuals with access to OFFICIAL information. Further details can be found on the following link:

2.5.4. The Supplier shall adhere to the principles and guidance established within the Data Protection Act:

2.5.5. The Supplier shall be responsible for ensuring suitable security clearances are in place to meet the requirements specified by Contracting Authorities. The Supplier shall be compliant with the standards set out in the following link: 

https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/hmg-personnel-security-controls.

2.5.6. The Supplier may be required to demonstrate that their business solutions meet the required levels of personal, procedural, policy, data and technical security that are specified in the Contracting Authority’s Call Off Contract.

2.5.7. In Lots 1 – 7 (inclusive), the Supplier shall meet a minimum security standard of Cyber Essentials accreditation or equivalent. Further Information can be found at the following link:

2.5.8. In Lot 8 and Lot 9, the Supplier shall meet a minimum security standard of Cyber Essential Plus accreditation with evidence of annual penetration testing or equivalent data protection certification. Further information can be found at the following link: 

https://www.cyberaware.gov.uk/cyberessentials/

2.5.9. The Supplier shall ensure that prior to any IT system or IT service related to the Services becoming operational, the Supplier shall commission CHECK compliant Penetration Testing with an approved National Cyber Security Centre provider and annually thereafter.

2.5.10. The Supplier shall be required to undergo an assessment to identify technical risks for all Lots where software systems interconnect with HMG systems or manage HMG data through this Framework Agreement. Proportionate assurance processes shall be demonstrated to provide confidence that these identified risks are properly managed.

2.5.11. The Supplier shall ensure that engineers and other Supplier Personnel conducting Site Visits have the appropriate security vetting and background checks to meet the minimum HMG security requirements. The Supplier shall comply with any reasonable, additional security requirements specified by a Contracting Authority in respect of the Supplier’s engineers and any other Supplier Personnel.

2.5.12. The Supplier shall ensure that any suspected or actual security breaches are reported to the Authority and, as applicable, to Contracting Authorities’ representatives immediately. 

2.5.13. The Supplier shall comply with all current and future legislation appropriate to the secure operation and use of IT systems in providing the Goods and Services to the Authority and to all Contracting Authorities. 

2.5.14. The Supplier shall comply with all relevant legislation, organisational and cross Government policy and guidelines is relation to data and asset security. 

2.6. Sub-Contractors and Supply Chain Management 

2.6.1. The Supplier shall note that the Government intends to continue its focus on ensuring Small or Medium Enterprises (SMEs) are at the forefront of its commercial thinking. The Supplier shall ensure the most appropriate Sub-Contractors are appointed as part of its supply chain, whilst proactively supporting the Government’s SME agenda, delivering a quality service and ensuring value for money is achieved.

2.6.2. The Supplier shall proactively encourage SMEs to become part of its supply chain to support the Government’s SME agenda.

2.6.3. The Supplier shall exercise due skill and care in the appointment and selection of any Sub-Contractors and members of its supply chain.

2.6.4. The Supplier shall ensure that all appointed Sub-Contractors and members of its supply chain have the skills and experience to deliver the Goods and Services to the required standard. 

2.6.5. The Supplier shall manage and co-ordinate its Sub-Contractors and supply chain to ensure the Goods and Services are consistently delivered to the required standard, including during peaks in demand, so that the requirements of all Contracting Authorities are delivered without delays or any impact to the quality of the Goods and Services. 

2.6.6. The Supplier shall monitor and measure the on-going performance of its Sub-Contractors and supply chain, and shall have established processes to address any under-performance of its Sub-Contractors and supply chain. This shall include arranging any additional training required.

2.7. Continuous Improvement 

2.7.1. The Supplier shall encourage innovation and continuous improvement within its organisation throughout the life of the Framework Agreement in order to deliver novel ideas to improve the performance of the Framework Agreement.

2.7.2. The Supplier shall keep abreast of changes within the market which may affect the delivery of Goods and Services throughout the duration of this Agreement.

2.7.3. The Supplier shall establish suitable benchmarks to monitor and measure their performance when delivering the Goods and/or Services under this Framework Agreement to identify areas for improvement and development.

2.7.4. The Supplier shall identify and prioritise emerging requirements and technologies to present to the Authority during the Supplier Review Meetings for discussion, review and approval to progress to implementation.

2.7.5. The Supplier shall regularly monitor and measure its performance throughout the life of the Framework Agreement to identify areas for improvement and efficiencies. 

2.7.6. When implementing continuous improvement initiatives or innovative solutions, the Supplier shall have an established change management procedure, including project management, communications plans, training requirements, contingency planning and subsequent lessons learnt activities, to ensure the effective delivery of Contracting Authority requirements with minimal disruption.

2.8. Social Value and Community Benefits

2.8.1. The Public Services (Social Value) Act 2012 requires public authorities to have regard to economic, social and environmental wellbeing in connection with public services contracts and for connected purposes as well as allowing for national and local strategies around this area. The Supplier may be required to identify the Social Value initiatives it proposes. Such initiatives shall be proportionate and relevant to a Contracting Authority’s Call Off Contract.

2.8.2. The disposal of all Goods shall be at no additional cost to Contracting Authorities, in accordance with the WEEE (Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment) Directive. Further information on the WEEE Directive can be found via the following link:

2.8.3. The Supplier shall ensure that due diligence and care is taken to use recyclable materials where possible in packaging for Goods to assist in the reduction of waste throughout the duration of the Framework Agreement.

2.8.4. The Supplier shall encourage the delivery of community benefits throughout the life of the Framework Agreement and any subsequent Call Off Contracts where applicable.






3. MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS LOTS 1 – 7 ONLY

3.1. Goods and Metering Hardware

3.1.1. All Goods provided by the Supplier as part of this Framework Agreement shall meet the standards established in the UK Sale of Goods Act 1979 and be in full working condition and fit for intended purpose.

3.1.2. If requested by the Contracting Authority, the Supplier shall discuss and review the Contracting Authority’s Metering Hardware requirements in order to assist in the delivery of a suitable Metering Strategy for the site or portfolio, including identifying efficiencies, improvements and value added benefits.

3.1.3. The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with the options to purchase, Lease, and Lease to Purchase Goods via the Framework Agreement.

3.1.4. Where the Contracting Authority requests to Lease or Lease to Purchase Goods, this shall be conducted under the Supplier Leasing Agreement. The Supplier Leasing Agreement is required to have approval from the Finance and Leasing Association (FLA).

3.1.5. All Metering Hardware Leased by Contracting Authorities via the Framework Agreement will be properly maintained and operated in line with the Supplier’s right of ownership. This will include refraining from tampering and the resale of Leased Metering Hardware. 

3.1.6. Where the Contracting Authority requests a Lease to Purchase arrangement, the ownership of the Goods shall remain with the Supplier until the amount has been paid in full at the end of the Leasing Period.

3.1.7. At the end of the Leasing Period, Metering Hardware will be removed by the Supplier from the site(s) within a timely manner.

3.1.8. Where new Metering Hardware is recommended by the Supplier to the Contacting Authority during the Leasing Period that was not included in the original scope, the Supplier may propose changes to the costs for the new Metering Hardware. The Contracting Authority will have the option to accept or reject the proposed changes and associated charges.

3.1.9. The Supplier shall submit its Supplier Leasing Agreement to the Authority prior to the Framework Commencement Date. 

3.1.10. All Metering Hardware provided by the Supplier shall be compliant with the relevant standards at the time of Installation. A change in standards during the life of the Framework Agreement that does not affect the functionality or safety of the Metering Hardware, shall not require the Metering Hardware to be replaced. 

3.1.11. Where existing metering hardware is in-situ at the Contracting Authority’s site, Suppliers shall use all reasonable endeavours to work with the existing Metering Hardware where possible. 

3.1.12. If the Supplier is unable to work with the existing Metering Hardware, the Supplier shall notify the Contracting Authority in writing of the reasons for this incompatibility and the actions and costs to rectify such issues. The Contracting Authority will have the choice to either accept or reject the actions proposed by the Supplier. 

3.1.13. Where the Contracting Authority is not the explicit owner of the Metering Hardware, they will obtain express permission from the provider in writing to allow the Supplier to gain access for data reading purposes.

3.1.14. For all Metering Hardware provided by the Supplier, the Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with full guidance, instruction and care requirements. Where this information is not provided, the Supplier shall be responsible for any subsequent faults, and the Contracting Authority shall not be charged for any Maintenance that is required as a result.

3.1.15. The Supplier shall have established quality assurance and quality management processes to ensure the consistent delivery of high quality Goods and Services throughout the duration of the Framework Agreement.

3.1.16. The Supplier shall conduct regular reviews with the Contracting Authority to measure and monitor the Contracting Authority’s satisfaction with the performance and quality of the Metering Hardware provided and shall have a process in place to resolve Contracting Authority issues and prevent their re-occurrence, and to identify areas for improvement. 

3.2. Installation

3.2.1. The Supplier shall deliver the Installation of all Metering Hardware available through this Framework Agreement unless the Contracting Authority expressly states this is not within the scope of its Call Off Contract and is not required. 

3.2.2. Installation shall be completed on a date agreed in writing by the Supplier and Contracting Authorities and shall be in accordance with the defined Service Level Agreements of the Call Off Contract. If the Installation cannot proceed for reasons outside of either party’s control, or due to the inability to access the site, an alternative date should be re-arranged within three (3) working days so that the Installation is completed as soon as is reasonably possible.

3.2.3. If the Supplier is unable to deliver part or all of the Goods on the agreed date as a result of the Contracting Authority’s actions, the Supplier shall rearrange the delivery of the Goods, which shall be at a suitable time for the Contracting Authority and as soon as reasonably possible.

3.2.4. If, during a Site Visit for Installation, additional work outside of the original Scope of Work is identified, the Supplier shall provide an updated Scope of Work, including an updated quotation for the Contracting Authority’s consideration and approval. Where time is of the essence, this may be agreed verbally between the Supplier and Contracting Authority and written confirmation of the agreement shall be provided retrospectively.

3.2.5. Upon Installation of the Metering Hardware, the Contracting Authority will have a twenty eight (28) day period to review the performance of the Metering Hardware and to notify the Supplier if the Metering Hardware does not conform to their requirements, are defective, faulty or not fit for purpose. Upon such notifications, the Supplier shall investigate and replace any defective or unfit for purpose Metering Hardware free of charge.

3.3. Maintenance

3.3.1. The Supplier shall manage and monitor the performance, Maintenance and repairs of all Metering Hardware.

3.3.2. The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with a guarantee for Maintenance and repairs on Metering Hardware that has been Purchased or Leased from the Supplier through the Framework Agreement. 

3.3.3. Where the Supplier is able to Maintenance existing Metering Hardware in-situ at the Contracting Authority’s sites, this requirement can be requested by the Contracting Authority.

3.3.4. The Supplier shall have an established process to enable the Contracting Authority to report and request Maintenance and repair services for their Metering Hardware.

3.3.5. The Supplier shall have an established process to manage the deployment of engineers to Contracting Authority sites nationally, including to remote locations, so all Maintenance and repair services required by Contracting Authorities are delivered.  

3.3.6. The Supplier shall have an established process to enable the Contracting Authorities with business critical sites or dangerous faults to request urgent Maintenance. Such urgent Maintenance shall have reduced response times. 

3.3.7. Contracting Authorities will, in the first instance, notify the relevant District Network Operator (DNO) in the event of any Metering Hardware faults deemed emergencies.

3.3.8. When a Contracting Authority reports a fault or raises a Maintenance request, the Supplier shall investigate the fault in full and provide written confirmation of the findings to the Contracting Authority. This shall include:

i. Where no fault is found;

ii. Where fault is cosmetic and does not affect the functionality and performance of the Metering Hardware;

iii. Where repair works are required (including setting out the scope and expected costs of such work);

iv. Where Metering Hardware is required to be replaced (including the scope and expected costs of such work).

3.3.9. The Supplier shall be able to provide the Goods and Services across the entire United Kingdom, including in remote locations supported by the use of Sub-Contractors where required.

3.3.10. The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with a full Maintenance schedule for their current Metering Hardware portfolio under a Call Off Contract in order to proactively reduce the Metering Hardware failures and repairs and ensure consistent and accurate operation.

3.3.11. Maintenance of Metering Hardware shall cover:

i. The investigation of all faults that the Contracting Authority notifies the Supplier of;

ii. The recalibration of Metering Hardware;

iii. The repair of any faults with the Metering Hardware;

iv. The replacement of any unrepairable or out-of-date Metering Hardware.

3.3.12. The Supplier shall not be permitted to charge Maintenance fees to Contracting Authorities in respect of Metering Hardware that is within warranty, unless the Maintenance is required owing to one of the following situations:

i. The Metering Hardware has been subjected to interference, vandalism or damage;

ii. Metering Hardware has been subjected to misuse through failure of the Contracting Authority to follow instructions and guidance provided by the Supplier;

iii. Metering Hardware has been repaired or altered by the Contracting Authority without the consent of the Supplier;

iv. Defects as a result of power cuts, voltage changes or the termination of power supply by the utility supplier;

v. Acts or omissions by the Contracting Authority resulting in damage or defects to the Metering Hardware; or

vi. Faults to Metering Hardware configuration and accuracy inside the tolerances outlined within the Balancing and Settlement Code (BSC);

3.3.13. The Supplier shall monitor the outcome of any Maintenance and repair works to ensure issues are resolved to the satisfaction of the Contracting Authority.

3.3.14. When replacing Metering Hardware, the Supplier must provide meter reads to the Contracting Authority indicating the last meter reading from the Metering Hardware being replaced and the first meter reading from the new Metering Hardware installed.

3.4. Data Collection and Communications

3.4.1. The Contracting Authority will provide the Supplier with a list of all sites that are to be included under a Call Off Contract within the order form of the Call Off Contract.

3.4.2. All data collected through a Call Off Contract shall remain in the ownership of the Contracting Authority.

3.4.3. The Supplier shall  engage, communicate and liaise with all relevant parties associated with the delivery of the communication of utilities data, including, but not limited to:

i. The utilities supplier;

ii. Distribution Network Owner (DNO’s);

iii. Meter Operators;

iv. Data aggregators and data collectors; and

v. Associated sub-contractors

3.4.4. The Contracting Authority will notify the Supplier if any additional site are required to be added to the list of sites or if any sites should be removed.

3.4.5. All data collected in association with the delivery of Services listed as part of this Framework Agreement and associated Call Off Contracts shall be transferrable between all associated parties. This shall include the transfer of data upon the expiry or termination of a Call Off Contract. All data provided should be Supplier Neutral.

3.4.6. The Supplier shall provide the Authority with access to all Half Hourly Electricity data for all Contracting Authorities to assist with internal management processes. The Supplier shall provide this data via a daily CSV file which shall be sent to the Authority via secure FTP (File Transfer Protocol) daily before 22:00 to the location specified by the Authority following the commencement of the Framework Agreement. The data shall be Supplier Neutral and shall be provided by the Supplier free of charge.

3.4.7. The Supplier shall accommodate any change to the location and format of the transfer of the Contracting Authorities’ Half Hourly Electricity data requested by the Authority during the lifetime of the Framework Agreement.

3.5. Continuous Improvement 

3.5.1. The Supplier shall monitor any scientific or technological improvements in the field of Utilities Metering and, where appropriate and / or necessary, shall incorporate such improvements in to the Goods and Services throughout the duration of the Framework Agreement.

3.5.2. The Supplier shall continually improve the way in which the required Maintenance and repair Services are delivered throughout the duration of the Framework Agreement.






4. LOT 1 - HALF HOURLY ELECTRICITY MOP SERVICES – MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS



4.1. General



4.1.1. The Supplier shall provide a full suite of Meter Operator (MOP) and Data Aggregation and Data Collection (DA/DC) Services for Half Hourly Electricity Metering Hardware including:

i. Provision of fiscal Metering Hardware either via outright Purchase or on an agreed Leasing arrangement.

ii. Installation of new Metering Hardware including: Site Visits, labour costs and associated Installation material, for example cabling and aerials.

iii. Relocation of Metering Hardware as requested by the Contracting Authority. 

iv. Ongoing Maintenance of Metering Hardware including; Site Visits, Metering Hardware accuracy testing, calibration of Metering Hardware and Metering Hardware replacements/repairs as required.

v. Removal, de-energisation and decommissioning of Metering Hardware as requested by the Contracting Authority.

vi. Data Aggregation and Data Collection (DA/DC) Services in line with the relevant practices of the Balancing Settlement Code (BSC)

vii. The Supplier shall provide aggregated Half Hourly Electricity data for all relevant Metering Hardware for each initial Settlement Run and Reconciliation Settlement Run before the deadlines established within the Balancing and Settlement Code (BSC), Section N, Clause 3 Payment Calendar.

viii. Communication of Data to the nominated utilities supplier for billing purposes, as requested by the Contracting Authority, in line with relevant settlement period timescales. 

ix. Provision of a basic Visualisation Portal updated on a day +1 basis. Software should facilitate the visualisation and reporting on consumption from individual meter points, sites and Contracting Authorities.



4.2. Visualisation Portal



4.2.1 The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with access to an online Visualisation Portal that provides the Contracting Authority with up-to-date Half Hourly Electricity consumption data.

4.2.2 As minimum, all data provided on the online Visualisation Portal shall be updated on a minimum of day +1 basis. The Supplier shall rectify any gaps in the reported data in a timely manner and in accordance with the defined Service Level Agreements.

4.2.3 The Supplier shall grant the Contracting Authority multiple user licenses as requested at no extra charge. 

4.2.4 All user licenses should be reviewed with the Contracting Authority and updated on a regular basis to ensure data integrity.



4.3. Installation and Maintenance

4.3.1 All of the Supplier’s engineers that are required to conduct the Installation of Metering Hardware shall be suitably qualified to perform the requirements, including:

i. A minimum of two (2) years industry experience; 

ii. MOCOPA authorised; and

iii. Energy Utility and Skills Register (EUSR) Registered



4.3.2 The above stated qualifications and experience requirements are not applicable for the use of apprentices where the Supplier is complying with requirements as specified within PPN 14/15:

11. LOT 8 – UTILITIES MANAGEMENT SOFTWARE – MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS



11.1 General

11.1.1 The Supplier shall provide Contracting Authorities with access (via user licences) to a Software Product to upload, visualise, manage, report and manipulate utilities data from across their portfolio.

11.1.2 A Contracting Authority will be permitted to request the Services set out below in this section 11 as individual requirements or as a Full Service Provision within their Call Off Contract based on their individual requirements.

11.1.3 The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with all of the Services the Contracting Authority has specified, either as a Full Service Provision or as individual requirements as set out in the Contracting Authority’s Call Off Contract.

11.1.4 The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with access to assistance and help to support the use of the Software Product for the duration of the Call Off Contract. 



11.2 Software Product

11.2.1 The Supplier shall provide utilities management Software Product to incorporate data streams for all utilities (included but not limited to: electricity, gas, water, fuels, steam, heating and chilling), Combined Heat and Power (CHP), Scada and Building Management Systems (BMS). 

11.2.2 The Software Product shall have the following core functionality:

i. Ability to enter, upload and store data relating to the Contracting Authority (for example, sites, addresses, meter locations, and access information), consumption, contractual (for example, schedules, tariffs and tax) and financial/invoicing.

ii. Access for multiple users.

iii. Ability to assign or remove users during the life of the Call Off Contract through an Administrative Account.

iv. Ability to audit and track user activities for audit trail of insertions and amendments.

v. Secure sign-in for all users.

vi. Ability to assign varying user access rights.

vii. Basic visualisation and manipulation of consumption data.

viii. Flexible methods of data input and extraction. 

ix. Ability to establish Tree Structure or hierarchy of meters, sites, accounts, supply points, without limitations.

x. Customisable web Dashboard or landing page to summarise Contracting Authority defined data.

xi. Upload and reporting of associated financial data.

xii. Ability to distribute data spanning multiple reporting periods.

xiii. Ability to  facilitate the reporting of data, including but not limited to:

· Consumption (including shaping data)

· Spend, 

· Load Factor, 

· Demand Profile, 

· Max Usage Demand, 

· Regression, 

· Missing Data Reports

xiv. Ability to schedule automatic distribution of reports to multiple email addresses and users in a range of formats, including, but not limited to, Excel, PDF and CSV file. 

xv. Ability for the Contracting Authority to create bespoke report requirements and save as template

xvi. Supplier assistance in creating bespoke reporting requirements 

xvii. Ability to store historical consumption data (5 years previous as minimum)

xviii. Ability to insert estimated meter reads, including: Contracting Authority actual, utilities supplier actual and Contracting Authority estimate;

xix. Ability to create Virtual Meters.

xx. Ability to define set tolerances and automatic generation of Breach Alerts.

xxi. Ability to include multiple data streams and attributes.

xxii. Ability to include Degree Day Analysis and weather analysis. 

xxiii. Normalisation of data for benchmarking purposes.

xxiv. Ability to create league tables from normalised data.

xxv. Maintain a complete history of all Contracting Authority data for verification, audit and interrogation purpose.

11.2.3 The Software Product shall be able to accept utilities related data including but not limited to:

I. Meter Point Reference Number (MPRN) or identifier

II. Site address / location

III. Recorded consumption data

IV. Tariff information

V. Associated costs (forecast vs actual)

VI. Related supplier (if applicable)

11.2.4 The Supplier shall provide additional functionality which may be requested by Contracting Authorities in addition to the Software Product as part of their Call Off Contracts. This additional functionality shall include:

11.2.5 Bill Validation 

11.2.5.1 Computer analysis of uploaded invoices to automatically check for potential errors, miscalculations and non-energy cost analysis.

11.2.5.2 Automated production of error report for Contracting Authorities to action with utilities supplier(s).

11.2.6 Tenant Billing

11.2.6.1 Automatic creation of invoices for tenants or internal re-charging for billing purposes.

11.2.6.2 Incorporation of data from invoices, Sub-Meters, fiscal meters. AMR, FM systems or manual meter readings.

11.2.6.3 Calculation of proportionate billing value

11.2.6.4 Bulk production of invoices for issue

11.2.7 Budget Forecasting

11.2.7.1 Use of historical consumption data to predict forward energy consumption patterns and associated costs.

11.2.7.2 Ability for the Contracting Authority to change parameters to include changes to organisation into the forecast, for example, a predicted increase in headcount.

11.2.7.3 Continued monitoring of actual against forecast spend.

11.2.7.4 Reforecasts based on comparison of current and predicted positions.

11.2.8 Carbon / Compliance Reporting

11.2.8.1 Calculation of CO2 and greenhouse gas emissions based on consumption and Call Off Contract data.

11.2.9 Project Tracking;

11.2.9.1 Comparison of consumption before and after project implementation.

11.2.9.2 Calculation of consumption/cost variances and trend analysis

11.2.9.3 The Supplier shall provide a data export file for all associated Call Off Contract data as requested by the Contracting Authority and at the end of the Call Off Contract period. This is to be provided in an open format to allow transfer to alternative supplier and/or software product.

11.2.9.4 The Supplier shall notify the Contracting Authority of any proposed changes to the format of data. Such changes shall be agreed by the Contracting Authority before they are implemented to allow continuity of Service delivery

11.2.10 Service Requirements Software or System Initiation:

11.2.10.1 Upon Software Product initiation, the Supplier shall, if requested by the Contracting Authority, upload all of the data provided by the Contracting Authority into the Software Product and ensure all data is in the required format. Contracting Authorities will ensure that the data provided is accurate, complete and up to date to the best of their ability. 

11.2.10.2 The Supplier shall complete the upload of Contracting Authority data in accordance with the Service Level Agreements for Lot 9.   

11.2.10.3 The Software Product shall not be deemed live until the date of completion of suitable user testing and satisfactory Contracting Authority sign-off.

11.2.10.4 If requested by the Contracting Authority, the Supplier shall provide remote demonstrations and training on the Software Product. The Supplier shall provide such demonstrations and training free of charge. 

11.2.10.5 Where multiple training requirements are identified, face to face training shall be arranged by the Supplier as agreed between the Supplier and the Contracting Authority as part of the Call Off Contract.

11.2.11 Licence Terms

11.2.11.1 Each Software Product licence granted to a Contracting Authority under its Call Off Contract will be under the standard licencing terms of the Supplier.

11.2.12 Software Product Usage:

11.2.12.1 The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority an initial twenty (20) user licences to access the Software Product at no additional cost. The Contracting Authority shall have the ability to act as an Account Administrator for their users including the ability to add new users, remove users, change user’s permissions and reset user passwords.

11.2.12.2 The Contracting Authority shall be expected to comply with the Fair Usage Policy of the Supplier with regards to frequency and volume of data uploads. The Supplier shall notify and warn the Contracting Authority of each and every breach of the Fair Usage Policy. If persistent breach of Fair Usage policy, the Supplier shall be entitled to revoke user licenses.

11.2.12.3 The Contracting Authority shall not be entitled to mirror or create links to any Software Product provided by the Supplier or use it for any other purpose than specified within the Call Off Contract.

11.2.13 Software Product Hosting:

11.2.13.1 All Suppliers shall provide Cloud Hosting for all Contracting Authorities to access the Software Product.

11.2.13.2 Some Contracting Authorities shall require additional Software Product Hosting options based on their individual security requirements including but not limited to:

i. Supplier Server Based Hosting

ii. Customer Server Based Hosting

Suppliers shall accommodate these requirements where possible. 

11.2.13.3 Contracting Authorities are entitled to request a change to their Hosting preference during the life of a Call Off Contract by submitting a written variation request to the Supplier (where additional Hosting options are available). 

11.2.14 Software Product Maintenance:

11.2.14.1 The Supplier shall complete all standard Maintenance of the Software Product for the Contracting Authority free of charge, including:

i. Resolving application faults

ii. Investigation of faults

iii. Application queries and support Services

iv. Contracting Authority change requests (that shall be reasonable and agreed between the parties)

v. Remote training Services including webinars, video chats, FAQ’s, email queries and access to education materials

11.2.14.2 The Supplier shall conduct planned Software Product Maintenance as required to maintain or improve the functionality of the Software Product. All planned Software Product Downtime shall be scheduled for outside of the core working hours (8:00 – 18:00, Monday to Friday) and should last no longer than twelve (12) hours. 

11.2.14.3 Where planned Software Product Downtime cannot be scheduled outside of core working hours (8:00 – 18:00, Monday to Friday), the Supplier shall ensure that disruption is kept to a minimum.

11.2.14.4 The Supplier shall not charge the Contracting Authority for any Software Product Maintenance and upgrades.

11.2.14.5 The Supplier shall not schedule more than three (3) occurrences of Software Product Downtime for planned Software Product Maintenance events in any rolling thirty (30) calendar day period.

11.2.14.6 The Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with the planned Software Product Maintenance schedule at the start of the Call Off Contract. The Supplier shall provide notification of planned maintenance ten (10) working days in advance of the start of any Software Product Downtime. This schedule shall be updated as and when required during the life of the Call Off Contract.

11.2.14.7 In the event of unplanned Software Product Downtime, the Supplier shall investigate the issue in accordance with the priority list below:

i. High priority issues (issues significantly affecting the functionally of the Software Product and/or affecting the majority of Contracting Authorities) should be investigated within one (1) hour of identification.

ii. Medium priority issues (issues moderately affecting the functionality of the Software Product and/or affecting multiple Contracting Authorities) should be investigated within four (4) hours of identification.

iii. Low priority issues (issues minimally affecting the functionality of the Software Product and/or affecting a small number of Contracting Authorities) should be investigated within twenty four (24) hours of identification.

The Supplier shall have responsibility for determining the priority of the issue. 

11.2.14.8 The Supplier shall have an established process in place to restore the Software Product functionality in the event of unexpected issued or unplanned Software Product Downtime.

11.2.14.9 In the event of prolonged issues or Software Product Downtime, the Supplier shall implement a contingency plan for maintaining service delivery in order to minimise the impact for the Contracting Authority. This contingency plan should include provision for the:

i. Back-up and storage of Contracting Authority data

ii. Transition to an alternative solution

iii. Contracting Authority support Services 

iv. Contracting Authority communications plan	

v. Restoration activities following resolution of issue

11.2.14.10 Upon resolution, the Supplier shall notify the Contracting Authority to confirm the Software Product is back online and available for use.

11.2.14.11 A clear record of all unplanned Software Product Downtime should be kept by the Supplier, outlining the date, time, issue, cause, user(s) affected, actions taken and length of Software Product Downtime. All entries should have a unique ID assigned.

11.2.15 Software Product Upgrades

11.2.15.1 The Supplier shall continuously monitor and measure the performance of the Software Product to identify areas for development and improvement. The outputs of this activity shall contribute towards the Supplier’s Planned Maintenance Schedule for the Software Product.

11.2.15.2 The Supplier shall have an established risk management process to identify potential threats and to build mitigating actions into the Planned Maintenance Schedule in order to manage risk effectively and maintain continuous access to the Software Product for Contracting Authorities. 

11.2.15.3 The Supplier shall conduct thorough acceptance testing on any significant changes to the Software Product prior to such changes being introduced. 

11.2.15.4 The Supplier shall communicate the details of any changes to the Software Product and allow necessary time for the Contracting Authority to adapt to the updated Software Product and develop any new working processes that are required.

11.2.15.5 The Contracting Authority, if it wishes, will be permitted to be involved in Beta testing of any proposed changes to the Software Product in order to minimise risks to all parties.

11.2.15.6 The Supplier shall make all new upgrades to the Software Product available to download by the Contracting Authority within forty eight (48) hours of release. The Supplier shall install the Software Product upgrades on behalf of the Contracting Authority when conducting Supplier Server Based Hosting.

11.2.16 Data Provisions

11.2.16.1 The Contracting Authority shall remain the ultimate owner of all data collected in association with its Call Off Contract.  

11.2.16.2 The Supplier shall upload all data, as and when required, by FTP in line with established data security requirements.

11.2.16.3 The Contracting Authority and the Supplier shall work collaboratively to maintain up to date, complete and accurate data in relation to the Contract in line with the Data Protection Act. 

11.2.16.4 The Supplier shall regularly conduct back-up activities to retain and protect Contracting Authority data including but not limited to:

i. Cloud based snapshots

ii. Point in time back ups

iii. Physical data back-up and storage

iv. Archiving

11.2.17 Expiry, Termination and Transfers

11.2.17.1 Upon expiry or termination of the Contract, the Supplier shall provide the Contracting Authority with all data collected in association with its Call Off Contract in a format specified by the Contracting Authority. 

11.2.17.2 Where the Contracting Authority is transferring the Services to another supplier, the incumbent Supplier shall be expected to work collaboratively with the Contracting Authority to facilitate the transfer of all data to the new the Software Product. 

11.2.17.3 Upon the expiry or termination of a Call Off Contract, the Supplier shall ensure the Software Product remains open for continued Contracting Authority access for thirty (30) calendar days.

11.5 Continuous Improvement 

11.5.1 The Supplier shall monitor any scientific or technological improvements in the field of Utilities Management software and, where appropriate or necessary, ensure these are incorporated in to the Software Product throughout the duration of the Framework Agreement.

11.5.2 The Supplier shall continually improve the way in which the required Maintenance and upgrade Services are to be delivered throughout the Framework Agreement.

12. LOT 9 - UTILITIES MANAGEMENT BUREAU SERVICES

12.1 General 

12.1.1 The Supplier shall provide outsourced Bureau Services to deliver Energy Management Services on behalf of the Contracting Authority.

12.1.2 The Supplier shall work collaboratively with the Contracting Authority to assist in the delivery of their Energy Management Strategy to identify areas for energy consumption reduction, efficiencies, and potential savings, and shall collaboratively support the Contracting Authority in the delivery of the identified areas.

12.1.3 The Supplier shall monitor the effectiveness and performance of the Bureau Services provision throughout each Call Off Contract. The Supplier shall communicate regularly with the Contracting Authority in order to collaboratively review, update and improve the Contracting Authority’s Energy Management Strategy. 

12.1.4 A Contracting Authority will be permitted to request the Services set out at sections 12.1.6 - 12.1.12 below as individual requirements or as a Full Service Provision within their Call Off Contract based on their individual requirements.

12.1.5 The Supplier shall be provide the Contracting Authority with all of the Services the Contracting Authority has specified, either as a Full Service Provision or as individual requirements as set out in the Contracting Authority’s Call Off Contract.

xxiii. Non-commodity charges are correct including TNUoS, BSUoS, DUoS, Renewables Obligation (RO), Feed in Tariff (FiT), Contracts for Difference (CfD), Climate Change Levy (CCL) and any future non-energy costs that may be introduced.

xxiv. Demand Side Response (DSR) and participation in the capacity market is correct

xxv. Consumption is in line with predicted volumes provided by the Contracting Authority or based on historical consumption data.

xxvi. Pricing calculations are accurate and free of errors

xxvii. Rectification and validations of Estimated Annual Consumption (EACs)

xxviii. Generator invoicing including validating fuel usage, confirming equipment in usage, confirming deployment and off-hire dates, ensuring metered supply shows decrease in usage during generator deployment.

xxix. Ensure meters are assigned to the correct tariff (Tariff Optimisation)

12.1.6.2 When querying invoices on the behalf of the Contracting Authority with the utilities supplier, the Supplier shall:

i. Provide a comprehensive query log of all invoice errors on an agreed frequency, with the detail of the cause of the error, the party responsible, and the estimated timescales for completion of the corrective action and update on completed action. 

ii. All queries recorded shall have a unique reference number for identification.

iii. The Supplier shall report the estimated value of the query and track the paid and unpaid associated invoices to support effective accruals and budget management processes for Contracting Authorities. 

iv. The Supplier shall provide reports outlining the current status and activities regarding any outstanding queries. The reporting format and reporting frequency shall be specified by the Contracting Authority at the Call Off Contract stage. 

v. Any credit recovered as part of the Bill Validation process shall be provided to the Contracting Authority in full via cheque, BACS, re-bill or as credit for future bills.

12.1.7 Tenant Billing

12.1.8.2 The Supplier shall discuss and reach agreement on the assumptions used to produce the budgets with the Contracting Authority. This shall include, but shall not be limited to:

ii. Change in consumption due to change of assets or energy efficiency initiatives

iii. Change in consumption patterns e.g. changed working hours

iv. Commodity costs provided or estimated by the Contracting Authority or any organisation contracted to manage the energy buying on behalf of the Contracting Authority

v. Non-commodity costs based on published tariffs or assumptions agreed with the Contracting Authority

12.1.8.3 The Supplier shall conduct reforecasts and report on the comparison of actual and forecast budgets on a quarterly basis as specified by the Contracting Authority 

12.1.9 Analysis and Reporting

12.1.9.1 The Supplier shall analyse the Contracting Authority’s portfolio data to produce reports and recommendations, including, but not limited to:

i. Multi-site Consumption Reports (including multi-year reporting)

ii. Financial and cost reporting from invoice data

iii. Overdue invoice reports

iv. Invoice gap reports

v. Exception reporting 

vi. Benchmarking and league tables

vii. Regression Reports

viii. Actual cost vs forecast and budgets

ix. Load Factor, Demand Profile, capacity 

x. CUSUM Analysis

xi. Missing Data and Gap Analysis Reports

xii. Performance review against Display Energy Certificates (DECs)

xiii. Renewable Heat Incentive (RHI) heat loss calculations

xiv. Energy Savings Opportunity Schemes (ESOS) Reporting

xv. Estates Return Information Collection (ERIC) reports

xvi. Other ad-hoc reports may be requested by the Contracting Authority from time to time to be agreed by the Contracting Authority when not part of the standard Service offering.

12.1.10 Carbon / Compliance Reporting

12.1.10.1 The Supplier shall collate and interpret the relevant data to support the creation of compliant reports to meet the current government Carbon Reduction Commitment, Greenhouse Gas and any other applicable environmental regulations. These reports including but not limited to:

12.2 Service Requirements

The Supplier shall provide these additional education and support Services to Contracting Authorities free of charge.

12.2.3.3 To support the education of the Contracting Authorities, the Supplier shall make any brochures, briefings, websites, publications or marketing materials available to them. This shall include information on any new policies and regulatory or procedural changes that may affect the Contracting Authorities’ sites.

12.2.3.4 The Supplier shall, upon the request of the Contracting Authority, provide options for additional training for Contracting Authorities. This shall include webinars, face to face training and seminars.
