	Brief Description of Task:
1.     This FATS task specifically seeks SME CBRN technical expertise to support the Pre Main Gate Assessment Phase until contract award and the CBRN DT annual capability planning round.  

2.     CBRN DT Capability Planning: Bidders are expected to show a strong background and knowledge of CBRN Protection system concepts and technology within the defence acquisition environment in order to provide evidence that they can suitably assist the CBRN DT in developing a robust and realistic ABC16 & 17 planning round for Defence. 

3.     BSCS D&M Phase: Bidders are expected to show a strong background and knowledge of Biological Weapons Agent (BWA) detection concepts and systems within the defence acquisition environment in order to provide evidence that they can suitably assist the CBRN DT in the technical management and derisking of the critical phases leading up to Main Gate and contract award.  Bidders are also required to understand planning assumptions, BWA consumables, Risk and modelling. Regular engagement on a facet of technology which has never been used by the MOD in the deployed space by understanding the Containment Level 3 compliances and delivering to the MOD an approach for safe use by the users in a compliant state – June 15.
· Provide SME input to Schedule modelling and development.  Identify and apply the assumptions data and consumables model(s) by inputting them (particularly the technical assumptions) into the overall BSCS schedule.  Also coordinating the technical activities, programming them with the application of Risk.  – Jun 15

· Understand the JEF/DSD policy capture and apply assumptions using the policy through capability and modelling frameworks; create an option model. This activity requires in depth knowledge of DSD13 and the JEF together with the ability to capture and understand core Capability assumptions which includes technical and cost – Apr 15
· Complete the Investment Appraisal Cost Model by the application of the Cost Assumptions, Risk and Time: produce final versions for approval.  A specialist understanding of the captured assumptions from Activity 1, understanding risk and the creation of a joint Capability and Technology framework that accounts for Defence assumptions, readiness and technology – Apr 15
· Review the technical solution(s) by regular technical engagement with all parties (Dstl, HSE and Industry). 	Background/Justification:

1.      Recent events in Syria generated an urgent requirement to rapidly develop and deliver HCC under Defence Board direction.  In the last 20 years, the UK has continued to generate UOR solutions at times of heightened CBW threat (Desert Storm, Bolton, Telic etc) however, in order to develop and maintain a measured poise for contingency, we will need to deliver a CBRN which meets all current threat and remains adaptable to change in the future and at high readiness.  The holistic CBRN Programme comprises capabilities that fall into INFORM or PROTECTIVE MEASURES. The Biological Surveillance Collector System (BSCS) is one of the golden threads in the INFORM area and the fundamental building block for providing future sensing capability which will support all other aspects of the Programme.  BSCS will deliver area detection capability of airborne Biological Warfare Agents (BWA) at large, static sites, to counter the current threat of non-state actor, small-scale, on-target or near-perimeter BWA attacks. The system will ‘detect to treat’, which provides very high confidence warning in order to exploit the time window during which post exposure therapy medical countermeasures may be employed. BSCS replaces the Integrated Biological Detection System (IBDS), which is obsolescent. Compared to IBDS, BSCS will provide a significantly improved area of coverage, a much-reduced false-alarm rate and the ability to counter current, pertinent threats and will, as a result, provide commanders with timely and accurate warning for effective decision making and employment of medical countermeasures. 
2.     The CBRN DT has a complex portfolio of technological projects that continually delivers incremental increases in cutting edge capability in order to counter the evolving CBRN threat to UK Armed Forces. The ability of the equipment portfolio to mitigate this risk of campaign changing casualty levels caused by offensive use of CBRN relies on a deep understanding of the technical interactions and constraints of the systems employed. 

3.      Delivering BSCS, the PT requires to effectively act as an integration authority ensuring that new technologies and specialist systems, delivered as individual projects by multiple industry SME’s; perform as a coherent system of technologies to provide CBRN protection. For this reason the BSCS PT require technical support from Dstl Porton Down for scientific and test support and from Industry.  FATS suppliers for CBRN SME technical support directly to projects and the strategic portfolio.

4.      Technical support is expected to be available on demand to DT staff during the extremely busy BSCS pre Main Gate Assessment Phase to ensure CBRN DT meets its timelines for meeting an affordable programme.  Contractors will be expected to provide a framework where this can be achieved. 

5.      Technical support is required to support the preparation and delivery of the technical elements of the Main Gate strategy.  The technologies involved within BSCS have never previously been used by Defence before and the technical integration of both the new technology and existing sub systems is challenging.   Challenges include understanding Biological principles and the challenges behind designing and integrating a mobile, compliant laboratory into the operational space.
6.      It is preferred that a single individual is provided to support each task to maximise consistency and technical derisking.
