· Supply and install new door access system to 5 double doors (doors provided by others).  This will include locks, card reader, push to exist button and emergency break glass for all 5 sets of doors.

· Door Operation. The card access system will operate the Abloy EL561K and the door will be opened, when the door is opened the auto flush bolts on the first leaf will disengage allowing the first leaf to be opened if required. The doors will be fitted with a door selector so to make sure the first closing leaf closes first. When the second leaf is closed this will push the auto flush bolts and both doors will be secured.
· Cat 6 cabling for the cameras and the power supplies for the doors will be provided by others, all local cabling associated with the doors is included within our quotation.

Payment.
1) When services or goods are provided in the United Kingdom payment is net thirty calendar days from the date on which the services or goods are invoiced.

2) When services are provided outside the United Kingdom, payment is as agreed and specified in advance of the services.

3) Without prejudice to the rights of the company, interest will be payable on all overdue accounts at the Bank of England Base Rate plus 6%

 Cancellation. 
Should any works be cancelled by the customer within 30 days of the works start date, the customer shall be liable for any costs incurred by the company in connection with the cancelled works.

 Termination.
The company shall have the right to terminate the contract immediately on the occurrence of any one of the following:-

1) Bankruptcy of the customer.

2) If the customer commits a breach of contract.

3) If the customer (being a company) is wound up or has a receiver of its assets appointed.  

Goods.
