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BACKGROUND / BRIEF

Manor Grove and Hareside Court are situated in the Newburn area of Newcastle upon Tyne.

There are 6 three storey blocks each containing 14 flats that have internal storage/bin cupboards on the ground floor. These bin stores have had problems with fly tipping and have been misused over many years.
The blocks have raised fire risk due to buildup of rubbish and have suffered infestation of vermin, raising health and safety fears for residents. 
Housing Management has incurred costs for clearance of the bin areas on a regular basis and all attempts to solve this problem in the past have failed.
There has been consultation with tenants, Housing Management, Planning and Environmental services to come up with an acceptable solution to relocate the waste collection areas externally.

The solution that has been designed involves construction of ‘1 x Recycling’ and ‘6 x General Waste Compounds’. These will be constructed in brick with a boarded fence above and a concrete base with connecting paved access path. The compounds will be screened with suitable low maintenance planting.
It is expected that this work should take no longer than 4 weeks to complete.
