State Aid

Unauthorised State Aid is unlawful aid and if public authorities award State Aid in breach of the rules, the European Commission has the power to require repayment with interest from the aid beneficiary. State Aid may be permitted if it falls under a certain threshold. This is known as de minimis aid. Currently the total de minimis aid granted to any one organisation must not exceed €200,000 over any period of three financial years.

Therefore, if you have received State Aid from any public body in the previous three financial years you must let us know on the application form. If your organisation has received State Aid in the previous three financial years below the de minimis threshold, this may well limit the amount that you are eligible for.
Government Efficiency Spending Controls: Marketing and Advertising

Introduction/Background
Our vision for PE and school sport is measurable and sustained improvement, underpinned by high-quality teaching that increases participation levels in physical activity and leads to healthier pupils who are more engaged across the whole curriculum.  
2
Purpose
We are making a maximum of £300,000 of grant funding available to kick-start or develop an existing programme that supports inclusion in PE and school sport. We want to ensure that all children and young people with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND) have equal access to PE and sport. 
The successful bid will deliver a programme that will support pupils with SEN and disabilities to increase their engagement in PE, sport and physical activities. We expect to see a clear plan for how this will be achieved, which should be based on evidence and include measureable outcomes. 

Bids should cover the elements of a delivery plan for how the programme will improve and extend the quality of schools’ PE and sports provision and teaching, how pupils will be supported to increase their engagement and participation in PE, sport and physical activities (both in and outside of school), and what the measurable impact on the pupils will be. The delivery plan should include details of key outputs and milestones.
Key considerations are

· The programme must be able to evidence the impact on: 

· The quality of participating schools’ PE and sports provision and teaching

· The engagement and participation of pupils with SEN and disabilities
· The programme should take into consideration the national curriculum for PE in England.

· We are interested in a programme that is open to both primary and secondary pupils, although we would be willing to consider bids at either stage of education if this decision for the programme design is evidence based.

· We are interested in a programme that engages parents and offers opportunities to build community engagement.  

· We will consider bids that target a specific group of children (e.g children in years 6 and 7) but clear rationale and evidence should be included to support this decision. 

· We are keen that our investment should offer strong value for money and be sustainable. We will consider bids for both national or more targeted regional schemes. In the latter case, we may wish to work with you to explore how the model could be replicated by others in different areas of the country in the future.
3
Management Information

The Department will specify the format for providing management information as part of the process of issuing the grant agreements. The Department will also expect applicants to set out in their proposal how intended outcomes will be measured. Applicants will need to demonstrate how their management information will measure the impact of the scheme, and how they plan to evaluate the effectiveness of the scheme. We will also require information on how many pupils and schools will be reached at different times of the year, and how all work will be quality assured.

The successful grant recipients will be asked to provide management information to meet the needs of the Department. These will be subject to further negotiation but the Department’s minimum information requirements are:

Quarterly written reports on achievement of key outputs and milestones as set out in the delivery plan and two meetings per grant funded year with DfE policy leads to review overall performance, including progress the grant funded organisation is making towards securing financial sustainability for the project once DfE funding ends.

4
Costs
The level of administrative costs for the project/programme is a value for money consideration. We encourage efficiency by applicants.
