	Brief Description of Task:
MAWS Project Team submission to the Ordnance Munitions and Explosives Safety Review Panel (OSRP) for renewal of the OSRP Assurance Statement
 for the Aster 15 and Aster 30 Munitions that are components of the Sea Viper Missile System.



	Background/Justification:

Aster 15/30 are the missile components of Sea Viper (formerly PAAMS(S)), the principal armament of the Royal Navy’s Type 45 Destroyer fleet. This highly capable system provides self-protection, local area defence and medium range air defence against a range of targets, including sea-skimming and high diving missiles, attack aircraft, helicopters and bombers.

Under the provisions of JSP 520 the OSRP Assurance Statement is the means through which the OSRP provides independent assurance of the OME safety aspects of the Aster munitions.  Although not a guarantee of the inherent safety of the munitions (which remains the responsibility of the PTL) the OSRP Assurance Statement documents Provisos, Limitations and Caveats that should be observed for safe operation of the system.  Hence this is a key document, the absence of which would present an unacceptable risk for in-service users of the system with potentially serious operational impact.  The current OSRP Assurance Statement expires at the end of February 2016 and the MAWS PT will be preparing a submission to the OSRP for renewal.

Following the last OSRP Assurance Statement submission the OSRP expressed concern over both the presentation and content of the current Aster Munition Safety and Environmental Case Report (SECR) as follows:

The SECR has been compiled from a number of separate documents and it appears that they have not been adequately reviewed nor amended to ensure context and flow are maintained. There is much repetition and many of the basic definitions and diagram notations are still in French and must be translated.
Much of the detail provided should have remained in the Safety and Environmental Case (SEC), extracted and summarised in the SECR when necessary to support the safety argument.
Significantly, the safety arguments are neither comprehensive nor robust, in that there are many statements but very few robust safety arguments setting out the issue and the evidence that demonstrates safety.
From a review of the key documents including the Hazard Log and the Safety Management System there is evidence that the MAWS PT is attempting to manage the residual risks but the lack of identified controls and properly constructed safety arguments could indicate a lack of detailed understanding of the design and appropriate mitigation
References are continually made to information in previous versions of the SECR. All references should be to evidence that supports the project milestone and submission at the point in time. All should appear in the SEC and extracted to the SECR. There are still numerous referenced documents included that appear no longer relevant or have been overtaken by later documents
Given the issues identified above, the OSRP strongly recommended:
The SECR should be re-written and constructed in accordance with the JSP 520 OME Safety Case Report Template
 with the scope and system boundaries clearly defined to support the next submission milestone for a Full Operating Capability in the predicted service environment.
Superfluous and outdated information must be removed and the safety arguments properly constructed. Failure to do this may result in the SECR being rejected by the OSRP as being unfit for review.
It may be beneficial to utilise a different methodology in the reconstruction of the arguments, such as Goal Structured Notation (GSN) or the Adelard Assurance and Safety Case Environment (ASCE) tool, which would automatically focus on the supporting evidence.
An Aster Summary Hazard Log, Hazard Analysis and Risk Assessment was presented with the previous submission and will require updating.  Arrangements are in hand between the MAWS team and the Prime Contractor (MBDA) to provide access to the SV Master Hazard Log to facilitate this process.  The MAWS team has also recently approved and published its own Hazard Review process.

On-going Hazard Reviews will be undertaken by the MAWS Sea Viper Safety and Environmental Panel (SV SEP).  This includes review of new ALARP arguments currently being prepared by MBDA. These will replace the current set of ALARP statements for the system in due course but will still be work in progress at the time of the next OSRP submission.

Other project documentation including the MAWS Safety Management System, The SV Safety and Environmental Management Plan and the SV System Safety Case Summary Report have all been re-written since the last OME submission and should only require minor updating to reflect progress made against Forward action Plans and ensure consistency and coherency of the overall document set.

Re-write the Aster Munition OME SECR using the template provided in JSP 520, Part 2, Vol 9, Annex B (V4.2 Jul 15) ensuring that all concerns and recommendations described in sections 2.3 and 2.4 above are addressed and satisfied.

Sea Viper Safety & Environmental Management Plan;

Appendix 2 to Schedule 3 (confidentiality Agreement) 

The provisions of this Clause are supplemental to DEFCON 531
1 Both DEFCON 531 and the provisions of this Clause apply to:

(A) This Tasking Order;

(B) Any Information disclosed by either party prior to the issue of a draft Tasking Order and in contemplation of Work being placed by the Authority under a Tasking Order; and

(C)  Any Task placed under this Agreement, provided that Information provided to a party for the purpose of tendering for a Tasking Order shall only be used for that tendering purpose, and Information provided to a party for performing a Task placed on it under this Agreement shall only be used for the performance of that Task.

2 Subject to its requirements of continued access to Information necessary to exercise its rights of disclosure and use hereunder including under any Tasking Order, and to the obligations set out herein in respect of any Controlled Information (Definition in Clause 42 Schedule 1), the recipient of any Information shall:

(A)  Upon the expiry or termination of the Agreement; or

(B) Upon the expiry or termination of any Tasking Order (for the purposes of which Information is disclosed); or

(C) If the Authority decides not to proceed with the issue of a Tasking Order (for the purposes of which Information is disclosed),

in accordance with any reasonable directions given and/or a reasonable request made by the other party promptly: 

(1)   Return to the other party the Information and all copies thereof; or 

(2)   Take such other measures in respect of the Information and all copies thereof as may be required elsewhere in the Tasking Order.

3 The provisions of DEFCON 531 and of this Clause shall survive the expiry or termination of the Agreement or any Tasking Order in accordance with 2(A) or 2(B) or the decision not to proceed in accordance with 2(C).

Appendix 6.1 to Schedule 3 (Freedom of Information and Transparency)
Tenderers should be aware that, should they be awarded the Tasking Order, the content of the Tasking Order will be published by the Authority to the general public in line with government policy set out in the Prime Minister’s letter of May 2010 (http://www.number10.gov.uk/news/statements-and-articles/2010/05/letter-to-government-departments-on-opening-up-data-51204.) 

Before publishing the Tasking Order, the Authority shall redact any information which would be exempt from disclosure if it was the subject of a request for information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (“ the FOIA”) or the Environmental Information Regulations 2002 (“the EIR”). 

The FOIA and the EIR provide a more general statutory right of access to information held by or on behalf of public authorities, including information provided by third parties such as suppliers. This right of access is subject to a number of exemptions, including confidential information and commercially sensitive information. Further details of Authority policy on FOIA and EIR can be found on the Acquisition Operating Framework (www.aof.mod.uk/index.htm, click on "Commercial Toolkit" then "MOD Commercial Management" then "Freedom of Information").

Should the Authority decide to publish or disclose information against the wishes of a Tenderer, the Tenderer will be given prior notification.
