Foreword

This specification, which will form part of the contract, sets out the Central Chancery of
the Orders of the Knighthood (CCOK) and the Cabinet Office requirement for the supply
of medals and insignia which are presented by, or on behalf of The Queen at various
times throughout the year.

Background

CCOK is the department within The Queen’s household which is responsible for state
insignia. Up to 28 investitures are held annually at Buckingham Palace, in Edinburgh or
Windsor castle; approximately 110 people attend to receive their insignia on each
occasion.

CCOK/ Cabinet Office does not guarantee to place orders for work with particular
Successful Supplier/s, but as an indication of the likely amount of work involved, past
figures for the numbers of insignia and medals awarded in recent years is attached at
Appendix A.

Each order placed with the Successful Supplier/s will constitute a separate contract
which both parties agree will be governed by the terms and conditions agreed as part of
the framework arrangement.

The Requirement

The Successful Supplier/s will be required to supply, to the required specification,
insignia and medals, ribbons, boxes and anything else specified in Schedule 2
Specification.

Successful Supplier/s should suggest ways in which quality and value for money might
be maximised over the duration of the contract. Working methods and controls must be
documented and enforced to provide confidence that the results meet the required
standards specified in Schedule 2 Specification.

Timescales

Time is of the essence to the CCOK and insignia and medals must be available for
award within the agreed timescales in line with investiture calendar. It is therefore vital
that Potential Providers give realistic and achievable timescales in their bids for the
production and delivery of each medal they would be prepared to supply.

Price

Price refers to the tendered price for the successful Lots bid for.

Variations

No variation to the Framework Agreement including all Medals and Insignia specified in

Schedule 2 Specification or the Call Off Contract will be permitted unless this has been

agreed to in writing by CCOK / Cabinet Office.

Reports
The Authority may request from the Successful Supplier(s) written reports on Medals
and Insignia procured under the Framework Agreement. Where it is deemed
reasonable the Successful Suppliers should provide the reports including the data
requested within the timescales requested by the Authority.

Maintenance / Repairs

Following any agreed guarantee period for the insignia / medals, any repairs etc.

required will be requested from the Successful Supplier/s who supplied the relevant

insignia and medals. CCOK must be notified and have agreed to the cost prior to any

work being undertaken.

Quality Requirements and Quality Plans

Successful Supplier(s) must provide details of named contact(s) within their organisation

who will be responsible for and have the appropriate authority to deal with any problems

/ issues related to the production / delivery of insignia / medals. These include issues
such as (but not limited to) defective medals / insignia, delivery etc.

Should the standard of insignia and medals be, in the opinion of CCOK not be to the
standard specified in Schedule 2 Specification, the relevant contractor will be
informed and given the opportunity to rectify the defect. If the Successful Supplier(s)
cannot rectify the errors within the time required the CCOK will have the option to
obtain the goods from another source and charge any additional costs to the
contractor.

Ownership
Ownership of the insignia / medals will not pass to CCOK / Cabinet Office until it has

been delivered and accepted by an authorised member of CCOK. CCOK/ Cabinet
Office must receive two days’ notice of delivery date prior to any delivery.
