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1. Introduction

The Sports Council Equality Group (SCEG) consists of the relevant officers from all the Sports
Councils; Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport Scotland, Sport Northern Ireland and UK Sport, and
aims to promote and develop equality in sport across all the equality strands.

Sport England is seeking to appoint a Provider to review and redraft the Sports Council Equality
Group (SCEG) Transsexual Inclusion in Domestic Sport Competition guidance.

The Contract has an anticipated value of £20,000-£25,000 (exclusive of VAT). Although this award
will be led by Sport England, four of the five sport home councils; Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport
Scotland and UK Sport (exclusive of Sport Northern Ireland) will each be contributing funds to the
overall budget available.

The contract length is for an initial period of 6 months.

The purpose of this Invitation to Quote (ITQ) is to provide quotes against a predetermined set of
requirements through which Sport England can identify the Most Economically Advantageous Tender
(MEAT).

2. Sport England

background or ability.

4. Requirement

The Sports Council Equality Group (SCEG) consists of the relevant officers from all the Sports
Councils (Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport Scotland, Sport Northern Ireland and UK Sport) and
aims to promote and develop equality in sport across all the equality strands.

SCEG provides a wide range of equality-related material to assist all sporting organisations become
more equitable and to provide a service to all sectors of the population.

In 2013, SCEG commissioned the development and release of three documents around transsexual
inclusion in sport:

This tender requires the awardee to:

1. Review and redraft the Domestic Competition Guidance which is focused on all domestic
(within the UK) sport competition, up to a level of international qualification where different
regulations may be in place.

2. Provide a comprehensive report on Trans Inclusion with Elite Performance Sport, to include
information on:

e What policies/procedures are currently in operation across the International spectrum
i.e. International Federations/NGBs/Collegiate systems and others.

e Latest medical research globally

e An audit of the organisations globally who are currently operating within this space

e Collecting athlete views on the subject

At present we are unable to review and redraft the international guidance until the International
Olympic Committee (IOC) releases its updated guidance on transgender competition.

Sport England is also releasing Transgender Facility Inclusion Guidance very soon that will target
grassroot sport and physical activity participation, so the Domestic Competition Guidance will become
part of a suite of resources to support providers of sport and physical activity to be more inclusive of
transgender and non-binary people whilst being aware and sensitive to the needs of other under-
represented groups. The Facility Inclusion Guidance will not be a part of this tender.

There is much debate in the public eye around transgender people’s inclusion in sport and physical
activity as well as many other areas of society. It is vitally important that Sport England and the other
home nation sport councils develop and release much needed guidance in this area to enable sport
and physical activity providers to be more inclusive and to help them understand their responsibilities
to everyone who wishes to participate in sport and physical activity.

Transgender participation in sport competition is a complicated area and needs to be explored further,
but we also need to look to develop a more nuanced approach to inclusion across the sector, which
this guidance will aim to do.

The awardee will be required to review the Domestic Competition Guidance document in its current
form and suggest and develop improvements to it. The awardee of this work will need to work
collaboratively with a range of partners to review and redraft the document. This is a sensitive and
politically high-profile area at the moment and the awardee will need to ensure that they are listening
to the views of everyone potentially involved and affected by this area of work. That will include the
home sport councils, national governing bodies of sport, women’s organisations, LGBT+ and trans-
specific organisations, academic experts, athletes and grassroot participants, as well as many others
that may be relevant.

The awardee must have expert knowledge in this area, be aware of the current discussions taking
place at a societal level around the challenges involved and able to develop and maintain a balanced
dialogue and treat with respect all views and opinions.

We would expect the final guidance to be a downloadable and printable accessible document that
would sit online, with a similar format to the existing guidance, and it will be owned by the Sports
Council Equality Group.

5. Evaluation

The evaluation process will be conducted in a manner that ensures that bids are evaluated fairly. Tender
responses (see point 4 above) will be evaluated against the criteria shown in the table below. The
successful bid will be the one that, in the opinion of Sport England (on behalf of SCEG), offers the Most
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Economically Advantageous (MEAT) to Sport England having regard to the criteria shown in the table
below.

Knowledge and understanding of the subject area 30%
Quality of proposed approach, including the approach to engaging 15%
Technical with the subject matter and production of deliverables
Relevant skills, experience and track record of delivery 15%
Suppliers understanding of the requirement 10%
Presentation at interview 10%
Cultural alignment to Sport England’s vision, mission and values 10%
Price Value for money 10%

Presentations at interview stage will focus on how the prospective awardee feels they meet the
evaluation requirements outlined above, as well as how they expect to deliver the desired tender
requirements, the process they will take to do so, and an outline of the organisations they expect to
work with to achieve the requirements. More information on the interview will be outlined to the
shortlisted candidates once identified.

9. Freedom of Information

9.1 In accordance with the obligations and duties placed upon public authorities by the Freedom
of Information Act 2000 (the ‘FolA’), Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport Scotland and UK
Sport may, acting in accordance with the Secretary of State’s Code of Practice on the
Discharge of the Functions of Public Authorities under Part 1 of the said Act, or the EIR be
required to disclose information submitted by the Bidder to the Sport England.

9.2 In respect of any information submitted by a Bidder that it considers to be commercially
sensitive the Bidder should:

9.3 Where a Bidder identifies information as commercially sensitive, Sport England, Sport Wales,
Sport Scotland and UK Sport will endeavour to maintain confidentiality. Bidders should note,
however, that, even where information is identified as commercially sensitive, Sport England
may be required to disclose such information in accordance with the FolA or the
Environmental Information Regulations. In particular, Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport
Scotland and UK Sport are required to form an independent judgment concerning whether the
information is exempt from disclosure under the FolA or the EIR and whether the public
interest favours disclosure or not. Accordingly, Sport England, Sport Wales, Sport Scotland
and UK Sport cannot guarantee that any information marked ‘confidential’ or “commercially
sensitive” will not be disclosed.

9.4 Where a Bidder receives a request for information under the FolA or the EIR during the
procurement process, this should be immediately passed on to Sport England, Sport Wales,
Sport Scotland and UK Sport and the Bidder should not attempt to answer the request without
first consulting with Sport England.

10.Tender Validity

10.1.Your Tender should remain open for acceptance for a period of 60 days. A Tender valid for a
shorter period may be rejected.

11.Preparation of Tender

11.1.Bidders must obtain for themselves at their own responsibility and expense all information
necessary for the preparation of Tenders. Bidders are solely responsible for the costs and
expenses incurred in connection with the preparation and submission of their Tender and all
other stages of the selection and evaluation process. Under no circumstances will Sport
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England, or any of their advisers, be liable for any costs or expenses borne by Bidders, sub-
contractors, suppliers or advisers in this process.

11.2. Bidders are required to complete and provide all information required by Sport England in
accordance with the Conditions of Tender and the Invitation to Quote. Failure to comply with
the Conditions and the Invitation to Quote may lead Sport England to reject a Tender
Response.

11.3. Sport England relies on Bidders' own analysis and review of information provided.
Consequently, Bidders are solely responsible for obtaining the information which they consider
is necessary in order to make decisions regarding the content of their Tenders and to
undertake any investigations they consider necessary in order to verify any information
provided to them during the procurement process.

11.4. Bidders must form their own opinions, making such investigations and taking such advice

Where official documents include financial data in a foreign currency, a sterling equivalent
must be provided.
