1 Background/Introduction
 St Mary's Leadworks supply an extensive range of building materials and supplies to commercial and domestic clients across Devon and Cornwall.  In particular, we specialise in the delivery of ready mixed concrete, concrete blocks and decorative gravel.  We deliver in assorted formats; loose, in dumpy bags or in 25kg pre-packs.

We are now looking to grow the business by purchasing a new bespoke lorry that will maximum our ability to deliver, specifically, concrete blocks.

The purchase of this system is part of a grant funded application process and therefore procurement will be subject to grant approval of the project as a whole. We will compare tenders received on a compliance basis only.

2 Project Specifications

We wish to procure a lorry that maximises the number of 4” inch blocks that we can carry. As standard we stack the 4'' blocks, 3 or 4 bands high.  Height with 3 bands is 25.6 inches, 

height with 4 bands 33.7 inches, Width 34.6 inches and Length 41.5 inches.  Weight of the bricks wet for 4 band height is 1.7 tonnes and for the 3 band height is 1.275 tonnes.
The tenderer is provide the maximum configuration of the 3 and 4 band loads to maximise the overall transportable tonnage that can be achieved complying to the following specification:.
