PART 1: SPECIFICATION
1. Mezzanine Floor with approximate sizes of 19.00 metre x 12.00 metre – All Fabricated Structural Steelwork to have CE Mark in accordance with EN1090 which is the technical standard applicable to Fabricated Structural Steelwork
2. Floor rating – options to be identified by Tenderer within their Tender submission

3. Suspended Ceiling – a minimum of 60 minutes of Fire Protection is required to the ceiling tiles.
4. 2off Staircase(s) – 1off for general use and 1off for utility/fire escape use.
5. Price required for any building work for possible staircase access.
6. Goods lift with separate prices for 250 kgs capacity & 500 kgs capacity, platform sizes to be detailed by yourself. Full Mesh shaft, 2000mm high Double Gates with a ramp (fixed or otherwise), Interlock System, Dual push button control, delivery, installation, commissioning, and training. 36 months statutory inspection and maintenance also required.
7. Electrical work installation to the Mezzanine Floor as detailed below.
I. Install electrical service onto a new mezzanine floor

II. LED strip lighting to be installed below mezzanine floor to a pre supplied ceiling, to include emergency lighting for general area and illuminated exit signs as appropriate. To be switched from 1 bank of switches on the left-hand side wall, lighting design and locations to be agreed dependant on work locations/storage areas.
III. Install LED strip lighting and emergency lighting on the factory ceiling to illuminate the top deck of the mezzanine floor. Emergency lighting to be installed to illuminate the general area along with 2 off illuminated emergency exit signs to be installed above the main and exit staircase. A light switch will be installed near to the staircase with a 2-way switching from below.

IV. Install a Schneider 8-way TP&N consumer unit on the top floor, this will be connected into panel board 8 via a new MCCB and SWA cable this will provide power to the upper deck area.

V. Install 4-inch metal trunking along the backwall of the mezzanine floor, this will contain the final circuit wiring to the top deck and will also allow for future expansion where required.

VI. Install general power sockets along the back wall of the mezzanine to mirror the ground floor area.

VII. Install a 20-amp single phase supply to 3 spot welders on the top floor.

VIII. Install power supplies to 6 work benches on the top floor, this will include single phase power.

IX. Install a 20-amp TP&N power supply for the goods lift, location to be agreed.

You are invited to visit the site to enable you to take firm measurements and familiarise yourself with the layout within the building. The above requirements are purely a guide to what is required, and the Tenderer shall firm up on all requirements and either confirm or recommend alternatives that meet building regulations. 
If you are successful in winning the contract it shall be run in accordance with CDM requirements with yourselves being the principal contractor and having full supervisory control of any other contractors, you have employed for this Mezzanine Floor installation and all other packages of work. All work to be carried out in accordance with Building Regulations 2010 (England & Wales) with 2013 updates (see below).

A Corrective Action Programme shall be agreed and implemented in respect of any deficiencies revealed by such monitoring.

The Suppliers shall provide any facilities, including access, which may be reasonably required by the Purchaser for monitoring and progress activities.

Records, as specified in the relevant clause of ISO 9001 shall be prepared coincident with the performance of the activity to which they relate or as soon as practicable thereafter. These records shall, at the Purchaser’s requests, be provided as part of the Contract.

The requirements of this Condition shall not relieve the Suppliers of any of his obligations or prejudice any rights of the Purchaser under any other Condition in this Contract.
