TRANSPARENCY CONDITION FOR TASKING ORDERS 
Freedom of Information and Transparency 
Tenderers should be aware that, should they be awarded the Tasking Order, the content of the Tasking Order will be published by the Authority to the general public in line with government policy set out in the Prime Minister’s letter of May 2010 (http://www.number10.gov.uk/news/statements-and-articles/2010/05/letter-to-government-departments-on-opening-up-data-51204.) 

Before publishing the Tasking Order, the Authority shall redact any information which would be exempt from disclosure if it was the subject of a request for information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (“ the FOIA”) or the Environmental Information Regulations 2002 (“the EIR”). 

The FOIA and the EIR provide a more general statutory right of access to information held by or on behalf of public authorities, including information provided by third parties such as suppliers. This right of access is subject to a number of exemptions, including confidential information and commercially sensitive information. Further details of Authority policy on FOIA and EIR can be found on the Acquisition Operating Framework (www.aof.mod.uk/index.htm, click on "Commercial Toolkit" then "MOD Commercial Management" then "Freedom of Information"). 

In order to assist the Authority in applying the exemptions in the FOIA and the EIR, Tenderers should complete the attached Tenderer’s Commercially Sensitive Information Form at Annex A, explaining which parts of their Tender they consider to be commercially sensitive. Tenderers are also requested to include on the Form the details of a named individual who may be contacted with regard to FOIA and EIR. 

Tenderers should note that, while their views will be taken into consideration, the ultimate decision whether to publish or disclose information provided to the Authority lies with the Authority. Tenderers are advised to give as much detail as possible on the Form. It is highly unlikely that a Tender will be exempt from disclosure in its entirety. Should the Authority decide to publish or disclose information against the wishes of a Tenderer, the Tenderer will be given prior notification.
